
DESTROYING INSECTS.

Remedies for the Various Pests that In-
fest Gardens and Their Uae.

Land plaster dusted on plants when the
dew is on will destroy some plant insects,
and willbenefit the plant in most instances
aud do harm to no crop.

Land plaster mixed with a littleParis
green or London purple will destroy many
kinds of insects. Dust it on the plant*.
lU>peat when necessary.

Tobacco stems chopped up and scattered
among young cabbage plants will drive ofl
the cubage By.

Two gallons kjroseue oil, half pound
common or whale oil soap and a gallon of
hot water, well mixed and churned or
forced through a spray nozzle. This makes
three gallons of emulsion —mix this with
twenty-seven gallons of water and it is
ready "for spraying plants or fruit trees.

What the horticulturist, Landreth, says
about it:

To meet the increasing depredations of
insects upon vegetable life the best results
have been obtained by the use of three ar-
ticles, viz: arsenic, petroleum and py-
rethrum.

The first, in the form of Paris green, or

London purple, acts as a direct poison to
leaf-biting insects, which eat vegetable
tissue. The arsenical properties are of
little value to destroy juice-sucking in-
sects.

The second and third named articles,
though less efficient than arsenic, have the
best results in the destruction of juice-
sucking insects which do not bite into the
leaf but puncture into the cuticle. An
external application of poison does not
reach these pests, so we are forced to suf-
focate them, or injure them by corrosive

In the powder, Paris green may be
mixed with two hundred parts of plaster,
starch or flour, and in solution one pound
to two hundred gallons of water. Kero-
sene is often effectively applied mixed
with two parts ofmilk. Another good ap-
plication is, kerosene eight parts, soft soap
one part, water eight parts —the two latter
heated to the boiling point, and the kero-
sense added when the emulsion is removed
away from fire. To this add twenty parts
of water and apply with a fine syringe.

Pyrethrum is a preparation ofthe flower
heads of a well-known plant. It may be
applied as a powder or in solution.

Some horticulturists put dry, pulverized
cow dung between the rows of cabbage
plants and work it into the soil while cul-
tivating the plants. They say cabbage
flies cannot stand the odor of cow dung.

What Horticulturist Buist says about
the cabbage fly: " Some seasons the fly (a
small black beetle) destroys cabbage plants
as fast as they appear above the ground.
Soots, air-slacked lime and wood ashes
sprinkled over them, is, in part, a prevent-
ive. Others destroy them by having a
hen cooped near the plant bed, allowing
the young chickens to run among the
plants and destroy the flies. I invariably
grow my scarce seeds in boxes, elevated
eighteen inches above the "ground,
entirely out of the reach of the insect,
which does not appear on elevated objects.
This operation requires more attention in
watering, but a certainty is always gained
by it."

THE BANANA MARKET.

THEIR SHIPMENT BYTHE STEAMER
LOAD.

When and How They Are Grow
and Gathered—Pleasures and

Perils in the Work.

A steamer unloading 10,000 bunches o
bananas. A stevedore mounted on tb
deck, giving out orders to 100 longshore
men, who stand in lines and pass th
bunches of fruit from the hold of the ye»

sel to waiting trucks. The owner stam
ing on an upturned barrel and calling ou
"One," "Two" or "Three," designating t!
grades to which the bananas belong.
Trucks backing into place, loading and
pulling out to make room for others.
>Small boys scurrying between the trucks
and feasting on the over-ripe fruit.

Such was the s.eve a reporter beheld on

a down town wharf the other day.
"Two millionbunches of bananas come

into this port alone every year 'now,'" said
the importer. "'Previous to 18S4 there
were not near so many. Schooners were
employed, acd they took six weeks to
make a trip, carried only 2,500 bunches
and lost a quarter of them on account of
the length of time afloat and the damage
ly salt water. Now we have regular lices
or steamers that carry four or five times as
much fruit, and make such quick trips
that there- is practically no loss offruit."

"Where do the bananas come from ?"
" Well, the reds, which appear to be th

favorites, come from Baracoa, Cuba. W
get from 3U,000 to 40,000 bunches of then
a week during August, but less new th;

peaches are in market. The yellow ones
come from .Jamaica, Panama, Custa Kk
and Nicaragua. There are some bananas
produced in Florida, but the home de
inand prevents any coming here. Itwi
not be long before the red bananas will be
very scarce, as the Cuban planters are re-
pl&cuig them with the yellow slips from
Jamaica, The cause of this is that the
yellow produce bunches averaging from
§2 to $2 25, while the red will not average
more than $1 50 a bunch."

" How do bananas grow ?"
"On immense plantations, laid oft" into

rows of trees about eight feet apart each
way. The trunk of a banana tree 13 com-
posed of the stems of leaves and grows
from fifteen to twenty feet high. When
the fruiting begins, a bud appears at the
top of the stem and develops into a bunch
of bananas. When the fruit is gathered
the tree is cut down and left to decay,
and new sprouts start up from the srme
root, and thus the crop is continually re-
peated. There are about 700 trees to the
acre, and each one produces one bunch of
fruit. New plantations are started by set-
ting out young sprouts about two feet
high. The gathering of the bananas dif-
fers. In C«utral America the native In-
dians are employed. They cut. the tree
with a machete until it bends over so as to
bring the bunch within reach. Itis then
cut oft and carried on the backs of the
men down to the ships which run up the
rivers. The loading is usually done by
forming a line and passing the bunches
from hand to hand. This is not ye

pleasant work, as the bunches often co
bun scorpions, tarantulas, centipedes am
other venomous insects that get shake
out of the bunches as they are passed, am
bite or sting the handler. In Jamaica t
negro women are used to load the fru
and in Cuba both negroes and half-breet
are employed.

" In the hold of the vessel the banan
are placed in bins holding several hundm
bunches each, aud arranged to admit a
the air possible. \u25a0 The ventilation is so im-
portant that large canvas funnels called
'wind-sails' are fixed on deck so as to catch
the wind and carry it down into the hold.
In winter much tare is necessary to pre-
vent the cargo from freezing on the voy-
age. Bananas are almost the only
fruit that is always in season. They ar-
rive at this port every month in the year.
During the poorest months in midwinter
we receive 70.000 bunches, and in summer
the number frequently reaches 350,000
hunches."— New York Mail and Krwrcss.

Proposed Dam Across the Rio Grande.
Itis reported that Major Anson Mil

of the Tenth Cavalry, at present stationet
at Fort Grant, Arizona, has prepared
project to construct a dam across the Xi
Grande, four miles above the city, at
place where the blufls come within 40
feet of each other and consist of solii
rock, anil where the bed of the river i
also rocky.

A Novel Swimming Dress.
Aswimming dress, resembling a diver's

dress, and made of double India rubber,
has, according to a foreign contemporary,
been adopted in the German navy. On
the chest is a valve through which air is
blown into the interior of the dress, which
covers the whole body and leaves only the
face free. To prevent the swimmer irom
being too much tossed about by the sea,
the space round the chest is especially
large. The swimmer wears a belt which
divides the dress into two parts, to prevent
a too great loss of air if the dress were torn
al)out the legs, and consequent difficultyin
swimming.

The swimmer wears shoes with leaden
soles to secure his equilibrium, and for his
defense a dagger, which is fastened to the
girdle. The swimmers are to be employed
for the blowing up of mines and hostile
craft, and are provided with a box contain-
ing an explosive charge, which they fasten
to the mine or craft, and ignite. Before
the explosion occurs they are out of the
reach of danger. The swimming dress has
already been tried in Germany. Daring
the attack on the harbor of Kiel, August
29th, swimmers were dispatched from the
ironclads to destroy the mines closing the
port. —Scientific American.
