A COMING KVENT.
Preparations Going On for a Great Kal;-

bit-Drive on the Border.
El Paso (Tex), December 4ih.—A grand

rabbit-drive is the coming event of the
near future tor Deming and other localities
in Southern Xew Mexico. These pests
have become so numerous and destructive
in portions of. the Territory—just as in
New Zealand, Australia, mid Southern
California—that gardening and farming
will be no longer remuneraive unless the
pests are destroyed. Around Deming gar-
dening would be profitable, where irriga-
tion is possible, but the rapid increase of
the long eared pest makes all work useless
and unprofitable. The whole country l> •

tween Dealing and El Paso is similarly
alilicted. Tbe worst portion is Eldridge,
near Deming.

Arrangements are being made for a gen-
eral rabbit-drive at an early day around
Fred. Smith's corral, into which the lab-
bits are to be driven. Hundreds of people
will take part, while the Deming "ladies
willprepare a big barbecue. Two or three
counties will participate. It is generally
recognized that something must be done to
stop the progress of the pests.

FORGOT THEIR OBDEBB.

Serious and Fatal Collision on the North-
ern Pacific Road.

There has been a costly and fatal accident
near Cocolla, I. T., on the Northern Pa-
cific. The west-bound freight collided with
a work train, and both were going at a high
rate ofspeed.

The engines were wrecked badly, and
the freight cars split into kindling wood.
Freight was strewn over the track.

C. H. Norton, b'nkeman, was killed;
CharUs Perdi fatally injured; Martin
Burns, fireman, was badly cut about the
face. The wounded and dead were brought
here.

The aesident was on a curve in
the ) oad, and there was bo time to reverse
the engines.

Mixed Election at Log Angeles.

Los Angeles, December 4th.—All the re-
turns from the city precincts show the
election of Bryson (Dern.) for Mayor by
1,100 majority. The Democrats elect Coun-
cilmen in the Second, Third and Fourth
wards, and the Republicans elect all the
other officers, with the possible exception
of City Treasurer.

An Assembly Contest.
Redwood City, December 4th.—Papers

were to-day riled by W. Z. Price, Republi-
can, contesting the election of L. J. Frank,
a Democrat, to the Assembly from this
county. The grounds of contest are alleged
illegalvoting and the counting for Frank
of votes cast for Price.

A MATRIMONIALMESS.

An Ainerlcun Family in England In a
Peck of Trouble.

London, December 4th.—Harrow Tuck
Sherman, son of John Kdward Sherman, a
former American Consul at Manchester, a
young man twentyyearsold, woced Helena
Florence Gray, the benutiful 17-year old
daughter of Waiter Adam Byrne, a barris-
ter The L'irl's pari-nta objected to the
suit because the parties we:e so young.
Sherman senior urged his son's rait on the
girl, whose paronts sent her in September
last to Boguet, an out-of-the-way watering-
place. Recently she went to London,
where she married young Sherman, and
the young pair went to live with the Sher-
man family.

Two warrants have been issued aeainst
young Sherman, one for false declaration
as to the girl's residence, and the other for
falsely declaring that there was no person
whose consent to ihe marriage wa3 neces-
sary. The whole Sherman family are lia-
ble for prosecution on charges of conspir-
acy, as Mr. Byrne, in his affidavit, declares
his belief that his daughter is virtually a
prisoner.

"LET HER GO," HAYTI.

Secretary BaTSrd Uecides that theSteamer
Was Illegally Seized.

Washington, December 4th.—Secretary
Bayard to-day rendered a decision in the
matter ofthe seizure of the steamer Haytian
Republic as an alleged blockade-runner.
In Ihe decision, which is in the form of a
communication received by counsel for tbe
Haytian Republic Steamship Company, the
Secretary decides that the tteamibip was
unlawfully seized, and also instructs Min-
ister Preston to advise his Government to
defer the confiscation ofthe steamer, as has
been decreed by the Prize Court at Port-
au-Prinoe. Although ihere is now no rec-
ogniz-d Government in Hayti,it is believed
here that Captain Compton, of the seized
steamer, has a clear case for damages
against Hayti.
