The Philosophy of a Cold.
Says Professor Woodbury, ofthe Medico-

Chirurgical College of Philadelphia. "If
there is anything calculated to take all
the brightness out of the sunshine, all the
savor out of our food, and all the sweet-
ness out of our life,it is a cold in the head."
He presents some thoughts in its philoso-
phy, the substance of which may interest
the mighty host of sufferers.

In every case there are two factors, ao
irritant and .1 susceptibility of the tyetem.
Among the irritants arc microscopic germs
taken in from without, as in influenza, and
certain poisons which are developed from
bad nutrition or imperfect assimilation
within the body, and which it is the office
of the liver to destroy. Indeed, the effects
of the two causes are essentially the same,
for the germs act by generating certain
violent poisons, which irritate the mucous
membrane of the nostrils, pharynx, lungs,
stomach or bowels.

As to susceptibility to colds, a healthy
body, under ordinary circumstances, has
very little of it. But sudden climatic
changes may induce it. Horses brought
from the West often have a discharge
from the nwtrils which lasts about six
months.

A ship's crew who had been perfectly
healthy while absent several months on
the Alaska coast, were all, on their return,
taken down with a cold in the head.

Of an audience going out into a bleak
atmosphere from a close, warm room, a cer-
tain portion will take cold. These have
the requisite susceptibility; the rest are
hapily free from it. In all cases of this
special susceptibility there is a lowering of
the nutrition, a certain depraved or de-
pressed condition. The luxurious and in-
dolent are as liable to it as the poor, and
those whose surroundings are bad.

A normal condition of the skin is the
chief protection against cold. Three-
fourths of the sufferers from catarrhal
pneumonia or chronic bronchitis are found
to be in the habit of neglecting the skin.
Their skin has become degraded, and is
no longer a protective covering for the
body.

The skin needs to be hardened by the
use of the flesh brush, the cold douche,
the air bath, and by change of undercloth-
ing. Active exercise needs to be added,
to keep the tissues from clogging. The
time to cure the patient is before he gets
the cold.— Yuulits' Companion.

How Many Milkings Daily?

The question is asked, "How many
times should a cow be milked daily ? and
what would be the effect of more or less
frequent milkings upon the quantity and
quality of the milk?" As a rule, and with
oidinary cows, twice milking suffices, and
it is as often as it can be profitably done,
in conjunction with other farm work. But
there are extraordinary cows that ought to
be milked three times a day—once every
eisht hours.

This would not only be profitable, but
add greatly to the cow's (omfort. Itwould
also stimuiate nature to an increased flow
of milk to meet the extra demand. There
would therefore be a greater quantity of
milk. The quality would also be improved
or, rather, the milk would not lie so much
impoverished by the absorption of the fats
after it is secreted. Repeated experiments
show that the longer the interval between
milkings, the poorer the milk. Ifmilked
M (\<l a> <eoreted, there is reason to be-
lieve it would all be "stripping,"— United
State* Dairyman.

RACES OF BEES.

Different Varieties of Bees and the
Plants They Prefer.

Quite likely a great many bee-keepers
have noticed that certain kinds of bees
prefer some kinds of flowers, while other
races of bees work on different kinds of
bloom at the same time, and as a general
thing brown or German bees work on
weeds more than the Italians do. 1 have
all Italian queen?, except one, which is a
Syrian queen; some of those queens are
pure Italians, and some were mated with
black drones.

One Italian queen I have reason to be-
lieve was mated with a Syrian drone, on
account of the different markings on the
abdomen of the workers, and the great
number of queen-cells that they willbuild;
also their different disposition. This
queen was reared in 1886, and last year,
through the month of August, its colony

iof bees gathered about fifteen pounds of
comb honey from the common blue thistle

! illis is not a large amount ofhoney, as we
hail a drought at that time), and was
capped a pale white, but the honey was
quite white.

The cross between the black and Italian
races were hauling in and stealing the yel-
low (or amber) honey, the capping* of
which were so much different when the
sections vere mixed with the sections from
the Syrlt Italian colony; they could very
readily be picked out, though they were
not built down so nicely at the bottom,
there being more space between the bot-
tom of the sections and^the bottom of the
comb. I noticed this more on account of
the dark l>ees having a reputation for cap-
ping their honey whiter than the yellow
bees, but it was the reverse this time.

The dark hybrids and black bees seem
to work well on fall flowers, such as asters,
Spanish-needle, smart-weed, and other fall
flowers. After the thistle was out of bloom
there was but little difference in the looks
of the honey.

There is always a lot of timber land be-
ing cleaied around here, as this was a
heavily timbered country, and these clear-
ings are mostly covered with thistles, be-
sides lot of swamp land with fall flowers,
and of course the bees have their choice.

Now, as I have had the German or
black bees, the Italians in their purity,
and also the Syrian bees, and watched
them closely as to disposition, honey-gath-
ering and comb-building qualities, I much
prefer the best strains of Italians. The
bees that are my choice are, first, bees that
are gentle ; second, bees that are industri-
ous and pay well in dollars and cents for
their keeping; and third, bees that are
yellow and three-handed, for beauty, as I
am a great lover of the beautiful.— C. A.
Bunch, in American lite-Journal.

Decaying Agriculture.

The New Knglantl Fanner says: "For some
reason too many of the back farms in Ver-
mont have been abandoned—a great injury
to the farm, the town and the State. It is
much better for the land to be occupied,
and the buildings will last much longer.
Anything will rust out quicker than it
will we;>r out. Fifty years ago these farms
supported large families, and the children
helped to fill the schoolhouse to overflow-
iog. Now the school-house that was once
so well filledwith healthy, rugged scholars
is vacant and going to decay, and in some
places has been torn down."
