
A BABY INCUBATOR.

THE FIRST PATIE>T DOISG RE-
MARKABLY WELL.

The Incnbator is " All Rijcht," and
the Father ia Gettin--; Along

Splendidly.

Ward's Island, says the New YorkPren,
was shaken from center to circumference
yesterday afternoon. Itwas not an earth-

quake, but, for practical efiect, it might as

well have been.
The center of the catastrophe was the

Emigrant Hospital. In one of the rooms

stood a solid-looking box three feet square
and four feet deep. It had a lid, and in

the lid was set a large pane of glass. A
fine-looking man. evidently a physician,
was gazing through the glass with intense
anxiety, amounting fairly to agony, de-
picted iv his face. He stood motionless.
The box was perforated at the top with
holes, and warm air. !'>"' by the thermom-
eter, ->ercolated through them. The lx>x
was divided into two parts by a horizontal
partition. Below the partition was a
square sheet-iron box filled with water.
Two tubes entered the small tank from
the side. They connected with a cylin-
drical tin box, under which stood a spirit
lamp. The lamp heated the water in the
cylinder, and the hot water ran through
the upper tube into the sheet-iron tank
and the colder water in the liottom of the
tank ran out into the cylinder and thus
kept up a circulation of warm water in
the tank. The heat from the water rose
into the upper compartment of the square
box, and thus kept up an equable temper-
ature of 75°.

On the partition dividing the large box
was a miniature bed, soft and comfortable.
And on the bed lay a minute human being
14 inches long, with a girth of 12 inches,
:i head as large as a cat's of medium size,
and feet and ankles small in pro'iortion.
This was a baby, and the man gazing at
the baby was Dr. A. M. Thomas. ''Only
asleep, after all," he finally exclaimed, as
he broke the silence ami heaved a sL-U of
relief. ''I really feared she was having a
relapse."

The baby was Edith Eleanor McLean,
and she was born early in September last.
Her mother. Agnes McLean, came to the-
city from Glasgow late in August; she
was so illthat she had to be taken to the
Emigrant Hospital, and there gave
birth to a baby, which at that time
weighed hut two pounds seven ounces, was
a foot long and hardly three inches 111 di-
ameter at the waist. It was thought that
the manikin could not live, but Dr.
Thomas, who had taken a special interest
in such minute mortals, and who had al-
ready had a " hatching-cradle," as he calls
it, put into process of manufacture, had
utilized this means of incubation, as it
were, to sustain the life of the child by a
proper temperature and gradually lead it
on to assimilated vitality. The box, with
its two compartments, with its cylinder at-
tachment, spirit lamp .and hot water, was
the invention of Prof. Tarnier, of Paris,
whose plan of saving such weaklings as
little Edith, Dr. Thomas has resolved to
give a trial. The temperature at first was
90degrees. The spirit lamp got away with
the degrees for a moment yesterday, and a
rumor is current that the upheaval on
Ward's Island was due to Dr. Thomas' mo-
mentary fear that the natural sleep of his
charge was dangerous lethargy.

Condition of Southern Negroes.

A good deal of loose talk is heard dur-
tng the year about the condition of the
negroes in the South. Bat there is such a
thing as honest truth. Here is the latest
bum hof statistics on the subject : In the
South there are now 16,000 colored teach-
ers, 1,000.000 pupils, 17,000 in the male
and female high schools, and 3,000,000
worshipers in the churches. There are 60
normal schools, 50 collegss and univer.-i- I
tic- and 2o theological seminaries. They
pay taxes on nearly $2,000,000 worth of
property —this in the Southern States,
which, if including the Northern States,
would double the property valuation. Tin-
is a wonderful showing from a race which
must lie rememl-ered by its hulldozinn in
Louisiana, horrible and murderous treat-
ment in Mississippi and Virginia, its dis-
franchisement in the Gulf States and its
industrial oppressions in the Carolinas.
A race that has 200 years of slavery and
4,('00 years of barbarism back of it needs
no silent sympathy or patient waiting
when in twenty years it makes such a
showing. American generosity has done
for the South in twenty years what states-
manship has failed in over a century; but
generosity should not be depended on, as
even that can reach a limit. The negro
population of the doited States; is now
(,000,000, and in fifteen years itwill be
doubled.— New York Tdegratx.

Time Wasted With Bad Spelling.

Dr. Gladstone has made elaborate in-
vestigations in the schools of England and
other countries to ascertain the time de-
voted to teaching "-polling. He finds that
720 hours at least are lost to each scholar;
that an Italian child of nine years will
ro:i'l and spell as correctly as English
children at thirteen, though the Italian
began his lettOßS two years later. It is
al out the same with (lermans and Swedes.
This extra time is given to civics -tad
useful sciences. The illiteracy of English-
speaking nations i> startling. There were
6,658,144 persons of ten years and over
who reported themselves illiterate at our
census of 1870, 6,239,958 at the census of
1880. The nearly illiterate are probably

as many more. Enu'lancl is worse off than
we are. But the other Protestant countries
of Europe have almost none. One of the
cat-sea of this excessive illiteracy a**ttoqg
English-speaking peoples is the badaeaa
of Knglish spelling. The reform of spell-
ing is a patriotic and philanthropic re-
form.—Farm*.
