SCHOOL OF DESIGN.

End ol the Season of 1888—The Holiday
Reccei.

The Sacramento Schocol of Design, con-
ducted under the auspices of the California
Museum Association in the city's E. B.
Crocker; Art Gallery, closed its fall term
and the season of 1888 Saturday afternoon,
thus completing its third year. It has been
enstcmary for Instructor Jackson to hold
an exhibition of such work of the pupils
as he deems best (o thus distinguish at the
closi- of each fall term. But as the Ladies'MoMom Association, having now 138
mem be n, is actively engaged in arranginga general loan exhibition in aid ofthe gen-
eral «york of the California Museum Asso-
ciation, which is to be held in February
next. Mr. Jackson has determined not to
make the School of Design exhibit until
then, aad to add it to the aid exhibition.
He proposes also to ask the Directory tocha:ige the opening and closing of the
echwi year, so that its commencement ex-
ercises willnot come on in the holiday sea-
Bon. The work of the pupils of 18S8 has
been very gratifying—-so much progres has
been ru-ide that the school is very anxious
for the exhibition, confident of ability
to staud criticism, and that the exhibits
will prove better than any yet made, either
on corumeucement occasions or at the State
Fair. The instructor expresses bis entire
\u25a0williijguebs to exhibit the pupils' work side
by side with that of pupils who have stud-
ied tb* same length o!' time in the San
Francisco 9chool of Design. The most
progress ofthe year has been ramie in stud-
ies from nature —general outdoor study.
But :r:e-hand drawing from cards, painting
from sail-life and life-study in chnrcoal,
crayou and oii have been prcoecuted in all
their stages during the year. With the
reopening of the school January 2d a new
departure will be made, which testifies to
the progress made, and wiil stimulate pu-
pils to renewed exertion, and begin to give
them some returns from work for their
sketch fund, or their personal gain.
The school will announce iis read-
iness, in composition, to furnish
designs as desirfd for commercial
purposes. Thus it will, on request, furnish
a number of designs interpreting a subject,
or expressing the desire of the patron, for
letter or bill-heads, labels, trade marks, il-
luminated sheets, title pages, and book
covers, menu or other cards, diplomas, cer-
tificates, or any other use into which de-
signing enters. The patron can choose
from tne dozen or more designs that will
be offered, and for the successful one pay a
moderate fee. He will thns at once help
the school by encouraging the pupils and
help himself by having his design carried
out to suit his taste. Experiments already
made in this direction have been so far
successful as to warrant enlargement with
the opening of the school in January. The
life-study room walla arj now quite filled
with the work of the pupils for 1888, but
as it is to be exhibited regularly in Feb-
ruary the instructor declines to permit gen-
eral inspection of it now. The names of
the members of the class for the third year
are given as follows:

"CALIFORNIA ON WHEELS."
The California Traveling Display on Ex-

hibition Here.
The two cars containing the exhibition

of natural and manufactured products of
California, which is being sent out by the
California State Board of Trade and South-
ern Pacific Company, arrived here at half-
past 8 o'clock last night, and will be open
to the inspection of the public to-day nntil
between 1 and 2 o'clock p. m., when it will
start for the East. This enterprise is de- j
signed to attract immigration to California '
by presenting to Eastern people the advai
ages extended to settlers. It is in chaiseof E. McD. Johnstone and Howard C. Tib-
bitts of the Southern Pacific Company, and
Joseph McDonald and Edgar T. Price of
the State Board of Trade. Mrs. E. McD.
Johnstone, her two children and Mrs.
McLain (her sister) accompany the part}-.

The cars have been speciallyfitted by the
Southern Pacific for the accommodation of
the traveling exhibition and its accom-
panying managers. The coaches without
are resplendent in new paint and varnish,
brilliant in signs of red and gold, while
within the wonderful fertilityof California
soil is exemplified. The Bidet bear the an-
nouncement: "Free Exhibition? of the
Products of California, by the State Board
of Trade.''

Inside the exhibition car are rows of
shelves of polished redwood extending
from the floor to far above the windows.
Guarding them and the displays, iron rail-
ings have been fitted, leaving a passage-
way through the cars about four feet wide.
Overhead photographs form a ceiling ofat-
tractive interest. Views of the Ycsemite
valley, Shasta and various portions of the
State are here arranged. Some of the
larger views are framed in native woods.
Around the Yosemite domes and Shasta's
snow-covered peak are frames from Sierra
cedar and Mendocino redwood, forming a
combination appreciated by artists, picture
and frame being of equal interest.

The Sacramento exhibit occupies a con-
spicuous place, at the left near the forward
door of the exhibition car. It occupies a
space of about ten by five feet, and consists
principally of fresh oranges, apples, pears,
vegetables, wines and brandy.

Triumphs of horticulture and viticulture
are there as if uniting in strength to sur-
prise and convince the visitors who will
inspect them. Luscious appearing oranges,
fresh apples, quinces, olives, pears and
bunches of tobacco hang gracefully from
racks on the walls and ceiling, representing
California regardless of fections. Every-
thing is plainly marked, showing name of
producer and locality, but beyond this no
classification is desired. A feature is the
preserved fruit. Pears, peaches, plums,
grapes, cherries, preserved whole, and
shown in high glass jars, look tempting
enough to woo away any horticulturist ofa
less favored clime. Great stalks of wheat,
with beads large enough far clubs, their
golden color contrasting prettily with
the surroundings, are used as decorations.
A growing green corn stalk, transplanted
from the field to its present box on De-
cember 3d, will attract attention if the East-
ern frosts do no destroy it. It is over eight
feet high, and ears have already formed.
It will illustrate well the December weather
of California's extreme north.

One shelf contains tiOO oval jars of Cali-
fornia cereals—oats, barley, wheat, rye, etc.
Beside them are jars cf over a dozen varie-
ties of nuts, including chestnuts, English
walnuts, soft and hard shell almonds, hazel
nuts and Brazil nuts without erd, all taken
from the California orchards. Then there
are glass cases filledwith pare silk, cocoons
and fabrics giving some conception of the
silk industry. Opposite are woolen blan-
kets, stockings, fluffy cotton and other
articles of California manufacture.

Raisins, prunes and other small fruits
are to be seen in abancance, while two
high stands are devoted to the vineyard
products of the State—for instance, bottles
of Sauterne, Malaga, Old Port, Burgundy,
Riesling, Zinfandel, brandy and other spec-
imens of the best vintage. Bottles of olive
oil and glass boxes of sun-dried fruits are
not the least interesting features of "Cali-
fornia on wheels.' 1

Blue-print designs of the largest engines
ever built in California, representing the
manufacturing interests, are shown. They
are the " El Gobernado," of the Tehachapi
grade, and No. 218, of the Visalia division.
"El Gobernado' is sixty-five feet long and
weighs seventy seven tons. Marble from
Inyo and minerals from famous mines, and
native woods, are also displayed.

Avestibule connects the exhibition with
the dwelling car, elegantly appointed lor
the accommodation of the accompanying
party. Patent heateis throughout both
cars will endeavor to defy all climatic ef-
foits of frigid localities to ruin the delicate
products. Maps ofCalifornia and printed
information about it will be distributed
broadcast. In a conspicuous place will be
a blackboard showing the temperature in
various parts of California daily, as re-
ported by the Signal Service Agent at Sac-
ramento. In the evening a free stereopti-
con entertainment will be siven. Colored
views of California scenery in summer and
winter will be thrown ou a white cr.ivas
thirty feet square.

The exhibit is well worth seeing and will
no doubt be visited by hundreds toiiuy*.
(iuite a large number were present at the
depot last night when the cars arrived, and
had an opportunity to inspect it, as the
doors were at once turown open,

Each member of the party wears as a badge
a small gold bear.

Grand Island Levee.
The following communication has been

received from Mr. Reynolds, one of the
Trustees ofGrand Island :

" Tho3. H. Williams and Mr. Ferris (an
engineer) were looking at the levee on
Grand Island this week, and the former
made us the following proposition, subject
to approval of Williams & Bixler, viz:
Each land owner on Grand Island to build
levee on their respective ranches fronting
river or Steamboat slough a* his own ex-
pense, said levee to be at least two (2) feet
above high water mark of 1881, having a
width of eight (8) feet on top of levee and
an inside slope of 3 to 1, the whole to be
completed by October 1, 1880.

•' Williams Jc liixler will agree on their
part to build their own levee (same width
and slope) and will commence at Beaver's
slough, two feet above high-water mark,
and build levee on a dead level from that
point to cross levee at lower end of island ;
also commence at, say a mile above Isle-
ton, and run from there on a dead level to
cross levee to prevent danger of back water
breaking levee.

" Each party interested to sign an agree-
ment authorizing Trustees of Reclamation
District No. 3 to complete the work at the
expense of any laiid owner, should there be
any one who fails to have the work com-
pleted by specified time.

" This proposition seems to me to be a
very fair one, and I think will meet the
views ofabout all on the island, and Iwill
start ont early next week to see how many
arc favorable to doing the work. As soon
as the Trustees learn the sentiments of the
people they will endeavor to have the set-
tlers meet with Williams &Bixler and sign
an agreement to that effect.

Flaherty and Cook shot off the tie, the

former winning by a score of 4 to 3.
General Cutting, in orders published on

Friday, made public and approved the pro-
ceedings, findings and opinions of the Mili-
tary Court of Inquiry which investigated
the conduct of Captain A. G. McAlpin, of
Company D of the Third Infantry, N. G.
C, in regard to his score at the annual
target practice of his regiment on the 9th
of September, ISBS. The Court comprised
Coloutl Dickinson, of the First; llajoi
Cutler, Inspector of the Second Brigade,
and Captain Hurber, of the Second Ar-
tillery. The findings of the Court are as
follows.

That at the annual target practice of said reg-
iment, on said date, Captain McAlpin, with his
company, attended; that Captain McAlpin di-
rected the First Sergeant ot the company, Mur-
phy, to detail a competent man to go to the
butts and see that the marking of the snots lind
was correctly done; that Sergeant Murphy, in
conformity with said order, detailed private
Peter O'Rourke, of the company, for that duty:
that Captain MeAlpiu was the first to shoot, and
during the time that he and perhaps other mem-
bers ofhis company tired, private O'Rourke was
at the butts, in conformity with the above-
mentioned detail; that private O'Rourke indi-
cated with the discs the result of the respective
6hots fired by Captain McAlpin, and as a result
Captain McAlpin was credited with seven
bull's-eyes, aggregating 35, and three fours, ag-
gregating 12, making a total of 17; that alter
five other officers and members of the com-
pany had fired their ten shots each, and at
the same target, the correctness of the score of
Captain McAlpin was questioned, and Lieuten-
ant J. J. O'Brien, Rifle Inspector of said regi-
mmt, accompanied by Captain McAlpin and
other officers of the regiment, examined thescores credited to Captain MeAlpin and the five
others who had fired, aud found ten bull s-eyes
in all credited to them upon the score sheet (Ex-
hibit "A"): they then repaired to the target
and upon examination touud that but three
bull's-eyes had been made, whereupon Captain
McAlpin's score was declared to be incorrect
and he fired another score of ten shots, niakiu"
an aggregate of SI.

The Court further finds that Captain McAh in
had no knowledge prior to the examination of
the target that Private O'Rourke had incorrectly
Indicated with the disc the value of the shots
fired by him, and that such marking by Private
O'Rourke was without his knowledge or con-
sent; that Captain McAlpin, upon findiug that
his score had been falsely reported, called for
this Court of Inquiry, and has used diligecce
in arriving at the truth of the matter aud
placing the blame where it belongs.

Based upon the foregoing facts, the Court
is of the opinion:

First—That Captain McAlpin is in no way to
blame lor the errors discovered in his score at
the annual target practice ol said regiment.

Second—That Private Peter O'Rourke, Com-
pany D, Third Infantry Regiment, N. G. C,
knowingly and wilfullyindicated and marked
falsely the shots fired at said annual target prac-
tice by Captain McAlpin, and the said Court is
of the opinion that said O'Rourke should be
brought to trial before a Court-martial for his
conduct on the occasion referred to.
