NEW IHNK bUILDERG

To be Erected on tho Northwest Cornel

The new building to be erected by the
California State Bank at an early day on
the northwest corner of Fourth and J
atrens, will be of brown stone, 60*60,
three and a half stories in bight, with a
high basement acd cement floor. In style
of architecture it will be the most modem
and imposing business block in the city,
and will cost in the neighborhood of
$85,000. The stone ot which it is to be
constructed is now being quarried in
Arizona. The first floorwill be reached by
four stone steps from the sidewalk, which
will make the busenient light and thor-
oughly ventilated, and suitable for any
kind of business. The building will have
a French or mansard roof. The bank will
occupy the first floor.

A BUSINESS CLCB.
One thiug that Sacramento stands in

need of, a business club, is being organized
with 150 members. It has rented the en-
tire three upper stories ofthe bank building,
and will fit it up at an expense of several
thousand dollars. It is not to be a " bach-
elors' club." but all business men of good
standing, married or bii:u'!e, will be ad-
mitted to membership. The rooms will be
handsomely furnished, and will consist of
billiard parlor?, magnificent dining room,
elegant reception rooms, club rooms, and
perhaps a gymnasium on the upper floor.
Eight or ten furnished rooms will be on
the upper floor for the accommodation of
guests, who can during their stay in the
city make this their headquarters. Xo
residents of the city will vi3it the rooms,
except member*, the courtesies extended
being only to the ° strangers within our
gates. 'Here business men and capitalists can
meet and discuss financial and other mat-
ters of mutual interest. Ifa country mer-
chant corner to the city to make his pur-
chases, he will be invited to these head-
quarters, and finds agreeable and profitable
social entertainment, instead of whiling
away the evening hours in the hotel officeor
the adjoining saloon. Gambling for money,
in all its forms, will be strictly forbidden.
The club is already organized, but will not
be ready to receive guests and extend hos-
pitalities until the completion of the new
building.

CITY TRUSTEES.
The Street Railroad Franchise Ouestlou

Deferred for One Month.

The City Trustees met in regular session
yesterday morning, all the members pres-
ent.

The Chief Engineer of the Waterworks
reported that daring the past week the
Holly pump had been in use IGI hoars,
and that 20,000,750 gallons ofwater had
been pump.

W. E. Gerber, City Treasurer, furnished
the following financial statement: Balance
on hand November 15t.5131,280 37; receipts
during the mouth, $6,497 11; total, $137,-
--777 4S. Paid during month, warrants,
$32,825 46; paid during the month, coupons
$2,302; total disbursements, $34,127 46;
balance on hand December Ist, $103,650 02.

Silas Chance appeared before the Board
and complained of the condition of the
street at Twenty-eighth and Y. Ithas been
cut so, he says, by the Dew electric road
that it is almost impassible.

Street Commissioner Ryan said he would
look after it as soon as the weather per-
mitted.

STREET RAILROAD FRANCHISE*.

Tl.e Mayor read lor the second time the
charier asked by R. S. Carey, for a fran-
chise for a street railway track down Second
to O. up O to Tenth, and along Tenth to
the City Cemetery.

After the reading by the Mayor, Mr.
Carey, who was present, aiked that action
on the matter be deferred for one week, or
to the first Monday in January.

Mayor Gregory said this charter and the
• thers asked for by Alsip &Lewis would
have to be materially changed.

Mr. Carey said he desired also to ask for
some changes. A petition signed by par-
ties along Second and O might make some
difference in the proposed right. He
wanted to know the people's desires, and if
the people ie that part of town don't want
the road why all right. He proposed to
build and operate it with his own money.

Mr. Devlin, representing the Electric
Railway people, also asked that his petition
for charters also be allowed to go over. He
did not suppose the Board would put on
restrictions that would keep parlies from
building roads. He desired to put in his
tanner that no track once put down could
be taken up or removed except by order of
the Board of Trustees.

The Mayor said he was in favor of street
railways, and so were the other members of
the Board. However, you folks come to
HI and ask for franchises. We propoie to
grunt them, but under certain conditions
and restriction?, and in this matter all will
be treated alike. When you decide to build
a roud it must be done within a certain
time, barring unexpected delays, and a
guar«ntoe bond of from $5,000 to $10,000
must be executed to the city to secure its
being built within the time and according
to specifications. We want these not only
built but operated in good shape. We want
to be in a condition so that if either of you
don't operate them successfully, some one
else can do so. A failure to comply with
the restriction portions of the charter to
work a forfeiture to the city. You must
take time to think over this, say thirty days,
and then make pp your minds fully what
you propose to do.

Mr. Carey—Why not make a law at once.
Why not state now what you will exacf.
and what rules you will inforce. It is
a purely business proposition between us
and the ciiy, you bting the city. I ask
simply for fair play—

The Mayor—You can have thirty days or
more to consider this matter.

Mr. Deviin—Mr. Carey's <jilite right. You
should at once state what you propose to
require of us.

The Mayor—Well, we propose to have
the roads put down in good order, kept in
constant repair and operated so as to ac-
commodate the public—so many cars, so
many trips a day—or we propose to have
the conditions such that a failure to com-
ply with all the conditions will work a
forfeiture.

Mr. Carey said he was acting in good
faith, had co town lots to sell, and pro-
posed to build the roads with his own
money. Mr. Myers had agreed to build a
road in sixty days. He fulfilled hi9 con-
tract. He built his road to sell lota, and
made a grand financial success of it. IfI
was compelled to run the road always at
its present paying basis I would quit to
morrow. I am keeping the road up in
gnod shape—in keeping with the balance
of the town—and I sm in hopes that there
is a good future for this property.

Mr. Devlin—Let us kDow what you
wunt. Ifwe must finish the roads inside
of one year, eighteen months or two years
from the time you grant us charters, why
say so. We want to know what you pro-
pose to exact. Submit to us what you
want, and we can decide.

After some further discussion the matter
was laid over for thirty days.

There wss no danger ofover-
stocking the Er.stern markets with fruit.
The States of Minnesota, Wisconsin, Illi-
nois, and the whole great West, where no
fruit na raised, were filling up aud would
c >:i-;ic!e all and more lhati we could raise.
The auction sales in Chicago of the pabt
year had demonstrated this.

Mure singing by the club ?.nd mu-
sic by the hand, closed the ex-
ercises. The pavilion 0:1 the west, oppo-
f-iie the entrance, is occupied by a rep;
ta'.ion of the Kock of Ages, "the base of
which is composed of quartz rock, above
which is an immense cross standing twenty
feet in height and made of oranges, sus-
pended over which are the woriis, "Kock
of Ages." Above is the Star ofBethlehem,
in evergreen. This is undoubtedly the
finest design in the pavilion, and is made
by the General Committee on Decoration.

To the right is the booth of Argonaut
Parlor, No. 8, N. 8. G. W, being a repre-
sentation of ]84!t and 1888, over which, in
oranges, me the words. 'Argonaut Pallor,
No. 8., K. S. G. \V\, 1888," aud the bear,
t'nderneath the bear ia a water-wheel,
shovel, pick, rocker nnd other mining im-
plements, together with a log cabin with a
thatched roof. The present day is repre-
sented by & modern cottage in oranges.

Immediately opposite Golden Fleece
Parlor, N. D. G. W., hay« a parlor which is
furnished complete in every respect. The
furniture is made of oranges, and in which
the "Daughters " will receive their friends
awing the fair.

Going east, through the center, the Ther-
ruslito exhibit stands between two orange
irecs in full bearing-. The design is a Bum-
mer-boose, surrounded by a garden. The
whole is elevated two feet from the floor,
and 0:1 this platform are various palnib,
semi-tropical fruits, oranges, lemons, limes
and olive trees, the bases of which :ire
concealed beneath a platform covered with
turf, giving the appearance of an actual
garden. The summer-house is latticed, and
twelve feet in diameter, the entrance bight
being twenty-sii feet, covered with oranges
entwined with ivy and other evergreens.

A passage-way "through the exhibit dis-
closes two booths, with a fountain in the
center of a rockery, one being a floweraud
the other a fruit booth.

Next comes a massive obelisk oforanges,
the exhibit of Mrs. Calkins, of Oroville,
containing 17,000. Next is the speakers'
and music stand, elevated some ten .'cot,
the sides sloping offand surrounded by ex-
hibits of all vaiieiios of nuts and daUdoai
fruits intermingled with tropical plants and
flowers, among which is a bunch of bam-
boo at each corner over eighteen feet in
hight.

Adjoining the bsnd Mnnd is the pagoda
of Bell ifc Boynton, whiiii is twelve fa t
square and sixteen feet high, and is de~-
Orated with evergreens and 5,000 orangts.
Tue di-oorations cunsist of three limbs, the
Masonic squ .re and compass, a large bell,
the letier "B" and a dove. This is one of
the most unique displays.

Next, at the entrance" of the hall, is the
exhibit ofttie Pulruero colony, being a wite
summer-house profusely decorated withoranges, inside of which were rustic sea >
of manzjuiia and other native woods. Out-
side the summer-house a fence of orange?
and evergreens surrounds numerous palm.-,
flowers and[ornamental plants, giving the
whole an air of tropical beauty and splen-
dor.

To the north of these exhibits is oue of
!). N Friesleben. The whole is a massive
enigma consisting of a heart, s belt, a l«v-
--bi\e, a star and n ;;a;e. Thi3is to represent
OrovUlc ia the heart of the cilroa belt,
wuer.-in tbe bee-hive of industry is work-
log in Butte, the Bar c-.uuty within tbe
Qolden S.ate. This design is one of the
fine t in the pavilion and attracts much
attention.

It is itnpos iile tr> give to-night a descrip-
tion of the numerous exhibits surrouml-
ing Ihose mentioned, many of which are
f-qualiy beautiful and will be in
futiiie disr.atches. Some of tbem contain as
hi^h as 10,000 orauges. This fruit takes
the lead in the fair, though all other citrus
friii'sare well represented.

All the surrounding places and colonies
contribute their quota to the general dis-
play. The Fxhibita are not yet fully in
place, but will <,v. to-morrow. The town is
foil of people, ami the hotels are crowded,
but the c.initni teeia active iv taking care
of Btrasgera and seeing !Ij;>'. they have good
qtfatrtera.
