WHO IS EMIN BEY?

Ewmin Bey, whese fate now so much en-
gages attention, is an Austrian, whose
name is Schnitzer. He was born in 1840
at Opelu. He studied medicine at Bres-
lau, Berlin amd Konigsberg. In 1868 he
became a swrgeon in the Turkish army.
It is said tkat at that time e became a
convert te Mohammedanism, but this is
denied by his friends. He was sent to
Egypt, arnd became a Surgeon-General to
Gordon’s army. In 1878 he was made
Governer-General of the equatorial prov-
inces, and the title of Bey was conferred
upon him by the Khedive of Egypt, and
he was afterward promoted to‘the rank of
Pasha. He developed, as Governor, after
Gordon’s retirement to Khartoum, remark-
able executive ability. He is a bold,
determined and energetic mn, reads men
quickly and unerringly, and seldom makes
a mistake in anything he undertakes.
When he took charge of the equatorial
provinces the whole regionwas in turmoil,
and its 6,000,000 people terrorized by the
slave dealers who overran the country,
kidnaping and butchering with scarcely
any restraint. In less than three years
Emin drove them out and brought the
provinces from a burden-creating section
to Egypt to a revenue-paying region, so

that it actually sent to the Igyptian treas-
ury $40,000 surplus, while before it had
drawn $200,000 annually from Egypt to
meet deficits. Emin gained great power
over the natives by his learning, his firm-
ness and kindness and his keen knowledge
of human e new
methods in agriculture, established schools,
effectually broke up theslave trade,secured
the peace of the country, built roads, intro-
duced many industries, suppressed crime
and made his

The English
expedition for the relief of Emin started,
however, and was commanded by H. M.
Stanley, the intrepid A frican explorer.
Ezypt gave him £10,000, and in Engiand
£20,000 were added by private subscrip-

tion, and Stanley sailed on :the 30th of

December, 1886, for Africa. He went to
Zanzibar, organized his force .of 480 per-
sons, of whom but nine were Juropeans,
and sailed for the Congo, up .which he
proceeded aleng the line of his old route
in 1883, as shorter in land journey than
the Masai romte. He was last officially
heard from in .July, 1887. The progress
of the relief party was slow.

TURE IN BUTIE.

Orange Groves on Every Hand—
Thermalite and Pa'ermo Colo-
nies—A Grand Exhibit.

OroviLLs, December 188 —During last night
and to-day the town has filled up very rapidly
with peaple from all parts of the State, who
come to at‘end the C#trus Fair. Hundreds-of
peoplepassed in and -out of the pavilion and
viewed the grand exhibition during the 2ay.
Manytwnade trivs in carriages to the neighbor-
ing colonies of Thermalito and Palermo. The
former is located just across the Feather river
from Oroville, and js visited by almost every
one who comes here. Those who visited it one
year ago and again at this time are surprised at
the wonderful improvements made during that
time
OTHER THRIVING COLONIES,
The orange grove of the Oroville Citrus Asso-
ciation is now in bearing, and new groves have
been planted iu every direction. The elegant
Bella Vista Hotel, built at a cost of $5,000, is
now nearly completed, and some twenty houses
have been erected during the year. The whole
place gives evidence of prosperity and a brill-
iant future. :
Palermonaalso shows rapid and substantial im-
provement. It is situated some five miles from
Oroville, on the road toward Marysviile.
ORANGES EVERYWHERE,
Oroville presents a gala appearance to-nighs.
The whole town 18 & citrus exhibition, there be-
ing scarcely a business place that does not
make a display of orange. The crop of this
fruit is much larger this year than ever before,
and is now being marketed. All of the oranges
are clean and bright, and there is no evidence
in any quarter of scale or other parasites. The
people are justly proud of the magnificent dis-
play they are making, but there is very little
button-holing by real estate agents, there ap-
pearing to be an understanding that the pro-
ducts of Butte county, as exhibited in the Pa-
vilion, shall speak for themselves,
THE PAVILION DISPLAY.

In the RECORD UNION there was given to-day a
general description of the exhibit. A complete
and detailed description cannot be given before
to-morrow, as new dgspla_\‘s are being put in
continnally, and all will not be in order before
that time. When everything is in order it is
safe to say that it will be the finest citrus dis-
play ever made in California. Almost every
section of the county is represented, and each
coutributes something of interest, the whole
showing the wonderiul resources possessed by
the ccunty.

SECOND NIGHT—FEATURES OF THE EXHIBIT.

To-night the pavilionis jammed with people,
and all are delighted with the display. The
train from Marysville brought three coaches
filied with strangers Among them was Oscar
Flint, Superintendent of the Permanent Exhibit
at Sacramento,who comesto make arrangements
to have a portion of the display, after the close

of the fair, placed on exhibition in facramento.
At eizht o'clock, Senator A. F. Jones, intro-
aue.d £ B, Pries, of uroville, who adoressed the

assemblage. He was followed by Rev.Jd. W.
Brier in an eloquent and stirring speech. Both
speakers were enthusiastic over the wonderful
development of Butte county, and called it the
banner county of the best State in the Union.
The Oroville band furnished musie during the
evening, and the quartet club gave several
selections.

The feature of the evening was & tableaux at
the west end ot the pavilion, where the com-
miitee’s magnificent representation of the Rock
of Agesis sitnated. A great cross, some twenty
feet in hight, stands above a pile of granite
rocks. By means of a slowly moving elevator,
Misses Mary and Alice Cox were raised, and
clung to the cross, while the quartet sang the
“Rock of Ages.”” The effect was very fine and
was warmly commended, though the scene was
so solemn that the apprec’ation was shown by
dead silence, instead of applause. The concep-
tion and execution of this beautiful display was
by D. K. Perkins. An immense crowd is ex-
pected to-morrow. The weather is simply de-
lighttul, and Oroville is in luck.
