BASEBALL MATTERS.

The Managers all on the Lookout for
Players—Stray Notes.

Notwithstanding the fact that this is al-
most midwinter, baseball topics come in
for a prominent part of daily talk, and
things will, no doubt, hum as the season
approaches. All the sports are making
guesses as to those who will play with the
Sacramento club, but the managers do not
propose to tell until the nine is complete
and the list will then be made public. It
is safe to say, however, that there willbe no

1 scrubs," as Sacramento proposes to carry
off the pennant in 'S9 by a big majority.

Sacramento's third base, which has al-
ways been its weak spot, will in '89 boast of
having the strongest player in tbat posi-
tion of any club in California. With the
addition ofa first baseman, the Sacramento
infield will be complete. One outfielder
has been secured.

Stockton sent a strong representative to
the League meeting in J. C. Campbell,
and their interests were well looked
after. They will place several hun-
dred dollars' worth of season tickets on
the market as soon as a schedule can
be agreed upon. It is said their am-
bition is to "do " Sacramento, whom they
look upon as a rival. In Baker they have
a very strong card, but in order to make
him effective he must be backed up by a
strong catcher. IfHurley and Stockwell
do the catching, Sacramento's spry base
runners willnot steal many bases.

The Sacramentos are not picked out for
hard hitters, but for their ability to come
to the bat and make a hit when itis needed.
Sacramento has lost many a game when a
scratch hit might have won.

In the League meeting held in San Fran-
cisco Thursday evening many heated argu-
ments occurred, and altogether the meet-
ing, which lasted some four or five hours,
was very lively. Sacramento at first stood
alone against the California League becom-
ing a party to the National agreement,
which permits clubs that are members to
reserve thtir players. The other League
Directors were finally made to see that the
League had more to lose than to gain by it,
and the resolution, was tabled. Sacramento
was also against the salary limit, but does
not propose lo pay any fancy salaries on that
account, on the ground that such legisla-
tion as a general thing is of no avail and
soon becomes a dead letter.

The real contest commenced when the
schedule was taken up, as they could not
all have the "plums," and of course each
man struggled to get as much as he could.
Trades and combinations were formed,
dates traded, and at last a compromise was
effected and by it Sacramento will not be
left, as each one of the other clubs open in
Sacramento on a Sunday, and probably
forty games will be played in this city.

Jevnes' fielding averlge in the Western
League the past season was .929, and bat-
ting .241; he is also quite a base-runner.
He played in Minneapolis Beventy-four
games before coming to the coast.

BillyAlvord says Newbert's throwing is
great, aud thinks he will do fine work the
coming year.

Jerry Hurley, the popular baseball
catcher, of Ban Francisco, is to be given a
benefit. He is one of the pluckiest players
in California, and though almost "laid out
by knocks he is still on top, and though
somewhat disabled, he proposes to play
next year.

Somebody whispers that Gagus is going
to be an umpire. He would doubtless be
given a very " enthusiastic " reception ifhe
ever came to Sacramento.

THE NEW BULK.

The Stocktons' second baseman, O'Day,
was interviewed on Saturday as to the new
rules adopted by the Eastern Association,
and accepted by the California League.
People generally only know that pitchers
are to be allowed but four balls instead of
hve. and that runners were privileged to
make bases on foul tips. Just how that
was to be done no one of the great herd of
outsiders seemed to exactly know.

•'Suppose, 1' said Mr. O'Day, "a player
is on first, and. as the ball leaves the
pitcher's hands, he makes up his mind
to try to steal second. Under the old
rules, if the striker fouled the ball and
the Citcher held it, and threw it to first
before the runner got back there, he was
out. Under the new rule, the runner
can keep right on, and, if he can get to
second, is entitled to a stolen base. That
is what is meant by running on foul tips.
Of course, ifthe ball is knocked foul, or
popped up or away so that the catcher or a
baseman or fielder has to run for it, the old
rule holds, and no running can be done
till after it is settled into the pitcher's
hands. The object of the new rule is to
stop doubling tack en bases."

"Can a player run in the same way from
any other base ?"

"Certainly; from any base, and may
make home if he can on that kind of a
tip."

"What else is there new in the rules ?"
"Well, supposing, as before, a man on

first star.s for second and (he catcher
throws to cut him offand hits the umpire—
the man gets his stolen base. So, ifa bats-
man strikes a ball, and it hits Ihe umpire,
he is not out, and can run on the hit, just
the same as if the umpire had not been in
the way. '

A STRANGE CASE.
Tiie Mysterious Disappearance of Win.

A. Keith from This City.

Wrn. A. Keith was employed in the
paint shops of the Southern Pacific Com-
pany in this city from the first of last
August until one week ago last Monday
when he and a few others, owing to lack ot
work, were given a lay oft f r a few days.
He resided at 4131 1 street and apparently
was livinghappily with his wife, to wnom
he had been wedded about seven months.
Last Thursday about 11 a.m. he kissed his
wife as was his usual custom on leaving
the house and started out to make a few
purchases for the noonday meal. From
that hour to the present she has not seen
him and has sat at the window constantly
night and day looking for her husband and
thioking that something has happened
him. He dropped entirely out of sight.

On Friday last she telegraphed to the of-
fice at the Bay aud in response to her tele-
gram received a reply stating that he had
called with his time card and receipted for
the money due him, about $100.

On Saturday, Mr. Wallace, a fellow-work-
man at the railroad shops, says, Keith
visited the shops and he held a short con-
versation with him and he appeared all
right. Ia order to satisfy himself that
there was no mistake, Mr. Wallace called
on Mrs. Keith yesterday and convinced
himself by looking at a photograph that it
was Keith whom he saw and none other.
Late on Saturday afternoon a man answer-
ing his description was seen on the bank of
the river at the foot ofV street.

Mrs. Keith is almost distracted with grief
and fears he has been foully dealt with.
She can in no way account fur his action.
He was kind, affectionate, honest, loving,
an upright and honorable citizen, never
drank, had no vices and bis action is inex-
plicable. He is 25 year 3of age, six feet in
height, weighs about 175 pounds, has a
small black moustache, brown eyes, wore a
black suit, drab overcoat and a high.stifl-
brimmed hat. Any information regarding
him would be thankfully received by his
wife.

The Quintet Concert.
The Sacramento Lecture Association very

happily opened its course at the Congrega-
tional Church last evening with a concert
by the Boston Quintet Club. The audience
exceeded a thousand and was one of the
best congregations of auditors ever gathered
in this city. The entertainment was a pro-
nounced success. The Quintet Club proved
to be a combination of musical forces
of strength, a well-balanced boJv
of musicians whose tone is round
and strong, and whose work is care-
ful and precise. AH the numbers of the
programme were given with spirit and fine
taste. The performers were John F.
Rhodes, solo violinist; Paul Mende, violin-
ist; Oscar Heutschel, flute virtuoso and vic-
linipt; Paul Stoeving, violinist and viola
soloist; and Louis Blumenben;, violoncello
virtuoso. Their artistic instrumentation
was pleasingly varied by the appearance of
Miss Anne Carpenter, a cultured snprano 1

of mezzo quality. The lady has splendid
stage presence, almost majestic, and carries
herself with aself-possession and confidence
that ir. a less refined person would be bold-
ness, but with this singer commands ad-
miration and comports with her splendid
physique. She is rather a dramatic
than a sweet singer; that is, her
voice has more of energy and
fluency than sympathetic quality.
She is a vocalist admirably adapted in
strength and penetrating quality oftone for
large auditoriums. She sings with easeand
charming naturalness, and with the tech-
nical skill that testifies to severe culture.
Her enunciation and dramatic interpreta-
tion are notable strong qualities. Encored
enthusiastically on each appearance, she
responded in a way to prove how finely she
can give ballads, with "Kisses Tell,' music
by J. D. Redding, of San Francisco 1
and words by Harry Dam, and with a
charming rendering of "Mollie Bawn."
Several beautiful floral pieces, eiven her by
citizens ol Marysville, graced the rostrum.
The three instrumental numbers that
pleased most, and won most appreciative
applause, were Schumann's "Traeu-
merei," by the quintet (and which
it was compelled to repeat); Rhodes'
violin solo, "Faust Fantassie" (followid
oy two encores), and Blnmenberg's
violoncello solo, " Russian Airs," which
won a very flattering encore. As a celloist,
Blumenberg is exacting in taste and style,
and satisfies the severest demand of mus-
ical criticism. He is. in short, a finished
performer of unquestioned fine ability.
Mr. Rhodes, the solo violinist, proved to be
an admirable performer, thoroughly artis-
tic in style, with not a particle of evasion in
his work. To say that he plays with feel-
ing is to express but the unanimous verdict;
that is to say, he plays as if his purpose is
to reach ami touch each individual heart,
and this is never accomplished except by
oue possessed of musical sensibility. The
tlute solois, Mr. Heutschel, was satisfactory,
is correct, precise and finished, but did nbt
impress feelingly as did either of the other
soloists. As a whole, the concert was high-
ly enjoyable, and stamps the troupe as one
worthy of the altention of the most exact-
ing tastes. In fact, the quintet ins'rament-
ation was as smooth and delicate, and yet
ac strong and vital as any ever given here,
and in some re pects. as in precision, has
not been equalled.

LONDON EXHIBIT.

MEETING OF THE STATE COMMIT-
TEE AT SAJi FRANCISCO

To Consider the Subject and Pro-
vide Ways and Means for

Future Action.

[San Francisco Bulletin.]
At 10 o'clock this morning there was gathered

in the rooms of the Chamber of Commerce in
this city a large number of gentlemen repre-
senting the various counties and industries of
the State. The gentlemen present were those
selected by the various Boards of Trade through-
out the State to take action in relation to the
holding ofan exhibition ol the products of Cali-
fornia in the city of London. A. T. Hatch,
President of the State Board of Trade, culled
the meeting to order, and called for nomina-
tions for temporary officere.

William H. Mills nominated for Temporary
Chairman A. T. Hatch, and for Temporary See'
retaries, J. Meredith Davies of Oakland and
Charies B. Turrillof San Diego. The nominees
were declared elected by aeelnma'iun. On mo-
tion of Mr. Mills it was also decided that the
delegates from the various counties be given
permission to temporarily rill auy vacancies on
the County Committees.

Upon motion ol Mr. Byingtou all persons pres-
ent at the meeting, who were appointed by the
State Board oi Trade or the vai ious County Com-
mittees, were reioguized as members of the
London Exhibition Committee.

The followiug committees were then ap-
pointed by Chairman Hatch: Permanent Or-
KHuizalion—Mr. Workman, C. B. Tunill, P. B
Cornwall, M. M. low and W. H. Bjiugton.
Order of Business-W. U. Mills, Mr. Wilbur,
Harvey I.indie;\ If. M. Estee aud Jesse I). Carr.

The committee then retired for the purpose of
arranging their plans, and duriug the interim
David Lubin, of Sacramento, addressed the
meeting on the purposes ol the State display at
the London exhibition. JJr. Lubin has but
lately returned from a trip through Europe, and
is tin earnest advocate ot the advancement of
California by means of immigration and more
enlightened commercial methods. Luring his
trip abroad, the gentleman stated, hp had seen
wine on the tables oi France which did not
even smell good. France was at the present
time a Urge importer of wine from Algeria,
California and various Euroiwau countries. He
had discovered that the inferior wines of Cali-
fornia were doctored in France and sold under
foreign labels, while the better class were sold
outrigiitas French wines. Duriug a conversa-
tion with a representative ot the house of W. T.
Colemau, he had been informed that that firm
alone did a business of $1.0 O.WJO a year in Cali-
fornia products, principally canned salmon,
canned fruit?, wine and borax. Under the cir
cumstanc.s, Mr. Lubiu believed in advertising
our products in Europe.

Mr. Estee thereupon intioiuced the following
resolution ;

llixolval. That a permanent exhibition of Cali-
fornia products be established In London.

In speakinp on his resolution Mr. Estee said
that he whs surprised, during his trip East this
summer, to find that the grossest kind of ignor-
ance existed in the Eastern States regardiug I
Califm.ia products. Therefore he believed that ;
people of California should let the world know I
what the resources ofonrsiil are. It is very
hard to convince people ttiat we raise here the j
fig of commerce, almonds and English walnuts,
onvos and other Iruiis thßi are supposed to grow i
in no other part of ihe wo-Id than the Mediter-ranean countries. Itis only lately thai CaUfor-
nians had become acquainted with the re-sources of the soil, and they should now make
known to the world our varied products.

The resolution of Mr. Estee was unanimously
carried.

The Committee cv Order ol Business me-
sented the lollow in*rep .rt, which was adopted:

" Your Committee on Order of Business beg
leave to report as follows: Ist—Consideration of
general subject, and answer to the question,
Shall an exhibition of the products of Cali-
fornia be held in London V 2d—The duration of
such exhibition. 3d—The general plan. 4th—
C onsideration and ascertainment of cost. stli—
Consideration of ways and meuus. Cth—Ap-
pointment of committees."

The Committee on Permanent Organization
presentea their report as follows: "For Perma-
nent Chaiiman, \V. 11. Mills of San Francisco;
Permanent Secretary, J. M. Davies ofAl&ineda;
Viee-Presidents—A. B. Butler of Fresno, K. W.
Jones of Ix»Angeles and David Lubin ofSacra-
mento; Treasurer, Louis Schloss. Also, ooe
Vice President for each couuty aad an Execu-
tive Committee of fifteen members to be elected
by the Convention." The report was adopted.

Upon the first order of business being taken
up, A. Daw-Keuuell addressed the Convention,
The gentleman said that two yeirs ago he came
to this State as the representative of the official
paper of London (the Citizen). When he ai rived
in the fall he believed that California was the
most desolate place he had ever seen. Atthe
time he did not bend back his opinions of the
State, but waited, ani now he was of the oplu
ion that the foil ofCalifornia will produce any-
thing. He believed it would l>e advisable to
place a permanent exhibition in London. In
order to sell our products there, however, he
thought it wouli be advisable to do away with
some of the middle men who now put them-
selves between the California producer and the
English consumer. An exhibition from the
state could be made self-supporting ifan ad-
mission fee were charged, but he would not ad-
vise that plan. Should an exhibition be placed
there it would attract to this State a laige immi-
gration ofyoung men with capital ranging from
$10,000 to STiO.OOO.

Mr. Lubin, in addressing the Convention, said
that there were two kinds of exhibitions which
could be held—one a purely commercial one;
the other, one which would combine amuse-
men. with knowledge. Should we have a SlO,-
--000 exhibition we would become known 810 (KO
worth. If we should advertise 8J50,000 worth
we would reap in proportion to what we sow.

Mr. Tinnin, Surveyor of the Port, said that as
the speakers before him had confined them-
selves mainly to agricultural products, he de-
sired to speak in behalf of the mining interests
ot the State. There were mines in California
to-day which would pay, and he wanted these
presented to the English capitalists in any exhi-
bition which might be held iv London.

Charles li. Turrill,of San Diego, said that he
agreed with Mr. Tinnin. What we should place
before the world is the fact that the resources of
onr State are varied. We want not only by
this exhibition to make a maiket for our sur-
plus products, but we want to interest English
capitalists; we want to induce immigration, andwe desire to attract the great swarm of tourists
who every year go from the north of Europe to
the shores of the Mediterranean. The exhibi-
tion must educute the people whom we want to
bring out here. The mining industries, the
lumber iv lustries and the agricultural interests
should all be represented. He would advise
the sending also of representatives of ihe Yo-
semite valley, Mount Shasta and coa^t tcenery.

Professor Hiigard, of this State rniversity, be-
lieved that a display tueh as was proposed
would be of inestimable benefit to California,
advertising products which the world does not
know can be grown here in abundance. He
deemed it not only advisable to hold such an
exhibition, but absolutely ne<v-sary. and hepromised to do all in his power to help the
project along.

N. Cadwalader thought that more attention
should be paid to the matter of packing goods
and also to prevent adulteration. Once it were
known that the quality ot California goods was
not what was represented, it would be almost
impossible to make a market in Europe.

John P. Irish called attention to the fact that
the sources of supply in the Old World were dy-
ing out, while the demand was constantly in-
creasing. He believed that Ca iforaia had no
idea what it was possible for her to do. So far
the soil of our great State has been merely
scratched, but not farmed, and while Ihe vine-
yards of Frau'e are dying out, those of Califor
ilia are just springing up. He warned the meet
ing, however, against adulteration.". Ours per-
son who adulterated the products ot California
not only traded upon public heath, but was
also a traitor to his State. The results of the
proposed exhibition mightnot be immediately
noticed, but the good results noulil te reached
in time. He believed now was the time for Cal-
ilomia to reach out for the markets of the
world. Ifshe did not she would only foreclose
her own prosperity.

Captain W. L. Merry, the next speaker, aUo
was in favor of the proposed exhibition, saying
mat London was the center of the mercantile
world.

THE STATE'S A111 Sr.EDEK.
Mr. Ettee offered the following preamble mid

resolution for the consideration of he Conven-
tion :

WHtRE.vs, It is deemed desirable to make an
exhibition illustrative of California in London :
and whereas, sill portions of this State are
equally interested in the success ofsuch an ex*
hibition ; therefore X' i

Remind, Thut 'he Legislature be requested to
appropriate the sum of i . to be expended
under direction ot a Commission appointed by
the. Governor, iv maintaining an exhibition for
two years in London.

in support of his r.fclution Mr. Estee said
that he believed that the State owed aid to theprojict. So far the State Board of Trade ha»
been maintained by private subscriptions, and
nevertheless the work done by that Board hasalready borne fruit a hundred-fold. In order to
make California known we have to pay for it.
This proposed exhibition will cost moacv. It
may be started by talk, but it cannot be c irried
on except by coin. Regarding ad llteration. Mr.
Estee said he did not believe there was a place
in the world where more pure goods are placed
on the market than here. He beiieved there
could be no doubt as to the abilityof the legis-
lature to make an appropriation, provided it
were within the constitutional limit.

State Senator pc Long thought there would
be no difficulty in ob aining an appropriation
when it became known the good purpose to
which it was to be put.
