An agent of thecompany had declared that he would break aman s head if he refused to bring his (the
man's) wife to him. Witness said further thathe would rather serve a term in a penitentiary
than go through agaiu what he and his wifehad experienced on the islands In conclu^'onhe admitted that he did not know ofany case of
criminal assault on native women by agents ofthe Ala-ka Company.

George Wardimin, Special Agent ct the Islandol .-t. George from 1881 to 18M, said he neverknew of a woman or girlupon the island to beoutraged, uor a man or boy to be abused by any
ol the company's agents, nor did he ever know
of a native woman living in the company's
house with one of the employes. He never sawanything which would lead "him to believe thatthe company's house was converted into a house
of ill-fame.

T. F. Ryan, another Special Agent of the Gov-
ernment en the Island ot .-t. George from 18.55 to1887, attributed the lack of discipline aud loose
morals of the Island of St. George partly to theimproper conduct and neglect of duty o"f someor the Government Agents, who were in turn in-timidated by agents of the company. Witnessformulated rules forbidding females on theis and from visiting the company's or Govern-
ment's houses, but Tingle, his superior officerhad declared such a rule null. It was impossi-
ble to imagine what influenced him to do thisas the orderwas issued in the interest oi law anddecency. Adjourned.

BUI Neglects Them.
WAsHiN.miN, December 19th.—Senator Stan-ford created a good deal of surprise in the Re-

Sublican Senate caucus yesterday. The caucusad assembled to consider the resolution to
ke ,?, recess during the Christmas holidays.

The California Senator took occasion to notifythe caucus that he could not vote for the tariff
bill in its present condition. The meager Re-
publican majority iv the Senate makes il im-
poslble to pass the tariffbill if Senator Stan-
font votes against it. The determination shownliy tt inlbrd in this matter acdhis independence
in the past have impressed the Republican
leaders in'he Senate that, they must modiiv
their tar,ff bill materially, if they expect to Data
it in that body.

After the caucus Senator Stanford said: "Thebill is not satisfactory to me, because in my
judgment, if it became a law it would injure
several iudustriesin California or great promise
Iv the first place, the Milcuts down the present
duty on sugar oue-half. I consider that there isno longer any doubt about the successful manu-
facture of sugar in California from beets. It
seems to me that in a few years the raising of
sugar will be one of the most important occuna
tious in California. In the future I think it will
be as valuable to the State as the cultivatiou of
the vine for the making of wives. I have been
informed that the Alvarsdo beet-sugar factory
with is old fashioned machinery, is now iro-dncing sugar from beets profitably. The exper-
iment at Wittsonville has established in myjudgment the success of that undertaking. Ido
not think I cau artbrd to vote for the reduction
of the tariffon EUgais.

The Consuls at Cape Jlajtiau Deny that

munication from Consul Gautier at Cape Hay
tian, dated November 27th, and indorsed by all
the foreign Consuls:

"Itis reported that the authorities at Poit-au-ranee have notified the Government of the
United States that they hare blocked this port,
and under that Impression the steamers of theClyde line finm Nev." York refused freight tor
Cape llaytixn. No effective blockade bus ever
existed. This is imposing ou the good iaith of
the Government with invalid notice. A block-
ade is not in harmony wiih international law
therefore we, the Consuls icsiding at
Cape Haytlan, do hereby certify that this port
has never been effectively blockaded s nee Oc-
tober L'Sth, when a Haytiun war-steamer came
in sight for the purpose of blockading: that no
steamc- has been stationed r.ffthis port, accord-ing to prescription of international maritimelaw.

"We further certify that since the 23d Instant
to date, no blockading vessel has been teen iii
these waters-, and we moieover certify thateight barks r.rd two fchooners have enteredCape Haytian since the existence of t'lis ficti-
tious blockade, and the German steamer Hosa-da arrived here on the morning of the S2d in-
stant and has taken 10,0 0 bags of coffee for
Europe, nnd the steamer Cremo entered ou the27th instant end landed a cargo from Europe."

THE TERRITORIES.

General Hayes, beginoing his address, spoke :

Said General Hanisou: 'Polities can-
not break the bond of comradeship.' In thisthe General made no mistake. The links
that unite us were welded when we stoodtogether as comrades fighting for the eternalright. Where is the holy ground ? Ifanywhereit is where a mau freely dies for his fellow men
Thnt sublime privilege was the crown of Lin-
coln's tame, and we of the I.owil Legion, andcomrades of the Grand Army*can reverently
thank Clod that we were permitted to stand by
Lincoln in the deadly crisis of our nation's his-
toiy. What shall be the teaching which theLovsl legion will give to the companions ofthis e)rder? It goes without saying that theideas we fought tor are the principles of the
Loyal Legion. Those Ideas, without regard
to MCt or the pariy of our choice,
we hold to. Our faith is that the
American republic, in the language of the Su-preme Conn, is 'an indestructible union of iu-
destructable States.' The general Governmentwas threatened by the doctrine that the alle-giance or the citizen-was due only to his State.
Our faith is that the citizen's allegiance is to
the Tinted .-lutes, ami that the United States is,
in authori:y and duty, in the fullest possible
sense a nation. The contention of our adversa-ries was that slavery waa national, perpetual,
and of divine origin. Our luith is tost no sut- i
ute and no (institution can make void the falseand fatal phantasy that man can holu properly
iv mau. The comer-stone of the slave-holding
system whs the impious dogma that 'Might
makes light.' The trail of the serpent is over
all human society, and is (bond where the foot-print of a slave was never seen. The faith of
the Loyal Lesion Is that universal suffrage is
essential to liberty, am! tlrnt tnere c«n be no
fittiii'rexercite, and no full enjoyment of theright of suffrage without univeisal education.
The weaker nations around us with whom we
deal, the Indians, the children ofmisfortune, of
poverty, of evil habits and of crime—
who are at all our doors—the faith we learn in
the BObool ofwar with respect totheai all is Hi it
the-y are the < ff>priug Ol our common father,
and that social dhtiuctions. wealth, learning
and other advantages oulside of character were
of little avail In the bloody trial, and that every-
thing then deferred to manhood, 'lherefuro we
would incu eate sympathy with manhood andresp< ct f'*r manheicd wherever it is
found. Above ah, our faith is in
America and Anierirau principles. We haveno quarrels with Europe cr any foreign people,
but we p'cfer that their notions, tollies and
vices should remain on the ether side of the
Atlantic. We have enough vices, follies and
perils ofour own. We import fiom Europe al-together to many. We believe in the American
home ft', d in the character and virtue of the
American women, which makes American
homes happy. When the great trial came and
calamity was to be met, Mr. Lincoln could say :
•If all that has been said by orators and poets
since the creation of the world, in praise
of woman, weie applied to the women of Amer-
ica, it would Dot do them justice for their con-
dnct during the wu. Hod bless them.' finally,
one of the mistakes of the rebellion was unduly
to exalt what, they cal cd the 'sovereignty of
the States.' They thought each State should
have its own flag, iaeh would represent a sep-
arate Government, and all of them would wave
helplessly and miserably over'States discord-
uut, dis-evered aud belligerent.' The taithof theLoyai Legion is the reverse of all this. We be-
lieve that the whole cf the American republic—
every State, nnd every ncre io every State—be-longs to one Hiil:. the old flag, the stare and
siripes, the flag ofWashington and Lincoln, the
flag of the United States. It represents a people
great, prosperous and happy, whose heritage

Alabama Capitalists Say It a Thing or
Days Gods By.

i- m.xn.U'ous, December 19th.—One of the
members of the Alabama committee thnt called
on General Harrison ye terday afternoon said to
a newspaper correspondent:

" We regard the old Solid South as a. thing of
the past. It is gone forever. The certainty of
the admission ot two or three new Republican
stat'-strips the South of her former power in
national politics. A break-up is upon us. We
must look to arranging new lines, and in doing
so we propose to make uew alliances aud bring
about a settlemeut of the perplexing race issue.

" An ingeuious plan has been outlined for the
creation of a new and independent party whose
founders and followers shall institute apolitical
warfare against what is known as bourbon rule
and press that element until it calls the negroes
to its aid to save it from political death. Whenthey will be compelled to call for the negro
vote iv State and local elections, from that mo-
ment fair elections iv the couth are secured and
political disfraDChisement ceases.

"The new party will not antagonize the col-
ored race, but it will be organized almost en-
tirely by white men who expect no support, to
speak of, from the negro at the outset, rrotec
tion and square elections are to be the corner-
stones of the new party, and the charter mem-
bers are meu ofsuch wealth and influence that
the movement assumes a formidable aspect
eves vow."
