The Emma Abbott English Opera Com-
pany appeared to a yen- large and thor-
oughly appreciative and gratified audience
last nigbt, in Marchetti's beautiful opera,
founded on Victor Hugo's tragedy "Kuy
Bias.' The company is larger, stronger,
and every way better than when it ap-
peared here two yjars ago. To Emms Ab-
bott the public owes a great deal for popu-
larizing, aa she has, English opera of the
higher order. Her persistence in it, and
her care in the composition of her troupes,
and her own musical skill and business
tact, have po greatly stimulated a taste for
good En^Uih opera, that a patronage for it
has developed in the last six years not be-
fore knows. The lady, since last here, has
gained in etage presence, and decidedly im-
proved in dramatic action. Her voice re-
mains iitrong, clear, and as musical as
ever, and is handled with greaterski: ll«r success, which was un-
qoalined iast evening, and won her
encores and recalls, testilies to her
intelligent comprehension ot the task she
had iv bud. It was not remarkable for
great brilliancy; but it was pronounced
and satisfying in its refinement; in its
dramatic nature, the modest self-possession
of the singer and the fine taste of the true
ani?:. Michelena, the new tenor of the
troupe-, j isiiried the good report that has
piecr led him. He is not a Wachtei to be
sure, but his notes are of elfective quality,
used with leeliug, and are firm and reson-
ant. i'.iieUe, baritone, Brodtrick, basso
and Lizzie Arnaiidale, contralto, heard
here before and lavorites, thoroughly satis-
fied a critical audience. I'ruette, with
much the more exacting part, was espe-
cially successful, hia !,aritone being of great
volume, I'iiorousr and used with lavish-

-pifsaive of confidence in its staying
quality. .No stronger, more numerous or
better balanced chorus has been brought
here. The orchestra of the troupe, under
the Imoa of Martens, wad precise,
sympathetic with the spirit of the
opera, and effective. It is rare that
English opera is given better costumed
or wiih more consideration for detail
and for even musical esellence in every
department. The performance was through-
out a thoroughly enjoyable one, satisfying
beyond expectation and added new credit
to the skill and taste of The lady whose
name the company bears, and whose !ife,
public and private, honors the stage. Be-
tween the second and third acts Miss
Abbott, by request, sang the " Suwante
.River,'' was recalled to r. ptat the last
stanzi, and again recalled to receive ap-
plause. The song has not by any one been
given with greater assumption or deeper
feeling; it was full of tears. To-night
" Trav-ata, 1' with Miss Abbott as Violetta—
conceded to be the best vocal ami histrionic
part .!; her repetoire. It has more
florrid passages that develop her fine
vocal powers and her versatility
in musical expression than any
opera she sings. Those acquainted with the
opera and its extremes and contrasts of
feeling, understand why Verdi s master-
piece is so rich in demands upon the vocal-
ist. The dan Francisco press has spoken
of the lour latest of Worth's " creations "in dresses Emma Abbott wears in this
\u25a0Mnujr" opera, to which may be added
that it calls for the fullwearing of rich
and much-lalked-of collection of jewels.
Thi3 ought not to have anything
to do with consideration of the
opera, but it niu?t be confessed that
curiosity is a drawing force. When,
therefore, itserves to reward a painstaking
body of singers, by all means let them
profit liy it. A request has been preferred
and affirmative response given to ladies for
Miss Abbott to interpolate this evening the
song, " The Last Bom of Summer."

Death of Ur. Oatman.
Dr. In E. Oatman, who had been illfor

some weeks, died at his residence in this
city at 2 r. H. yesterday. Deceased was
born mar New Albany, Ind., in ISI9, and
lived in Chicago and Dundee, 111., until
1849, practicing his profession. He gradu-
ated at the Rush Medical College, Chicago,
in IMS. He came to California, where he
mined aud piacticed medicine, returning to
Illinoisin 1850. He returned to this State
the following year, and took up his resi-
dence in this city, where he resided con-
tinuously .since. He was Commissioner of
Insanity for five years; assistant Surgeon
of the Fourth Regiment California Militia;
I'nited States Recruiting Surgeon; Ex-
amining Surgeon for Pensioners since 1870 ;
a member of the Sacramento City Board oi
Health for eighteen years, and lor nine
years its.President, He was a member of
the Society of California Pioneers, of the
Medical Society of the State of California
and other medical institutions. He was an
honored and respected citizen, and reared
in thi« community an intelligent and use-
ful fam:iy.

BOUNTIFUL BUTTE.

THE HOME OF THE OBASHE
FILLED WITH JOY.

Third Day of the Great Citrus Fair
»t OroviUe—Complete Success

—Some of the Exhibits.

[special dbpatchto the becobd csion.]

Oeoville, December 19th.—The annual fairof
the Butte County Citrus Association is now un-
der full headway, every men in the spacious
pavilion is occupied, and the exhibition pre-
sents a scene of beauty that can scarcely be con
celved by those not fortunate enough to attend.
Such an array of tranges and other citrus fruits
was never seen before in the State. They are all
arranged in the most artistic and attractive
manner, showing the cultivated taste of the
ladies and gentlemen v.fco have placed them in
position. E. W. Fogg, President of the Associa*
tion; M.J. Green, the Secretary; D. N. FrieElu-
ben, the Heneral Superintendent, and all the
members of the various committees are untiring
in their efforts to please visitors aud look after
their comfort. In fact, the citizens of OroviUe
seem to constitute themselves a committee of
the whole in this direction, and all comers are
hospitably received and entertained. The hotelsare crowded, tm private houses are tnrowu open
to strangers, and all are mude at home.

AT TH£ PAVILION.
The pavilion in which the fair is held is a

wonder in iiself. Itis au immense tew, sixty
six by one hundred feet in .»ize, situated in the
Cou!t-hoo>e yard, and covers twelve large
orange trees, which are loaded with fruit and
add greatly to the general appearance of the :n-
--terior, except that in some places the heaviiy
ladtn biaucni-s obstruct the view and prevent
the visitor irom taking in the whole exhibition
at a glance. In some respects this may be au
advantage, as a walk through the various aislesproves a continual surprise to the beholder.
the pavilion itself was handsomely decorated
before the various displays were placed in posi-
tion, thus forming a beautiful background
There is Lut one drawback, and that is that thedisplay is too huge for the size of the pavilion
encroaching upon thi. aUles so that when theres such a crowd of people as attended the fair I
as-t nifc-tu it is difficult to move about. The

crowd was an exceedingly good-natured one,
lowever, and made the best of the situation, lie- 'n.i: well repaid for a little squteziug by themagnificent dßhtl they wltnened.

'me Ebcokd-Uhion has already published ageneral mention of some of the most prominent
exhibits, but there are hundreds of otheis j
worthy of note. They are not contiued entirely
to citrus fruits, but other resources of Butte
county are also represented. Almost every sec-
tion of the county has contributed something
and thoucn oranges form the leading feature or'
the exhibition, yet there are many othersequally interesting and remarkable.

.-OME OF THi:KXIIIBIT-.
The entrance to the pavilion is at the cast

end. Just beside the door stands a sugar pine
board, sixteen feet long ai d thirl;-eight incheswide, without a kno 1.or blemish. H came from
the Lumpkiu Mill,Mooreiowu Kidfte. It is not
decorated and probably not one out of the ton of
the visitors have noticed it, yet it speaks vol-umes for a country which can produce such
timber. Turning to the right to go round thepavilion and see the various displays in order,
the first pace encountered is the Secretary'sdesk, where a large register is kept to Le signed
by visitors. Already it bears the names of
hundreds of people from all sections of thecountry, for those in attendance are not con-fined to Butte county, nor to the state ofCali-fornia. A glance at the register reveals thenames of people from almost every State in the
Union.

The first exhibit to the right is that of I. N.
Eyler, who resides a quarter of a mile from Oro-
ville. It consist ol a very iiue display oforanges, tastefully arrange-: in boxes andpyramids, strawberries on the vines some ripe
others green and the vines in full bloom raisins,
apples, pears, quinces, squashes and other vege-
tables. A background or evergreens uul pam-
pas grass adds beauty to the display.The northeast corner is occupied by the dis-
play of 11. W. Skinntr. It is composed entirety
or oranges, arranged in opei boxes around theword "Lasata," which is also oforauges.

Turning the comerthe handsome exhibit ofthe
Nimshew people is seen. This place is situatedtwenty-live miles from OroviUe and has an ele-vation of 2,-tW feet above sea level. SolomonHugh and M. V. Kowe, of the Mountain Ranch,
are the contributor*. The former makes a good
showing of vegetables and fruits and the latterone of tae most remarkable in the fair when
the altitude of the place is considered. The
whole i![splay is surrounded by small red cedars,
while au arch in the center bears the words
"Mountain ttanch," in apples. Iv the fore-ground are some fine watermelons and a great
variety of vegetables. Then comes a line col-
lection of fruits arranged on terraces. On the
first step are seen ripe strawberries, apples andpears, teen rows of dried fruits and ail kinds of
nuts, beans, peal and cereals. A feature of thedisplay is a small mineral cabinet surroundedby glass jars ofcanned fruit aud jellies.

The people of Hesilla Valley occupy a large
space along tbis side of the pavilion. The val-ley is. situated twelve miles north of OroviUe.
Wm. Mtriticw leads oil" with a good showing of
planta aud flowers,small tig trees, just sprouted.
immense squashes, rows of corn in the earoraug«s, apples, dried fruit of all kinds, canned
and preserved fruit in glass jars, large water-
melons, and over all deer horns, from which are
suspended clusters oforanges.

A. Heckett shows a fine mineral cabinet in
which arc i-pccimens of rock that willcrush
130,000 to the ton, and ore containing silver audcopper from a mine in Boston Hill, Buttecounty. The most noticeable feature of Mr.
Heckett's display, however, is a collection of
valuable woods, some of them made up intocarpenter's tools by himself. Among them are
box-wood, nmuzanita, mountain mahogany,
yew, California maple, black oak and other
woods oi his section. He aiso shows a Frenchprune tree in bearing.

W.M.Fence huone of the finest displays iv
the hall. A large amount of his space is devoted
to the exhibition of oranges, arranged in boxeswith blue lining, twelve handsome oranges iveach box. They are the most uniform iv size
and color ofany lot on exhibition. Above themare hung numerous clusters of the golden fruit.
Mr. Pence's exhibit ofapples is equally attract-
ive, and includes the tpilzenberg. New York,
Fall Green, Flushing. Rumbo and other varie-
ties, all grown inperfection, and without worm-
holes or blemish. Immense Japanese persim-
mons, the largest and finest in the hall, pome-
granates, Eastern black walnuts, California
walnuts, various kinds ofvegetables and Eeveral
small bales ofa fifth crop of alfalfa hay makeup the balance ofhis display.

He claims the honor of being the pioneer iv the
raisin business in this State, having mtde his
first shipment in lhC-'i. He also shows driedpeachi s, plums, figs and lemons. The latter, bj
the way, are very scarce this season, and notmany of them are to be seen in the fair.

A. Parish's display of pomegranates, oranges,
dried fruit, canned fruits, jellies, popcorn and
squashes i> on a par with those of the rest of the
Mesiila valleypeople.

Frank M. Oovey shows some curious petrifac-
tions and some very fine tobacco, green aud
dried. "Here is a rather curious thing," said
\V. M. Pence, who was doing the honors for the
Me-illa valley people. "ibis is a petrified
gopher hole," and he held up a long amalgama-
tion of clay and gravel, through the center of
which there was a hole about the size a gopher
is supposed to use in his subterranean ptrambu-
lations.

Jesse Woods makes a tine display oforauges.
Freaeh aud silver prunes, paper and hard sneil
almonds, seedling and Lauguedoc almonds,
dried peaches and plums.

Next comes one section of the Thenualito ex-
hibit, in connection with that of the Oroville
Citrus Association's orchard at Thermal ito
This orchard was started in ISS6 and was the
first real attempt to cultivate citrus fruits as a
commercial proposition in this section. The
exhibit is in three sections, the first being that
of the Oroville Citrus Association, on the north
side of the hall. Itconsists entirely of a dis-
play of nursery plants raised at the Associa-
tion's nurseries within the last two year?, from
the feed. It comprises over one hundred varie-
ties of 6emi-iropie»l plants and flowers, includ-
ing the palm, cedar, sugar guru, orange, lemon,
lirevilla Kobusto. white Adriatic tig, Agrapina,
manna gum, sapadilla, Monterey pine, banana,
Japanese persimmon. The next section of the
Thermalito exhibit, standing nearer the center
of the pavilion, is a representation of a minia-
ture orchard, surrounded by a hedge of ever-
green, and intended to be a penect representa-
tion ivminiature of the grounds of the Associa-
tion. In front of the neat little cottage, which
is lighted up at night, are Navel, Mediterranean
Sweet aud St. Michel oranges grown upon trees i
that were planted on this tract in l^sc. and a
tlise box of strawberries, on the vines, some I
green and some ripe. On the left of the house
is a croquet ground, and ou the right a rockery.
in ihe center of which is planted a flagstaff.
Back of toe house is an orange grove. Toe
third section of the exhibit H located in the
center of the hall and occupies twenty feet
square. C n an elevated platform, surrounded
by a neat picket teiice, is a gneu lawn, in
which, so far as appearances go. are growing
orange trees, palms, olives, grevillas, ceutury
plants. Monterey pines and cedars. On the
lawn is the word "Thermalito," in oranges. In
the center is a sumrcer-house, octagon in shape,
twelve feet in diameter and twenty-tix feet
high, latticed with ivy and oranges. Inside are
two booths and rockerks. One booth contains
preserved and evaporated fruits raised in the
oV.iv.iy, surrounded by magnificent oranges, the
other numerous varieties of flowers, while over-
head a number of canary birds fill the air with
music. The whole is a remarkable scene of
tropical beauty and luxury.

I'u.t he northwest corner of the pavilion is the
handsome display of Argonaut Parlor, No. 8. N.
S. <J. \W. consisting of a log cabin, with thatched
roof, ivfront of which a kettle of beans are oe-
iug boiled over an open lire, as was done by the
miners in the early days. Tcere is also a bank
of gravel at which the Native Sons are at work
with nek, shovel, rocker and pau, in imitation
of their sires. To tee riiht is a modern cottage
made oforanges, with a lawn ivfront. In which
are growing rare plants and flower*.
