LIVE STOCK DJSKASK*.

Dr Tyrrell Favors the Appointment of a
State Veterinarian.

Mabysville, December 21st.—Tbe Ap-
peal will publish to-morrow a letter from
Dr. G. G. Tyrrell, Secretary of the SrateBoard of Health, favoring the suggestion
made by that journal for the creation of
the office of State Veterinarian. Dr. Tyrrell
writes that the Board of Health has caused
an investigation of ihe cat'.le diseases in
this State to be made by the Bureau of Ani-
nial Industry at Washington, through Dr.
Thomas Bowbill, veterinary surgeon «.{
San FrancUco, appointed Commissioner for
the purpose. The latter's report just
made is summarized by Dr. Tyrrell as "fol-
lows:

He has discovered that splenic fever, or
Texas fever, prevailed last summer in iiau
Diego, Los Angeles, San Bernardino, Tu-
lare, Fres.no and Monterey counlies. He
also learned that in the same counties there
was anthrax, tuberculosis and actinomv-
cosis, and says that means must be taken to
limit the spread of these diseases if we de-
sire to preserve the integriiy of our cattle
industry. He also reports hog cholera,
which is infective, and which destroyed a
large number of hogs ; and also scab among
the sheep.

Dr. Tyrrell remarks that this array of
diseases affecting the food supply of our
State calls for immediate action by the
Legislature. He adds that while Texas
fever has not been demonstratively pi
to be communicable to man through dis-
eased meat, the anthrax certainly is. and
also tuberculosis, many thousands of people
having been effected by consumption en-
gendered through the milk of diseased
cows.

He further says that the State Board of
Health after due consideration has con-
cluded that the only feasible WRy to protect
the public health and our valuable cattle
industry from destructive infective diseases,
is the appointment by the State ofa ekill-
ful thoroughly qualified veterinarian
through the State Board of Health, which
would secure efficiency, and keep the office
out of politics.

Insurance of Workingmen.

In Germany insurance of workingmen
ig compulsory. There is a certain amount
deducted out of his wages by his employer
for that purpose, and the employer is "re-
sponsible to the Government for that
amount. A workman whose weekly wages
is So lias about ten cents deducted there-
from as an insurance against sickness and
death, and five cents as an insurance
against old age and inability. For these
deductions the benefits accruing are : In
case of sickness he is furnished three
months' medical attention and treatment;
and if married, and his wife brought to
confinement, she is entitled to free medical
attention, a money allowance equal to half
his average wages, or, if he prefers it, free
board and treatment in a hospital and a
small amount equal to twenty times the
local daily wages of the laborer is
paid to the survivors. In case of acci-
dent he receives the sick benefit and com-
pensation for partial or total disability, or
in the event of death his family or heirs
receive the compensation. For a workman
earning $o weekly, if totally disabled he
receives about £!•"> per month. Ifhe is
killed, $20 is allowed for burial expenses,
and his widow, say with two children, re-
ceives about $11 per month until the chil-
dren are fifteen years old. When a work-
man gets too old to labor he receives from
$30 to $02 yearly according to the length
of time he has beeu employed. The old
age insurance fund is supported by the de-
ductions kept from the pay of the work-
ingman, by an equal amount paid by the
employer, the State paying an ety.vA
amount also. These deductions are made
from every workman, unless he gives proof
of his being already sufficiently insured in
some club, guild, or benevolent society.—
Enhange.

Dry Leaves Are Valuable.
America is the land of plenty, ami it is

In
many European countries, as soon as the
forest and tree leaves turn and the high
winds begin to scatter them over the
ground, the poor people turn out and
gather them up as carefully m they would I
a crop of fruit or vegetables. The small
farmers purchase those leaves, at prices

i iinjiroportionately high, and use them for
| fertilizing purposes. Leaves in those
countries are regarded as valuable prop-

erty, and those who gather them without
permission and take them off are prose-
cuted, fined or imprisoned.— Cincinnati
Omtmeiriai Gazette.

MORE BLOODSHED EXPECTED IS
MfSSISSIPPI.

Senators i-aid to be Opposed to Blaiuc
—The Assassination Story—A.

Rise in Hops—Etc.

AN AWFUL DISASTER.
Sixteen Lives Said to Hare Been Lout in

a Great Fire.
Cincinnati, December 22d.—a. m —Six-

teen men are buried in the ruina of a wall
that fell at Strobell's furniture and frame
factory at Elm and Canal streets while the
building was burning. The fire was discov-
ered early this morning, and a general
alarm brought the entire Department to the
scene.

Fire Chief Jerry Bray was buried by the
falling of a floor in the fifth story, and was
burned to death.

The firemen then fought the flames from
the outtide, when suddenly, and without
warning, the entire front wall fell out,
burying fifteen men, mostly firemen.

Owing to the intense heat and smoke
there is great difficulty in reaching the
men, who are doubtless all dead.

Lateb —Four men have beei recovered
from the ruins. Two were dead.

A CHKAP SfcNSATrON.
Tho SillySlory About an Attempt to Kill

General HarrUon.
Indianapolis, December 21st.—The chief

topic ofconversation to day about the hotel
lobbies was the sensational attempted as-
sassination story telegraphed from New
\ork. It has been discussed and de-nounced upon all sides. The Associated
Press correspondent is advised that reports
have been ?ent this evening to severalpapers telling that the story had its founda-
lion in the frequent trips alleged to have
been made in ihe evening during the cam-by General Harrison to Mapltton,
the summer residence of Theodore P
Houghey, President of the Indianapolis
National Bank, with whom, so the story
goes. General Harrison passed several
nights, being accompanied by an armed
guard. These erroneous statements hav-
ing been reported to a correspondent, are
believed to have furnished the slim grounds
for the concociion of the attempted assas-
sination story.

The facts are that General Harrison has
not visited ilapleton in five years. It is
true that he has, since his nomination,received letters from "cranks," but it is not
known that any of them were of a threat-ening character.

Private Secretary Halford, Mr. McKee,the General's son-in-law, and others, arevery outspoken in their opinions regarding
the story published and the unpleasant
suggestion which they feel it carries to
every crank in the country.

COSTKACT LABOR.
Cheap Workmen, Paupers and Insane

Flocking to America.
Pittsbubu. December 21st.—The session

of the Ford Investigation Committee to-day
was devoted to taking testimony especially
regarding the importation of contract labor.
The witnesses examined were Master
Workman Eccles Robinson, of the Brass-
workers' National Assembly, Master Work-
man Doyle, of District Assembly, No. 2,
K. of L , President Smith, of the Flint-
glass Workers' National Union, and James
Campbell and William Cave, President and
Secretary of the Window-glass Workers'
Federation. The evidence went to show
that men had come to this country under
contract in many cases to work against
skilled labor. Most of the Welshmen,
Hungarians and Italians never become
citizens, and many remain here but a few
years.

According to the testimony given, the
majority of the Hungarians" and Italians
have few, if any, family ties here, and live
like hogs. They are not intelligent, and
with their style of living the American
workman cannot compete with them. They
do not know what a fair day's work is, and
are imposed upon by employers. The
effects of these importations upon Amer-
ican laborers have been very bad.

Chairman Ford said this evening : " The
evidence shows an alarming state ofaffairs.
So far as paupers and insane are con-
cerned, at the lowest estimate thr-re have
500 such immigrants come to this section
alone since the law went into effect, and
contrary to its provisions."

THE HAITIAN REVOLT.

A Rattle Imminent Between the Fed-
erals ;ii.il Insurgents.

New York. December Slat.—Private ad-
vices from PorthuPriacs, received late
last night, contain the following r The ad-
vance columns of Hippolyte's army is
almost within sight of' Port-au-Prince.
The inhabitants of that town are hurriedly
throwing up barricades and otherwise forti-
fying the city. The greatest excitement
prevails in the capital, and a decisive bat-
tle may be expected at any moment.

The people at Mireblats are dying of
hunger. The populace are up in arms
against LegUime's soldiers, who are gar-
risoned at this place. Not a cent has been
paid to the Government troops for the last
six weeks lor rations, the volunteers alone
being paid for their services.

SULLIVAN AN-I> Kl< i:\IN.

A Probability that the Rig Sloggers Will
Come Together.

Boston. December 21st. —It looks now as
if the late challenge 3and bluffs that have
been going on between the leading pugilUts
may lead to something. It seems to be the
impression in sporting circles that theSu'.H-
van-Kilrain fight will shortly come off.
Kilraiu to day agreed to any system of
fighting satisfactory to Sullivan. Fox,
representing Kilrairi. and Captain Cook, of
the Boston Police Xcv:.i,representing Sulli-
van, agreed that tlie money posted with the
Xew York Clipper willb* covered, and that
receipts will ke given by each principal,
with the stipulation that" they willDot ap-
peal to the law, but will abide by the re-
feree's decision, and that these receipts be
surrendered on entering the ring to the
referee, who will destroy them before giv-
ing his decision. The plan to escape arrest
is to charter a foreign vessel, go outside the
three-mile limit, and post the stakes and
receive the receipts, and that the fight will
take place under the auspices of the Cali-
fornia Athletic Club at San Francisco.

TROUBLE AT DENVER.
Union Pacific Switchmen Indulge in the

Luxury of a Strike.
I'envms. December 2UL—AU the switch-

men in the Union Pacific yards, about
seventy in number, are out "on a strike.
The men demand an increase in watres of
five cen's per honr: that they be given six
additional men ; that local agent Smith,
under whose directions they are now work-
ing, be removed, and that they he placed
under a yardmaster. The strikers are
holding a conference with the officers of
the road, and the probabilities are that the
trouble will be amicably settled within the
next twenty-four boors.

MILLIONS Dl IT.

The Opium Ring Operating on a Scale ol
Great Proportion*.

Chicago, December 21st.—An interesting
story is printed this morning of the opera-
tiocs of the opinin-smuggling gang, one of
whose leaders. Captain Dtuant. so narrowly
escaped from the customs officers at Sand
Beacb, Mich., a week ago.

As an illustration oftbe big money to be
made out of the business, be said that he
brought down a consignment of opium
from Victoria to Sarnia and employed two
men to csrry it across the riverto Port
Huron, whence it was shipped to Califor-
nia. Ti;e men carried the drug, which was
packt-u in the cans, in their coat pockets
and ri de across the river on thsregular
passenger ferryboat*. Although the o
toms officers are constantly stationed on the
ferries, the men who transported the drug
were not detected, and the entire coasisii-
meut was carried uver, and in less than four
weeks from the time the dm*.' left Vicl >ria
by thi3 circuitous route it was .-.>!\u25a0'
livered at San Francisco. The United
States Government was defrauded oat of
$10,000 duties and ''Boss" Harris pocketed
$30,000 for his share of the pn;ti!s.

Another active member of the Harris
gang operates under tiie assumed name of
Spencer. He atiendsto shipping the go Ida
from Victoria. A rich San Francisco mer-
chant is said to be p.'ominently ideutitied
with the syndicate.

A man for many years in the employ of
the United S:atea Government as an inter-
preter is another member. A Toronto
Chinaman and " Opium Pete," of San
Francisco, comprise the rest of the syndi-
cate.

Besides thesp, there are a large number
of agents whose duty it is to look after the
consignments after they leave Victoria,
shoving them from one point to another
in the Dominion, transporting them over
the border and then reshipping across the
States to California, covering up their
tracks in such a clever manner as to suc-
cessfully elude the vigilance of the Cus-
toms officers.

The value of the combined product of
the factory in IJritisb Columbia, the head-
quarters of the Harris gang, is estimated
at $5,000,000 per annum, and of thil more
than 90 per cent, goes to the United S;atss.
It is believed that less than 10 per a
it passes through the Customhouse. The
gang operates not only at Sarnia. but all
along the northern border of the Uu::ed
States.

LOSING (IKOIND.

A Hajtiitu AVhu Believes that LeglUme
Will be Pat Down.

New York, December 21st. —Among the
passengers by the -steamer Adirondack to-
day was V. Carvelhoat, nephew of Gov-
ernor Hippolyle, at the head of the faction
that is so bitterly opposed to Legititne.
Carvalhoat said he was not a politician,
and had taken no part in the revolution,
but his sympathies were entirely with Hir-
polyte, whese followers he had no doubt
would prevail against the party that had
wrongfully tried to usurp the Government.
He says a battle was fought a short tinieauo
at Mirabalair, a town *bout 28 miles frooi
Port-au-Prince. In the encounter he says
the Government troops were worsted and
obliged to rice before the troops of
the North, after suffering considerable loss
in killed and wounded.

He says Leeitime cannot possibly hope
to remain even quasi President of Hayti.
as his own following is growing lukewarm.
The North does not intend that Hippolyte
shall be elected President, but is willing"to
agree upon some man acceptable to boh
factions.

A HIGH-TONED BOVLKVARIJ.
Planti for a Twelve-Million-Dollar Street

In N«w York.
New York, December 21-it.—New York

is to have a street that will cost $12,000,000.
The Sinking Fund Commissioners met
in the Mayor's office on Monday and ap-
proved the plans submitted by the Dock
Board for an exterior sirte: 175 feet wide
along the East river from Grand to East
Eighth street and from Seventeenth street
to Thirty-fourth. The total cost of the
thoroughfare from Grand street to Thirty-
fourth is estimated at $10,000,000. The sec-

I know that the so-
calltd "strijied snaked' of the Adirondack
will swallow their young, for I have seen
them in the act several times, and to sat-
isfy myself that I had not been deceived I
killed the old snake and found several
young ones from four to six in length in-
side the parent. These young snakes were
not hurt by the swallowing. They were
very active when brought to the surlV-e,
and it was with difficulty I could count
them. The fact that the young snakes
were alive and active goes to show that the
swallowing process is natural, and that the
old snake only wishes to hide her
young from sight and thereby prated
them from any threatening danger. My
brothers have witnessed this swallowing
process and will testify an to the truth of
my assertions.— Fj,-e.i>'and Stream.

They
protested against the recognition of Protec-
tion D.'n-.ocrats in the South by their ele-
ration to high offices under tbeinooi
A(!iiiinibtration,and callfii upon the Ameri-
can people to protect their brothers in cer-
tain sections in the South ir; the exercise of
their constituiiousl rinh'.s as freeman. Svn-
ator Sherman, in response, said, in part:

"The problem of securing to yon thi
peaceful enjoyment of equal ri^ht^ and
privileges is the most difficult one i.i
American politics. So far as thy Constitu-
tion and the laws of our country can il\u25a0; it,
you now stand before me inve- ted with
every right of freemen.

Senator Sherman expressed the hope
and belief that the next Congress would
pass a uniform election law to secure to
every man the right to vote, and have thai
vote counted, but ho warned then

:t«s could not intrrfere in local elec-
tions. Your hope is in ;l:e moral coi
tion—growing stronger day by day—that
injustice to you reacts upon your oppress-
ors. Il was for them, the speaker said, to
show the untruth of the charge that they
were iv>: fitted for the duties of citizenship,
ami that in these States where thty were
numerous they would establish negfo rule
ciid endanger civilization.

Wrong In Alaska.
