The Mendocino Stranded iv Humboldt
Harbor—A Child Drowued.

San I-'haxi i-iii. December 23d—Tbe steamer
Mendocino, Captaiu Jensen, left Eureka on Sat-
urday, aud from dispatches received to-day it Is
learned that on leaving the harbor she struck
on the south spit and became a total wreck.

The ship's boat attempted to reach the shore.
It was manned by six men, and hod in it Chief
Engineer Bragg, his wife and little daughter.
The boast capsized and tbe occupants v. ere
thrown into the water. Allwere picked up by
the lifesaving crew, but the baby was dead
when rescued from the water.

Tlie rescued were conveyed to the light-
house. The Captain and remainder of the crew
staid by the vessel.

A CLEVER SWINDLE.

Bogus Gold Nuggeis Successfully Palmed
OO on Gullible Chinamen.

Nky.uia City, December 23d.—Robert Evans
and tlie Cannon brothers, Walter, Isaac and
Frank, residing on the road between here and
Grass Valley, were arrested last night by Ne-
vada City officers, on a charge of selling bogus
gold nuggets to Chinamen. The nuggets arc
made of brass, plated with a composition to
withstand acid tests, and have a particle of
quartz imbedded in them. The quartz speci-
mens were sprinkled with bra-s filings, securely
fasteucd. The imitations are the best ever seeii
here, and would mislead any but experts.

The accused were bound over in $SUO each for
examination on Wednesday. Three are in jail.
Walter Cannon, having a lamily and live stock
to care lor, was permitted to go on his own
recognizance. This ineiiiod ol swindling has
been carried on here extensively for some time,
but until now the officers could not locate tlie
perpetrators positively.

SBVADA.

The Vote on the Constitutional Amend-
ment Declared Illegal.

Caisson, December 23d.—Judge Hawlev ofthe
Supreme Court of Nevada has decided that all
the constitutional amendments voted upon by
the voters of Nevada at the last election were il-legally submitted, as they had not been adver-
tised for ninety days, as the law requires.

The Legislature will convene as usual on the
first Monday in January. One of the amend-
ments was to abolish the office of Lieutenant-
Governor. This would leave the Senate to elect
its own President. Itwould also leave the State
Library without a Librarian aud the Ad'utant-
General's office vacant.

WASHINGTON TKKUITOKY.
Desperate Fight Between a Policeman

and a Highwayman.
Seattle, December 23d.—A highwayman at-

tempted to "holdup" officer Nick Hanua ou
Jackson street at 8 o'clock yesterday morning.
The officer drew his pistol, but the robber fired
first. Both emptied their revolvers at each
other and then the road agent turned to run,
but shortly fell with a shot in the leg. He
made a desperate attempt to fight when ihe
officer came up, aud was beaten to insensibility
with the butt of a revolver.

An American "Puts a Head On" a Young
Mexican Blueblood.

Incident occurred between an American pas-
senger and ason ofGeneral Hinojosa, the Mex-
ican Minister of War. Young Blmrtosaplaced \u25a0
fragile box of sweetmeats, with other articles,
in a rack of the car while dozing. The sweeis
fell upon the seat behind. The American cu-
terei! the car, and not noticing the box, occu-
pied the seat, crushing the box and soilin. his
trousers with the contents. This awaked Hiuo
josa, who was angrily asked if the articles be-
longed to him. On receiving an allirmative an-
swer he beat the youth severely. Hinojosa, who
was physically inferior to his opponent, bor-
rowed a weapon from a friend, but found the
American had left the car.

CALIFORNIA QUITE CERTAIN OF
A CABINET PLACE.

Senator Stanford's Gifts to the Pages

- Harrison Outlining: His South-
ern Policy—The Surplus.

[SPECIAL DISrATCHE-S TO THE EECORI>-l-NION-.]

FEELING HIS WAY.

Harrison's Desire to Make His Adminis-
tration Strong and Just.

Washington, December 23d.—During the holi-
day recess several of the Republican Senators
will call upon General Harrison, at his invita-
tion, to discuss with him, not the personnel of
his Cabinet, but the policy of the Republican
parly for the next four years. It is very evi-
veni to Washington politicians that Harrison-
while he may act, wheu iv the While House,
entirely upon his personal judgment ivmaking
appointments—is desirous of consulting with
the elders of hi6party before committing him-
self to any line ofpolitical action and before he
undertakes the task of writing his inaugural
address.

Ilearn fiom one of General Harrison's in-
timate friends that he is experiencing more
difficulty in select ing a Southern man to repre-
sent that section in his Cabinet than anything
else. He appreciates fullythe necessity of mak-
ingsuch appointments in the South as will give
the Southern people confidence in his desire
to do absolute aud impartial justice to that
people. He wishes to give the Federal patron-
age in the Southern states to Republicans, but
desires, above all things, to be assured that his
appointments sluli be men of character and
standing in Southern communities, whose
names will guarantee a faithlul enforce-
ment of the laws, without regard to
race prejudice or social iueqnality. It
is probable that the success or failure of Gen-
eral Harrison's Southern policy will largely de-
pend upon the spirit in which his appointments
are received. He will endeavor to do his best,
that he may make no mistakes, and his purpose
is, lam informed, to use the most excellent
Republican material he can find to fillFederal
positions ivthe South. He will expect in re-
turn, in that event, that the Southern Dem-
ocrats shall meet him at least half-way, and
give him c.editforthe sincerety ot his inten-
tions in making his appointments for that sec-
tion. Ifthey do not chance to do so, it willnot
swerve the Pres'dent-elec' from the perform-
ance of what he regards to be his duty.
