DUDLEY'S DODGE.
The Famous Letter Intended Only to

Fool the Democrats.
iM.iANAi'oi.is, December 24th. — Emery B.

Sellers, United States District Attorney, w'hosc
resignation has not yet been accepted, was in
this city a few hours to-day. He says he occu-
pies rather a strange position. The Presidenthas not accepted his resignation, neither has he
been officially notified that he refuses to accept
it, and unless he assumts that Bailer's nomina-
tion created a vacancy why he is still District
Attorney of Indiana.

Judge J. S. Suite of Frankfort, Ind., a close
friend ofSellers, aud who is familiar with the
inside history of Indiana polities, is out in an
interview giving a new reason lor Sellers' resig-
nation, which he says he has from Sellers
direct. Judge Suite says: "Mr. Sellers talked
unreservedly regarding the Dudley letter, and
said he was satisfied the Sentinel had fallen into
a trap set for Inaiana Democrats by Dudley;
that the letter was written with a view of hav-
ing reach as many Democrats as possible; thatno better medium of circulation among Demo-
crats could be obtained than the Sentinel; thatonly one letter was written, and that where it
would certainly fall into the hands of the Senti-nel; that itwas Dudley's intention to divert at-
tention from New York by that letter, and cause
the Democrats to concentrate all their funds, as
well as their best efforts, in Indiana, thereby
enabling the Republicans to carry New York,
which they did. nnd that the letter was no un-
important factor in such result: that no such
letter was ever sent to orreceived by any Re-
publican Committeeman; that he expressed thissame opinion to leaders of his party, and that
the sentinel is mad because of the blunder it
made."

A HRACK OF BRUTES.

Inhuman Treatment of a WeaU-N'erved
Woman Causes Her Death.

Habrishikg (Pa.), December 21th —The par-
ticulars of a case which is remarkable for ahusband's cruelty, aud in which a dentist's part
Is none the less fiendish, have just been made
known here. About ten days ago Man- Scetwig,who lives near Halifax, complained to her hus-
band that she was suffering with toothache. At
first she was scornfully laughed at. and she re-
ceived this unsympathetic treatment for sev-
eral days without a word of protest. Several
days passed, duriug which time she only occa-
sionally referred to her extreme suffering when
finally her husband impe'uously remarked that
she had better go to a dentist, and have herteeth extracted. The wife then determined togo to a dentist, and after much persuasion the
husband was induced to go with her.

At the dentist's office, before she got in thechair, the woman almost fainted from nervous-
ness, which had the effect of making the hus-
band Millmore irrascible. With the assistanceof the dentist sbe was placed In the chair, and
the man with his forceps commenced the work
ot extraction. Mrs. Scetwig could not take an
antithetic, and when two or three of her teeth
had been taken out she pulled violentiv toescape the dentist's cruel operations. It "wasnecessary to have thirteeu teeth removed, and
the husband was determined not to permit his
wife to leave the chair until everyone had been
taken out. To make the work 'easier for the
dentist, the husband held his wife's head andarms so she could not move, and the work con-
tinued until all the teeth had been extracted.By this time the woman was exhausted andunable to rise from the chair. The two men
realized that she was in a dangerous condition,
and they at once applied restoratives. A phyl
ician was summoned, and every eflort was
made to revive the woman's powers, but it was
ot no avail, and she died two hours later.

A FEMALE BUTCH CX.

Desperate Assault bya Kentucky Woman
on Her Neighbor.

SOXXMET ,Ky... December 24th.—A trivialquarrel between two women near lice Satur-day resulted iv the fatal stabbing of one of
them and the serfous cutting of her two chil-
dren.

Mrs. Frank Stephens, wife of a well-to-dofarmer, rented a patch of ground to Mrs. Burch-
fleld. The latter fell behind iv her rent, anda quar.-el was the result, on Saturday Mrs.
Burchtield. with her two children, n boy ami
girl aged 10 and 12, were working in the field
when Mrs. Stephens approached, and after a
leu-words pulled from her dress a bowie-knife
and savagely attacked Mrs. Buiehfleld, stal.l m,
her in the breast and under the left shoulder-
blade.

Mrs. Burchfield's little children rushed to
their mother's assistance, when the maddenedamnzou turned on them, cutting both severely
but not dangerously. The wounded woman
and children were taken to their homes. Mrs.
Burchfield's wounds must necessarily prove
fatal. Mrs. Stephens was arrested.

A MOASTEK.

Shocking Death of a Wife and Mother at
Her Husband's Hands.

.-i kirn.vale (Me.), December 2ith.—On Thurs-
day last John bender, a French Canadian, aged
85 years, was convicted ot cruel and brutal
treatment of his wife, and was fined 91160.During the trial he was heard to threaten to
"get even " with his wife. On Saturday morn-
ing a doctor was called to Mrs. Bernier, and
found her suffering from poisoning witii Parisgreen, which her husband said she had takendespite his efforts to prevent her.

The next day it was learned that she was
dead. An examination of the facts seemed to
show that on Friday night, while the womanwas still suffering from poisoning. Bernier beather cruelly and thrust her out of doors into the
bitter cold. She crept back and he beat heragain. She died on Sunday. An inquest willbeheld at once. Deceased leaves three little chil-dren, the youngest onlytwo months old.

IYOKSE THAN SUPPOSED.
Possibly Sixty Lives Lost by the Kate

Adams OiSHSter.
Mkmphis, December 21th.—The loss of life byyesterday's accident is not yetdeflnitelv known

It is probable that the exact number of"drowned
will uever be accurately stuted. Thirty-five is
the most conservative estimate. Out of a party
of fifteen white laborers which boarded thesteamer, only two are said tq be saved. If this
be true, and there are no means of substanti-ating the report, the loss oflifemay reach sixty,
as many negroes on the lower deck lost their
lives in attempting to swim ushore from the
stern of the burning steamer.

The boat and cargo were valued at 5140,000.
The Kate Adams had a record of the fastest
time between Heietia and Memphis. She was
the steamer that conveyed President Cleveland
and wire from West Memphis to this city on tte
occasion ot their visit to the South.

VIOLENT AND BITTER.

The Pope Complains of His Treatment
by the Government.

Bl 'ME. December 24th.—The Pope, addressing
the Sacred College to-day, gave thanks to God
for the blessing which his jubilee had brought
him. He affirmed, with much feeling, his
former utterances on the question of temporal
power, aud indignantly rejected the accusation
tha>, he was an enemy of Italy. He niged
Catholics everywhere to a°itate, in a legal man-
ner, lor the restoration of Papal supremacy,
and spoke in deprecation of the recent Liberal
euactmeHts in Italy. His address throughou'-
was unusually violent aud bitter.

The speech referred exclusively to the Vati-
can and Italy. His Holiness said the whole
world saw in what a painful situation he was
placed. One could only ask, "How far will they
go .'" At the present time a systematic war was
being waged. Even the person ofthe Pope was
exiiosed to the threats of a mob. The enemies
of the Holy See had weapons enougb already to
injure the Papacy, and il these did not suffice,
they were prepared to manufacture fresh weap-
ons. Iiwas persistently asserted that the Pope
was an enemy of Italy. This assertion was sim-
ply made to mask the real object of the perfid-
ious war against the Church, and that object
was to render Italians hostile to the Papacy. To
vindicate the rights ofthe Pontiffwas inreality
to advance the prosperity ofItaly. To demand
that the greatest moral power in the world
should possets a real sovereignty in Italy, where
Providence placed the Church centuries ago,
was not an act. of hostility to the country. The
fact that the Bishops in foreign lands were la-
boring for the restoration of the Pope's tem-
poral rights proved lhat the interests of tlie
whole Catholic Church were bound up in their
cause.

BRITISH AFPAIRS.

Queen Victoria Prorogues Parliament-
Speech from the Throne.

I.onl'ON, December 21th. —Parliament was
prorogued to-day. The Queen's speech deal
largely with African aud Indian affairs, and
expressed regret that the fisheries negotiations
failed. The Queen adds that temporary arrange-
ments have been adopted which will p; event
any immediate inconvenience arising from this
failure. The relations with all the foreign
Powers continue friendly.

Losdos. December 24th.—Fo lowing is the
text of the speech : "Ihave great saut faction
in being able to release you from your pro-
tracted labors. My relations with all foreign
powers continue friendly.
"Iregret that the convention concluded be-

tween myself and the President ofthe United
States tor the adjustment of the questions which
have arisen with reference to the fisheries In
North American waters has not commended it-
self to the judgment cf the United States Benate,
in whom, according to the Constitution of tho
United Slates, the power ol ratification is rested.
Temporary arrangements will, I trus.t, prevent
any immediate inconvenience arising from this
decision.

" The conference which has been held on the
subject of bounties upon sugar lor export has
been brought to a satistaciorv issue by the rep-
re-iiitatives of most of the sugar-producing
countries.

"The restoration of Egypt to a condition of
political and financial security has been for a
time in ten noted by an attempt of tbe Soudanese
to possess themselves of the poit of Suakim.
The dispersion of the besieging lorces has been
effected hy brilliant military operations on the
part of Eg5 ;>tian troops, supported by the Brit-
ish contingent. In other respects the adminis-
tration and economical progress of Egypt is
satisfactory.

"Aninsurrection has broken out upon the
Continental portion of the dominions of the Sul-
tan of Zanzibar, which brought with it cousid
erable destruction of lifi and property in the
i ierman settlements on the coast. It is evident
that the renewed vigor of the slave trade, of
which symptoms have unhappily shown them-
selves ln several parts of Africa, has large'v
contributed to the production of these disturb-
ance*. I have joined tne Emperor of Germany
hi establishing \u25a0 naval blockade ot that part of
the coast iv insurrection in order to prevent not
only the exportation ofslaves but the importa-
tion ofmunitions ofwar.

"My Indian dominions have enjoyed general
tranquillity and prosperity during the pa-t year.
Disturbances, however, "have occurred in the
rcirion of the Black mountains aud ou the BX-

I treme frontier of fikkaui. Bnt they have been
terminated withoutdifflenlty. The rebellion in

] Afghanistan, under Issnk Khan, which at one
: time threatened to assume formidable propor-

tions, has been entirely subdued hy the military
power of the Ameer.

"The rising of some Zulu chiefs in South Af-
rica, which does not s.em to have met with any
sympathy on the part of the population, has
been suppressed by my troops and the natives.
The chiefs concerned are awaiting trial before a
special commission."

The speech concludes with thinks to Parlia-
ment for fiscal and other legislation enacted. A
striking fact In connection with the queen's
speech is that she totally ignored the Saekville
incident.

FRENCHMEN'S RIGHTS.

The Chamber of Deputies Discusses the
Canadian Fishery Question.

Pahis, December 2-ltb.—ln the Senate to-day
Admiral Vcrcn alluded to the regretable effects
of the Newfoundland law which prohibited the
sale of cod to French fishermen. He com-
plained that the British had erected factories for
canuin. lobsters on the French shore, greatly to
the prejudice of the French fishermen. He
asked the Government to put a stop to these en-
croachments on French rights.

M. Goblet, Minister ot Foreign Affairs, replied
that the Government wanted to secure respect
for the rights assured to France by the treaty of
Utrecht. French tishetmen did not now require
Newfoundland bait, trance only occupied one-
fifth of the French shore where English indus-
tries had been established. These had been tol-
erated so long as they did not Interfere with
French lights. The Government would now,
however, cause their removal, and would al
once negotiate with England, with the objec.tot
suppressing English lobster lactones compiamcd
of. Be assured the Benate that the Government
would i.eglect nothing calculated to develop
French fisheries. (Applause.)

A LABOR RIOT.

London Police Attach and Disperse a
Labor Procession.

London, December 24th.—Robert Cunningham
Graham, member of Parliament, addressed a
meeting oi unemployed worktogmen last night.
A procession of workicgrnen which arrived
from Kensington was attacked by the police and
dispersed. Itis reported that severe struggles
took place between the police and the paraders.

The Chamberlain Honeymoon.
London, December 24th.—Mr.and Mrs. Joseph

Chamberlain arrived at Birmingham today.
They drove from the railway station to High-

History of Corsets.
Struit, who is a trustworthy authority

on cogtomee, says ("English Draws"):
•'Toward the conclusion of the fourteenth
century women were pleased with the ap-
pearance of a long waist, and in order to
produce that effect they invented a strange
mßgnisement called a corse or corset" The
word corset appears at least as early as tlie
thirteenth century, aud in sumptuary
laws made early in the reign of Edward
IV. wrought corsets and corsets worked
with gold are restricted to certain classes
of the female nobility. They appear, how-
ever, to have been worn by botfi sexes, and
were usually quilted, hayingslips ofwhale-
bone between the quilting. Theirbreadth,
together with the mode of fastening them
by lacing, permitted of their being drawn
very tight, and thus produced the slim
waists referred to by the various writers of
the period. "A French moralist (I) who
wrote during the reign of Henry VI.. says :
'By detestable vanity ladies of rank now
cause their robes to be made so tight in the
waist that they can scarcely respire in
them, and so often suffer great pain by it
in order to make their bodies small.'"
"In the time of (^ueen Elizabetn," says
Strtitt, " the bodice was also used by men.
though this custom. I believe, was" never
generally adopted." Pictures of some of
the remarkable men of that time are rep-
resented with slim waists, which are pre-
sumably the result of such tight lacin_.
From that period up to our own day cor-
sets have been worn by women of England
and of most other civilized nations. They
combine in one the mammillarc, the stn>-
phion, the z >ster, the zona, etc., of tlie
ladies of ancient I ireeceand Rome.

That the wearing of corsets is a gain to
many women is evident enough from the
fact that they arc worn under conditions
in which the wearers are regardle-s of
mere apiiearance. For instance, we may
cite the working peasant woman, unmar-
ried as well as married, of France, Switzer-
land, the Tyrol, Austria and Hungary,
etc., who wear stays during the perl na-
mes of very laloroiis work, yet who, one
could not suppose, would do this if their
.-'ay- intcrfcied with their comfort or
movements Another example of the
same fact is illustrated by the very poor
workingwomen of our nation, who, when
obliged to sell their clothes, or when
these hang about them in rags, still, a- a
rule, stick to the oseof atays. Mary other
example- to the same effect might be
given, showing that more regard for ap-
pearance will n t, a- i- usually supposed,
explain the widespread adoption by the
women of our own time of corsets or of
tightly-bound sashe-, as in the ease, far
instance, of the countrywomen ofSpain.—
