THOSE COUPONS.

CITY TREASURER GERBER MAKES
A STATEMENT.

Ex-City Treasurer J. N. Porter Also
Talks—Judge Beatty Returns
to the Charge.

The interview with Jadge H. O. Beatty,
of the Funded Debt Commision, pub-
lished in the REecorp-UNiON yesterday,
morning, caused a decidea sensation and
was the talk of the city. When the Board
of City Trustees met, Judge Beatty ap-
peared and asked them to pass a resolu-
tion instructing the City Treasurer not to
pay the outstanding ccupons payable prior
to and ipcluding 1873, as they were barred
by the statute of limitations, and there was
strong circumstantial evidence that many
of them had been paid already, althongh
the coupons were not to be found in the

coupon books in the possession of theCity
Treasurer.

N. Porier, ex-City Treasurer, was
present, and produced the coupon books to
show that all of the coupons had been can-
celled by having holes punched in them
with a small check punch. He called
Judge Beatty’s attention to these punch
marks, and declared that they were a
proper cancellation of the coupons.

Judge Beatty, after taking the books to
the window to get a strong light upen

had one or more holes punched through
it, but he did not consider that a proper
cancellation. He thought they should be
plainly cancelled with a red ink stamp
which should show the date of payment.
He said that at the time he was interviewed
on the subject he laid no particular stress
upon the non-cancellation of the coupons
as he had not examined them critically.
He did not think they were cancelled, as
he had not noticed the small holes made
by the punch, and if he had he would not
have known that they were intended to in-
dicate cancellation. His examination of
the subject had been to ascertain how many
coupons were missing and he found they
amouated to $72,186 of the coupons of
1861 and various small amounts of subse-
quent years. As to the coupons of years
subsequent to 1861 he thought they had
been lost, but he still believed the $72.186
of coupons of 1861 kad been purposely ex-
tracted.

The City Auditor explained that at the
end of the month the 'Creasurer presented
the coupons during paid the month and
he cancelled them by putting a punch
mark on each side of the number and re-
turned them to the Treasurer to be placed
in the coupon book. If the Treasurer
should present a coupon that had already

him credit for it. The Board declined
to pass the resolution requested, holding
that the present system of cancellation was
all that was necessary, and thai if the
Treasurer paid a coupon a second time he
was responsible for it on his bond.

TREASURER GERBER SPEAKS.

William E. Gerber, City Treasurer, had
his attention called by a reporter to the
statements of Judge Beatty, and in reply to
inquiries said:

“When I assumed the duties of City
Treasurer I received from James N. Porter,
my predecessor, a list of coupons outstand-
ing. This list was claimed by Judge Beatty
to be incorrect, and at his request I sub-
mitted all the pooks in my possession to
him for an investigation. He employed A.
J. Hopper, the city expert, and was also
assisted by Mr. Porter, who went through
the entire matter under consideration, and
submitted to me a list, which did not mate-
rially differ from the one I had received
from Mr. Porter, and which shows coupons
outstanding as follows: For the year
1865, $324; 1866, $630; 1867, $342; 1868,
$240; 1869, $336; 1870, $834; 1871, $390;
1872, $1,806; 1873, $1,776; 1874, $3,156; 1875,
$3,084. These are all the outstanding
coupons that cut any figure in this discus-
sion, and they amount to $12,918.”

*“As City Treasurer are you going to pay
these outstanding coupons if they are pre-
sented without evidence of previous pay-
ment ?"’ was asked.

Mr. Gerber replied: “I cannot assume,
as Treasurer, that these coupons are out-
lawed, and to be safe in the matter I am
hoiding about $3000 of this money to
meet coupons of 1873 and since that time,
so that in case they are presented and it is
decided that they are not outlawed, I will
have the money to meet them.”

*‘In regard to the coupons of 1861 I have
this to say. In looking over the coupons
paid and pasted in the coupon books I fail
to discover a single coupon uncancelled,
commencing with the year 1860, down to
the present time, and from this I conclude
that these coupons of 1861 must have been
cancelled in like manner, and were prob-
ably mislaid before these books, into which
the coupons are now pasted, came in use.
For this reason I would not psy coupons of
1861 even if presented uncancelled, as
there is sutficient evidence to convince any
one that they were paid, and for that rea-
son also I am not hLolding any money to
meet these coupons of 1861.

“I am exceedingly sorry that so many
mistatements and misrepresentations have
been made in regard to our city debt, as it
cannot help but injure the credit and stad-
ing of the city. The books show that it has
been a universal custom to punch holes
through the coupons after payment, and I
cannot see how the city has paid any of
these coupons twice.

* All the coupons paid by me are, at the
end of each mouth, taken to the Auditor,
counted, computed and rcceipted for by
bim. Holes are punched through them by
the Auditor large enough for anyone to
see that they are cancelled coupons. These
coupons are then pasted in the coupon
hook by me in their proper place. These
books are at the end of the term examined
by the expert, and it does seem to me that
the city is well protected and has all the
necessary checks and safeguards thrown
around the payment of these coupons. In
addition to this, I have cancelied every
coupon paid by me with a red rubber
stamp, as follows: ‘Paid. W. E. Gerber,
City Treasurer.’”

MR. PORTER'S STATEMENT.

J. N. Porter, ex-City Treasurer, on being
asked for his views on the subject, said:

‘‘Prior to 1876, or about 1876, the Treas-
urer paid the coupons and cancelled them,
turned them over to the Auditor and he
credited the Treasurer with the amount
paid and kept the coupons in an old tin
box. In 1876, when I was elected Treas-
urer, having a great many inquiries in
regard to whether such and such coupons
were paid, and not being able to tell from
the books, I suggested to the City Trustees
that they have books madesimilarto thosein
the State Treasurer’s office. They had
them made and hired Mr. Hickman, the
Auditor at that time, to paste all the cou-
pons on handin the Auditor’s office in these
books. After that the Treasurer has paid
the coupons, presented them to the Auditor
monthly, who receipted for and cancelled
them, and the Treasurer then returned
them to his office and pasted them in the
coupon books in the regular order of the
years. If there were any coupons lost or
mislaid the Tressurer could not get credit
for them unless he presented them to the
Auditor and the Auditor credited him with
them. They were cancelled by the Auditor
and the Treasurer would not pay an old
cancelled coupon, nor would the Auditor
receipt for an old cancelled coupon.

“The fact is there is nothing to warrant
the supposition that any coupon of 1861
has been paid twice. They may have been
lost or destroyed, because when Mr. Hick-
man pasted these coupons in the books he
used a star punch for the coupons, and the
few coupons on hand now that are marked
paid in 1861 are punched with the star
punch, the same as in 1860, and they are
also crossed with a cross in black ink, the
same as 1860, 15861 and 1862,

“These coupons, prior to 1876, when
these books were prepared, were left in the
hands of the Auditor, and the Aunditor of
1860 and 1861 was Thomes Letson, and in
1862 Josiah Howell, while the Treasurer
during all those years was C. L. Bird. If
those coupons were taken or stolen no per-
son would be fool enough to hold them
for the twenty-seven years that has since
elapsed. It isevident that these coupons
of 1861 were lost.”

JUDGE BEATTY'S POSITION.

Judge Beatty sends the following ¢/ m-
munication on the subject in hand:

correction in your paper in to an inter-
view I had with your reporter concerning the
city's debt.

I am ecorrectly reported as saying: ‘‘So faras
I know the coupons purchased by the city have
not generally been cancelled.” And in another
place I am also correctly reported as saving:
*Yes, paste them in, but so far as my recollec-
tion goes nine-tenths of them hava nothing

or t¢ show that they have been paid.”
To-day I was at the meeting of the Trustees
when this maitter was called up. I was shown:

! had littie holes punched in them. These holes

{ they informed me, were cancellation marks.
i These coupons had from one to six holes
punched in them, and to one who did not un-
derstand their cabalistic character indicated
nothing, or if they indicated payment at all it
it was just as good an indication that they had
been paid six times, as that they had been paid
once. Mr, McKee says that ‘he punched two
holes in each coupon, and punched them ina
certain relative position to the numbers on the
coupons, €0 that if a coupon was presented to
him a second time he would know in an instant
that it had already been paid. But outsiders

will say, however, that I never saw one of these
holes in the coupons until they were pointed out
to me to-day. The coupons are pasted over
white paper, and they are hardly perceptible. I
had to take the book toa strong light before I
could see tke holes, even after they were pointed
out.

As for the coupons of 1861, which are the ones
missing, the coupon bock shown to me to-day
indicated they never bad been puunched untii a
comparatively late date. The only punch which
1 saw in them appeared to be a star punch,which
seemed to have been made by a punch now in
the possession of Mr. McKee. I understood Mr.
{ McKee (though, possibly, I may not have right-
{ ly understood him) that he had the star puuch
| made and used it until recently, when he had a
new one made of different pattern. I under-
stood Mr, Porter to say Hickman huad this star
punch made when he was pasting coupons.
Anyway, this punch has been made long since
1861. As this is the only punch used on the
1861 coupons, it is conclusive they were not
stamped at that time. They were paid in 1861,
and strongly indicating that they were again
paid at 2 much later date.

I have been told that I had, in my interview
with your reporter, cast suspicion cf dishonesty
on all Treasurers and city officials from 1860 to
the present day. Not only had I insinvated that
the coupons of 1861 had been dishonestly with-
drawn from their proper custody, but that there
had been petty thievery going on ever since. In
regard to the coupons or 1861, I claim that by
some means they are in wrong hands And
{ this city is in danger of having to pay them
| again.

i In regard to the odd coupons that have been
{ paid from time to time from 1869 to the present
| day that do not appear in the coupon book, I
: stated distinetly that 1 thought they had been
lost by careless handling by the différent Treas-
urers, And I might have added by the careless
handling of the Auditors, Mr. Hickman and
others, through whose hands these coupons
have passed. But I had no suspicion any single
one of these coupons had ever been purposely
abstracted or would ever again be presented for
paymeut. And I will say now that all my ex-
amination into this matter convinces me that
there has been mno crookedness, either in the
payment or preservation of coupons since the
disappearance of the 61 coupons. But the man-
ner of cancelling and keeping accounts has been
very loose and unsatisfactory. And [ amstrongly
of the opinion that the $13.392 of '61 coupons
now pasted in the coupon book have been twice
{)aid: but of this the evidence 1s not conclusive,
f they have been paid twice I believe it was an
innocent blunder on the part of the Treasurers
who paid them. H. O. BEaATTY.

tend, either directly or indirectly. togive prefer-
ence to the principles of any religion or of any
religious body above another, or that wiil in
any way sanction legislation upon the subject of
religion ; but that the total separation between
religion and state, assured by the National Con-
stitution as it now is, may forever remain 8s our
fathers established it.

A BOLD DEED.

{ THE OVERLAND EXPRESS ROBBED
LAST NIGHT.

ijo Men Rifle the Express Car at

Clipper Gap, But Miss a
Sack With $10,000.

Train No. 1, known as the Eastern Over-
land Express, which left this city last even-
inz at 7:45 o'clozk, had a little experience
{ with train-robbers on the mountains.
The train, which was in charge
of Conductor Burnett, was climbing
the hill at a pretty lively gait, and bad
reached o point a little beyond Clipper
' Gap, when two masked men appeared at
{one of the side doors of the express car
i smashed in the upper (glass) portion and
covered express messenger Robert John-
ston, of this city, and —— Carpenter, his
* helper,” with revolvers.

Under the proteciion of their “*guns”’ the
two men climbed into the car and one of
them proceeded to go through Wells, Fargo
| & Company’s sofe and packsges, while the
{ other held the two young men at bay at
the point of his weapon.

The robbers ransacked the car pretty
thoroughly, taking all the coin in
sight in the safe, and leiters and other
packazes that might appear to contain
coin or valuables. Strange to say, how-
ever, they overlooked a bagin the safe con-
taining $10,000 in coin, beside several
others with much smaller sums.

When near New England Mills they dis-
appeared through the side door and
dropped to the ground—the train mean-
time going at its usnal speed—and disap-
peared in the gloom of the forest.

Oan reaching Colfax, where the train was
due at 10:20, conductor Burnett telegraphed
to Superintendent Wright the particulars
of the robbery.

The messenger and his companion de-
seribe the robbers as follows: One of the
men was tall, of light complexion, smooth
shaven, and had a face of the elongated
pattern. His weight is about 175 pounds.
The other was a man of medium size, dark
complexion, and weighs about 165 or 170
pounds. He had the lower half of his face
covered by a handkerchief, but it was no-
ticed that it was adorned by a mustache of
dark color. Both men are young, probably
from 30 to 35 years of age.

A dispatch was also sent at a late hour
from Colfax to Felix Tracy, Superintendent
of Wells, Fargo & Co.’s business here, and
it tound him busy at the office of the com-
pany. The dispatch stated that Coustable
Dwyer, of Colfax, with two assistants, had
already started into the mountains in pur-
snit of the robbers.

About 1:30 this morning Superintendent
Wright and Mr. Tracy were holding a con-
ference in the former's office when a

comparing notes and discussing the
sitnation.
