How the World is Fed.

“Even the oldest and best informed man
in the trade,” said an experienced salesman
in the grocery business, “cannot begin to
tell anything about the wonderful traffic
in food. Figures don’t seem to express
the thing so that anybody can realize how
enormous the business is. Now, everybody
knows that corn makes only a small part
of what anybody eats. I mean by that,
nobody eats corn enough to make it a
principal article of diet. Yet there is an
establishment in Maryland—a corn factory
they call it—where there are 100,400,000
cans a week put up and sold. Now, con-
sider that this is only one establishment
out of hundreds in this country and thou-
sands in the world, where fruit is put up
in cans. Then think that corn is only one
small item of food, even among the canned
goods. And then remember that canned
goods are merely a fraction of the food sup-
ply, and you will be ready to acknowledge
that the food industry of the couantry is
too great to be readily grasped by the im-
agination. More than three-fifths of all
the workers of the world are engaged in
handling food.—N. Y. Mail and Express.

A HOLIDAY GLANCE AT EVENTS IN
MANY COUNTRIES.

Christmas at the German Capital—
Bismarck and the German Em-
bassy—French Lebel Rifie.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

DErLIN, December 25th.—The burden

of Christmes comment of the press
and pulpit relates to the anxiety
prevalent at the same period for

the last three years and the existing pros-
pects of peace. The weather has not been
Christmaslike. Instead of crisp frosts,
{ there has been a prolonged period of damp,

| cold and rainy weather, and the streets of

| the Capital abound in mud. Last evening,
i after the Imperial dinner at the palace,
i gifts were distributed to the household of-
ficials of the Empress, and Dowager Em-
press Augusta made unusually large pur-
chases for distribution among the poor.

When the Emperor visited the Vulean
i Shipbailding Works at Bredonten, on Sat-
urday, he was greeted by 3,000 workmen,
who lined the approach to the works. A
crown of laurels was offered to his Ma-
jesty, who. in accepting it, said: * I thank
you. These are the first laurels that have
heen offered me. I am happy to think they
are the laurels of peace.”

When Lieutenant Wissman returns from
visiting friends at Lauterborgh his staff ap-
pointments for the Emin relief expedition
will be necessarily delayed until the Gov-
ernment’s plans assume a more definite
shape,

The Chancellor’s illness, which has given
rise to the alarwmistic rumorsin the Pro-
gressive press and French newspapers,
does not hinder his work.* He has wired
his congratulations to Lord Salisbury re-
garding his English victory at Suakim.

Prince Bismarck ignores the appeal of
Sir R. D. Morier, British Embassador at St.
Petersburg, to authorize an official contra-
diction of the charges recently made by the
Cologne Gazette of his baving anti-German
leanings, and of having, while at Darm-
stadt in 1870, sent the first news of the ad-
vance of the Germans across the Moselle
to London, whence the news reached Ba-
zaine.

The English Embassy do not expect that
Prince Bismarck will direct the semi-offi-
cial press to adopt a more moderate tone.
On the contrary, they think that unless the
objects of his attack are attained he may
order a more aggressive attitude than he
has yet assumed.

Herr Bleichroder, the banker, privately
entered Friedrichesruhe yesterday. It is
surmised that his visit is for the purpose of
consulting with Prince Bismarck in regard
to the com:ing Imperial loans. Immediately
after the visit the Frankfort syndicate
which was arranging a loan of 7,000,000
marks for the Buigurian Government re-
ceived otlicial notice that the 1ssue of such
a loan would be impossible in German ter-
ritory.

More changes are being made in high
military commands. General Winterfeldt,
Governor of Mayence, has been retired,
General Yeibuitzreplacing him. Since the
Emperor began the work of reforming the
service sixty-five Generals have been placed
on the retired list.

Herr Bonen, President of the Ministry
of Gotha, is dying from blood-pcisoning,
caused by the dye-stuff in his hunting-
stockings.

The rifle factories at Sprandan, Dantzig
and Erfurt are turning out 50,000 repeaters
of the new pattern every month. At this
rate two years will be required to arm the
regulars and landwehr.

The French Government, during the re-
cent stay of the. Russian Grand Dukes in
Paris, offered to vlace the Lebel rifle at the
disposal of the Czar on condition that the
whole Russian supply be made in France.
The Czar has not yet come to any con-
clusion regarding the proposal. Though
neither the Austrian Mannlicher rifle nor
the German repeater.is smokeless, like the
Lebel rifle, both are believed to be reliable.

FRENCH POLITICS,

Another Boulangist General Aspires to
the Chamber of Deputies.

Paris, December 25th.—General Boulan-
ger's cause has received an immense acces-
sion in the candidacy of General Montalbon
for a seat in the Chamber of Deputies. His
appearance as a candidate in the Depart-
ment of Somme, conjoined with that of
General Boulanger, opens favorably for the
Boulangists a most momentous election
campaign.

The Ministers feel the danger greatly,
£1d to-day they held a council at Elysee to
consider how to face the situation.

General Montalbon's election addressis a

frank espousal of the DBoulanger pro-
gramme. He denounces the Chamber of
Deputies and generally adopts Boulanger’s
policy.
Boulanger gives notice that he will be a
candidate for the seat in the Department of
the Seine made vacant by the death of M.
Hude.

WHEN BOULANGER IS PRESIDENT.
Paris, December 25th.—General Bou-
langer, in an interview to-day,.said: “The

first act of my Government, if the country
raises me to the Presidency, will be to re-
peal the laws relating to banishment and
readmit everybody and open to all French-
men the France I love so well.”

HOPE FOR NATALIE,

Servia’s Exiled Queen Likely to Yet Take
Milan’s Place.

Opgessa, December 25th.—Ex-Queen Nat-
alie or Servia has been received with royal
honors daring her visit here. On her ar-
rival at the Russian frontier the Imperial
Chamberlain welcomed her on behalf of
the Czar and Czarina, At various towns at
which she stopped the burgomasters pre-
sented her bread and salt, and all expressed
the hope she would reascend the throne,
