¥he Rainfall Continues—Grand Outlook
for Crops Next Season.

OrLaND (Colusa), December 26th.—The rain
has fallen in storms for two weeks. The fall
last night was .79 of an inch, making for the
season 644 inches.. Stony creek is running
almost bank full and still rising. The prospect
for good crops was never better, the greund
being thoroughly soaked. Grain islooking fine,
being up about six inches.

WiLLows—The rainfall was .88 of an inch the
last twenty-four hours, making 7.80 for the
season, against two inches at the same date last
year.

MARYSVILLE—A southeasterly rainfall set in
last might. The fall of rain is 11.50 inches for
the season. Up to Christmas last year the total
for the sason was less than three inches.

TRUCKEE—A heavy snow-storm is raging on
the mountain, which is particularly disastrous
to the ice crop. All the leading ice ponds have
from four to nine inches of ice, and large forces
of workmen are engaged in scraping the ponds
and trying to keep the snow from destroying
the crop.

NEvapA CiTY. -A warm rain has been falling
continuously for twenty hours. This afternoon
it came down in torrents, and the streams are
rising rapidly.

PLACERVILLE.—It has rained most of the time
since the 21st, and farm:ng is at a standstill.
The streams are booming.

Lopi—It rained steadily all last night and to-
day. The rainfall for the storm is .75 of an inch,
for the month 3.40, and for the season 7.1 inches.

This morning 175 men arrived from the front
with their blankets, ete., for the purpese of
effecting a settlement, and marched in a body
to the City Hall, where they have made their
headqguarters. Mr. Neugoss, representing Mevers
& Co., addressed the men, and & committee
was appointed to confer with him for the pur-
pose of effecting a settlement at1 o’clock to day.

It is reported that an attempt will be made
to compromise ‘or 50 cents ou the dollar. The
men are very delermined, and some are loud in
their assertions that they will have dollar for
dollar, if it requires forez to do it.

From 300 to 400 men are expected in from the
front to-morrow, and unless a settlement of
some kivd is effected trouble is expected.
Special po.ice are guarding Hamilton, Job &
Co.’s Bank and the Oregon Pacific Company’s
office, whilethe milit:ry is in readiness to be
called out on a moment’s notice.
