of California exRkibits for the Paris Exposition,
ead the committee from the commercial organi-
zations, W. H. Mills mede an address against
wending a California exhibit to be distributed
and cut up among various departments. He
thought that the display should be collected
and exhibited in & separate building. This
would cost at the Commissioners’ estimate,
but $50,000. He wes in favor of making this
distinctive display, and cited the benefits de-
rived from the Oolumbus display to prove it.
He closed with ar appeal for a separate space
for this State, ormone at all.

Z. A. Haber said that Governor Waterman
had, on his recommendation, appointed David
Cohn, of Lazard Freres & Co., as a special Com-
missioner for California to assist in securing
space for a separate display. He emphasized
the necessity ot having money for this purpose,
and he thought that £50,000 would be enough.

Op motion of A. T Hateh, seconded by W. H.
Miuls, thefollowing resolution was unanimously
adopted:

Resolverd, That it is desirable that the State of
California have a suitable exhibit at the Paris
Exposition.

After some further discussion John H. Wheeler
offered the following resolutions, which were
also adopted:

Rescived, That it is the sense of this meeting
that, unless the State of California can have
park space of its own, it is not desirable to get
up & special Staie exhibit.

Resolved, Th+t to provide for the expense of
such an exhibit a State appropriation of $50,000
is necessary.

On motion of Mr. Haber, & committee of five
was appointed to present the matter to the Leg-
islature, and to provide temporarily for means
to carry on the preliminary work.

FORTY-TWO AND A HALF MILLIONS,

The Enormous Ten Months’ Business

Done by the southern Pacific.

SaN Fraxcisco, December 27th.—Returns
4 show that the year jus: closing has been the
most profitable the Southern Pacific ever had.
The iotal earnings more than fulfill Colonel
Crocker's January prediction, which was that
the earnings would reach $40,000,000. The op-
erating expenses kept pace with the increased
income, for the reason that at the end of the
iast year the company was not in a condition to
handle the enormous tonnage awaiting trans.
portation. The company is now in admirable
copdition. Its financial report for ten months
and the November estimate show earnings of
$42,569,000. The operating expenses were $£28 -
000,000, showing a balance ot $§14,569,000 over
operating expenses. If December equals the
previous months, the gross earnings will reach
$47,500,000.

In the totals are included the earnings of the
Central Pacifie Railroad. Notwithstanding its
increased liability caused by assuming the pay-
ment of the interest on a portion of the Califor-
nia and Oregon Railway, the Southern Pacific
has operatea the Ueulmf Pacific more profitably
than in 1887. The company clears its rental
on the Central Pacific, and, without infringing
on its revenues from other sources, will pay the
guaranteed per cent per annum dividend.

Two witnesses swore they thought so, but the
appearance of the seal clearly showed they
were mistaken.

The returns from Grass Valley, Truckee and
five small precinets, recounted at the hour of
adjournment for the night, showed that each
contestant had gained one vote in Grass Valley.
No other changes from the official returns were
made.

The general impression is that all the swind-
ling was confined to Boston Ravine, which was
a newly-organized precinct. A “snap” tally
shows that Thomas, the Republican candidate
for Public Administrator, was fraudulently
counted out at Boston Ravine, as were Lord and
Rapp.

LORD LONSDALE’S ARCTIC TRIP.
The Intrepid Nobleman Heard From Far
Up in the ¥Frozen North,

A dispatch from Winnipeg, Man., No-
vember 26th, says: James Carnie, one of
the Hudson Bay Company’s chief factors
in the Arctic Circle, arrived here yester-
day and reports that he met Lord Lons-
dale two months ago away up in the Arc-
tic Circle. He was traveling with two
Esquimaux guides and one personal at-
tendant. His English servant had left
him three weeks before, and he was push-
ing northward as rapidly as possible. He
walked all day and displayed such remark-
able endurance that the natives regard
him as a prodigy, and refer to him as
“Man-Who-Walks-Fast.” He even tires

his guides out.

He spoke confidently of being able in
his simple mode of traveling to reach the
North Pole if his attendants would stick
to him. Hesaid that he would at least
go farther north than any white man had
ever gone. Nearly all the provisions he
took with him were exhausted, and as he
would soon pass the last Hudson Bay post
in the country he would have to rely
for -existence upon such food as the
natives eat. He was in good health,
though he said he was sure he was not
nearly so fat as when he started. He was
provided with an Esquimaux fur suit when
Mr. Carnie met him. Shortly after leav-
ing York Factory he met with an accident
by which a small bone in his left arm was
fractured. He had the arm bound up, and
when Carnie saw him he was better. He
spoke of being somewhat lonesome, as he
had no one to talk his own language freely
with. 3

Carnie said he was an excellent shot, and
had many specimens of binrds and beasts of
the isolated country through which he is
prospecting. He is out in the interest of
the Scottish Naturalist Society, of Edin-
burgh, to obtain specimens of birds and
beasts, and to learn more minutely the
habits of animals and the feathered kind
inhabiting the Northern regions. Besides
looking after the habits of animals, etc., he
is inquiring into the habits and customs of
the Indians, and has already learned por-
tions of their language. He told Carnie
he would probably return via the Yukon
country, through Alaska.

The Wear of Kails.

The comparative wearing qualities of
iron and steel rails formed a very fraitful
topic of discussion at one time in railroad
circles, but the question suddenly lost its
vitality when the price of steel rails fell

It is, therefore, a matter of much less in-
terest than would have been the case, say
ten years since, to note the experience in
this respect of the Wabask Railway, which
has just been made public. The company
removed from its tracks this fall some iron
rails which had been first laid down in
1856, and at the same time they took up
some English steel rails which were first
used in 1873. The iron rails, after a life
of thirty-two years, were sold to be reman-
ufactured, and the steel rails, which had
been used for fifteen years, were relaid on
a branch road, where they are expected to
last twelve or fifteen years more. The “ex-
pectation of life” in either case would
therefore seem to be nearly the same, with
the difference in favor of the iron rails,
probably due to the fact that the latter be-
gan their career in an era of less traffic,
slower trains, lighter locomotives and
smaller freight cars. Nevertheless, the facts
cited go to sustain the position of the erst-
whiie advocates of the continued use of
iron rails, that well-made iron rails would
sustain the wear and tear of regular rail-
road traffic as well as steel rails. It is
worthy of note in this connection that the
Wabash steel rails cost $103 per ton, in
gold, in 1873, and that the old iron rails
were sold this fall for more than three-
fourths the price of new steel rails, ton for
ton.—Jron Age.

How to Dignify the Mechanicai Arts.

We have seen how the literary educa-
tion, which we now consider so essential,
was regarded in old England—as ungen-
tlemanly. It is not so long since the phy-
sician or leech, was, as Hallam says, “an
inexhaustible theme of popular ridicule.”
The barber’s-pole, so common in our
streets, recalls a time, not so long past,
when the barber practiced blood-letting
and other medical arts. It is within our
own memory that the dentist stood on a
level with the barber; indeed, the two
were often the same person. How is it
that all this is changed, that literature,
medicine, and dentistry have become gen-
tlemanly occupations? Simply, I think,
because they are now taught scientifically,
and iostitudions have been established for
that purpose. It may be laid down as a
general rule, that whatever is taught in
school will soon become respectable and
gentlemanly, while that which is picked
up in the home or the workshop will al-
ways be regarded as menial.—Forum.

Home-Made Ice.
Take a cylindrical earthen vessel and
pour three and a-third ounces of commer-
cial sulphuric acid and one and three-
fourths eunces of water into it and then
add one ounce of powdered sulphate of
soda. In the center of this mixture place
a smaller vessel containing the water to be
frozen ; then cover the vessel, and, if pos-
sible, revelve the whole with a gentle mo-
tion. In a few minutes the water in the
small vessel will be eonverted into ice.
The same mixture can be used a second or
third time foer making a block of ice. The
operation should, if possible, be performed
in 2 eool place—in a cellar, for example.
