"Stern all!" called Kanaka Joe, my
boat-steerer, and, as the eight long oars
struck the water, the large whale-boat shot
back quickly, twice her length.

For two seasons after this, one nortli in
tin1 \rctics tad one in the Southern l':i-
cilir, I>lue-Fin rem:iine<i in my boat, and
never but once, when he threw an

"iron,"
did we lose the whale, and then it was
throng!) i«> f:uilt of the lad.

It has been many years since Blue-Kin

iseumed the duties of a boat-steerer, and
low, as master of a steam whaler in the
Pacific, he must sometimes recall with a
feeling of just pride the occasion of strik-
ing his first whale.
