THOROUGHLY DELIGHTED.
A Dakota Fanner Imagines He at Last

Baa Found Paradise.
Sonic three weeks ago there alighted from

the train in this city a man by the name of
H. A.Brown. He hailed from Amour in
the southern portion of Dakota. He had
heard wonderful stories of California's cli-
mate, boundless resources and incompara-
ble productions, but he had taken no stock
in what he had supposed to be the veriest
fiction. Some six years ago he left the
Genesee valley, in the central part of New
York,and followingHorace Greeley's advice
ne brought up in Southern Dakota. He
has tried farming in that section to his
heart's content. He saya that the wheat
raised there is about what we term chicken
feed here; that five bushel? to the acre is an
average crop and ten bushels is a big crop.
The mercury in the thermometer tries to
climbout at the top in warti weather and
goes down almost out of sight in the winter
time. He has seen itstand at 120° in the
shade in the summer time and Go° below
zero was considered "only a littlechilly in
the winter time." The wellson hia place
have frequently frozen and one time for
three days all the water he could get was
by melting snow, and his slock came near
perishing. His description of a hai'.-storm
that drove the crops in the fields into the
earth so that nothing remained upon the
surface after the storm passed wouldmake
one shudder, and his description of a bliz-
zard would almost make the hair of a Cali-
fornian stand on end. Hundreds of lives
were lost, barns and residenefs wrecked
and whole bands of livestock destroyed.

Since he has been in the State he finds
that half has not been toldabout Califor-
nia. She has the requisites for prosperity
and plenty, has all that goes to make life
pleasant end enjoyable, and none of the
unpleasant features of the East. He has
been inspecting lands in the neighborhood
of Orangevale, in this county, and was free
to confess that he never saw better in his
life. The crops were growing nicely,
orange trees were laden with their golden
fruits, ve^ttabies were green nnd growing
in the gardens, and the pleasant homes
wherever he went were adorned with ten-
der creeping vines, while delicate flowers of
every hue and variety were in bloom. He
had at last found a country which had a
never-ending summer, where the seasons
were so much alike that the same suit of
clothing answered forallpurposes through-
out the year.

When he came to California he intended
to stay several months, but he has become
so infatuated with this locality that he has
bought a fanr., mid starts East to night to
bring out his family, expecting to become
a citizen of Sacramento by the Ist of
March. He is quite confident that there
will be a large immigration from Southern
Dakota to Northern California during the
present year. A letter from his wife yes-
terday stated that all the neighbors were
anxiously awaiting his report, and many
will followhis example.
