In 1874,
115,000 was appropriated for the construc-
tion of agrand stand. In 1870, $10,141 89
was .:i-}iropriated for the same purpose, but
the :.jipropriationi for the support of the
Society are not mentioned in the items ob-
tained. Assuming that the years 1873 and

appropriations exceeding $1,000,000; for
in-tp.m'c, for the t-.vo years ending June,
1870, the State appropriated $8,000; for
the two years ending June, 1872, $0,000 ;

tri.ISocieties received *38,000 for 1872
ar .S7.">, whilefor the year ending June
80, 1881, they received $13,700. Nowlet
v- re how the amounts have increased.
T:• State Society received for the two
?< r- ending June, 1887, $30,000; for the
tv. yean ending June, 1889, $35,000 ;the
District Societies received for the same
periods, that is, for b term ending
Ji\u25a0\u25a0•:'.-, 1887, $43,300, and for tiie term
ending June, 1889, $68,800. These figures
\u25a0g jregate to the State and District Socie-
ty \u25a0\u25a0•\u25a0;\u25a0 177,100 for the four years, or an aver-
n ,f$14,275 a year. Thus, looking for-
W&rd to a period of twenty years, the
af regatfi willreach $885,500, and at the
t-i : tiiat time there willbe no man with
tli. hardihood to say that the money has
not been well expended. As already
noted, for the two years ending June, 1870,
the Legislature appropriated from the
Btate Treasury the meager sum of $8,000
to

-
cure two annual exhibitions of the

pr itlacts of tliisState, and yet there were
those to say at the time that the appropri-
ation of $8,000 was an extravagance. For
tlu two years ending June, 1889, the State
expended from the Treasury $103,800 to
secure annual State and district exhibi-
ts \u25a0. or mere than twelve times the
amount it was willing to give in 1870.
There are two reasons for this: first, the
I>i>: Ik have become convinced of the
economy of the expenditures, and next, by
reason of the former expenditures, the
Btate was better able to give. In fact, the
Btate Agricultural Society and theDistrict
S» ieties have returned to the Treasury of
the State $10 for every dollar they have
takes out, and they willcontinue to make
thi-return. It follows, then, that the ap-
propriation of $103,800 for the two years
pr> ling 1889 was more wise aud econom-
ic:.! than the expenditure of $S,OOO for
the two years preceding 1870. Taking
th. last term, that is to say, the
two years preceding 1889, as a cri-
te-:..n, with $103,800 as a basis, and
itwill only require ten such appropria-
te ia to make the respectable sum of
$l.c:w,000. Thus the State has entered
by ;>recedent on the expenditure of a mil-
liondollan within a very short period of
ti.ru for the purpose of educating ivin-
dutttrial classes in the possibility of the
soil and the best methods of cultivation.
Yd the State will be richer by these ap-
propriations and poorer by withholding
them. Jn likemanner an appropriation of
$5 '!00, $100,000, or any other reasonable
Or requisite som far a London Exhibition
willenrich rather than im]>overish the
Treasury. The success or failure of sucli
an appropriation by the Legislature is not
a mutter of private concern tOtheBBOORD-
UxiOS, l>ut its success or failure willmeas-
ure the intelligence or the want of in-
t. leneeof the Legislature and the Ex-
ecutive who deal with the subject. Its
failure willtain us back to the silurian-
h which opened its sleepy eyes with
a.-' \u25a0-.nshment on an appropriation of $8,000
for two year's use of the St:i»- Agricultural
Society, with nothing to the District So-
ii tea. There is unite enough at issue in
tl question tonuke and unmake a han-
<ii political fortune*.

A CYCLONE HORROR.

Two PeßßSjlTtnia Cities ia

GREAT BUILDINGS LEVELED

And More Than Two Hundred People
Buried in the Ruins.

SCENES OF HEARTSEIDUfi AGOSY.

The Worst Calamity Ever Known
ia Pennsylvania— People Para-

Keadini; (Pa.), January 9th.—This was the
saddest night in the hLstory of Reading. A
death-like pall hangs upon the city as the re-
sult of the most hoirible disaster in its history.
A hundred households are in mourning as the
result ofone ofthe greatest calamities known in
Pennsylvania. Acyclone swept over the north-
ern tectiou of the city this afternoon, and laid
waste everything within its reacii, and with a
terrible loss oflife. The lives that have been
sacrificed and the number that have been in-
jured can only te estimated. The most reliable
computation at 10 o'clock to night is that not
less than sixty persons have been killed out-
right, end oue hundred injured. How this ter-
liblo i\Uunity ;ceurn.il is us follows:
Itwas raining very hard all the morning.

Toward noon it ceased almost entirely, and by
11o'clock, ihere was every indication of an en-
tire cessation of the rain-storm. Half an hour
afterwards the bright sun made every effort to
penetrate the clouds. Tiuts of rainbow were
seen in the ea>te.n sky and there was a clear
sky overhead. This continued for halfan hour
longer and the scene changed with a sudden-
ness that was appalling. The fleecy clouds gave
way to

OMINOUS SIGNS OF A COMING bTORM.
Dark, heavy banks of clouds marshaled them-
selves toward the town, and soon the gloom
seemed to have settled over the city. Then
tne wind whistled, roared and tore inmad con-
tusion. The storm clouds grew heavier slill, and
louder roared the wind. Inthe western sky the
storm was seen approaching with a thunderiug
noise. The swath it cut was narrow, but its
effect was terrible. Persons residing along the
track ofthe storm say they saw the first signs of
danger in a funnel-shaped maelstrom of wind
and debris which seemed to gather up every-
thing within its reach and cast it right and left.
Out inthe country, houses and Barns were un-roofed, buildings overturned, crops roo-ed upand dcs traction spread inevery direction.

ITSTRIKES THK CITY.
The track of the destructive element was notmore than 200 feet wide, and itis luckyiton ytoucned the suburbs of the city. Itcame from

the west, but passed along the northern borderofHeading. Hrst it touched the Mt.Pennsyl-
vania Stove Works. Here the corner of thebui.dmg was .-truck, and a portion of the roofwas cut off as nicely as ifdone with a pair ofscissors. Then the storm-cloud scurried acrosssome neids. took off a portion of the roof of j.

He tried to pulltt.em out, but they were pinned
down, and it was impossible to Ret them out.
They were dead and beyond allhuman aid.

Cp to 30:31 to-night probably the bodies of a
dozt-n dead have been tak-n out, while the
vrvuter portion of the remainder were stilt un-
der the ruins. The work of rescue willbe
pushed allnight, but it may be far into toruor-
row btfore all tr^e bodies are taken out. The
reserves still have the greatest hope that some
of those inside are still living.

THE RECOVERED DEAD.
When the Associated Press representative

i visited the scene of the wreck lit 11 o'clock to-
j night he found everything in the greatest con-
lfni-iou. At that time about a dozen dead bodies
had been taken out. Among those who are dead
are the following:Henry Crocker, foreman of
the silk mill, ant married, 23 years old ;head
crushed in and neck and arm broken ;from
New London, Cons.; Laura Kershner, EvaLeeds, Ullie Grow, Kate Bowman. Kate Leas,
Amelia Cristnian, Sophia Winkleman, ilia
Long, Willie Border, Win. Kobeson, RebeccaPouse, Kate Reidenaver, Kose Clemmer.

These are all the dead who have been taken
out. Clerk Autenbach stated at midnight that
he believed that fully eighty bodies were in the
ruins under the three floors. His list of em-
ployes is lost, and owing to the confusion in
taking out the injured be was unable to furnisha list of the killed, but eighty is a conservative
estimate of those wholost their lives.

THE FOREMAN TELLS HIS STORY.
Augustus E. Roscup was loremau ol the first

and second lluors ofthe mill. A reporter inter-
viewed him, and his statement is as follows:
"Itwas about twentyminutes past & when 1
wen! to the sccoud ttory to turn on the electric
light i. Alter 1h«d done this Istood looking
about the floor for ten minutes. Suddenly I
heard a loud, rushing noise, which 1 thought
was acscloue. The buiidiug then shook. 1
vus standing in the southern tnd ot the room,
and before Icould look out of a window
Ifelt the building sink. Quick as lightning
the portion of the room that Iwas In
went down. The girls rushed about me crying
and screaming aud calling for help. Tnt-y did
cot realize what was taking plac^. Icannot de-
scribe the scene. Itwas awful. Icould not do
anything, nor thinkof what 1 should Jo. Our
tnd of the building went down iirst. and while
the floor was sinking it seemed so me as ifthe
girls in the other part ot the room were on -he
top offt hill. That was the way it impressed
me. While we were going down Isaw other
portions of the floor lall. In a minute
all was over. The screams of the girls rere
heart-rending Iwas knocked down under
same heavy timbers and held fast by my feet.
Icould move every other part of mv body, ex-
cept my leg. Ireach* cl down with my'kuite
and cut the shoe offmy foot. In this' wayI
became loosened and managed toarise. Amidthe screams of the girlsmid falling beams aud

'
brick, Isucceeded inescaping. 1got out of the
ru'iis on the east side of the building, but how
1don't know. 1called to the girls as loudly as
Icould. They were at] to riblyexcited.
"Inever witnessed anything so awful in my

life. Many of them heaid me, and worked
themselves toward me. At some places it
seemed us ifthe tioor wasclosed as a solid mass,
and the girls would creep around this en-. 1
over the machines s.nd cieep on their hands
and knees untilthey got to the opening wh-re
Iwas. The machines saved many bom being
crushed to death, as they left spaces between
the floor :ind debrU to crawl out Ibelieve that
fullyI<io persons escaped with me. Iremem-
ber seeing tbein run across the commons indif-
ferent directions to their homes. Between 150
and 300 operatives were in the building. About
4 o'clock Iallowe 1sixteen gins to go home. All
the floors wore in operation. The report that
100 girls went home at 4 o'clock is not true."

ANOTHERGREAT DISASTER.
Buildin;;* Wreokei! !u Pitteburj;, With

Terrible Lo»» of L?le.
I'lTTMitr...,January 9th.—A terrific storm of

wind and hiiil.the worst known for mauy years,
STCpt over the city shortly after noon to-day,
carrying with it death and destruction. The
storm formed witha suddenness that was over-
whelming, and as the wind, accompanied by
hail and torrents of rain, swept aloni; the
streets, pedestrians were hurL-d before it.and
barely escaped being crus-hed under the vehi-
cles passing along the thoroughUre. Suddenly,
inthe center of the city, there was a tenible
crash, nnd a few minutes luter the central fire-
alarm sounded a cull from the box on the cor-
ner of Diamond and Word streets. Hundreds
of people hurried to toe hcene, when itwas
found that the cyclone had c->u jht a new build-
ing on Diamond street, owne 1 by C. L. Willey,
and hurled it to the earth, covering up two
scores of

MANOI.ED HUMAN BODIES.
The building was in • ourse of erection. It

was 40xSO feet in dimensions, and was leren
stories hi^h. :he fro, tof the bufldlßg had not
yet been put in, and the wind teemed to ruttr
from the open end.
