They Vote Substantial Aid to the How-
ards—A Visit to the Hospital.

The County Board of Supervisors were
ivsession yesterday, all the members pres-
ent.

M. J. Dillmanpresented a petition, ask-
ing that he be allowed a by-road through
his iaLd, near Brighton, and offered to
deed to the county sufficient of his land
for thai purpose. The petition and offer
were placed on file.

On ruction of Supervisor Bates the propo-
sition of Mr.Dillman was accepted, and
the deed ior the land turned over to the
county.

Reports from Road Overseers Hack, of
District Xo. 12; Kathan, of No. 4; Plurn-
mer, of No. 8; Hunion, of No. 20, and JohnMiller,m No. 14, were received and liled.

Acommittee from the Howard Benevo-
lentSociety appeared before the Board,
and ajkeil that" the county allowauce tothe
society of $150 per month be increased to
$35j) per month, for the next fourmonths.

Keiuarbs were made by Richard Dale, P.
E.Platt, A.8. Hopkins and J. C. Medley,
representing the Society. They gave a brief
history of what had been accomplished in
the past and of their requirements to meet
present exigencies.

Kemlced, That P. G. Bheil and D. T. Lufkins
and their associates be granted the right to erect
and maintain a telephone line leading from the
city ofSacramento along the Freeport and Wal-
niuGrove road, and put up and maintain poles
along the sides of said road, so as not to inter-
fere with travel along said road.

ALVA UDELL.
He Is Arrested for Bigamy— What Be

Has to Say About It.

The Los Angeles and bay papers during
the past two weeks hare had several items
concerning AlvaUdell, stating that he had
married two women iaaide of one week at
Los Angeles.

Tuesday Chief Lee received the follow-
ing dispatch :

Los Angeles, January 8, 1889.
To Chief Lee, Sacramento: Arrest one Alva

Udell ;age 35, medium hlght, sallow com-
plexion, dark hair, side whiskers. You will
find him at the Capitol trying to pass a bill.
Charge, bigamy. H. 8. Clement, Constable.

Chief Lee wanted more authority, and
inreply to iiistelegram the following mes-
sage was received :

Las Angeles, January 9, 1889.
To Chief Lee, Sacramento: In the Justice's

Court, Los Angeles City Townshp, inthe county
of Los Angel.s, State of California, Theodore
Savage, Justice ofthe Peace. The people of the
State of California, to any Sheriff, Constable,
Marshal or policeman of the county of Los
Angeles. Information onoath having been this
day laid before me;by Mattie Udell, that the
crime of bigamy had been committed and ac-
cusing Alva Udell thereof, you are therefore
commanded forthwith to arrest the above
named and bring hhn before me forthwith at
myoffice, 79 Temple Block, in the city of Los
Angeles, or, incase of my- absence, or inability
toact, before the nearest and most accessible
magistrate in Los Angeles county. Dated at
Los Angeles, 4. P. M., on the Sth day ofJanuary,
A.D.1889. Theodore Savage.

Justice of the Peace.
On receipt of the above, officers Arling-

ton and Farrell went out and arrested
Udell and took him to the city prison.

He was interviewed at the station house
by a representative of the Recoed-Ukion.
Mr.Udell and his wife were seated in
Chief Lee's office and neither seemed in
the least worried at the situation, saying
that it was a persecution and would be
readily cleared up. Mr.Udell said : "On
the 13th day of July last, a divorce was
granted in the Superior Court of San Fran-
cisco, dissolving the bands of matrimony
between myself and Mrs. Mattie Udell.
She remained in the city some time and
went toLos Angeles on the 17th of August.
About the 23d of October, Iwent to Los
Angeles. On the 27th of October she
avers, that a marriage ceremony took place
between us, orinother words, that we were
married. Iwas narried to my present wife
six days prior to that date, or on the
21st of October. She has since that time
been making statements to the effect that
we were married on the 27th of October.
The truth of the business is that Iwill
have to trouble in proving an alibi,for ou
the 27th ofOctober Iwas sonio hundreds
ofmiles away from the cityof Los Angeles.
1 did meet her in Sacramento and she
asked me to re-marry her. Irefused, of
course, and at the same time told her Ihad
married another lad}'. She then left Los
Angeles for San Francisco, and Isuppostd
to her former home in Solano county,
where she still continues to assert that"I
had re-married her. On December 29th I
brought a civil suit, a bill in equity, in
Solano county, to compel her to ;come for-
ward and show why she claimed to be my
wile, and to present proof of that iact, if
she had any. Ihave heard she claimed to
have arnarriagecertificatesigned by Rev.Dr.
Cantine. Ihave never seen the document.
Iproposed to compel her to deposit that
orany other proof she had iv Court, so that
Icould have a chance to defend myself and
compel her to quit circulating stories cal-
culated to injure me. The papers in this
suit were served on me in San Francisco
one week ago. I'm arrested on a warrant
sworn to by her in Los Angeles before a
Justice of the Peace yisterday. Ihave so
far endeavored to keep this matter out of
the public pre^s, and htve refused to be in-
terviewed by reporters. Ithink a man is
no man at allwho willsay ought against
the veracicy or churacter of a woman with
whom he has lived, ai>d so far Ihave been
close-mouthed. However, Ishall not al-
lowthis persecution to go too far, and ifthe
worst conies to the worst, she will be sent
across the Bay. Here is half a dozen
anonymous letters which you can inspect.
You see from them that for weeks Ihave
been threatened, and it looks as though
they wish to drive me out of the State. I
am her,- and Iam here tostay. To do
otherwise would amount to almost an ad-
mission that Iam euilty of the crime
changed. Iam a land lawyer, hays an of-
fice iv San Francisco, have a eood practice,
and Iassure you that what 1 tiave stated is
the facts which will be proven at the trial,
whichIam glad is to take place."
