LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The practice of introducing the s»me billin
both houses of the Legislature at the saint-
time resuits in a great waste of the public
money. Almost every billwhich has been in-
troduced ivthe Senate has also been introduced
in the Assemby and hundreds of copies printed
i:ieach house. Even such voluminous doc-
ument.- a.> the charters of Los Angeles and
other cities have taken this course. Not only
does it result in useless waste of money iv
printing but they cumber up the records, in-
crease the work of committees and of the clerks
and accomplish no good.

William I). English, President of the State
Board of Harbor Commissioners, was on the
floor yesterday afternoon. 'Ihree bills Inregard
to the San Francisco water front put inan ap-
pearance about the same time.

ASM-tant United States District Attorney
Charles A.Weller was visiting friends on the
floor of the Senate yesterday.

Both houses of the Legislature adopted their
rules several dajs ago, but most of the business
is conducted "out of order," orunder asuspen-
sion ofthe rules. When the rules are adhered
to double the amount of business can be trans-
acted in a given length oflime.

Assembly Bill No. 8. creating the county of
Glenn out ot the northern naif of Colusa
county, came back from the Assembly Commit-
tee on Counties and County Boundaries yester-
day, witha unanimous report inits favor. The
committee had the bill under consideration at
a meeting held in the morning and discussed
the claims of both sides at considerable length.
B. C. Hart, member of the Assemblyjrom thiscity, was tormerly a resident o; C'olusa county,
and, being a member of the committee, took an
active pan in favorof the bill. The friends of
the measure back up their assertions by a for-
midable array of figures going to show that
when i.'olusa county is divided each of the new
counties will have a greater population arj(j
larger assessment roll than a majority of the
counties in the State. One of their strongest
arguments is that the expense of running the
present county government is much greater to
the people residing in the territory proposed to
be set oil than it would be ifthey had a county
government of their own, while some of them
are compelled to travel ninety miles to the
county teat. The i.U-nx county advocates, hav-
iuc KCUNda unanimous report froma large com-muue. feel more confident than ever that the
biiiwillbe passed at this session.

When the Assembly adjourned yesterday af-
ternoon, the San Francisco delegation made a
grand stampede for the train.

Senate Bill No. 119. introduced by Mr. Lang-
ford, proposes to add a new section to the Polit-
ical Code, to read as follows:

sessed, buch reassessment to be made by the
proper officers at the time and in tht manner
provided by law formaking assessments on like
property: the collectors of such tax to allow as
credits thereou any partial payments made on
the tax as at first levied. Inany action brought
for the collection of such taxes and reassess-
ment*, the Court shall allow an attorney's fee of
fifteen per cent, on the amount of any judgment
recovered, which shall be less such partial pay-
ments."

Senator Campbell's biil,authorizing school
districts, cities, cities and counties, or ineorpor-
ited towns in this State to furnish the children
of their respective schools with the free use of
text-books, provides thnt the o,ue.-tion shall be
submitted to the people of the various districts
at the next annual election for School Trustees
or members of Boards of Education Provides
fora "

and how it shall
be used.

Senate BillNo. 37, which was introduced by
Senator Jones and passed the Senate on Thurs-
day, amends Section lt>sl of the Code of Civil
Procedure so as to read as follow-:

"
When an

hi'; (a !.e done, as provided ivthis Code, relates
to t he pleading* in the action, or the undertak-
ings '.o be iiled,or the justification of sun-ties,
or the preparation of statements, or of bills of
exceptions, or amendments thereto, or to the
MrROMof notices ether than those of appeal,
the time allowed by this Code may be extended,
upon good cause shown by the Judge of the
Superior Court in and lor the county in which
the action is peuding. or by the Judge who pre-
sided at the trial of said action ;but such ex-
tension shall not exceed thirty days, without
thf consent of the adverse party."

Senator Heacock introduced Senate Bill No.
182, which provides that "No property belonging
to this State shall hereafter be insured against
risk ot damage or destruction by fire,and no
policy of fire insurance now existing upon any
property belonging to this State shall be re-
m-wed at the expiration thereof."

Senator Powers has introduced a proposition
toamend the Constitution by repealing Sections

\u2666 and 5 of Article IS, and amending Section 1 of
toat article so as to read as follows: "Allprop-
erty in this State not exempt, under the laws ot

the United States, shall be taxed in proportion
to its value, to be ascertained as provided by
law. The wordproperty, as used in this article
and section, is hereby declared to include all
moneys, credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises,
and allother matters and things, real, personal,
and mixed, capable of private ownership; pro-
vided, that growing crops, mortgages, trust
deeds, property used exclusively for public
schools, and such as may belong to the United
States, this State, or toany county ormunicipal
corporation within this State, shall be exempt
from taxation. The Legislature may provide for
a reduction from credits of debts due bona tide
residents ofthis State."

CHINESE IMMIGRATION.

An Interesting Interview with Senator

Washington. January 18th.
—

Senator
Jones of Nevada, who has been one of the
most zealous advocates of the prohibition
of Chiuese immigration, in a conversation
with your correspondent to-day said :
. "Icannot couceive of any condition of
affairs that would warrant a"repeal of the
Exclusion Act, or justify the policy of ad-
mitting any more Chinese laborers. The
sudden stoppage of the supply of these
laborers may involve some temporary dis-
arrangement iv certain lines of industry
on the Pacific coast, and may even insome
cases temporarily cause wbat may seem a
hardship or injustice, but in no such case
can it in any decree be comparable to the
permanent wrong and injustice to which
the entire community would be subjected
by continued Chinese immigration. Even
those who may now be put to some incon-
venience or distress willbe rewarded later
by the enormously increased demand for
their products which will spring up from
the body of white immigration that will
soon pour into the Pacific States."

When it comes to be known through-
out the country that white laborers are
wanted on the Pacific, and that fair wages
prevail there, tbe surplus labor of the East
willjiladly fillail our vacant places. Every
consideration of tiatioual progress supports
the decision to exclude the Chinese. In
this republic labor constitutes at once the
foundation and superstructure of our whole
edifice. To whatever degree we advance
the interests of our laborers, to that degree
we willbuild up the enduring prosperity of
our country. If individual selfishness" be
permitted now to bring in a cheap and de-
graded ciass of laborers, the same selfish-
ness willin time create a desire to replace
the present importations by cheaper impor-
tations, and as the field* from which to
draw is practically unlimited, we would
ultimately find a larger part of our popula-
tion to consist of the cheapest, least pro-
gressive, and least desirable class of human
beings."

Ifthere are industries adapted to our
soil and climate that cannot now be car-
ried on in competition with foreign-made
products of like industries, the remedy is
not to invite here swarms of degraded
Asiatics, but to build tarifl walls high
enough to justify the payment of fair liv-
ing wages to the people of our race who
are willing to work nt these industries.
The same fallacious argument that Is ad-
vanced in favor of free trade could be ad-
vanced to support Chinese immigration

—
that at a given moment it might result in
an advantage to some portion of the com-
munity. In this argument the fact is
wholly ignored that the advantage is only
temporary ;that if that policy is persisted
in it can only result in the cheapening of
the whole community.
"Ifthe nilroads and vineyards on the

Pacific or anywhere else can fiud no labor
except Chinese labor, we can becer atiord
to have neither vineyards nor railroads.
The identical arguments ou which the agi-
tation for renewed Chinese immigration is
based could be utilized, in an economic
sense, to justify slavery itself, and the ex-
perience of the world'has shown that in
the presence of slavery neither wealth,
progress nor any widespread prosperity is
possible. The well being of our commu-
nity willin tbe end be best subserved by
making our people more homogeneous,
rather than less so.

'Our experience with the Indians and
with tte colored people in the South ought
to be a warning to the American people
not to permit continued introduction ot an-
other iion-a-similative race, and ifthe bar-
riers to inimigration are once let down, we
have no assurance that we can ever get
them up a^ain Technicalities often inter-
fere with legislation, but the popular mind
of the country is irretrievably made up on
this subject. It is thoroughly understood
by the masses of the people and by none
better than by those whose labor is dis- |
placed by that cf the Chinaman, and ifthe
popular vole were to-day taken on it,
whether in California or throughout the
United States, any proposition to repeal the
exclusion law would meet overwhelming
deleat."

Anarchists. This announcement is made
inreply to a proposition sent to-day from
Mayor Roche to the Times asking that all
the evidence be submitted to three well
known citizens to determine whether the
Times' demand for the immediate suspen
sion of the accused be acceded to pending
the Court trial. Tbe Time.-- will allege that
sufficient sworn proof was some days ago
submitted to the Mayor's intimate associates
and that the Times willnot now be invei-
gled into prematurely exposing certain
proofnecessary to the proper defense of the
suit brought against it. The paper claims
itis not yet through withit. Itwillmake
extraordinary disclosures, and promises to
present the public additional evidence re-
flecting,not only on Bonrield and Schaack,
but on others.
