California Fruit.,'

Professor E. W. Hilgard of the State
University says that the fruit orchards
along the Sacramento river in this county
are the finest in the world, and adds: *“I

don’t think that any country on the conti-
nent will ever compete with California for
grape-growing and wine making. In the
raisin and wine industry I don’t think you
will have any competitors. In other fruits
we have. There are certain other localities
in the United States where they can pro-
duce fruits as well as in California. New
Jersey, for instance, can produce a large
amount of peaches, but it is very small
compared with California, and would cover
only a small portion of our foothills. And
1 empbhatically assent to the proposition
msade by Mr. Davis, that a community of
grain-growers may have large tracts calti-
vated and a sparse population, but it con-
sists of rich men and poor laborers, while a
fruit-growing section must be exceptionally
intelligent necessarily—I think intelligent
and educated. I think this industry con-
duces eminently to education and to small
boldings, which necessarily brings about a
degree of popular intelligence and educa-
tion which it would be difficult to find any-
where else.”

Money In Eggs.

Will 8. Green, of the Colusa Sun, says
that his county must not be divided. In
conversation with a REecorp-UxionN re-
porter the other lay he said the advocates
of Glenu county had better turn their at-
tention to poaltry raising. Speaking of
eggs, he said : “For the life of me I cannot
see why it is that chickens and eggs come
by the carload evey day from Nebraska,
Iowa and such cold States, when it costs
less than half the labor to produce these
articles here. For months and months we
have had to pay from 40 to 45 cents a dozen
for eggs in Colusa, while in the States
named, where y have to have double-
ceiled hen housez, and put fire in them to
keep the chickens from freezing. they get
rich selling eggs at 10 cenis a dozen.
Cheese is also shipped this way, when as a
fact, a pound of cheese can be made here
for about one-fourth the labor it requires
at the East.”

Winter-Picked Raspberries.
There was picked yesterday from the
fruit farm of W. R. Strong & Co., at Pen-
ryn, fine ripe raspberries in considerable
quantity.

the prospects are that ripe berries will be
picked there all winter. The patch from
which the berries were picked yesterday
has yvielded from $800 to $1.000 per acre
the past season.

The
valne of land, with the favorancle climaie,
that will produce such an increase for
small fruit, is not yet appreciated by even
our own people. It will not be long, bow-
ever, until it will be, and when the value
of land is estimated by the amount per acre
that its products will pay interest upon, it
will take on its ultimate value. When
that time comes, land which gives an
annual cash return of $800 to $1,000 per
acre, will, it would seem, by cool mathe-
matical calculation, be regarded worth
from $8,000 to $10,000 per acre.

the following preamble and resolutions:

WHEREAS, In order to meet the great and
constantly increasing yield of our products, we
deem it of the highest importance to the wel-
fere ot California that the present outlets be in-
creased and enlarged ; and whereas, by emulat-
ing the spirit of enterprise shown by such na-
tions as italy, Spain, Denmark and the British
colonies, who have shown such wisdom in hold-
ing great exhibitions in London of the products
and resources of their respective countries; and
whereas, we feel confident that California can
likewise be greatly benefitted by following the
example of these countries, be it therefore
Resolved, That we, the California Dried Fruit
Association, representing the great fruit interest
of the State, assembled 10 annual meeting, do
hereby unanimously indorse the project of the
London Exhibition, and hereby petition his
Excellency Governor R. W. Waterman and the
honorable the Senate and the Assembly in Leg-
islature assembled to give the bill now before
them, calling for an a.pgropriation of §250,000 for
holding a London exhibit, their due and careful
corsideration, sincerely believing that such an
amount judiciously expended in the manner
groposed will prove ef infinite benefit to our
State.

Resolved, That the Secretary of the California
Dried Fruit Association be hereby instructed to
forward a copy of these resolutions to his Excel-
lency the Governor and to the Senate and As-
sembly.

THE LONDON EXHIBIT.

Expression of Views Concerning Its Value
to all Parts of California.
{San Diego Union. ]

Mr. Hutton, ex-High Sheriif of London,
who has been in the city for several days,
Was a guest at the rooms of the Chamber of
C.mmerce yesterday, and talked freely
npon the proposed California exhibit at
London. Having been for many years the
second official in the great ecity, his per-
s¢nal inflaence which he promises to exert
ia behalf of California if the exhibit is
made, would be of great assistance, Lon-
doners, he said, had little conception of the
vast area of rich lands in California. Daur-
ing the past week he, in company with
Joseph Surr and Mr. Winchester, had vis-
ited a Jarge section of the interior of San
Diego county, and the large area of pro-
ductive land which they saw was indeed a
revelation. There are tbousands of young
men in London and cther English eities
who are compelled 1o go abroad to invest
the money to which they fall heir. In
England there are no broad acres whieh
they can acquire and cultivate. Such a
couniry as this wonld prove a veritable
“Promised Land” for them. but little, if
anything, do they know of the advantages
of this glorious State. It is Mr. Hutton’s
opinion that from such an exhibition as is
proposed California would reap great bene-
fits in the way of increased commerce and
immigration.

Speaking of the proposed exhibition
acress the Atlantic, Charles B. Turrill said
that owing to the rivalry for legislative ap-
propriations there is an apparent clash be-
tween London and Paris exhibitions. The
friends of the London plan, haviog per-
fected their arrangements and made good

rogress, find a spirited opposition in the
obby rooms of the State Legislature at Sac-
ramento. There the friends of the Paris
exposition urge that the appropriation
asked for the London plan is too large,
while a much smaller sum would make the
Paris exhibition a success, and make a
good showing among the various displays
of the world's industries and products.
Mr. Turrill is, without hesitancy, a
strong advocate of the London plan, which
David Lubin, of Sacramento, expliained at
the rooms of the Chamber of Commerce a
few weeks ago. The Paris exposition will
be divided into nine general classifications,
and no State will be permitted to make a
display of its own. The visitors might in-
spect with the closest serutiny every grape,
peach, apple and pear, all vegetables and
grain, and would not know that such a
place as Southern California existed. On
tbe other hand, the London exhibit would
give San Diego and every other county in
the State & prominence that would at once
altract the attention of thousands of people
that would visit the exposition building
daily. Again, the space allowed to Califor-
nia at the Paris exhibition ie only equal to
a floor 30x40, wkile the space at the Lon-
don exhibit would be equal to the entire
space at Paris devoted to the United States,
multiplied many times.
