
PICTURESQUE PIXLEY.
Mr.Pixley is often grotesque, freqwvntly

absurd, more often and more frequently
brilliant, b&t he never fails to be pic-
turesque. In whatever posture he pre-
sents himself, he exhibits that high order
of talerrt for which he is so j'lstly distin-
gnished. Ifhe is absurd, he is graphi-
callyand rhetoricallyabsurd ;ifgrotesque,
he achieves a. pre-emittCTK'e which interests
and entertains; ifhe is brilliant, he is
never less than luminous. Itis the fate
\u25a0of gentlemen of large diameters that what
they do acquires magnitude. A talented
ass is always more asinine than his com-

petitor of less distinguished ability. Mr.
Pixley has chosen to oppose the proposi-
tion to make an exhibition in London
illustrative of California. He chose this
position for the reasons which control his
choice of position on allsubjects ;he simply
chose it. But having made his choice, and
having the most unlimited confidence in
his ability to defend any position, whether
consistent or inconsistent, and finding no

argument worthy of consideration against
the proposition, and in favor of the jiosi-
tionhe has chosen to take, he takes refuge
in a device proverbial with the advocates
of a weak cause ;he attributes unworthy
motives to those supposed to be friendly to
the enterprise.

On the 14th inst. an editorial appeared
in this paper entitled, "The London Exhi-
bition and Common Intelligence," which
was written on Thursday, four days pre-
ceeding its issue. Itwas intype before the
Argonaui appeared. In the Arrronavi of
the loth inst appears a feeble objection to
the London Exhibition, and Mr.Pixley
concludes that the editorial in question
was intended as an answer thereto. In
this he is mistaken; but his mistake is of
as littleconsequence as his position on the
subject-matter. In his first editorial he
objects to :i London Exhibition, because,
as he say?, Mr.DavidLofaia of Sacramento,
who is a Jew, is not to be trusted with the
leadership of any movement. He denies
to Mr. Lubin the position of a leading
merchant, but it is well known that Mr.
Pixley would deny this position to anyone,
however eminent, of Mr.Lubin's race. To
Mr. Pixley's conception, no good could
come out of this Nazareth. His objection
to Mr.Lubin runs on all fours with the
objection of the Pharisees to the- Savior of
men. Finding his life blameless, his
doctrines divine, they chose to answer all
with the objection, "No good can come out
of Nazareth." Against the truth of the
advocacy they weakly objected to the race
of the advocate. Inhis second objection,
Mr.Pixley says that Mr.Lubin's object in
advocating an exhibition inLondon is to
sell a cultivator which he invented; that
Mr.Irish's sinister purpose is to advertise
the Alta. Now, while these things are ex-
ceedingly stupid, they are amusingly so;
their stupidity is relieved by their pict-
uresque humor.

In the editorial of whic'ihe complains
we declared that propositions like that of
the London exhibition were instinctively
accepted by high intelligence and as in-
stinctively rejected by its opposite. Mr.
Pixley has chosen voluntarily to apply
these characterizations to himself. Not-
withstanding the editorial was written be-
fore the position of the Argonaut was dis-
close?!, Mr.Pixleyaccepts every word and
line as aimed directly at himself. He
does this because unconsciously he sees
and feels the applicabilityof the strictures.
So far as has come under our observation,
the Argonaut is the only paper which is
opposed to the London exhibition,and the
only objection the Argonaut has made is
to charge its promoters with selfish aims
and sinister ends. Had Mr.Pixley wit-
nessed the Crucifixion, and experienced
the quaking of the earth and the owning
of the graves which accompanied that
memorable event, there is littledoubt that
his only comment would have been, "What
is the little game of the theologians?"
Had he l>een present at the signing of
Maj^n.i Cliarta he would have whispered
in the ear of King John that the Barons
of the realm no doubt intended to make
a personal use of the liberty they were
achieving by that immortal document.
Had he witnessed the casting of the tea
into the sea in Boston harbor he would
have denounced the patriots as tax-shirk-
ingrebels. This distrust of the motives
of men is in Mr.Pixley's case tempers-
mental.

Metlernich says of Napoleon that
throughout his life it was impossible for
him to believe that any man was ever in-
fluenced by religious convictions, by a

\u25a0 conscientious sen.-c ofjustice out of regard
for the welfare of humanity, or through
any other motive than th.it ofMOMplidt-
ing some selfish pnipo—,or attaining some
selfish end. To such a mind, all philan-
thropy is a sham, all l;enevoleai<« a pre-
tense, all generosity :> snare, all friendship
hypocrisy, allmanifestation of public spirit
the cunning device of private gned, all
religion a cloak for evil deeds. And ti.u.-
to such a mind there is banished from tho
universe all philanthropy, all benevo-
lence, all eenem-ity, all friendship, all
genuine public spirit, and nil religion, and
this dental eliminate* every godlike attri-
bute from humanity, and thus denies all
relationship between the human and the
divine. What a dreary pilgrimage life
must be- to one who denies to his fellow-men
all worthy motive; liowbarren of inspira-
tion every l>en>ic page of human history.

We see now, man clearly than ever, the
source of Mr.Pixley's opposition to the
Irish. To his oaaosptioa, there is some-
thing sinister in the fact of their being
Irish; of course, they cootd have no rea-
sonable or wortiy motive for being Irish.
The whole race have chosen to Ik> Irish
through maligusat motives, Bad perceiv-
ing that they generally belong to that re-
ligious classification which recognizes the
Pope of liome as its spiritual head, they
become at MM the Pope's Irish. There
oouid not possibly eiist a lienignant rel.i-
tion l>etween the Pope and the Irish, be-

.cause, by the same parity of reasoning, the
Pope h; Pope only through malice toward
mankind. No mau can be Pvpe except
\u25a0with malice aforethought, and no man

could .'ooit to a Pope a* hk spiritual moni-
tor and guide witii atLer than tin most
unworthy motives, and ii;thi*c-.it*, to Mr.
Pixley's conception, the motive i- t».. 1*
owned by the Pope. Hence the Irish are
Irish through pervwaitj, sad the I\.;.\u25a0\u25a0>
Irish through force of original siji. Like-
wise the Jews havr incurred the most un-

qualified condemnation of our esteemed
an.) picturesquely aboard neighbor, for,
after all, what l.u-int*; h-x.< any man l> \te
a Jew? What powiMe jastUwttion can
tiierebe? Mr.Pixky himself i-. not \u25a0

Jew and not one of the r\tpe'< Irish, and I
what right has any one to t-e something (

that Mr.Pixley is not? There inustVe
something covert inany one remaini'jg a
Jew, after it has been pointed out by Mr.
Pixley how depraved it is to have been
born a Jew.

The London Exhibition has been unfor-
tunate if it has not incurred the hostility
of those afflicted with moral strabismus.
The merit of any proposition may be as

clearly inferred by the character of the
hostility it arouses, as the character of the
advocacy. So far journalistic opposition is
confined to Mr.Pixley, and under analysis
we find that opposition to proceed from
two facts; first, one of its most active and
leading promoters is a Jew ;second, one of
its most talented coadjutors bears the
name of Irish. No man can possibly be a

Jew or bear the name of Irish from any
justifiablemotive. And it is at this san-
guinary offense, the double-dyed crimson
of this Hag, that the one should manifest
the depravity of adhering to his race, and
the other should maliciously persist in
bearing the name of his father, that our
journalistic contemporary lowers his head,
fillshis foretop with the dust of the earth,
erects his tail in the air, and with his
mouth to the ground, bellows in earth
trembling tones :

"
These fellows meau

nothing less than the subversion of our
politicalConstitution, and the eternal de-
struction of allsocial order."
If the London Exhibition shall find

favor in the minds of this people, as we
hope itmay, and an exhibitionillustrative
of California is made in that limitless
metropolis of the world, with the casts of
the Yosemite, and the big trunks of our
big trees, and our ponderous squashes and
watermelons, let us also give adequate
space among our other abnormalities toour
picturesque friend of the Argonaut, as be-
ing, perhaps, among the editoi-s of all
climes, countries and zones, the most tume-
fied anl colossal crank that now graces
modern journalism. There is an eminence
of absurdity ; there are Napoleons of stu-
pidity; there is a genius of asininity
which should command the respect, even
the reverence of men ;and when Mr.Pix-
ley finds a covert, sinister and selfish mo-
tive in the proposition to exhibit the min-
eral, agricultural and horticultural pro-
ducts of California in the best market of
tiie world for these things, anil yet finds
nothing sinister in the proposition to join
in a world's fair at Paris, or to hold a
State Fair in Sacramento, he achieves a
distinction of absurdity which should
accord him a place among the other en-
larged specimens of his country, and his
effigy a distinguishing position with
Madame Tussand.

One hundred and ten leading citizens of
California, representing nearly every one
of the fifty-two counties of the State, as-
sembled in San Francisco, and, after long,
earnest and careful consideration, decided
that an exhibition illustrative of Califor-
nia inLondon was imperatively demanded
by the existing industrial exigencies of
this State. These one hundred and ten
men represented individually and collec-
tively an intelligence as high, a patriot-
ism as broad, and a desire for the public
good as profound as any other group of
one hundred and ten that could possibly
have been assembled. Without examina-
tionof the facts, without any attempt to
review the argument which influenced
their course, without regard for the com-
mon decencies of life,Mr. Pixleychooses
to impeach the motives of these people,
and that too ina spirit which is not only
unworthy of our eminent journalistic con-
temporary, but which would be mean and
contemptible in the most irresponsible
vilifierof the profession. Perhaps when
Westminster Abbey was being constructed
there were those to charge the designer,
the architect and the contractor, with
most base and unjustifiable motives, and
yot that great temple of "reconciliation
and silence" stands a monument to the
affection, the gratitude and the veneration
of men for the benefactors of the human
race.

We assure Mr.Pixley that these senti-
ments of affection, gratitude and venera-
tion do have a place in the human heart;
that human nature in California is very
much like it is elsewhere: that, therefore,
it is jtossible that some man, Jew, Iri.-h-
--ina:i or American, may possibly be pos-
KWCjd of these attributes; and that, there-
fore, something may be proposed for the
good of the country and the proposition
proceed from worthy motives. The exi.-t-
--ence of noble motives will be denied by
those only who have never feltthem. Mr.
Pixley hxs not done himself justice in this
ease. His position is a lil>el upon his
more humane attributes. There must be
somewhere in the character of this man a
better Pixley than his present attitude
discloses. We say these things more in
sorrow than in anger. Nor do we say
them in defense of any one connected with
the London exhibition movement. We
would not insult any one of the one hun-
dred and ten gentlemen who have become
\u25a0Btmon for that movement, by supposing
for a moment that their motives needed
any defense.

SAMOA AGAIN.

The country is now fully aware that the
fact that the American policy in the
S.imaan Islands hit-- Uvn humiliating, and
discreditable to the United States. The
Hkcord-Uniok is naiwiijui of the fact
that many months ago it pointed out the
inevitable result of tlint policy and that
while other journals kiw nothing of itn-
]w>rtanoe in the Kaiuoan matter this paper
\u25a0MMMmad that American interests in the
Islands had not been conserved, our duty
to unfortunate Malietoa discharged, nor
the Independence of the Bamoan Govern-
ment sustained as we covenanted. The< it-rman press now makes no concealment
of tin1intention of itsGovernment to float
the h;::«-ri;il standard over every foot of
BmHOSH territory. As a means to that end
Germany has declared war upon Samoa
and notiiied the other treaty powers to
(\u25a0taud a-i<ii' and comport themselves as
neutrals. It remains to he seen if the
United States willsubmit. We were first
t<i treat with Smmm (18723. By that
Couventicn we gaited tlie lineM harbor in
Uie South Sens and phfltad the Anu'riiHn
fln« OMT it. On our [>art we agreed that

I the Sanioun •ImmU renjain

iii«ie|>eu<ient and that M other power
should K;i'n greater rights or jirivileges
than >n-auted to us. Itwas alt-o agreed
that if Samoa at any time had «iii£ -nitv
with other treaty jnjwer-', the Kingmight
apjieal to us to protect liim in Jiis iude-
jiendence. He made the appeal through
our rciiresfiitative at Apia, and it was
granted. The Administration at Wash-
ington refused to ratify the act, and since
tiii-nGerman n;;<rrt>»i.!ii li.is proc-eeded to
tL« very duwhoid of RUWSj wliicii, uu-
d«-r ihe tliinguise of w:ir, is now a!K)iit to
be acouuipli^hed. Samoa has at no time
a-ked uj for annexation, nor offered to
submit herotJf fur that puqwse, but pro- •

tection against the assaults of one of the j
treaty-making powers Samoa has demanded |
of the United States and been refused, in

'

the face of the express terms of the !
treaties that no one power shall ever do i

what Germany is about to accomplish, !
make conquest of the Islands.

Mr.Secretary Bayard is reported by this
'•

morning's dispatches as saying:
"The lives and property and treaty rights of

all American citizens willbe protected. So will
the Samoans intheir right or self-government,
without interfeience from without.
IfMr.Bayard had made such a declara-

tion inMay, 1880, when Consul Greene-
bauni asked him to do so, Malietoa would
not be an involuntary exile; Mataafa
would not be in the field of war; Tamasese
would be basking in peaceful sunshine
with his half-castes, and the amazing spec-
tacle would not be presented of a German
Consul ignoring his fellow Consuls, and
commanding the Samoans to surrender
themselves prisoners, and to march on
board a German frigate for transportation
to distant shores.

WATERSUPPLY.
What a Scientific Geutlrinan Think* o!

the Arteginn Welle.
There is no subject that so much inier-'

osts the Sacramento public as that of the
water supply. The Improvement Associa-
tion baa done much toward placing the
matter before the public, and there is no
doubt but that in the near future Sacra-
mento will have a much more desirable
supply than at present.

The following correspondence is self-
explanatory :

Learning of your temporary sojourn inSacra-
mento, iv consequence of having professional
business with the State Legislalure, we inviteyouto make a preliminary examination ofour
present water supply and waterworks system,
*ndalso of the ridge region lyingadjacent to
the eastern border ofour city, which is said to
contain au artesian water belt and which now
furnishes a number of wells with excellent
water. In extending this invitation wu are
acting as a committee irom the Improvement
AMOCi&txmof Sacramento, which has no legal
authority to employ yoa as a consulting
hydraulic engineer for the city, but we can
assure you, that should you with your great
experience, sud upon investigation be able to
say that this water belt is sufficiently extensive
to furnish Sacramento witha fullsupply of pure,
cltur water,we will be prepared to go before the
Hoard of City Trustees and ask that you be
authorized to make such plans and estimates as
may be necessary toplace be!o:e our voters the
proposition lora water supply from this source
ofnot less than 2,000,010 gallons a day or what
would be necessary for a third of all our water
takers.
