THE TARIFF BILL PASStS BY A
PARTY TOTE.

A Substitute Naturalization Bill-
Bayard on the San.oan Affair

—General SwaimVi Case.

THE SAMO.VN SITUATION.
What Secietai? Bayard Pays Regarding

the Latest News.
Washington, January 22d.—The dis-patches from London and Berlininregard

to Sanioan affairs, published this morning,were shown to Secretary Bayard this after-noon, witha view of obtaining some ex-
pression of opinion from him on the sub-
ject. His attention was specially invited
to the statements that Germany has cometo a definite understanding witiithe UnitedStates with regard to Samoa, and in re-sponse he said :

"Of course, Iexpect Germany to live up
to her honorable engagements with theunited States, but you must know thereare matters 1do not care to discuss in the
newspapers."

Wheu asked in regard to the policy ofthis Government, he referred to the Pres-
ident's message to Congress of the 15th
inst, and quoted from his letter to theGerman Minister dated the 12th inst., andwhich was recently published as expressive
of his own views uoon the subject. The
Secretary also alluded to the agreement
entered in.o between Great Britain and
Germany in April, ISB6, denning the
boundaries of English and German domin-
ions in the west Pacific Ocean, in which it
is specifically declared that the Samoanislands are neutral territory. The UnitedStates, he explained, has no Government
treaty witheither England or Germany in
regard to the neutrality of Samoa. There-fore, if Germany has interfered with the
neutrality of the country she has not brokenany treaty with the United States but hasbroken one with Great Britain.

The fact that nothing has been rtcently
received by cable from Auckland isregarded
as evidence that the danger in the Samoangroup is not at^present Bjrious. Auckland
la the nearest cable station, 1,500 miles dis-
tant, and itis necessary to send news over
by boats from Samoa. AtAuckland a navaloflßcer, stationed there for the purpose,
sends messages by way of China and the
Continental cable across Europe, and so onover to this country. The average time oc-
cupied in getting news in this way from
Samoa is about eight days. The mail
comes from there in about three weeks.
Samoa does not lie in the route of the
Australian steamers, and the mail has to be
sent by schooners several hundred miles
west to reach a small island at which a
stop is made. Itis then taken aboard when
the steamer comes along, and thence to
San Francisco.

TRIUMPH FOR PROTECTION.
The Republican Tariff Bill Finally

I'assed by the Senate.
Washington, January 22d.

—
The Senate

passed tne Finance Committee's tariff bill
at 8 o'clock this evening by a strict party
vote— 32 to 30. Senator Riddleberger an-
nounced that had he not been paired he
should have voted against the measure
Since the discussion began quite a number
of amendments to the measure have been
adopted on motion of the Finance Com-
mittee. Some of these amendments in-
crease the iates, and others reduce them,
but the principle of the billhas been main-
tained intact.

RATHER MIXED.
The Gnilford-Miller Decision and Its

Effect Upon Railroad Grants.
Washington, January 22d.—When Secre-

tary Vilas rendered his' decision in the cel-
ebrated Guilford-Miller case, before the
election, he included initseveral questions
not necessarily under discussion, and
among them was one relating to lands
within Indian reservations. It was held
that lands so situated belonged to railroads
whose land grant covered the odd section*,
and that the Indians had only tbe right of
occupancy. When they gave up the lands
they should go to the road. This being the
case tLe road could take no indemnity for
the land.-t, bat must wait until they could
get then. The departnient had, pre-
vious to that time, held lor years
that land within Indian reservations was
exempted from the terms of the grant, and
in his decision on the Omaha Railroad
land grant Secretary Liruar held that the
roads were entitled to indemnity for lauds
so lost tv the grantees. Under the Allul-
ment Actof 18S7 tbe Department began to
patent in fee to the Indians lands which,
by theGuilford Miller decision, belonged
totberoa.is. Up to this time over 100,000
acres have b-en so patented.

The attention of the Secretary wa^ drawn
to ibis inconsistency, and the "fact pointed
out that the road* must Mtdralljhave
indemnity for the lauds thus taken from
them. Yesterday the Stcretary directed
the Commissioner of the General Land
Office to take up this qntstion entirely
separate from the Guilford Millercase.

To-day James Menaught, oounsel for the
Northern Pacific Railroad, filed with the
Commissioner an argument in the casfi.

PLEADING FOR UTAH.
Arguments In Favor of Utah's Adm'salou

to Statehood.
Washington, January 22.1.

—
Judge Wil-

son, of this city, concluded his argument
to-day in favor of the admission of Utah
Territory as a Sta'e of the Union, before
the House Committee on Territories. He
argued that when a Territory had a popu-
lation sufficient to entitle it "to representa-
tion inCongress, with other conditions in-
cident to a fixed population, there was a
moral obligation resting on the Govern-
ment to admit that Territory as a State.
He declared that not twoper" cent, of tho
present adult Mormon population of the
Territory ever practiced polygamy. He
maintained that Congress had fullpower to
make such a compact with the proposed
State as would secure the suppression of
polygamy. Ifthe State broke the compact
Congress would have the power to enforce
the terms or relegate the State back into a
territorial condition and resume control.

At the conclusion of Judge Wilson's ad-
dress. Delegate Smith of Arizona ad-
dresstd tbe committee in favor of Utah's
admission.

MAKING CITIZENS.

A Substitute for All the Home Natural-
isation Bills.

Washington January 22d.— The Oates
Sub-Committtee on Naturalization to-day
reported to the Judiciary Committee of the
House a billprepared in lieu of all others,
amendatory of the naturalization laws.
The provisions of th« bill,briefly stated,
are : A requirement that an alien must re-
side five years in the United States before
he can become a citizen ; that at the ex-
piration of that time, he mint appear in
Court and prove his reoidem-e, good moral
character and fitness for citizenship. In
the case of the United States Courts, notice
of his iatention must be served upon a
representative of the United States, and
likewise in the case of a State Court, a
representative of the State Government
must be notified and attend the hearing.
Tbe present requirement of a declaration
of intention to become a citizen is dis-
pensed with. The billwillbe discussed on
Saturday.

FRUIT BRANDY.
Senator Stanford's Amendment to Ihe

Tariff BillAgreed to.
WAFHisaTOJf, January 22d.

—
Senator

Stanford yesterday introduced the amend-
ment intended to be proposed to tbe tariff
bill, providing for a tax of five cents per
proof gallon—or wine gallon, when below
proof—on allbrandy made exclusively from
fruit. However, after a conference with
tbe California delegation to-day, he con-
clnded that rather than risk getting no
fruit brandy amendment at all he wonld
not offer this amendment. In its stead be
offered the billwhich passed the Semite two
years ago, which provides that all fruitbrandy used for fortifyingsweet win«*shall
be free from internal revenue tax. The
wine thus fortified is not to contain more
than 24 per cent, of alcohol. Tbe auieijd-

ruent contains a legislative Provision for
the prevention of frauds.

Senator Stanford said that tb* amend-
ment had been proposed on facts furnished
by citizens of Los Angeles as being satis-
factory to the wine trade. The amend-
ment was agreed to without division.

GENERAL DISPLEASURE.

EflVct of the Refusal to Ketlre Jadjre
Advocate-General Sh aim.

Washikston, January 22d.
—

The action
of the Retiring Board, called to examine i
Judge Advocate-General Swaini for retire-
ment, willnot please the President, Gen-
eral Swaim, nor the various candidates for
his place, in the event of his retirement.
Swaim is now serving out a sentence of
twelve years' suspension on half-pay on
the verdict of a Court-martial. His"suc-
cessor cannot be appointed whilehe is in
the way, and he was anxious to be par-
doned and retired. He swore in Court
that he was not incapacitated from per-
forming the duties of his office, and ihe
Court therefore refused to recommend his
retirement. General John C. Black, Com-
missioner ofPensions, wants;Bwaim's place.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
Inthe Senate.

Washington, January 22d.
—

Senator
Dolph laid before the Senate a petition and
resolution adopted at a meeting of the peo-
ple of Washington Territory, held at
Ellensburg January 3d, praying* forthe ad-
mission of that Territory with the northern
counties of Idaho as a State.

A letter from the Secretary of War was
laid before the Senate containing all the
papers on filein the department relative to
the services of volunteers from Washing-
ton and Idaho Territories in the Nez l'erce
War.

The discussion of the wool schedule in
the tariff was resumed.

Senator Morrillspoke infavor of the bill
and Turpie against it.

Reagan offered an amendment reducing
all the duties on wool to25 per cent, ad
valorem. Rrjected.

Vance offered an amendment that no
article in the schedule shall pay a higher
rate than 75 per cent, ad valorem. Re-
jected.

In the lumber schedule the duty on white
pine was made $1 50 per M.

Amotion to put pine clapboards on the
free list was rejected.

Stanford oflered an amendment to the
billheretofore introduced by him to author-
ize the producers of pure sweet wines, who
are also distillers, to use, free of tax, wine
spirits necessary to fortifysuch pure sweet
wines up to an alcoholical strength of 14
percent. Agreed to.

The amendment heretofore offered by
Brown to the rice paragraph was re-
jected. On this vole Senators Cam-
eron, Mitchell, Plumb and Quay voted
with the Democrats, and Senators Bate
Berry, Blodgett, Cockrell, Coke, Faulkner,
Harris, Jones of Arkansas, Reagan, Tur-
pie, Vest and Walthall with the Republi-
cans.

Allison offered an amendment (agreed
to) repealing the provision requiring asump to be affixed to every box of im-
ported cigars to indicate inspection thereof
by the Custom officera.

The amendment reported from the Fi-
nance Committee to add to paragraph 533,
putting rough diamonds, etc., on the freelist, the words "and jewels to be used in
the manufacture of watches,'' was agreed
to

—
yeas 32, nays 27.

Tne amendment reported from the Fi-
nance Committee, to paragraph 527, as toorar.ges, lemons and limes, was agreed to.
Itincreases the rate per package

—
accord-

ing to the capacity
—

from ten, twenty and
forty cents to thirteen, twenty-five and fifty
cents, and eight cents for every additional
cubic foot to ten cents.

Various amendmeuta were offered and
rejected.

On motion of Allison the date for the
bill togointo effect was changed from the Ist I
of February, 1880, to tbe Ist of July, 1889.

There being no furiher amendments of-fertd, a voie was laken first on agreeing to
the substitute, and then on the passage of
the bill. Both votes were identical—yeas

Washington, January 22d.— When the
House convened this morning there was a
tight for possession of the lloor by rival in-
terests, but the river and harbor bill waa
victorious, and consideration of that meas-
ure was proceeded with.

The Secretary of the Treasury submitted
to tbe House au estimated appropriation of
$6,000 for connecting Tillamook Rock with
Fort Stevtcs (Point Adams), Or., by a cable
and land telegraph line. Accompanying
the report is a letter from Admiral Rowan
recommending the appropriation.

The House adjourned at 5 o'clock, hav-
ing accomplished but little on tbe river
and harbor bill,owing to filibustering by
Sowden.

and a partial report was nude by them. It
comprised charges- whichSenatoi Buckman,
in an eloquent speech, said "were made by
men whose characters would not (sear a
very close investigation." Senator Ward,
another strong Sabin man. and a meaiber
of the Investigating Committee, annouaoed
that both Washbum and Sabin had been
implicated in the charges made, and he
would vote for neitner.

The substance of tbe partial report by the
Committee is that oneaianhas been offered
a good Government position if he would
vote for Sabin. Another cliiimed to have
been offered $I.OCO ovits for JWashburn,
while a third said the Washbum men gave
him wine until he was so drunk he did not
know whether he received any money or
not. The Senate is In executive session
again this evening.

A MIDNIGHT9ESSATION.
St. Paul, January 22d.—The Senate con-

vened insecret session this evening, aud
another bigbatch of testimony was sub-
mitted and debated. Senator E>tes created
a sensation by testifying that he was ap-
proachtd by Senator Bucbman, Sabin's
chief manager, who oflered him a bribe to
vote for Sabin in caucus. Estes refused.

Buckman, who is a small, lame man,
jumped to his feet, his face lividwith rage.
He replied that he would cram the lie
down Estes' throat. Estes made no re-
sponse.

Later the doors were thrown open and
nominations made. A ballot was reached
near midnight, when Waahburn received
24 votes, Wilson 2 and Nelson 1. Ad-
journed.

A PERFECT TIGRESS.

Some Light Thrown on the Character ot
Mrs. Rawsou.

Some sensational
testimony wsS introduced to-day during
the trial of Mrs. Rawson for the shootiue
of her husband's attorney ina Courtroom
last summer. Itwas in the nature of the
taking of the evidence on which the Grand
Jury indicted Mrs. Rawson, and included
the story of a former detective named
Hogan, whoat one time was in Mrs. Raw-
son's employ and asserted that he lefther
because sbe wanted him to put banker
Rawson out of the way by putting poison
ina bottle of gin from which the banker
used to drink at night.

Hogan asserts that Mrs. Rawson told
him that if he would not kill Rawsou she
would send d>r Lee, her former husband,
and the father of Ralph L?e— who shot
bankei Rawbon down in front of a church—

to do the deed.
Testimony was also introduced to show

that Mrs. Rawsou was a woman of exceed-

ingly violent temper, and addicted to the
use i,l'liquor and profane language. A Mrs. !

Hamilton, who lived with Mrs. Rawson

before she married tbe banker, said the de-
fendant swore terribly because Rawson did
not pay her son Ralph, who was at the

time a < lerk in the bank, a larger salary.
She said, the Hamilton woman testified,
that she would get even with the old
Spoopendyke. She would marry him,
make his money fly,and then get ridof
him.

AN IDIOTICPRANK.

Fatal Result of an Old Practical Joke at
a Veterans* Home.

sylvania Soldiers' and Sailors' Home in
this city yesterday, as the inmates were
seating themselves at the dinner table, a
man named MtQuitilan, in sport, pulled
tbe chair away in which Louis Bacheler
was about to seat himself. Bacheler fell
on the Sooria b sitting posture, and streams
ot blood gushed from his mouth and nos-
trils. He ruptured several blood vessels,
and almost before he could be liftedup he
was dead before the eyes of his horrified
comrades. Mcijuinlan, who is distracted
over the tragedy, has been committed to
jail.

A TALE OF TWO CITIES.

ADivorce Salt InChicago, Which Orig-
inated In San Francisco.

They
have one child, and she alleges that from
tbe brutal treatment to which her husband
had subjected her she had to leave him
and take tbe child to her brother's home
in San Francisco. Mrs. Pinther represents
that he followed her there to steal the
child, and that she commenced a suit for
divorce, but discontinued the proceedings
on his representing that he would live
apart from her and leave her tbe custody
of the child and pay her $60 per month.
She came back to Chicago, but she says be
violated his agreement and refused to sup-
port her unless she lived with him. She
alleges that this would be impossible for
her to do and retain her health. She
claims that Pinther is wealthy, and receives
$3,000 per year in the employ of A. C. Mc-
Clory A. Co.
