
THE EXHIBITION CONVENTION.
The London Exhibition Convention

held its second session yesterday, sitting in
this city. The organization is a compact
body of earnest, public-spirited, represent-
ative men, who are prompted by purposes
that look to the conservation of the best
interests of allthe people of the State. Tli?
body has been entirely harmonious inits
ar'.ion, and this fact proves how strong is
the conviction among these citizens that
the success of the effort to open up new
and enlarged markets for California pro-
ducts is essential to the well-being of every

industry inthe State, and to very many of
the largest, their further existence ; that
unless this is done speedily the limitof
disposition of California products willl>e
reached, and a sudden and disastrous check
be given to our productive prosperity. It
is uot recalled that ever before in the his-
tory of the State has there l>een such una-
nimity of sentiment among the represent-

ative people of California upon any com-
mercial proposition as exists inregard to
the proposed London exhibit. The econ-
omy and wisdom of the outlay asked for
has been indorsed by the Convention, and
that aftsr mature deliberation and long
c-tisultation with the people, for the sub-
j< matter has been prominent ivpublic
debate for many weeks, and expression
concerning it has been unrestricted. We
are therefore justified inaccepting the de-
cision of the Convention as the calm ex-
pression of what the people generally wish
done, and wiiU phich the Legislature
should, and we believe willcomply.

Itcan scarcely be said with any degree
of sraee that the representative men who
compose the Convention that organized
some time ago and assembled for the
Second time yesterday, do not know the
\u25a0needs of the State, are not conversant
with present conditions, and do not re-
alize what is necessary to secure for our
products Bach consumption as willmake
diversified soil cultivation more general,
maintain the values of land, encourage
small fanning, and reward the industries
of all the State, which unerringly testify
by their fluctuations to the degree of pros-
perity which our producers enjoy. These
men know j>erfectly well that new outlets
mni-t be found for our products, if produc-
tion is to be made remunerative; that
the trade center of the world is the si>ot
of all others to place examples of our pro-
ducts, and secure for them the attention
ti.iit must precede their introduction
abroad; that such placing mart be in at-
tnctrve surroundings and graced by all
manner of illustrations relating to our
St:ite that appeal to the' fancy and the
imagination; that a Ixwdon exhibition
must be of a character to "draw" the
106,000 rtnftlgen from all parts of Europe
who daily pour through London; that
these people, viewing the California
Exhibition, will become acquainted with
our products, and thus prepare the way for
a demand that will give us the tables of
allEurope for our consumers.

Nn meager sum willdo the State jus
the in arranging a proper London Bx|x>-
fitiun, itmust be of such outlay distrib-
ute! over two year's of maintenance, as
villcommand attention, not merely solicit
it. Wo must, as Professor Hilgard so well
pat it yesterday, find larger markets, or
limit production. If we are not prepared
to accept the latter condition then the
only(juestion ivmainiiigis one of method
aul outlay, and as to thn*e we have before
us the examples of Spain, Italy,Prance
and Denmark and tboir lavish expenditure
from which to <ir:iw lessons of wisdom.
They did not by their exhibitions appeal
t< . ommcrcial London, nor do we need to
<; >so alone; that interest can 1*» otherwise
reached; the appeal must be to the world
•of travel which will carry nliout the earth
knowledge of our productions that caunot
otherwise be disseminated for a decade,
and in the meantime the limit of
onr home market will bare been reached
and passed.

Our correspondent assures us that ihe
League o miuitUe having the billin ques-

tion UO«ler con \u25a0 t ra!i >v. concurs in the

objection! raised by the Record-Union to I
.Section 15, requiring the ballots and their i

stubs to be numbered. We are gratified to |
jthus learn that other minds have discov- >

ered inthat provision the danger we had
pointed out. Denial may be confidently
challenged of the fact that there are scores

of men in every community whose memo-
ries are so trained inretentiveness, that in
delivering the 200 numbered ballots pro-
jvided for from bound stubs, they willbe
able to remember with precision and recall
the names of from twenty-five to fifty
electors and the numbers of the ballots
they cast. Any good whist player would
l»e able to easily recall the numbers of a
dozen numbered ballots out of the 200 and
who voted them. It is improbable that
the bosses desire knowledge of how more
than from twelve to fifty electors out of
each group of 200 vote. That knowledge
could easily be conveyed to them despite
any penal provision* intended to insure
secrecy. In short, the numbering provis-
ion is not at all necessary to prevent ille-
gal voting. A device can l>e originated
that willenable the inspector to identify
the ballot offered as genuine, which will
not fix the identity of the voter upon the
ballot, and that is all that is necessary.

Precisely the same objections attach to
the proposition in Section 21, requiring
the ballot clerk, as he hands the elector a
ballot when entering the voting booth, to
writehis name upon the ballot. But our
"League" correspondent thinks that there
is very littleif any danger in that, or of
invasion of the sacredness of the secrecy of
the ballot, trespass upon which strikes at the
root of our liberties; he insists that one
cannot easily change his signature as to
make it a means of identification. As
opposed to this officialof the League a bank
clerk of loug standing, to whom that propo-
sition WM submitted, replies that nothing
is easier ;that any man competent to be a
ballot clerk can, for one class of voters or
more, finish his signature in such a man-
ner or write it in such a positi on. with
perfect facility, as to identify all ballots
of that or of several classes. Veryrarely,
indeed, does any man write his name six
or seven times consecutively exactly alike.
There is nothing in the billunder discus-
sion to require the signature to be uniform
or to appear in precisely the same position
on each ballot and each stub. An old
actuary accustomed to ail the niceties of
penmanship; declares to us that a ballot
clerk could easily be taught methods of
signing that would enable him to readily
identify fiftyout of every hundred ballots
ifit was to his interest to do so.

"Put," says our San Francssco corre-
spondent, "the clerk's name or initial
marks are on the back of the ballot, and
as counting goes on rapidlyno opj>ortunity
is given for identification." The obvious
reply to this ingenious argument is, that
the ballot is handled deliberately when
taken from the box and opened; it is
passed to another, who occupies from one
to three minutes inreading it, and most
frequently holds it so that its back may be
seen ; is is then passed to a "stringer,"
who always takes his time in
stringing; the ballots next go into the
possession of officials, who may or
may not examine them, as interest prompts;
they are next liable to the process of re-
counting in open Court where lawyers may
examine them deliberately and a fullin-
spection of them be had

—in short, the
opportunities to identify a ballot with the
voter are as numerous as ihe ways of a
political corruptionist are dark, devious
and ingenious. The bosses do not desire so
frequently to identify the individual, as
they do ilas-ses of voters, and under the
proposed system they could very easily
accomplish that end.

The seiro<y of the ballot can Ix- secure
and the stuffing of the ballot-lioxes
or their invasion prevented, by omission of
the numbering and indorsing, as effectually
as with tlwe processes. Let the ballots
issue only from Governmental offices, and
be bound in stub books as proposed by the
bill. Let them be so printed and with
such design that severance will leave a
p^rt of the design upon the stub; let no
other ballot be rated than that handed to
the elector by the election board, and
torn from the stub hook; let the ballot 1*

counterfeiting willbe next to impassible.
With such precautions, clean precinct
registers, a small group of voters in
e:tch precinct, the private booth f^r the
elector in which to mark his ballot to indi-
cate his preference, and it willbe imjwssi-
ble to stuff the baliot-l>ox or defeat the
Tree willof the voter except by collusion
Ofoffictalll along the whole "line from the
Secretary ofState down to the ballotclerk.
Whatever is ..done

—

let it not be
s:iid that the lawi of California have taken
from BUT elector his sacred right to alone
l>e possessed of the knowledge of how he
votes, and repose the knowledge inanother
without the voter's consent.

BAD AS IN WHITECHAPEL.

Atrocities That FollyEqual Those of tlio!
London Fiend.

New York, January 22 J.—The crews of!
various- sUamere plying between this city
sod Kingston, Jamaica, are telling fearful ;
stories of crimes committed in Spanish-
town,a village near Kingston, wtiich, to
their minds, unquestionably indicate that"Jack, the Ripper," has gone'from England
to Jamaica. The first of the series of dia-
bolical and mysterious murders took place,
so the sailors say, onNovember 28th, in St.
Catherine's parish, a few miles distant from
Spanishtown. The victim was a negress of
the lowest and most vicious class, whosename has never been diacovered. She was
found early iv the morning lyingina fencecorner by the roadside with her throat cut
from ear to ear, and her cheeks, nose and
forehead slashed ina manner to indicate it
to be the work of a skillfulbutcher. Her
clothing, as in the case of Ltariy all theWhitechapel murders, bad been thrown
over her head, and the littlecrowd which
had gathered there upon the discovery of
the bedy were horrified to see that it bad
been mutilated exactly as bad been done
in ihe London casps.
Ifanything further has been needed to

make the horror-stricken crowd attribute
the crime to the Wbitechapel fiend it was
fouy.d in a card pinned tothe unfortunate's
body by the blade of a small pen-knife.
The card bore this inscription: "Jack, the
Ripper. Fourteen more, then Iquit.''

On the morning of December 13th, in a
field, lying by and partially concealed
under an old shed, was found a second
body. Inthis ca3e the woman was a notor
ious creature of the lowest order, a negress
called "Wag." The wounds were of the
same nature as those inflicted on the other.

A third bo.ly was found on the Friday
betore New Year's Day. The scene of
this third murder was about midway
between the places where the former dis-
coveries wfie made, and the 3ailors insist
that the crime was in every way analogous
to the others.

There are comparatively few women of
this class about Kingston or Spanishtown,
but those who do live there are in a state
of abject terror. The murderer has eluded
the authorities.
