Mr. said that the committee had con-
sidered the ?‘uwion carefully and come to the
conclusion that if the door was once opened
for exemption there would be no stop to it. He
did not believe the people asked to be exempted
or desired the exemption.

Mr. Murphy knew of no reason why the
question should not be submitted 10 the people.
‘I he millionaire was not taxed to the extent of
his property. but the poor man was. The fact
was that the tax was not now collected even
with all the efiorts made to get it.

Mr. Hencock moved to strike out $500 and
insert £300, and spoke in favor of his amend-
ment.

Mr. Mead said that in his county there would
not be evough people on the assessment roll to
get jurymen.

Nr. Goucher moved to amend by striking out
all after the words “provided always'’ and insert
“that every person shall have §20 worth of
property exempt from taxation.”

Mr. Conklin said that if this amendment to
the Constitution was most of the Chi-
nese would be exempt entirely from taxation.

Mr. McComas was opposed to all the amend-
ments and to_the resolution.

In this morning’s issue of the Alta Calijornia
there is an editorial entitied “*A Gigantic Steal,”
referring to Senate Bill No. 46, introduced by
Mr. Jones, of Butte, by request, and it says that
“there will be some curiosity in this ecity to
know at whose request Mr. Jones was induced
to father it in the ¥ of whieh he became a
member.” In that respect, Mr. President, I
would say that, as Chairman of the Judiciary
Committee, I have been in receipt of from two
to half a dozen bills every day, bills coming
from eminent lawyers in this State, requesting
that they be introduced and put betore the
Judiciary Committee. I have not the time to
read these bills, and generaily introduce them
and it there is any reason therefor, and
I am not certain as to their contents,
I introduced them by request, and when I do
that, I mean what that term means in this
body. Idonot know that I shall support any
bill that I introduced by request, but I do know
that persons who have sent me bills are entitl >d
to the courtesy of having them in.roduced into
this Senate. If they were not. I should not have
introduced these bills. In this particular case,
1 beg leave to inform the Aita California, the
peopie of San Francisco, and the people of the
State of California, that that bill was brought to
my desk, snd the statement made to me that
Mr. D. M. Deimas, of San Jose, as attorney for
the parties who wished it introduced. Iimmed -
alely intnduced the bill, by request. It so
stands on the record of this Senate. It is before
the Judiciary Committee, where the rties
who introduced 1t shall have a respcctfumenr—
ing. If, in my judgment, it is a Jjust bill, I shall
certainly vote for it. If I believe it is not, I
shall not vote for it, but shall be among the first
to condemn it; but as to the other suggestion
made by the 4Alta that T will see the advisability
of withdrawing the bill 1 shall certainly not do
so until the persons who are behind it receive
the respeetful hearing I deem them entitled to
as citizens of this Stale.

twenty-two feetin a distance of three-fifths ora
mile to where the city sewer is reached, and
that the fiity-one aeres contained in the present
site, if not enough, more could be purchased in
a detached lot a mile or more in distance, for
‘rom $150 to §250 per acre,

The Santa Clara legislative delegation was
present during the meeting of the committee
and evinced their opposition to a change in
location of the Home. It is evident that the
people of Santa Clara county fear that if the
{.rcscm site is abandoned the new location may
e fixed in some other county and hence the
officially condemned premises where the Home
now stands, is defended as suitable and satis-
factory.

On the other hand, the array of evidence in
favor of procuring a more suitable location,
where proper drainage, a good water supply
aud from 320 to £00 acres of land can be ob-
tained, was conclusively convineing to any dis-
interested mind, and must have been clearly so
to nll members of the committee not residents
of Santa Clara county. Senator Murphy, who
introduced the bill, said he did so at the request
of the majority ¢f the Trustees of the Home,
and was fully satisfied, from investigation
made, that it was the duty of the Legislature to
provide the new site and buildings. Mrs. La-
throp and Mrs. Judah took a deep interest in
the consideration of the subjcct, and showed, by
frequeut interrogations addressed to Messrs,
Black and Windey, that the lady members

of the Board of Trustees were not
only thoroughly ceonversant and intormed
upon every detail concerning the Home

and its needs, but that their position, upon
removal to anothersite, was in the interests of
the inmates and toe meet present demands of
applicants for admission, an absolute necessity.
Mrs. Judah said the $70,000 asked for a new site
was the amount that had been estimated by
those best competent to judge, as the probable
cost of such amount and quality of land as was
needed ; bul if a suitable location could be pur
chased for less, ot course the balance above the
amount .required could remain in the State
Treasury. Inthe erection of buildings for the
new Home, provision would need to be made
for from 300 to 500 inmates. There were now
108 inmates in the Home, and upwards of 150
applications were now on file for admission, but
the parties had to be refused for waut of accom-
modations. Therapid growth of the State made
it necessary to provide liberally, now while
new buildings were being erected, for the future
demands that were sure to follow from this
class of unfortunates, which it was the duty of
the State to take proper care of.

Greatly enlarged grounds and opportunity for
varied industries were needed, so that the chil-
dren as they were taught, could be employed in
ways of usefulness, both for their own good and
to make the inst:tution, as far as possible, self-
supporting in the future.

Dr. Osborne fully indorsed the position taken
by the majority ob the Trustees, and presented
oflicial fizures to corroborate his views. Assem-
blyman Williams gave similar testimony, and

DUBLIN, January 24th, —The

dred policemen guarded the crowd, using their
batous freely, but were unable to disperse the
gathering.

While O'Brien was striving to pass a rough
crewd to enter the Court-house, he was seized
by a police inspector and dragged thirty yards.

The people were maddened by thisand pressed
forward to rescue him. The police, however,
repelled the crowd.

Timothy Healey, who stepped forward to aid
O’Brien, was met by s:bayonet leveled at his
breast. A numberof reporters were maltreated.

The excitement was feverish as O Brien en-
tered the Court-house. He was greeted with
vociferous cheers.

O’Brien complained. to the Judge that the
police were attempting to incite a bloody riot.

TURBULKNS, SCENES,

When the case for the Crown had been pre
sented Healy, on behalf of the defendant. ap-
plied for subpeenss for Lord ralisbury and Bal-
tour, both of whom, he asserted, had made
speeches similar to those of OV Brien.

O’'BRIEN ESCAPES TO- THE STREET.

The Court refused to issue the desired sub-
poenas. The spectators in the Court-room re-
ceived the decision with murmurs, and the
magistratcs  ordered the galleries cleared.
While this was being done O Brien exclaimed,
**I'll clear out also !'" and started for the door.

The Magistrates shouted *“stop him !’ and a
consiable grabbed O’Brien. After a sharp
struggle« O'Brien, with the aid of some of the
spectators, managed to escape to the street with
DO worse damage than atorn coat.

FIGHT WITH THE. POLICE,

An immense crowd escortesd O’ Brien through
the town. The police used their batons withont
mercy upon the people, who responded with
stones and sticks. Duaring the melee O'Brien
was struck violently in the breast with a rifle
stock. Scores of persons were injured.

The Court issued a warrant for the arrest of
O’Brien, and then adjourned. The police, with
fixed bayonets, are patrolling the s.reets of the
town,

some of them were dangerously wounded. At
least forly were more or less seriously injured
by the batons of the pelice.

strongly urged. aiter personal examination of
the subject, that anew site and new buildings
be provided.

David Bush, who has had twenty-five vears of
experievce as a sanitary engineer in the State,
and been employea in that capacity in connec-
tion with most of the public institutions ot Cal-
ifornia, said that he made a careful investiga-
tion of the grounds and buildings of this
Home two years ago, and found the grounds
so low and so situated that mno suit
able drainage could be provided. He was
unqualified in his opinion that a new
location was sm absolute necessity and thought
the change should be made as early as possible,
He furthey stated that subsequent to his ex-
amination of the premises, Colonel Waring, the
leading sanitary engineerof the country. made a
carefal investigation of the grounds. Mr. Bush
read Colonel Waring’s official report made soon
afier, which fully indorsed Mr. Bush’s conclu-
sions, and urged that the selection of another
location for the Home was the only proper
course 1o pursusa.

Governor Waterman appeared, by request, be-
fore the commit ee, and stated that he had visited |
the Home and earefully inspected the grounds |
and entire premises a few days since. He
agreed with all the other withnesses that the
management of the Home was most admir-
able, but he found the drainage fatally
defective. The grouuds were wet, cold and
cleminy, and at the rear portion of the
premises the stench was feariul, from
escaping sewer gas. He found that grapevines
upon the place grow spind.ing, and fruit trees
Jook unhealthy, and many were™dying. ¥rom
his experience in horticulture he attributed
this to a laek of proper drainage of the soil.
Nothing seemed to do we:l except eucalyptus
trees, and they thrive best in wet ground. He
found that there was no fall in the surface of
the ground and no ngpormuit_\‘ to secure needed -
drainage. He regarded it s poor judgment to
try to ¢ ntinue the institution on the present
site, and that a new one should be selected. He
advised tha$ a tract of six or eight hundred
ecres of l»nd be procured at some other place—
either in Santa Clara county or elsewhere—and
that proper provision be made to take care of
the large number of feeble-minded that are now
in the State, and which number will greatly in-
crease with the increase of population.

Dr. W. R. Cluness, of the Stw-te Board of
Health, said he visited the Home last fall, and
with other members of the Board made an offi-
cial inspeetion of buildings and grounds, The
site he regarded as entirely unsuitable for its
present purposes. There was no fall 1n any di-
rection. and he thought a poorer loeation for
the Home could not be found in the State. He
fully indorsed Colonel Waring s report, and
said there was no better sanitary authority in
the weorld than that gentleman. He regarded
fiisy-one acres as totally inadequate for the pur-

ses of the Home, and only a portion of.the.
g%.y-one acres was fit for cultivation.
Assemblyman Mathews appeared bLefore the
eommittee and presented an excuse for the
Ways and Means Comumittee of the Assembly,
which had been invited to sit with the Senate
Finance Committee to bear thejtestimony being
given. He said important legislative business
before the Assembly prevented a leave of ab-

. senee being granted to his committee, but that

the Assembly Commitig¢e, from & personsl and
thorough inspection jost made of the greumds
where the Home was lgcated, had decided that
the present site was engirely unfit for such pur-
pose, and would unanimously recommend the
passage of the bill to.app:opriate money te pur-
ehase & new locations

Dr. G. G. Tyrrell, Seeretary of the Stese Board
of Health, said he. 2ad visited the Home with
other members of lhe Board, and corseborated
the conclusions given by Dr. Cluness. e did not
think the place esald ever be properiy.drained.
The amount of laud was far too sma:}, and that
instead of fifty-ene aeres for a site, anether loca-
tion should be npocured where fivesor six hun-.
red acres coudd be occupied, and waere drain-.
age and air wouakd be perfect. :

Railroad Ttems.

A new rate schedule will go into effect
on the 1st of next month between Califor-
nia common peints aud points in Utah.
As the result of 8 meeting of freight agents
in Denver, rates for Utah points from Chi-
cago and the Missouri river were advanced.
This will necessitate a similar advance
from California points. San Francisco
merchants, however, still have a decided
advantage over those in the East so far as
Utah business is- concerned. The Sonth-
ern Pacific. Company has always main-
tained (he right to make rates for Cslifor-
nia lower than: those for Missouri river
points.

The new schedule is a3 follows: TFirst
class, $2'25; second, $! 85: third, $1 50:
fourth, $1: 30;. fifib, $1 10; A class, $1 10;
B, 850;:C, 77c;. D) 85¢ ; E, 56c. The only
alteration is in the first two rates, which
were formerly $2 for the first class and
$1 70 for-the second. The rates from Kan-
sas City or Omaha to Salt Lake City or
Ogden are $250 first elass and $2 15 for
second: The new rsies apply from Cali-
forpia (common points) to all trains from
Ogden to Spanish Fork on the lines of
the Denver and:Rio Grande and the Utah
Central.
