RnUMBHDBD CHILDF.KX.
Mr. Brieeland, from a majority of the Com-mittee on Hospitals made the following report .
Mr. President : Your Committee on rtate Hos-

pitals, to whom was granted leave of absence to
visit the institutions receiving State aid, within
the county of Santa Clara, respectfully report
that they visited tfae "California Home'for th°
Carr-uud Training ofFeeble-Miuded \u25a0 hildreu."
"Ac find the Home in excellent condition, andthe management of the same under the control
ofDr. Osborn, an accomplished and capable ex-
pert in this class of abnonnals, assisted by Mrs.Osborn, in the capacity of matron. We cannot
speak too highly of those who have the daily
care ofthese children. The health of the in-
mates during the past two years was exeeption-
>'iv JS9OC* -oais four deaths out of the whole

number, from T.i to 125. One of said deaths wa3
by drowning. This tells most favorably for the
sanlury conditions of the location of the Home.

Fifty-one acres ol land beiorgs to the Home.
These acres are ample to permit such toys
uudtrthe care of the Home »s may be of suit-
able age and strength to cultivate." thereby as-
sisting inrhe support ofiic Institution, To the
end that the sewage of the Home may be more
complete, we were informed thf.t the town of
Saul* Clara offers to allow or permit
the Home to connect any sever thatmay be constructed with the sewage
system of Santa Ciara. which connection can
be made at a comparatively small cost, aud
when foconnected the Home will have ample
sewerage outlet. We, therefore, recommend
the connection. The Home is located near the
town of Santa (Mara, convenient to two rail-roads, making iteasy of access trom any part of
the State. The present crowded state ot the
Home and the numerous applications from fill
parts of the Stale leqnires additional rooms.
The committee recommends the appropriation
of IXUMO for the erection of two detached
frame buildings, two stories in height, for ad-
ditional accommodation. Also, an appropria-
tion ample to meet all wants for the ensuing
two years.

The committee also visited the Insane Asy-
lum (for chronic iutane) locat.-d at Agnevr,
Santa Clara county. We fouud the building
Very substantial and well arranged ior the pur-
pose designed. On account of the crowded con-
dition ot that part of the Imildiugcompleted,
we earnestly urge that the whole building be
speedily completed and such other improve-
ments required.

Your commkt'e also visited the Home ofBenevoleuc-, located in the cityof Ban .lose.
This Home is one of the best managed institu-
tions receiving Suite aid. Dormitories, dining
rooms, kitchen, etc., ware evidence of care,
cleanliness and economy. The very competent
Matron, Mrs. ,inher control
of the institution, exhibited remarkable execu-
tive ability, and deserves decided commenda-
tion. We, the committee, recommend the usual
appropriation tor s&id Home.

Your commi tee returned to San Francisco
on Sunday. Tlio commute" diviaed into two
division?, -Vnctors Mead and Byrnes visited
tbe San Rafael urphan Asylum, Mariu comity;
.Senators Bowers. Dixon and Hriceland, withtheclerk, visited the Hebrew Orphan Asylum at
Sail Francisco. Reports ou condition*of the
above named institutions reeeivi'g State aid, by
said committees, being very favorable, it is
recommended that the usual .State appropria-
tions be made.

This report wns signed by Senators Bricelacd,
Bowers, Dixon and Cramlx!'.

Beoaton Mead, Roth and Byrnes presented
the following report :

tfr.PraklaU: Your Committee on Hostitals
having visittd aud carefully examiupd the
Home for the Care and Training of Feeble-
MindedChildren of the State of California, to-
gether withall its surroundings, are compelled
todiffer from the majority ot the committee in
reference to the advisability of removing the
institutiou from its present 'location, and offer
the followingminority report. The minority ofthe committee think there iire almost iusupei-
able objections to the present location, a*wellas reasons based upon economy und sound busi-
ness principles :

1. The amount ofland connected with the in-
stitution UinsuSjcieiit furcarrying on theobjects
and puii*.-. \u25a0 for \u25a0 fefch jtwas established. Webelieve that at least 200 acres oflaud is neces-
sary in order to give proper employment to theinmates, many of them being able to do consid-
erable work, which we believe to be a benefit to
tbe inmates phjtii ally and mentally, also linan-nnV.y to the State.

2. Water being one. ifno: the most important
thiag to be considered, we believe that ttiere
are in many places inthis Sta:e, where itwould
be proper to locate an institution ot this charac-
ter, good water rights to be obtaiaed a- a nom-
inalcos*. The present limited amount is pro-
cured at tagse expense by means ot pumpiug
with steam p.werau'i when :iproper system ofaewenge Is construct -d it will rccjuife more
water tnan can bo obtained id; properly (hub-
iug the same ana for general use of the home... lie drainage svs em willalso be of a very
inferior character and willbe of necessity con-

He was as much interested in"the
welfare of the laboring classes as any Senator,
but this till was not in their interest." The war
between capital and labor had been fostered by
just such legislation as this.

The motion prevailed and the biU was killed
by a vote of22 ayes to5 noes.

Mr.White explained that he voted •aye," be-cause the bill sought to confer on '.he Labor
Coiumi-siouer the power, without hearing or
legal trial, to condemn and thereby destroy
property, tud make it criminal to decline obe-
dience to the order of such Commissioner, who
is not required to have any technical or other
knowledge of the subject upon which he is
called upon to givefinal judgment.

House Committee on Postotiicts and Post-roads,
his opinion on House Bill No. l'j.ldi,which re-
quires railroad corupauios to carry mails at the
r.itesof comrxnsntion fixed by law. Inhis an-
swer he points out thepresent condition oi thelaw, und^r which any railroad company may
refuse to take mails, ami by which the Depart-
ment can secure their carriage by contract only.
He suggests that the present condition of thelaw, under which service may be stopped at the
cdpriee of a carrier, constitutes a reproach to a
Government tstab.ish.ecl to promote the public
welfare.

The committee unanimously voted to report
the bill. Itprovides that Ifany railroad com-pany shall refuse or neglect t.t couvev any
mails upon any train upon which the Postmas-
ter-General may require such service, or will-
fully refuse to obey any law respecting th"
transportation of the mails, itshall be liable toa penalty not exceeding SI.iXK) for each day inwhich such refusal or neglect shall be per-
sisted in.

The Boetmaster-Geoeral will to-morrow com-
municate to the committee his views upon the
piopoied horizontal reduction of compensation
to railroads for carrying mails. He willadvise
against the proposed measure, us being inex-
pedient :u this-iime, and to some extent unfair.
