MILLION'S INVOLVtW,

The Famous Clarke-Uailbron Land Case
in!r<Mio.

ITmaBSO, January SOth.— ln the great laud
case, involving the Loguua de Tache grant,
comprising 54,000 acres, the defense to-day
about settled the case. IvMay, IShO, Jeremiah
Clarke, aprominent lawyer ofSan Francisco andowner of the grant, leased the same to Heilbron
and others for fourteen yeurs, with the privilege
of purchasing within that time at the rate of
t3 per acre. Itis now sought to 6et aside the
contract onthe ground that Clarke was insane at
the time of making the contract. Tbe grant is
now worth $3,000,000, and tbe case is of interest
to all of Southern ( alilornia.
To-day the delense introduced letters written

by Clarke for a year previous to making the
contract and up to within four ciays of signing
the same, aud also for over a year after the con-
tract was signed. These letters tsbowfd no
traces ofinsanity, aud were fulloflegal advice,
etc., which was followed iv many instances.
The theory of insanity, as advanced by the
plauititl's, certainly willnot stand.

The former, which is largely a storeship, goes
to the Samoan Islands direct, not even touching
at Honolulu, unltss Mormy weather and aa-verse winds should render 'it necessary u> re-
pleiish her supply ofcoal. The Monongahtla
wU have a complement ofabou: 2t<J men.
Inder present instructions tbe Mohican will

proceed withail speed tol'anama, there to ex-
change officers and hold herself illreadiness
lorany station to which she maybe then or-
dered. The Officers on bmird the ship, however
consider that her ultimate- destination will be
Samoa. The old battery (.1 the Mohican has
beeu replaced in the ihlp, the new buttery
which had beeu ordered for her having arrm d
too late to be placed in position. The old bat
tcry, Lowever, is deemed quite effective.

As regards other ships in the yard the Com-
maiKlant states that the Thitis, if there should
be urgent call tor her service, could be put in
readiness for sen within a week, and in le.vs
time ifnecessary. The lroquois is uniicrgoinj;
repairs, quite extensive in their way, aud itmightbe sixty daya before she could be madeready /or sea. The turrett-d monitor Ojmanche
isintrim, and. If called lor. could snil for auv
port on one or two days' notice.

The cruiser Charlcs'ton, which is building at
the Culon Iron Works iv San Francisco, and is
M-nrlyready for her trial trip, might poalb'.j
be got ready for service within two months,
c.mitnodore Beiknap hus not beea advised,
however, whether or not the Charleston's bat-
tery has yet been chipped from the Kast.

THE AIiKANSAI TRAGEDY.

I'artlculars of the Assassination of Clay-
ton at PlnmiDerTille.

Little Kock (Ark.), January 30th.—The de-
tails of the assassination of J. M. Clayton at
I'lummerville, last night, have just been re-
ceived. He was at I'lummerville looking up
evidence for his contest aeainst C. R. Brecken-
ridge, for the seat in the Fifty-second Congress.
He was fctandiug ina boarding-bouse last night
when some one outside tired a charge of bird-
shot, which struck him ivthe head. He sank
to the iloor and died iustautly. An excited
crowd rushed to the scene and made search for
the assassin, but no trace of him could lie
found. Mr. Clayton was a brother ofGeneral
Powell Clayton, and vias about forty-five years
of age.

AREIVAL OF THE KEMAINS.

Little Bock, January :30th.—The remains of
the late John M. Clayton were brought to this
city to night and were met at the depot by the
Knights Tcinplar Commaudery and a vast con-
course of citizens and escorted to the Com-
mandery Asylum, where they willlie in sta'e
tillto-morrow, then be taken to Pine Blufffor
interment.

AJt INDIGNATIONMEETING.

Pint: Bliff(Ark.), January 30th.—A public
meeting was held at the Court-house this after-
noon to consider the matter of the assassination
of John M.Clavton. Theie was auimmense at-
tendance, and arjpropriate resolutions were
adopted. The Court-house is draped inmourn-
ing.

STILL THEY COME.

General Harrison Continues to be Be-
sieged by Herdea of Politicians.

Iki>ianapoi.is, January SOth.— General Har-
rison had a number of prominent visitors to-
day, among whom was Hon. Anthony Uig-
gins, Senator-elect from Delaware. Biggins
spent over an hour in conversation with the
President-elect, lie suggested General James
H. Wilson, ofWilmiiigtou,Del., forSecretary of
War.

Louis Altheimer, of Pine Blufl', Ark., a
wealthy planter, came to iudorse and urne the
recognition of General Powell Clayton for a
place in the Cabinet A sad incident marred
his visit, forhe is next door neighbor and bosom
friend ofHon. John M.Clayton, who wrs assas-
sinated last night at Plummersvilie, Ark., the
news of which reached him early this morning.
General Harrison wus profoundly affected.

THE CARMEN'SSTRIKE.

The Itrooklyn and N*w York Situatlou —
The Police Victorious.

New York, January 30th.—The condition of
the Brooklyn «ar strike continues ominous.
The cars were not running this morning.

Troops still remain guaidiDg the regimental
armories The car officials said this afternoon
no attempt would be made to run cars at pres
ent. There were 150 policemen ou duty on tbe
Sixth-avenue line, ISO on the Tenth-avenue and
large detachments on the other lines.

'1he .rfelt line announced its intention to run
cars to day, and fiftypolicemen were sent there,
but at 10 o'clock nocar ran out. Agrea'. crowd
ot strikers gathered at the stables, promising to
throw the cars in the river ifan attempt to run
them was made.

On the Tenth-avenue the effigy of a scab was
huug fnm a lamppost bearing a placard with
the words, "

Asure death to all scabs."

The first discharge of firesrnis during the
strike occurred this morning. TUv mob had
made a barriende »t the corner of Ifedford and
Carmine strceU. The policemen charged it.
One officer was bally hurt, and another officer
firedhis pistol, but he says not at tbe crowd.
No one was hurt. Reinforcements beat the
strikers ofl'.

There has been several disturbances this
morniug, tbe same as yesterday, but uolhiug
likea general riot.

The trouble threatened at the Dry Dock sta-
bles was averted by the prompt appearance of
150 policemen.

A crowd numbering nearly five hundred
charged a forty second-street car. The po ice
hemmed them iv,acd there was some lively
clubbing

The strikers dropped a bowlder into the Forty-
second-strect tunnel as 11 car was passing. Ko
damage

The strikers tore up the fishplate at the corner
of Forty-second street and rcventh avenue. The
police charged the crowd, who numbered thou-
sands, and many heads were cracked with
clubs.

Twenty cars were running this forenoon on
Sixth avenue, twice the number going yester-
day. Superintendent Mooie said: "We are
going to ruu our cars all day. We don't do
business here after the Brooklyn fashion, as the
strikers will fiud out to day if they attempt, to
interfere withus."

THE POUCS MCST FIGHT.
Police Inspector Williams gave characteristic

instructions to the polic« esc. rting the first car
over the Pixth-avenue line:

licemen to ride on the front platform aud threeon the rear platform. Iwaut you to take this
car to Cunal street and biing it back here.
