Upon awaking he says he found his wife lying
up n the floor, wi'h a r-'rﬁ»c around ber neck.
Actuated by a sudden mad impulse, for which
he cannot account, he seized a knire and
slashed the body. Upoun his reason returning he
became alarmed, and hastily crushed the body
iunto the chest i which it was found, thinking
to fly and make his escape. He found, however.
th=t he could not leave his wife's remains, and
fually resolved (10 inform the police.

£enator Stanford Introduces a Batch
of Bills—Death of the Veteran,
Colonel Hunt—Ete.

! A Number of Bills Tutroduced Yesterday
by Senator Stanford.

WasniNgTON, February 11th.—Senator Stan-
ford to day proposed an amendment to the
army aneropnstion bill authorizing the Secre-
tary of War to purchase four 15-inch pneumatic
guns, with necessurf apparatus for firng,
and carriage, to be located in San Francisco
harbor. The bill was accompanied by a letter
from Secretary Endicott approving the same.

Also, an amendment to the sundry civil bill
authorizing the expenditure of $38,000 on the
National Cemetery on the Reservation of the
Presidio, at San Francisco, in improving road-
ways, etc.

He also introduced a bill up})ropriating £350,
000 to pay James I. Sherley of ldaho. and the
estate of the late Francis DeLong of California
the amount found to be due them on an old
mail contract by the Court of Claims.

NEFDS LOOKING INTO.

A Proposition to Iuvestigate the Late
Tragedy in Arkansas.

WASHINGTON, February 11th.—Representative
Grosvenor to-day offered a lengthy preamble
and resolution regarding the recent eventsin
the Second Congressional District of Arkansas,
which culminated in the assassination of Hon.
John M. Clayton. The resolution provides for a
committee of five wmembers of the House—mow
members of the Committee on Elections and
elected to the Fifty-first Congress—to be ap-
gointed by the Speaker, to proceed without

elay and 1ake testimony touching the issues
joined in the contest, end to ascertain all facts
relating to the election and the contest, and
report to the next House of Representatives.

he resolution provides further that if, in the
opinion of the Committes on Elections, there is
no authority of existing law to prosecute and
cirry on the contest, under the circumstances
described, then the committee is authorized to
report—Dby bill or otherwise—such act or resolu-
tion as may be necessary to accomplish the
object stated. The resoluiion was referred to the
Committee on E'ections.

ST
A HERO GONE.

Death of Colonel Huunt, a Gallant Veteran
of Two Wars.

WASHINGTON, February 11th.—Colonel Henry
J. Hunt (retired), Governor of the Soldiers’
Home, died this moreing, in his sixty-ninth
year.

Colonel Hunt fought through the Mexican
War, and was twice promoted for gallantry. He
was promoted to Major on May 14,1861, and com-
manded the artillery on the extreme left in the
battle of Bull Run, After successive promotions
he was appointed Chief of the Artillery in the
Army of the Potomae, and on July 6, 1864, was
brevetted Major General of Volunteers for
“Faithful and meritorious service.” At Gettys-
bur;i: it was General Hunt who concentrated the
artillery fize upon Pickett's famous division and
almost annihilated it. He was retired as
Colonel 1 1883 and appointed Governor of the
National So:diers’ Home in this city.

JUDGE SHSFTER,

A Cal fornian Wh—n-lu Talked of for the
Attorvey-Gereralship.,

WASHINGTON, February 11th.—71he name of a
new candidate for a Cabinet position from Cal-
iforniz has b-en talked abeut to-day. It is that
of Judge James McM. Shafter, of Marin county,
and the post for which be is mentioned is that
of Attorney-General. Judge Shafler's name
was on the list of those submitted by Senator
Stanford (0 General Harrison some time ago
as among the Californians whose afxpoimmeut
would be satisfactory to the Republican varty
of the State.

Senator Stanford said to night that no steps
had been taken to write to the delegation in
Judge Shafter’s behaslf, but the impression hay-
ing gained ground that California could not ob-
tain the Iulerior Department it had been sug-
gested that an effort be made to secure the De-
partment of Justice. When asked for the basis
of the belief that California could not secure
the Iuterior Department, he said there was
nothing absolutely positive from General Har
rison on the subject, but gentlemen who had
been in conference with the President-elect did
rot believe that a Pacific coast man would be
chosen ~ecretary of the Interior. .

WasHINGTON, February 11th.—Some time ago
Representative Dingley introduced a resolution

1 engaged in illiclt sealing in Behring’s Sea.
This resolution was passed because no seizure
of Dritish vessels were made by the Govern-
m ot during last season. Thus far Secretary
Fairchild bas given no orders to prepare a reply
to Dingley’s resolution. In repiy to inquiries
respecting the issue of orders to the command-
ers of revenue cutters for next season’s sealing
operations, the Treasury officials say that these
orders will come from the new Secretary of the
Treasury. >

GOVERNMENT SCRUB PINE.

3o Prevent Ita Use by Miners Would
Ruin Eastorn Nevada.

WASHINGTON, February 11th.—-D. L. Bliss, of
Carson, Nev, was examined by the sub com-
mittee of the Senate Comimittee on Mines and
Mining to-day. He testificd that if the eutting
of cerubby pine timber on the lands ot eastern
Nevada was prohibited, it would put an end to
mining operations there. He swore that the
timber was unfit for any purpose except to be
used as firewood, ete., and that a refusal to per-
mit it to be cut would ruin the farmers, as well
as winers, inasmuch as the farmers depend
upon the miners to buy their produce.

The new City
Hall was crowded at all the entrances, where
the election proceeded at four different ballot-
boxes. The city voted as a whole. and not by
wards, and to accommodate the large number
of voters four polling-pla.ccs WEre necessary.
The Moimons, or People’s party, now have the
offices of the city.

At daylight brass bands and drum co ps were
promenadivg the streets with the begiuning of
the voting. A system of intimidation com-
menced on the part of the Mormons by arres -
ing Gentiles before they hiad a chance to vote,
and hurrying them off tojail. This was antici-
pated by the ()}\Fosi!c party, who had United
States Marshal Dyer present and a squad of
United States troops quartered in the Broom
Hotel, across the street. The Marshal at once
stopped the arrests until voters had a chance o
teuder their ballots and be passed upon by tl:c
Judges. After this the election -passed off
quietly. The result will not be determined be-
fore midnight.
