•with energy worthy a better cause This
scum of society which defies our small
police force, have their rendezvous within
th \u25a0 jaws of the miserable dens called dives.
These and the "open all the time" dogger-
ies are the places where mosl they meet and
concoct their plans and imbibe courage to
execute them. These holes are their chief
residences, in fact and especially in the
8ui:illhours of night.

Nut long ago the Chief of Police advised
the Trustees to close all places where
liq'.iore are sold at midnight, because most
of liie crimes of the class named are com-
mitted after that hour. Anattempt was
made to pass such an order, but it. was so
Sweeping in its provisions that itwould
have shut restaurants, hotels, etc., neces-
t iry to be kept open, and it was therefore,
defeated. The better ciaaa ofsaloons, those
tjrbioh do not harbor the thugs or priaie
those ou'luws to throttle men on the street,
bn.-nlarize and "stand-up people who hap-
pen to be out late, close their doors early;
bu :he headquarters of the pirate crew ere
low dodgeries, dives and dance halls which
keep open all night, or nearly all niabt.
Th« city authorities have the power to
designate the places that ought to be ch.se :i
eariy by excepting specitieally the business
thM may be kept open after twelve o'clock
at night, such as hotels and restaurants
with bars, or without, etc. Certainly the
inieaslty demands that the authorities
should: make some satisfactory order to
re. >iiate the objectionable places, and then
sd- 10 itthat the ordinance is enforced.
The city has long enough been disgraced
by t lie nightly vomit of thrse pestilential
places. Even if there is an excuse
f.i (he existence of the villainous sinks of
iniquity,which spew out in the night, and
by day not infrequently, the human wolves
that prey on property and life, and odend
all who pass upon the street, itdoes not
follow that they must be given perfectly
free rein. They are subject to municipal
regulation, and ought to be regulated with
uncompromising vigor.

The all-night dena referred to are public
nuisances, menaces to the salety of the peo-
ple fromassault and their homes from dep-
redations, and impress strangers very much
to our disadvantage. Ifthe nuisances were
proceeded against, it would be no difficult
u»«k to prove them so inimicalto public iu-
terest that decrees of abatement would issue
against them. For the good name of the
ci'.y, if for nothing more, these sinks of
crime and debauchery should be regulated
withseverity. There are not five hundred
lupn in Sacramento who are interested in
thrir being kept open at all, outside of the
thills who rally in them or under the in-
fluence of their rum fornightly raids. Our
ciiy authorities pursue an uneconomic
course by pouring water upon a consuming
tire of this kind, so long as oil is turned on
tbe iiames from other quarters. Itis folly,
». -r folly to set watches and increase po-
-1 \u25a0 forces and fill up the jailsina hope-
le.-s endeavor to put a stop to crimes of the
:i'ubt, and leave the seat and tap root of
the evil alone.

that this city takes no steps to close up, at
least at early night hours, the dens that
breed the class that now fairly terrorize the
homes ofthe city, arid makes some of our
chief streets at night a boulevard of reel-
ig, drunken, vulgar-mouthed and
jsuiting ruffians.
