Gas, Water and Brine.
One of the most remarkable of the won-

derful things of which Pittsburg boasts is
the combination well that has been struck
at the cracker factory of S. S. Marvin &
(Jo., on Liberty street. It produces at one
and the same time cold water as pure and
sweet as the dew that 'alls from heaver,
salt water as briny as old ocean's wave*,
and :i flow of gas that when ignited
illuminates the entire surroundings.
The well was drilled some time
ago, Mr. Marvin's idea being to get
a supply of clear, cold water for use inhis
bakery in the summer and during flood
times, when the city water is not desira-
ble. At 100 feet" the fresh water was
struck, and at 200 feet the salt water
and gas were found. Two casings
were inserted, one for the salt water and
gas, the other for the fresh water; and
now when the engine is started and the
gas lighted, spectators behold the wonder-
ful sight of fresh water, salt water and
fire, allcoming out of one wellat the same
time.

>. XVIIITHSESSION-FORTY-THIRD DAY.

SENATE.

Sacramento, February 18,1889. i
j The Senate met at 10 a. m., President pro tern.
l'S. M.White in the chair.

Roll called and a quorum present.
Prayer by the Chaplain, Rev. A. C. Bane.
Brie land presented a petition from the Board

ofSupervisors oftlskiyou county againtt chang-
Iing the boundary line between the counties of

Siskiyou ana Del Norte.
DaigillJpiesented three petitions signed by a

large number ofpersons, asking that the age of
consent be raised to eighteen years ofage.

Henshaw, from the Committee on Counties
and County Governments, reported back the
"Omnibus Bill" agreed upon by the coinint-
teesofthe two Houses, including all proposed
amendment* to the County Goverrjnent Act.

ONLY ONE BILL.
Jones introduced a billappropriating $1,000 to

pay the expenses of the Raiiroad Commissioners
togo to Washington to attend the National In-
ter-state Commerce Commission meeting. The
billwas read a first time and oidered printed.

TAXATION OF WHHBABIfc
S. C. A. 4, topropose to the people of the Statean amendment to the Constitution of the State,

relative to the taxation of morisieges and deeds
oftrust, was taken up from the special file.Bowers, the author, tooke in favor of the
adoption of the resolution, advancing all the
arguments against the taxation of mortgages.
He held that the only one benefited .by the ex-
isting provision of the Coi.stitution was themoney lender, while the entire burden of such
taxation fell upon the poor man and the bor-
rower. People from the East would not invest
money in a State which taxes mortgages.

The resolution failed to pass by a vote of 16
ayes to 22noes.

Bowers gave notice of a motion to reconsider.
DX PUE OS TOP.

A message was received from the Governor
nnnouncing his approval of S. B. 6, amending

Another message from the Governor, coming

ina few minutes later, announced the appoint-
ment of K.J. DePue as a State Prison Director,
vice Cornelius O'Connor, declined.

CARE OK KKKDIE-MINDSI)CHILDREN.
S. B. ISK), toamer d an Act to provide for the

government and management of the California
Home for the Care and Training of Feeble-
minded Children, came up on its passage,

Crandall succeeded, iv the absence of its
author, inhaving it recommitted, withinstruc-
tions to amend so that money paid to the Trus-
tees for the care ofchildren, by parents whjcan
afford to pay for their cae.be paid into the
State Treasury, instead of the Treasury of the
Home.

De Long an-i Boggs vainly pointed out the in-
justice of such un amedment, but the Senators
were nia^y of them reading newspapers, so the
motion of the SaUa Clara Senator prevailed by
a vote otl"to 15.

The Senator
from Santa Clara has thus scored one victo-y
over the ladies of the Home during the absence
of the author of the bill.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The Judiciary Committee of the Senate has
made a report on the resolution introduced
about ten days ago by Benator Dray, which will
set at rest the talk about further legislation be-
ing needed inregard to the site for the United
States Government buildiLg in this city. The
;resolution wa« as follows:

Ac»>lv«l, That the Committee on Judiciary of
ithe Senate is requested to examiue and report
|whether any further legislation i.s necessary on
the part of the State of California to the United

;states Government in the matter of l'ostoffice
1 and other public building sites necessary lor
the use of said Government, and ;fthey find'
that more legislation is necessary, to report a
billfor that purpose.

The committee says: "We have had the same'
under consideration, and respectfully report

ithat we have examined the subject insaid reso-
lution contained, and on said examination tind'
thai no further legislation is necessary thereon."

The Committee on City and County Govern-
;inent yestercay reported favorably a*substitute

for S B. 484, introduced by Senator Bowers.
This bill proposed to change the boundaries of
San Diego City and leave Coronado Beach out
of the corporation, as that village wauts toset
up for itself. And tfcere ismuch feeling in San
Diego and on the beach regarding it. Senator
Bowers, upan consultation with the Judiciary
Committee, htt found out that there is no law
allowinga city toexclude any part of its terri-
tory, and the Constitutioa expressly prohibits a
special law lor thi» purpose. There are many
cities in California iha: comprise the original
pueblo and there is now no way to out off the
country from the city. The city itSan Diego is
compelled tocollect city taxes nearly twenty
miles from town, as that pueblo extends about
twenty-six milts along the coast. The substitute
provides a method that leaves the whole matter
ofchanging the boundaries ofa city to the voter*
thereof.

Last raturday the pages of the Assembly pre-
sented Speaker Howe with a box of Havana
cigars.

The Assembly Committee on Federal Rela-
tions willmeet at 9:30 this morniug, inRoom 55.Upto last evening 606 bills had been intro-
duced in the Senate and 504 in the Assembly.

W. I-.Dudley, of Stockton, will speak in the
Assembly Chamber this evening on the subject
of woman suffrage.

An effort was made in the Senate yesterday
evening to hold a night session, but failed by a
vote of 16 to lii. It was noticed that mostly
those who voted forholding the evening session
were the ones who usually favored adjourn-
ments at any time, and who do verylittle when
they are present. The matter wan made plain
when it was discovered that about half of the
Senators had received complimentary tickets to
Modjeska's performance at the Metropolitan,
and those who had been slighted were attempt-
ing tc make the favored ones remain at the
Capitol.

On Friday night las', when the Senate was in
confusion, aud the wine was flowingInthe f*oi-
geant at-Arms' room over the result of the con-
tested election cases, Pinder mcceeded in get-
ting a leave of absence for the Committee on
Fish and Game. They took a clerk and went to
Han Frani'itco, aDd took carriages for the ClitV
House, for the alleged purpose of examining
into the

'
seal nuisance. The seals gave no

testimony, but the committee had a good time,
and trie taxpayers willfoot the bill.

The Assembly Committee on Public Morals
held a meeting last evening and considered the
bill lor suppression of pool rooms. T. J. Clunie
appeared as counsel against the bill and intro-
duced sjveral witnesses toshow that breeding
Mood horses depended on racing, and racing on
betting, and that without these stimulants this
inipornmt industry woulddecline.
