
STATE PRISON INVESTIGATION.
General McComb Arrives Unexpectedly

and Testifies Before the Committee.
The Assembly Committee cc Ways and

Means met Saturday morning to continue their
State Prison investigation. The first witness
examined was E. A. BoclL, Superintendent ot
the door department, who testified that aman
named Daley, employed in the thop, bed said
he could get no relief inthe hospital. He was
persuaded to get a pass, andstarted te go to the
hospital, but the next the witness keew of him
he was found dead in the alley. Deceased had
said that unless he {rot relief he woulddo away
with himself Dt.Durant was incharge of the
hospital at that tiue. Dr. Feller attended
patients in L>r. DuTant's absence. The hair of
deceased prisoner had come qct in spots pre-
vious to his committing suicide. Witness
thought he was demented. Medicine could not
help him. Inreply to a question by Mr.Storke,
witness said la- had not known any instance
of the prisoci physician refesiug to treat sick
prisoners who made proper application. Wit-
ness had been at sau Queu.in ten years. Dr.
Fuller is the druggist at the prison. Witness
had not rmblicly expressed bis condemnation
ofthe treatmeut given sic>k prisouers.

'CRAHKY-3S.LLEY.
A.G. Harrison, foreman ot the door depart-

ment at can Quentin, testified that deceased
prisoner had a»ked fcr and received a pass to
the hospital onseveral occasions. One day pris
oner asked for a certain patent medicine net
kept at the prison. Afterward Mr. Boell bad
gotten it for him. Prisoner had tiiled himself
by throwing himself from the fourth story.
Witness thought a f;ood many ofthe prisoners
were partially Insane, lhat kind are kept in
'"Cranky Alley." The prisoners kept there
were treated the same as ia other parts of the
prison. The cranks were Generally put at
scavenger work. About 800 out of ihel.iKM
convicts are at work in the jute mills, sash aad
door factory and machine shop. The foremen
have toshow the prisoners how to do the work,
and are appointed by the Directors, usually
upon the recommendation of the contractors.
The output of products of ban Quentin is very
small compared with the totals for the whole
State.

MORE FROM BOELL.
Witness Boell again took the stand and testi-

fied that the output ofthe sash and door factory
at San Quenlin was so small that itdidnot in-
fluence the rate of wages paid infactories else-
where in the State. The contractors who use
convict labor have to pay almost as much in
the long run for production as outside manu-
facturers do. The sash and door factory at San

Quentin (yields the dtate about S'o looprofit
\u25a0each year. The old Directors had about de-
cided to clo6e the factory, but the new adminis-
tration came in, and it was continued running,
but ilwas understood that it wat to be closed
down on March Ist. The stock is exhausted
and no orders have been given for new sup-
plies.

I'ADI,TALKS OF FOLSOM.

Captain M.Paul, Turnkey at Folsom for the
last lour years, took the stand aud testified that
(ieneral John McComb wax Warden at the time
witness went there. For the firet two months
witness was gatekeeper, then roustabout, and
also inspector o' food aud supplies sent to pris-
oners. Very often the muttou sent by the Sac-
ramento contractor was not good— Hot fit to eat,
in fact. 'Ihe potatoes also were bad, btins the
refuse of the Sacramento market. Bread and
beef averaged better, although ouco in » while
the butcher would ringina. "stug

"
which was

not very good. During three years Johu Mc-
Comb, Jr., was the commissar}-, but he did uot
attend to his duties. One of tfle convicts super-
intended the cuitinn up of the meats. Witness
had ivMay,1867, bent for yo«ug McComb to in-
spect some meat which was spoiled, for the
purpose oi having itcondemned, but McComb
was in bed and refused to get up and inspect
the meat, sending word that witness couldUther
accept it orlet italone. W

GCtZLON CIMHDS.
The first guard witness saw drunk was George

W. NLxon, who was appoiuted by Director Wil-
kinsof San Rafael. The guard was lyingon a
bench and could not be awakened. His pistol
was taken away from him and he was carried
away to sleep itoff. He was not discharged, but
was taken fromnight duty and put on day duty.
There was a guard named Dick Heinrich

—
a

Sacramento man
—

who got drunk one night and
threatened ta whip the second watch

—
chief

and all -but he was not discharged. The War-
den had the power to «*ischarKt guards. The
Warden never inspected the prison until about
the time ofthe Fncher investigation. General
McComb attended to the office and left the de
tails of the routine toCaptain Chambers and
Captain Murphy.
Inanswer toquestion* by Mr. Combs, witness

(luted that Warden auIIdoes not allow drunk-
enuess among the employes oi the prison, being
very strict inthat respect.

MB JIAH" CITIZENS.

A (,'uard named Kelly had let a prisoner
<soip<; in December, ISB4, and two years later
was, for that escape, discharged by Warden
McComb, who so stated in the discharge papers.

Witness had known of prisoners being taken
outside to work on Captain Chambers' private
ranch, a mile from the prison.

Another guard, named Ben. Hanford, used to
get drunk, also his wife,and then they would
fight and arouse tbe neighborhood. When War-
den Aullcame in. Ham™', said he would have
to skin out. aud did so. His wife left soon af-
terward.

Matt. Reddy, the notorious straw-bondsman
of San Francisco, was sent up to Folsom to act
as a guard, lie oue night got drunk and in-
sisted upon licking everybody he met. Mc-
Comb ordered other guards to take Reidy and
deprive him ofhis pistol and put him to bed.

Some ot the
"

trusties" were allowed to sleep
outside the walls of the prison. They were all
short-term men.

BAII.S.V WAS SOLID.
Favoritism w»s shown prisoner? iv some in-

stances, (.ildBillUresg, aconvict, ina quarrel
struck another convict named Roger O'Meara,
bui. never was brought to account for it, al-
though witE«sh»<z made complaint.

Met'omb. LittleIVte subsequently told witness
that '.t had cost him considerable money to re-
tain his queue, and that ifhis money had been
uvt.1 inihe right place he never would have
beeu imprisoned at all.

(MUM CAIERX.
A man named Costello. a clerk inCaptain

;mber's office,used frequently to get drunk.
< Intellomade his home wilha notorious woman
who lived near the prison grounds and who
used to smuggle opium intoihe prisoners. Cos-
u-110 was not discharged for these oitVnses. On
one occasion, when Oostello was <lrunk, he
Kicked out a window in tbe female department.
Captains Chambers and Murphy used to keep
these mat ere from the knowledge ofWarden
McComb as much as possible.

The longest period of solitary confinement
that witness knew of was two years. Tnis was
the case of a man named .Smith who bad tried
to etcape. Another man known as

m< confine! £ year aud a half foncfu>inK to
work. "Blueskin" afterward became insane
and :s now inStockton Asylum.

Witness st&'.ed that the admininistration of
Warden Aulli» very creaitable. The prisoners
are rtore cheerful and contented than they were
under General McComb. The commissary de-
partment is weJ imanaged aud the convict are
we11 fed and satisfied.

The committee, at 1o'clock, adjourned until
evening.

GENERAL M'COMB AJUUVJK.
General John McComb baring arrived in the

city about noon, Chairmen Sbauahan called the
committee together at 3-.VO o'clock.

General Mi-Comb ml sworn and took the
Hand. Chairman tibanahan produced a bundle
of letter*, remarking th*tl;e wished tog;ve wit-
nes* the fullett epportunity to explaiD every-
tb ng.

General McComb declined to receive or ex-
amine tbe letters, saying that itwould only be
anticipating the pwoeeniim to be heid before
i.\i- <;overn»r. He Uiougnt he should not be
railed upon to go>H>?oud the matters mentioned
in the subponii and in the Assembly resolution
empowering tliecommittee to proceed \\\ih the
investigation.

In reply to * question by Mr. Mathews, wit- I
ness stated thut it was not true that 100 looms
run at night produced less than 75 run in the
daytime.
In acswer to a question by Mr.Storke, wit-

ness stated that the cost of a bag by day work
was 5 ceuts, and bynight about 5.3 cents. The
fraction of extra cost was on account of the
lights at night. Otherwise the output would be
the same

Questioned by Mr. Matbews, witness stated
that it was not true that on the books of the
prison a part of the day product had been added
to the night product lor the purpose of making
a good showitg. He stat d that the accounts
do not distinguish between the day and night

\u25a0output of each twenty-four hours.
At the time the night shift was inaugurated it

was <ie.-in.d to relieve farmers from the exac-
tions ofth« '•ring." The night shift had served
the desired purpose of immediately iucreasing
the supply of jute bags.

Oue objection to doubling the j>lant of jute
machinery was that it would require the best
part ofa year to get it here from Dundee. He
thought there would be very little gaiued by
stopping the night work and doubling the day
capacity.

Keplying toquestions by Mr.Ostrom, witness
stated that the cost of tacks hai never gone
beyond 5.27 cents each. He was in favor ot in-
creasing the revolving fund from SV),000 to
8100,000, so that necessary capital might be kept
on Iniid withwhich to take advantage of bar-
gains in the jute market.

Mr.Mathews informed the witness that the
committee was inpossession of a great mass of
figures purporting to give the exact outputs of
the diy aad night shifts, and tending to show
that the night shifthad been a tinancial failure.

MOJIE LETTERS.

Mr.Shanahan then handed witness "Exhibit
20," which, after a brief examination, he pro-
nounced genuine. Alsj, "Exhibit 56." which
was also declared genuine, and which read as
fo'.lows:

He
treats of the gross disbursements, and makes a
satisfactory exhibit, but we are just now called
upon to meet ihe fifi.OOO puzzle. 1 think it will
not be diilieult to rind that amouut inextra
cost of food, extra ratious, increased cost of
coal, galling guns and cannons, electric lights,
gas fixtures extra gas. horses, houses, tools,
pallsad uj,bituminous rock. etc.

John Me,omb. Warden.
Questioned by Mr. Storke, witness said the

letter was self-explauitory, and perfectly clear
concerning the

526,000 puzzle." The galling

guns and cannon, lor instance, had cost some
§2,400. He would not undertake to state the
amount ot the other items mentioned withjui
referring to the books.

He explained that the "extra rations" meant
both more and better rations. The cost per
capita of maintaining prisoners is estimated
mainly from past experience. The rate is about
42% cents per day. One hundred and fiftypris-
oaers had been transferred from Folsom to San
Quentin.
Inreply to question by Mr. Mathew*, witness

oaid he estimated theprison would require S2oU,-
--000 a year for the next two fiscal years, inaddi
tion to the profits received from the mauufaet
ures carried on within the :prison. This was
525",000 higher than the estimate foreach of the
last two years.

Replying to Mr. Shanahan, witness stated
that ex-convict Walden had proven himself a
valuable man and worthy of confidence. He
had been recommended by Captain Thomas,
who had now unjustly and falsely accused
Walden

Mr.Walden was present and manifested a de-
sire to address the committee, but was not
called upon to do so.

SOMETHING ABOCT SACKS.

Replying to Mr Whitehurst, witness stated
that allpurchasers of sacks had been required
to send the cash with their orders. Boggs, Kose,
Hager, Pound'tone and such well-known men
had been given the privilege of paying on de-
livery. Paris Kiibourn hail bought a large
quantity of sacks which be had paid forby a
check dated seven days ahead. 'It had been
cashed in due course of business. AlbertGalla-
tin had bought tacks on one occasion, and gave
a check dated fifteen or twenty days ahead, as
he didnot wish the goods delivered until that
time. Other prominent consumers hud been
permitted to telegraph their orders for sacks,
and pay for them ondelivery. He had instruc-
tions from the Board of Directors not to charge
more than eight cents per sack. Ipto that limit
he sold at a traction under the itiling market
price. When the market rate exceeded eight
cents the price at San Quentin remained at that
limit. The market price had sometimes gone to
nine and a half cents.

..Exhibit s'' was handed the witness and
identified as genuine.

(This letter referred to complaints made by
Rector, the foreman ot the night shift in the
jute mill, whohad complained to the Warden
that he was getting discouraged trying to make
a success of it.

Also, '-Exhibit <i" pronounced genuine by
the witness:

•'October 4. lSSß— Director Scrivner is of the
opinion that itwillbe best to have the reorgan-
ization ofthe night shift made before the meet-
ingof the Board, so that he can say, pattttTCto,
that the night shift is running with nearly the
full complement of prisoners. ItScrivner made
that statement he was imposed upon, as woch
was not the ease. Ithink you had better report
tome exactly what you said to the Governor on
the subject, so that Imay make what Ihave to
say fitin what you have already said."

At the request of Mr. Mathews, the commit-
tee's stenographer read the figures previously
aliuaed to as baring beet lnrmshed by Captain
Thomas, and showing that the night shift was a
failure.

McComb remarked that the figures undoubt-
edly had been "manufactured' by Captain
Thomas, as the millaccounts were not kept so
as to distinguish between the uight and day
shifts.

At 6o'clock the committee adjourned until
7:30.

At the evening session General McComb again
took the stand. The committee desired him to
pass upon the letters, some sixty in number,
one byone, but the General demurred and
asked that they be leftmail the next meeting
of the committee. After considerable divi-
sion the clerk of the committee was instructed
to notify the senate Committee on Slate Prisons
that the Assembly Committee on Ways and
Means willcontinue the investigation at a meet-
ing to be held at the State Library next Tuesday
evening, at which time Warden McComb will
be present and pass upon the letters and also
present important figures concerning the much
talked-of jute mill.

Chairman Shanahau read aloud the following
letler:
