
PARNELL VINDICATED.

PKiOTi CONFESSES TO FORGING
THE LETTERS.

He Also Admits the Commission of
Perjury —Hie Flight from Jus-

tice— Egan'a Discovery.

{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE EEOOP.IVUNMN.]

London, February 26th.— When th« Pamell
Commission met this morning P.usscll stated
that Pigott on Saturday night went tie Labou-
chere'B office, and, in the presence of George
Augustus Sala, signed a confession that the Par
nell letters were forgeries. Russell then made
an applitatiou fora warrant for-Tigott, whiflH
was granted.

Counsel for the Tims said he vas not ready

withany otiser witness, and it -would now be
necessary toconsider whether they would/pro-
ceed withany part of the case.

Pigott inhis confession admits that he forged
all the letters ascribed to Egas, Pamell, Davitt
aodO'KeJly. Hetlso admite that he perjured
himself before the Commission.

A FOVL CONSPIRACY.
Attorney-General Webster stated thai yester-

day morning Shannon received a letter from
Pijiott, and he would call Shannon to prove it
ifl'aroell'b-ciunseldesirevi.

Russell said he rearettfd he had not heard of
the letter earlier. •' Whatever coures Webster
takes," continued he,

"
»ye propose to pursue a

thorough investigation of the matter. Itis de-
liberately charged that behind Pigott and Hous-
ton there has been a feel conspiracy. Added to
this is the fact of Pigott's escape."

•THE "TIMES* AND riGOVT.
Solicitor Soames, the Time*' counsel, here em-

.phalically denied that he had don'1anything to
assist Pigott to escape. Counsel for the Times
expressed ignorance of his whereabouts when
questioned by the Court, but said he left his
hotel at-11 o'clock last night.

Justice Hannen adjourned the Commission
halt an hour to giw2 Pigott time to appear, with
the understanding that itstill absent allhis
papera would be seized.

WHAT J'KiOTT (ONFKN-E.S.

Russell stated to the Court that he possessed
letters and documents which fixed figott as the
forger of the letters. He alto said Pigott had
confessed to Solicitor Lewis that he was the
forger. Labouchere and Parnell, both of whom
were present, would corroborate his statement
regarding Pigotl's confession. Pigott uninvited
called at Laboucheie's office on Saturday and
stated that he desired to confess. Labouchere
would not listen to him unless witnesses were
present. Thereupon witnesses were called, in-
cluding Mr. H&la,and Pigott made the confes-
sion as stated.

The confession of the forger was then pro-
duced.

Kussell said that Pigott first confessed only
that the Pamell letters were forged, but Pamell
refused to accept tnis confession as satisiactory.
On Monday Pieott wrote a letter to Solicitor
Shannon declaring his confession to Labouchere
•and Sala false and making a new statement, in
which he -says Pat i:asey forged the signatures,
and he himself wrote the body of the Parnell
letters in the first batch, and two of Parnell' s
letter*, eneof Davitt's and one of O'Kelly's in
the second batch were treated in the sune
manner.

Abundle of Pigoti's letters, captured at An-

derton/s Hotel, has been read privately by the
Court in the pending case.

ASSISTED BY THE GVARDS.
Sir Charles added that Pigott hadmade his es-

cape assisted by a body-guard consisting of an
Irish constable and two Scotland Yard detec-
tives, and demanded that the Court summon
the constable and detectives who were withPi-
gott t<> explain the escape.

TAKIK<;TESTIMONY.

Tuflnoony wastnen taken. Solicitor Shannon
testified that Sunday night Pigott gave hima
written statement denyin? the statement made
to ljtbouchcrc that he forged ail the letters.
Pigou said he believed the first batch genuiue.
In the second batch two Parnell leiters were
forged by himsulf and Casey; the third batch,
consisting of letters from Messrs. Davitt and
O'Kelly, were also forged by himself and
Casey. Hgott added inhis statement that, hav-
ingnow stated the truth and confessed before
the world, the tfmet should deal leniently with
him..

On cross examination. Shannon said h° had
taken nosteps to prevent Pigott bolting. He ex-
pected him to appear inCourt.

Houston testified that Pigott had not takfn
p.Tiv luggage. He produced the letters left for
Pig<.tt at Anderton's, but they contained noth-
ingofimportance. He also produced the letter
Pieott addressed to him Saturday, asking for a
balance, saying he was told he would be prose-
i-mt/d for "perjury, and wanted the money to
s:-nd (o his poor children.

A CO2SSVI.TATIOS WANTID.

After the testimony was received Russell
staled he would prove"by the agent at Glasgow

that i'igott had committed a series of forgeries.
The Court refused the testimony.

Wetaatec asked the Commission to adjourn
until to-morrow, in order to cable clients, con-
sirtcr iheif posi ion and decide what part of the
case willbe abandoned, also ascertain whether
Pitr«it'. is «cpc.-sible. He would announce the
coum the Jinn intended to pursue to-mor-
row.

H.ir.nen then adjourned the Court until to-
morrow.

Then he had to rartially confess to his em
r.iloyere and llie AJtorney-General, and his
colleague* compelled LeCaron to testify and
be as malignant »3 possible, swearing that
Parnell declared he favored an armed
revolution, and that Alexander Sullivan
got him (LeCaroa) intoa secret revolutionary
organization. This was for the purpose
ofbreaking the force of Parnell's information
about PigoU'* antecedents, but Pigott bad do
suspicion of the overwhelming completeness
of knowledge conveyed in the package to Par-
nell, and did not realize

until he got into Sir

Charles Russell's clutches— th«t no calumny

could impair the fatal efffeci upon him and on
the TTmili UMir of what Parnell knew.

Had Eeran not made the discovery, tbo truth
of the letters could only have been denied, but
their falsehood could not have been demon-
strated. Ihe situation would hare beeu a
Time* victory, and that a victory of the Times
wouliibe the ruin of Parnell, the Home Rule
party and the indefinite discredit of the Lib-
erals.

Anarchist, now serving a fifteen-year sentence
at Joilet, *ias written a letter to his brother,
which ispractically a reply to the statements of
Judges <>rinnell and Gary, that they wouldcon-
sider Uie question of signing a petition for his
pardon after he had made a lullconfession of
everything withiu his knowledge connected
with the Haymarket riot and conspiracy, and
all thai led tip toit.

Inhis letter he says:

Ihave nothing to con-

fess, being innocent of any complicity whatever
in tbe Haymarket tragedy or conspiracy."

He sajS- that the Lehr and Wehr-Verein,
winch was an ogranizaiion for teaching the use
of arms and tactics of war. was disbanded after
tlae passage of the prohibitory statute, and if
ever reorganized he knew nothing of it. In
conclusion, he declares that he has never advo-
oated theories tending to produce revolution,
but has always maintained that the wrongs of
•the «orkingmen could be repressed at the bal-
lot, and not by force. He says his application
forpardon is based on no other ground than ab-
solute innocence.
