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All About the Queen's Pipe— The
Severed Head—An Ancient As-

size—A City of Salt.

The new Enclish County Councils have

that the tark of cleanbing Augean stables
vcill be the most formidable. The new
metropoM'-an cognition fells heir to a
host of responsibilities whose magnitude is
commer.surate with the five millions o",

people "whom it willhave to govern. Con-
trol<?. police and lirebrigades, street light-
ing, sanitary matters and water supply,
duties which formerly fell to the hhare of
a number of independent bodies, willnow

have to be discharged by one. The
go.geous pageants that erstwhile filed
down Ring street, the remembrancers, the
train-l>earerß, the man in armor, nay, the
civic pigeons themselves, will soon be
things of the past, archaic and ol>solete as
the wooden giants inGuildhall. A Lord
Mayor and Aldermen there willstill be,
but how the office of the dignitaries is to
command respect when shorn of its out-
ward magnificence, it is hard to say.
Henceforth "the nameless grace of beadle-
hood" willhave to be sustained withnone
of those meretricious pomps which daz-
zled the eye of the intelligent foreigners,
and made the wearer appear to him as
civicallj transfigured. The reign of lov-
ing cups and turtle soup willdisappear
more Blowly,for of the good things of this
life the new order bus probably an equally
keen appreciation its the old one it has
supplanted.

Last year there m consumed in her
Majesty's pipe over 15,000 pounds ofsmug-
gled tobacco, and probably double that
quantity of such leaf as from its poor qual-
ity was not worth the duty levied on it.
The Queen's tobacco pipe, or rather pi)**,
for she has more than one of them, is quite
an institution. Neither she nor her sub-
jects smoke it, and while always slight,
the fumes arising therefrom are destined
to be enjoyed by nobody. The pipe in
shape and dimensions resembles a kiln,
and is set up in lonely s[>ot, the ap-
proach to which is carefully guarded by
officers of the ouvtouis. The spectacle of
so much valuable merchandise going up
in smoke is a wasteful one and suggests
the more rational alternative of devoting
the proceeds which could be realized from
its sale, to a reduction of the national
debt.

The question of whether consciousness
survives in "the- severed head has been
mooted in these columns before, and while
the recently published experiments of Dr.
Paul Love do not conclusively answer it,
the burden of proof which they adduce is
decidedly negative and reassuring. The
various muscular movements observed in
the decapitated heads of animals are not
to be considered as implying sensation,
but are the visible expressions of a shock,
the consciousness of which is at longest
momentary. The facial contortions tioted
both in the cases of decapitated human
beings and animals are not, in the opinion
of the author of "La mort decapi-
tation," to be interpreted as evidence
of present suffering, for they ex-
ist as much in subjects that have
been previously chloroformed as in those
who have been operated on in the full
flush of consciousness. In regard to this
class of ei|>erimentj, it is singular to ob-
serve that the lower we descend in the
scale of animal creation, the more pro-
nounced are the reflex phenomena which
exist in the trunk after decapitation.
Thus, while the trunk of a decapitated
man is invariablymotionless, that of adog
exhibits certain well-defined tremors,
while tlve bulk of an ostrich willrun a
matter of several hundred yards after the
loss ol its brain case.

The citation of the learned and vener-
able Bishop of Lincoln to apjiear before
the Sdeotstical Court of liis superior at
Lambeth Palace, and there stand trial for
ritualism, is :m anachronism towhidiEng-
land has not furnished more than two par-
allels in this century. Ritualism i- about
tiie only practice of an historic church
which has not taken root in this o<«intrv,
and Americans willl>e amazed to hear of
a irilsinal which can compel a don of Ox-
ford,*spiritual Lord and an octogenarian to
answer at the bar of justice for offenses
that, rationally considered, have neither
name nor meaning. The chancels of Kng-
iish churches, however, are fenced about
by a tuost peculiar code of ecclesiastical
etiquette. and while it b fash-
ionable to transgress this code,
the priest or Bishop who does so lay* him-
self open to v prosecution fur ritualism. In
the case of a l«Mdistinguished prelnte the
Court of Arches is the tribunal which ad-
judicates, but in the present instance, in
view of the fiict thai :iLord Bishop of the
E-tablished Church is the offender, to meet
the emergency the Archbishop of Canter-
bury has revived a media-val assize to try
an issue al*surdly modern contrasted with
the antiquity of the Court. At the worst,
Dr. King may be deprived of his
nee, wkile <-t the best he may
be acquitted, thereby winning a
victory for ritualism which they
will be quirk to take advantage of.
Between these extremes, however, there
are many means, and considering the ex-
cessive slowness ofecclesiastical c .urts and
the advanced age of the defendant, the
latter may easily stave oft' the consequence
of an adverse decision by timelyslipping
into his grave Mmit can l>e pronounced
against him.

The«xtent to which the exhumation of
salt hm been tarried in the brine-beds un-
derlying Cheshire and Worcestershire
threatened toproduce a general sulwidence
of the land.

The appearance of Nor-
wichconvey* the impression that the plac«
lias but lately re<-overed from au earth-
quake, ho fissured are the roadways, and m
sunk the buildings. In this town not long
since the -earth opeard and swallowed a
hotel yard, the subsidence happily not in-
volving any lons of life. Allthe houses of
the town -have #unk below their for-
mer level, and the principal bridge has
been voted dangerous. A building for-
merly occupied as a Court has had
to be abandoned at> unstible, and
gas and water pipes are an end-
less source of -trouble in this rapidly
settling community. The salt invJustrv is
a most remarkable one, and tt c brine
springs and brine caves ef its Cheshire
seat are among the most wonderful natural
phenomena to be encountered am where
in the island. Atj.as.

FEMALE DETECTIVES.

CA<-ES IX WHICH THEY CAN EX-
CEL XO.

Authorities Differ as to the General
Fitnets of Women for the Se-

cret Service.

Although for a long time detectives of
the fair sex

—
and some of them of good so-

cial status
—

have been employed for the
discovery of crime and grave political of-
fenses, and also for making private in-
quiries where delicacy and tact is requisite,
female detectivism has but occasionally

been employed in the United Kingdom
for public purposes, and even then with
merely insiguiticent results. In a recent
Government report upon the Scotch police
by Captain Monro, her Majesty's inspector
for constabulary for Scotland, he says that
the employment of a few women ou the
detective stan" in large and populous places
might possibly be of valuable service.
Owing to this statement, and the import-
ant fact that the employment of women as

private detectives in London has made
great progress, a writer in the London
Queen has carefully investigated the sub-
ject of this article on which he has re-
ceived some appreciable information from
those who are the most competent to
speak with authority on the question.

WOMEN FOR "srOTTEKS."
As regards the engagement of women

for the detection of crime in this country,
it is not only very limited, but merely ex-
tends to few offenses, the most important
of which appear to be shoplifting and
pocket-picking cases and other thefts. In
these and other instances they generally
act under the guidance and close super-
vision ofregular members of the detective
stan". Some years ago a large firm of
omnibus proprietors always engaged
women to nnd out the dishonesty of the
conductors of these vehicles in robbing
their masters of a portion of their fares,
and it is stated that women are even now
employed for this purpose.

As competent and trustworthy women
are difficult to secure for secret service in
police forces, and as no effectual means

Iexist for training them for this delicate
duty, and as they are indifferently paid
for their work, there is a general feeling
among policemen of all ranks that under
present regulations it would be unwise to
permanently employ women on detective
staffs or v agents or as assistants to the
members of such inconnection with crim-
inaland political investigations. On the
other hand, in Paris, Berlin, Vienna, St.
Petersburg and other large centers of pop-
ulation OB the continent, the detective
service rendered by women to the police in
these cases is very valuable. The social
position of ladies employed is often of a

I superior order, while their general knowl-
edge is very advanced. The diplomatic
corjis of some continental nations engage
ladies as detectives out of their own coun-
try. Itis stated that a few of the fair sex
are employed inLondon on behalf of the
French and German embassies, and render
very efficient help to those to whom they
are responsible as such.

STRONG ON DIVORCE CA^F>.

Now, forprivate detective work inP-ng-
land

—
as that required in divorce cases,

tracing missing friends and other secret
inquiries

—
a great number of women are

employed, and their number and services
have immensely increased during the last
ten years or thereabouts, when female de-
tectivism as a system is said to have com-
menced by firms of private inquiry agents
in the metropolis. The writer has been
informed by the principals of two import-
ant private inquiry offices inLondon

—
in

bothof which a large stan" of women are
employed —

that the hitter are far more
efficient for their duties than men would
be. Great care is taken intheir selection,
and they are better paid for their services
than women who are temporarily em-
ployed in police forces in proportion to
the time they are respectively engaged in
their work.

One metropolitan firm, at least, not
merely engages a great number of female
detectives permanently to devote their
whole time to private inquiry business,
but pays them a liberal salary inaddition
to giving them a bonus in respect of each
investigation which they have been main-
lyinstrumental in bringing to a success-
ful termination. The amount received by
the employers of these women in several
ofsuch cases is very large, and the latter
are paid accordingly. One tirm of inquiry
agents has a very clever lady in their
service, who, in the discharge of her
duties, has traveled many thousands of
miles. Her remuneration lias approached
£400 a year from detective work alone.
Another firm h;i-s paid one of their fair
sex detectives as much as £80 for a
month's service in private investigations.
In addition to the remuneration the more
efficient of these detectives obtain from
the employers, their incomes are materi-
ally supplemented by handsome gratuities
they receive for successful services ren-
dered to those who pay their masters very
liberally for such.

The same
grievous murrain ntfects our cattle to thi*
day in all tropical and seuii-tropical
climates.

Dr. Most cites tiie followingcases: A
man contracted a roaiignaut fever and died
after salting the meat of an ox which had
been sick with murrain.

A family died after eating the meat of
a hog which had been .sick with angina.

InMarburg, Steirmark, several persons
died of hydrophobia who had been eating
meat from cattle which had been bitten by
a mad dog.

To avoid poisoning or parasitic infection
from meat, always procure, fresh, whole-

some meat and thoroughly cook it,to de-
stroy the life of the parasitic embryo.

THE RUSSIAN CHURCH.
Its Chief Dignitary— How It is Governed

—Appeal for Aid.
A remarkable letter was written a few

weeks ago to one of the London papers by
the Metropolitan of St. Petersburg, the
chief dignitary of the Russian Church.
This letter >vas an appeal toEnglishmen
to aid insupporting the missionaries who
have been sent out by the Russian Church
to Japan.

Itis very unusual and noteworthy that
a Russian prelate should appeal to the re-
ligious feelings of Englishmen in such a
cause, and the letter attracted a great deal
of comment; but the writerof the letter,
aside from his high ecclesiastical office, is
no ordinary man.

Isidore, the Metropolitan of St. Peters-
burg, is over 90 years of age, and has for a
very long time been a conspicuous and
much venerated personage inEurope. He
has spent a long life in doing good and
beneficent work. The son of a peasant,
he rose, at an early age, by reason of his
ability and true piety, to a place in the
Church, and finally was placed inits high-
est dignity.

From the first he has worked with un-
remitting zeal to elevate the Kussian
priesthood, and to infuse a more ardent
zeal and spiritintothe body of the Church.

It is sometimes said that the Czar is
the Pope of the Russian Greek Church,
but this statement is misleading. He by
no means occupies the same position in
it that the Pope does in the Roman
Catholic Church, for the Roman Pontiff
defines and declares the doctrines of his
Church, which the Czar does not. The
Czar is called the "supreme defender of
the faith;" he protects the faith, but can
not change it.

<to the other hand, the Czar does have
supreme power in the administration of
the Russian Church. He appoints all its
chief dignitaries, and can also dismiss
them at his pleasure.

The general supervision of the Russian
Church is exercised by a body of prelates
appointed'by the (Jzar, and removable at
his will,called the

"
Most Holy Synod."

This body makes laws for the Church, but
its laws only become operative after the
Czar has approved and signed them. An
officer called the Procureur is the inter-
mediary between the Czar and the Synod,
and allcommunications between them are
made through him.

Formerly the chief dignitary of the
Russian Church was the

"
Patriarch ;" but

as he had more power than the Czar liked,
his office was abolished byPeter the Great,
and the Synod was substituted. The Synod
is general composed of the Metropolitans
of St. Petersburg, Moscow and other prov-
inces, together with several Archbishops.

The Russian Church differs indoctrine
from that of Rome mainly on three points.
Itdoes not recognize the supremacy of the
Pope ;itnot only does not forbidbut com-
pels its priests to marry, and itpermits all
its members to read the Bible in their na-
tive tongue.

A Russian priest is only allowed to per-
form the duties ot his office whilemarried.
Ifhis wifedies, he must cease to officiate.
His only recourse is then to retire to a
monastery, for he is not allowed to marry
a second time.

The Russian priesthood is divided into
two orders

—
parish priests, who are called

the
"

White Clergy," and monks, who are
known as the

"
Black Clergy." The monks

hold a higher rank inthe Church than the
palish priests. Itis from the monks that
the higher officers of the Church are usu-
ally filled. There are above 500 monas-
teries in Russia, many of which enjoy
large revenues.

The parish priests, especially in the
rural districts, are for the most part poor.
They derive only small revenues from their
office, are in many cases ignorant and even
intemperate, and sometimes are open to
bribery. The members of the Russian
Church pay much more heed to its cere-
monies and outward displays than to its
doctrines. This is one of the features of
the Church which the aged Isidore has
long labored to replace by a more intelli-
gent and spiritual worship. Many sects
exi-t in Buna which dissent from the doc-
trines of the Greek Church. Some of
these are very fantastic in belief and
in their rites. The national Church
however. incluJes among its nominal
members by far the largest part of the
population.

from the time he took the cab to drive to
the London station on his outward jour-
ney until he missed his ticket after he
had started to return home. This con-
tribution was received inall seriousness at
the railroad office, and in a few days he
had an answer to it,stating that they were
very much obliged for the careful and im-
plicit statement, and that the railroad com-
pany would not press him for any further
payment.
