Sacramento, March 2, 1589.

Assembly called toorder at 10 a. m., Speaker
Howe in the chair.

Lowe introduced a rtsolution appointing Miss
Kate inghuni Assistant Enrolling Clerk of the
Assembly at a per diem of85.

Referred to Committee on Attaches and Em-
ployes.

The committee, in a few moments, reported
back the resolution and recommended its adop-
tion.

Mahcr pretested that he, as a member of the
committee, had not beeu consulted in the mat-
ter, and he objected tosuch arbitrary and ex-
travagaut proceedings.

The Speaker agreed with him.
Lowe demanded a call of the r-'ll, and the

resolution was adopted by a vote of 43 to 13.
OOVE»2>OR'S MESSAGE.

A message was received from the Governor,
announcing his disapproval of A.B.128, limit-
ing the time for commencing or maintaining
«ctions for the recovery ot the possession of real
property dedicated to public use, but not used
ior the purpose to which it»as dedicated.

The message says : "This bill is claimed by
its author to be a

'
curative

'
or remedial Act,

applying particularly to the city ofSanta Bar-
bara, where that city sold to private parties cer-
tain blocks of land which had by ordinance
been dedicated to the public use lor plaza pur
ioses, but is so worded as to make but a jumble
ol meaningless phrases ;and, at the best, but a
forced construction, if any, could be placed
upon it."

Itseems to me that most of the litigation
which consumes so much ol the lime of our
Cou ts—making itcostly las well for the State as
lorUtie&nts

—
could be prevented by carefully-

worked laws, and in my judgment an Act am-
biguous as to its meaning and incor.ect as toits
text should not cumber the statutes ofour State.

"The bill first provides that the basis upon
which an adverse claimant must commence
action for the possession of any real property
which may have been dedicated to the public
use by ordinance of aiy town or city is the fact
that such real property has st sometime beeu
used for the purpose for which itwas dedicate d.
This provision is either nonsensical or vicinns.
Itis vicious in that itwould unsettle and dis-
turb the title of almost every public square,
plaza, school-house lot and other real property
held by every town or city inthis State. Ifsuch
construction could not be placed upon it,then
it is the sheerest of nonsense, and especially so
when conjoined with the provisions following,
which provide that if the dedication shall have
been revoked at any time within 25 years after
its passage, and ifthe real property shall have
been held adversely by the claimant, his anres-
tors, predecessors or grantors, for a period of 20
years, but claiming title thereto under a grant
made for a valuable consideration of the town
or city, then such action may be brought. For
ihese reasons Iam constrained to withholdmy
approval from this bill."

The Committee on Elections presented an
itemized report ofcosts in the contested election
case of Gawthome vs. Reynolds, in the Thirty-
fourth district. Reynolds, the sitiing member,

was declared entitled to his seat and to $997 20
forexpenses, while Gawthorne, the contestant,
w as allowed 8817 20.
In the case of Pric> vs. Frank, in the Forty-

ninth district, Frank, the sitting member, was
allowed 8665 20 for expenses, and Price, the
contestant, was allowed 8510 45.

In the case of Goldman vs. McCarty, in the
Thirty-ninth district, McCarty, the sitting
membei ,was declared entitled to his seat.

Jn the case of Curry vs. Kiernan, in the
Thirty-sixth district, Kiernan, the sitting mem-
ber, was declared entitled to his teat.

Whether much work is
mivemplihlie-l or not will depend upon the ac-
tiuu in the Senate tomorrow on the Glenn
rom,iybill. Itcomes up as a special order the
litt-tthiug alter roll-fall, and as every Senator
h-is mode up his mind how he is going to vote
on the proposition, there seems to be no reason
why it,should take half an hour to dispose ofit:
but the opponents of <livi«ion have waged a
bitter tight against the bill,and ifthey continue
the tactics inaugurated on Friday, its consider-
ation willconsume the balance of the session, as
itis set as a special order and cannot be dis-
placed by auything flse. It required athree-
ntths vote to make ita special order, but itonly
requires a majority to keep itbefore the Senate
until it is disposed ot As the friends of the
bill mustered sumcient strength to take itup
and make ita special order, they will no doubt
insist on disposing of it before proceeding to
other business.

The bill to create the county of Orange
out of the southern end of Los Angeles
county, was taken upout of order, read a second
time ami ordered engrossed, without opposition.
On this bill the two Senators from Los Angeles
county are divided. Mr.Mciomas being in favor
of division, and Mr. White opposed toit. The
fight, however, is uot a bitter oue, as inthe case
ot tbe ilivision of Colusa county, aad the pros-
pect in that the Orange • ounty bill will be
J':im cd to-day without much discussion.

HOMK FOB THK iKKISI.I-MINDET).

S. B. I;>4, to provide a permanent site for the
California Home forCare and Trainiogof Keeble-
MiinU-d Children, to erect suitable buildiugs
thereon, and making an appropriation therefor,
has been returned to the Senate, having been
amended in the Assembly so as to allow the
Trustees toselect the in< si desirable location in
the State, regardless of the county. While the
bill was in tbe Senste the representatives ol
Santa Clara county succeeded in getting an
amendment inserted providing that the site se-
li-rted should be in that county, but this the
Assembly struck out. The biil comes up tbi<
afternoon for concurrence in 'he Assembly
amendment. As amended in the Assembly it
reads as follows :

BMtfW 1. The sum of $170,000 is hereby ap-
propriated out of any moneys in the State
Tr IBIT,no; otherwise appropriated, tobe ex-
pended topurchase a suitaole site for the per-
manent location of the Cnlifornia Home f.r the
Care aiul Training of Feeble-Minded Cni dren,
and to erect proper and sutstanlial buildings
for the California Home for the Carcand Train-
ing of FeeMe Minded Children upon said site.

ejection 2. The site purchased cha.ll consist of

not less than three hundred acres of land, and
the purchase pries ol said site shall not exceed
thirty per cent, of the sum of money herein ap-
propriated.

Section 3. The money herein appropriated
Ishall be paid to the Trustees of the California
1 Home tor the Care and Training of Feeble-
i Minded Children, and shall be expended and
;used by the said Trustees as hereinbefore speei-
i fled: provided, however, that no purchase of
[land shall be made without first receiving the'

approval of the Governor of the State and a
| majority vote of the entire Board of Trustees., For the purpose of locating the site, the Gov-
Iernor shall appoint two citizens to act with the
iBoard of Trustees, who shall upon this question
Ihave fullpower with the Board.

Section 4. The Controller of ttate is hereby
Iauthorized and directed todraw his warrants in

favor of said Trustees, and toe Treasurer of State
is directed to pay said warrants according to the
provisions of thi*Act.

Section 5. This Act shall take effect imrne-
eiateiy.

GENERAL AFPROI'RIITION BILL.
The general appropriation Dill introduced by

Shanahan and now in the hands of the Assem-
bly Committee on Ways and Means, willprob-
ably undergo some amendments before being
reported. ihe following table chows the pro-
posed appropriations and those oi two years ago:

Assemblyman A lams was absent a few days
ago, and" while he was gone some person at pres-
ent unkiown forged his warrant for his week's
salary— Ss6. Itwas numbered 11,994, au3 Mr.
Adams has stopped its payment. The forger
willprobably tiy to dispose of it to some inno-
cent purchaser. The Sergeant at-Arms. who
has custody of the blank warrants, will also
probably fry to expluin.

Assemblyman Shinahan has received the fol-
lowing lc-iter from Governor Waterman, and
has sent his written acceptance of the invita-
tion therein contained : "In view ot the in-
terest you have tiius far taken in the manage-
ment of the prisons of the State, aud your posi-
tion as Chair-man of the Committee on Ways
and Means in the Assembly, and a thorough
belief in your fairness, Irespectfully request
that you will accept the position of "AssociateCounsel, with Hon. John N. E. Wilson, in theinvestigation now going on before me into the
details of the management of the prisons of
the State."

Mr. Damron's bill appropriating $200 0.0 to
establish inL>s Angeles county a State Reform
School for juvenile offenders, received the sup-
port of some of the best orators inthe Assembly
at Friday night's session, and was passed by a
vote ot 61 to 7.

A delegation, consis ingof B V.Sargent. Sr.,
S. J. Duckworth, Henry E. Kent and W. A.
Kearney, of Monterey, are in the city, seeking
to secure the passage of the Monterey disincor-
porating bill,which has already been vetoed by
the Governor. They state that the Governor
was misinformed in the matter, or he would
have approved the bill;that the vote of Mon-
terey against dieincorporation was in accord-
ance with legal advice, as itwas believed that
it could not be properly voted upon only at a
general election, and the election then heldwas a local one, and it was understood that the
proposition should be voted down, and then a
billpresented to the Legislature for disincorpo-
ration, as has been done in this session. The
Monterey gentlemen will endeavor to have the
bill passed over the Executive veto.

STATE PRISON INVESTIGATION.
The joint committee ofthe Senate and Assem-

bly investigating affairs of i-an Quentin Prison
held a meeting on Saturday evening in theSupreme Court-room, Assemblyman >hanahan
presiding. A conference between counsel and
the committee resulted in an understanding
that the examination ofWarden McComb would
not be resumed untilnext Thursday evening.

The commit tee then proceeded to investigate
as to the output of jute from the prison woiks
with a view to prove that the plan adopted by
the Governor of not eipendi::,' tbo money ap-
propriated foran additional jute plant, but in
its place inaugurated the plan ef running a
night shift of men, was a failure. B. F. Rector
Superintendent of the San Quentin jute mills,
was the only witness examined. He appeared
with time and account bookx, and was exam-
ined quite at length by Messrs Shanahan and
Morke. Inreply to interrogations, the witness
faid: We work our men inthe jute millin two
shifts— nine and a half hours during the day
<:iidsixand a half hours in the evening, but;le products of the mill were formerly divided
into twoequal sniftsof eight hours each. Itis
impossible to tell how much cloth was made
during the day and how much at night. In
order to tell the exact output, the cloth would
have to bjmeasured, which we never do. I<io
net know what the object was in making a di-
vision of the day info two equal shifts. Itwas
not correct, and made the night shift output
much greater than it should be. Duri.-g April.
lsx», the men worked nine hours in the day and
six and a half hours at night. There were 100
looms runningduring the day, which produced
ninety-four cuts of about ninety-eight yards ina cut. There were 442 prisoners at work. At
night thirty-six cuts were produced, with 249
prisoners. The runs per day and night were
about as follows in that month :

Ap ii4th—Day, 4Bß prisonersemploved nnjute
manufacture, 100 looms running 9% hours, pro-
ducing 97 cuts; night shift, 252 men, Ks looms,
run 6Ji hours, produced \u25a0i~ cuts.

April sth— 4W men, lUO looms, 9V6 hours, 97
cuts ;n'ght shift. 2fio men,97 looms, running 6%
hours. 37 cuts.

461 men, 100 looms '.<% hours, 98
cuts ;at night, 27S men. 100 looms, fi,'-.2 hours, 47
cuts.

The witness was asled why ittook more men
to run 1 0 looms in the day time ihan at night,
to which witness replied :During the day wedo
allkinds of work connected with making the
cloth, making it into bags, etc ,and use new
men inpart. Atnight we only use experienced
men, aud the work of the night shift is confined
tospinning and wearing. Itrequires about ;ViO
men to make a complete crew torun the loom
aud manufacture the material produced. It
would lake about GO men lesi ifonly the looms
are run. The work cannot be done as cheaply
in the night as in the day, as there are tbe ex-
pftises of lighting, etc. Just what the additional
eott would be Icannot bay, but there would be
some.

A tabulated statement of the ou'put of the
jute mills lor January. I*B9show there were 41f>
men on a average employed per day, giving a
daiiy aver.ige productof 66.2bcents, and 2s3 men
on the night shift, giving an average of 36.04
cents.

Therefore, you cumot
run quite a« economically at nightas by day,
but to say the night work i» a failure, is pre-
posK>rou«.
