(gisrdiug appointments. The number of candi-
ates for the otices is legion.
A determined effort will be made to secure
the appoiutment ot ex-sepresentative Wren, of
Nevada, as Commissioner ot the General Land
Office, and the California as weil as the Nevada
Senators and Represen'atives have united in
requesting his appoiutment. Mr. Wren is very
highly spokea of by the Pacific coast people in
Washingt n. i he position of Commissioner of
the Land « flice is regarded asa more useful
position to be filled by a coast man than any
vabinet oft ce. except those of the State, Treas-
urxy and Interior.

WasnINGTON, March 6th.—At 11 o’clock this
moriing the President recoived alarge dele -
tion of Indianans, and in response to 4 sjmech of
cougratulation thanke 1 them and saig he would
endeaverto do his dutv wid uphold the honor
of the Government. The pubi ¢ were next ad-
mitted, snd iv an hour and «» half at least 5 060
persons rassed through ana shook h's hand.
The erowd outside the house grew larger, and
finully the doors were closea and the Presiden
went out on the front steps, where the ciowd
pas-ed by him 10 the purLber of several thon-
sand. The peopie frequetiy cheered and the
President responded by .ifting his hat.

‘Ihe afternoon reception of tne public lasted
twoheurs. Among the callers were = delega-
tion from Alabama, contestant Small of South
Carolina, with a vumber of colored triends, the
Governor ot Jowa and staff Celonel Fred Grant
and ladies and the Cyclone Flambeau Club of
Atchison, Kansas

At 3 o'clock the doors were closed, and the
President entered his carriage to scek a much-
needed rest in & drive around town.

Sepator and Mrs. Stanford and Colonel Fred.
Grant and Mrs  Grant called upon Mrs. Har-
rison to-day, and the President csme down to
his private pariors 10 meet the party.

EAILROAD SUBJECTS.

Matters Discussed at the Commissioners’
Conference Yesierday.

WASHINGTON, March 6th.—The first subject
discussed at to-day’s session of the State Rail-
road Commissioners’ conterence was that of
uniform classification. At the conelusion of the
debate, a resolution was sdoption declaring
that a uniform clissification of freights would
promote the weifare and convenience of ship-
pers and of the railrosd companies, and com-
mending & conservative but persistent effurt 10
that end. ‘I'he whole subject of aniformity in
railway legislation was referred to a committee
with instructions to report at a latter session.
On motion of Crocker a resolution was adopted
urgieg the Interstate Commerce Commission to
earnestly consider what can be dove to prevent
great loss of life and limb in coupling and un-
coupling freight cars, and further in what way
the growth of the system of heating pas-enger
cars from locomotives, or other tingle sources,
can be promoted, to the end that the Commis-
sion may make recommendations in the prem-
ises to the various railroads within its jurisdic-
tion, and make such suggestions asto legisla-
tion on these subjects as may seem to it neces-
sary aud exjedient.

STILL HAS THEIR HEARIS.

Secretary Blalne Surroundsd and Cheered
by Many Thousands.

WASHINGTON, March 6th.—Secretary of State
Blaine was the helpless recipient of an ovation
to-day that would have turned a less-level head
than toe one he carries on his shoulders. He
bad paid a virit to President Harrison, with
whom he held a clos2 but brief interview, and
was passing out of the White House, when he
was recognized by the great crowd about the
door, wh'ch cheered him loud and long. The
men i)wcked about him and kept him hand-
shaking for half an hour, while the air was rent
with hurzas in his honor.

Opening Address by President Campbell
of Califoraia.

WasHINGTON, March 6th.—The Derartment of
Superintenden:s of the National Association
began its three-days’ session today.

Tintendent Fred M. Campbell, ot Oakland,

The Maguificent Pyrotechuic Display in
Hopor of Harrison. 2

WASHINGTON, March 6th.—The display of de-
ferred firewarks from the Monument Grounds
to-night was undoubtedly the most brilliant
ever witnessed in Washington. The exhibition
began with an illun ination of Pennsylvania
Avenue, from the Treasury Department to the
Capitol, a distance of over “one mile, by means
of magnesium suns. The night was uncom-
monly dark, and the great white shaft of the
Washington Monument afforded a background
the Peer of which can hardly be found in the
wg'rhd'ﬁm t displayed £l

e Set displayed was composed of large
gortmits of Pren%em Harrison and Vice-Fresi-
dent Morton framed in brilliant colors and rest-
ing upon an easel. 8o lifelike were these por-
traits that at a distance of a mile each was read-
ily recognized. Following these came marvel-
ous fountains of

SPARKLING ELECTRIC STARS,

Myriads of fiying rockets, in every conceivable
tint, bombs whic —bursting hundreds of feet in
air—discharged theusand of smaller shells,
which in turn expicded. producirg a grandly
beautiful effect; and tken bonfires of colored
lights which, reflecting their rays upon the
great white obelisk, transformed it into a shaft
of burnished brass, and again into one of gar-
net, and then of emeraid, or sapphire, while
the towering structure was vividly outlined
against a sky of intense black.

Another set piecs pictured the south front of
the W hite House, every detail of pillar and
capital, window and carved cornice appearing
with perfect distinctness, The last of the pieces
represented the Capitol building.
THE CLOSING SCENE
Of the exhibition was a eously brilliant
one. Tens of thousands o%ml-ﬁue rockets, ex-
ploced by eleetricity, shot up from the base of
the monument to its summit. Thousands of
others—in yellow, scarlet, green, purple and
garnet—followed in quick succession, until the
sky was aflame with scintillating stars of won-
drous hues, This great eruption continued for
some time, and was witnessed by upward of
fifty thousand people.

Hard to Break Away.

WASHINGTON, March 6th.—There seems to be
but little diminut.on in the crowds in the city.
All the military and political organizations
from abroad bave returned to their homes, but
the hotel corridors and lobbies are packed with
people. The boarding-houses are still crowded,
and the exhibition of fireworks on the White
House lot to-night was witnessed by over fifty
thousand people. The President and his family
witnessed the exhibition from the windows of
the Executive mansion.

Comaissioner Stome Resigns.

WASHINGTON, March  6th.— Fx-Postmaster
Stone to-day resigned as a memberof the Com-
mission to select a site for the San Francisco
public building. He says that he is not suffi-
ciently familiar with the value of the sites that
have been offered for sale to decide upon the
seleetion of eitherone of them. Ex-Representa-
tive Felton was offered the Commiss nnershig
before Mr. Stone was appoiuted, but he decline
to take the place. Who will be chosen as Stone’s
successor is not known.

A Volice from the Temb.

WASHINGTON, March 6th, — Representatives
from eighteen States attended the National
Greenback Conference called to meet in this city
to-day.

WASHINGTON, March 6th.—Land Commis-
sioner Stockslager has decided tbat there is no
nuthority for the reservation of 52,000 acres of
land included in the preliminary survey of the
Tumacarori and Calabazas private land claim
in Arizona. This decision also affects 3,000,000
acres in New Mexico and Arizona.

Short Senatorial Session.

WASHINGTON, March 6th.—The Senate met at
noon to-day, and six minutes afterward ad-
journed. The galleries were packed with peo-
ple, who were greatly disappointed. If Mr.
Harrison has any nominations to make, they
must be sent to the Senate early in the day.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

NOT BLINDED.

One German Editor Who Understands
Harrlson’s Address.

BERLIN, March 6th.—The National Gazette com-
menting on Harrison’s inavgural, says there is
no reason to doubt the President’s pacific prin-
ciples or thesincerity of his opinions regardin
a peaceful adjustment of international difficul-
ties, although he recommends the strengthen-
ing of the navy. His tone toward foreign coun-
tries proclaims the beginving of a new era in
American developments and the display of a
more assertive policy by the United States.

THE WAR IN AFRICA.

Particulars of the Late Battle Between
Germans and Arabs,

ZANZIBAR, March 6th.—Reports have been re-
ceived of severe fighting st Bogomoyo Sunday.
The Arabs attacked the German Janding parties
furiously, but were driven off by the combined
fire of the men-of-war and the work ot the
sailors and mannes. The Arabs fought des-
perately, never receding an inch until the dead
and dying lay around in large numbers. There
was po attempt at flight until their chief,
Bushisi, fell, mortally wounded.

The Germans recaptured two cannon which
the natives secuared iu a former battle. No effort
was made to take prisoners. The Germansnow
are strongly intrenched at Bogomoyo, and hold
the place permanently to smooth the way for
Wissmann's expedition.

Seven Brave Men Lose Their Lives to
Save Property.

EaNsas €y (Mo.), Maich 6th.—The Metro-
politan Street-Car Company’s stables on Fourth
and Otter streets were burned to-night.

NEW YoRK, March 6th.—A Boston sglecinl SBySs
the tollowing was given out at the office of the
Union Pacific Railroad Company in that city to-
day: ‘“Forsome time past the question of the
consolidation of the braneh lines of the Unicn
Pacific system centerivg at Ogden, has been
under consideration. The necessary papers
havenow been drawn uop, and the Birectors
have the matter of the immediate consolidation
of the Oregon Short Line and the Utah and
Northern Rallroads before them. The first
step in bringing this about was taken at a
meeting of the Oregon Short Line Trustees held
on Monday of this week and succeeding steps
will be taken as rapidly as the forms of law will
permit. The question of incorporating with
this company the other Utah lines of the Union
Pacific system is also under consideration.”’

The proposed consolidation, if carried through
in all its parts, will undoubtedly exercise a de-
cided influence, not only on the affairs of the
Union Pacifie, but upon the fature development
of the whole territory tributary to Salt Lake
City and Ogden.

NOT YET SETTLED,

Fear That the Flathead Indians Will Yet
Give Tronble.

HELENA (M. T.), March 6th.—Telegraphic ad-
vices from Missoula are to the effect that it was
learned from a respousible source that there
will be trouble at Flathead lake unless J. E.
Ciifford and Dr. Curningham are arrested with-
out delay. TheIndian assaulted by these par
ties some time ago died: esterday, and the
father of the dead boy and the chief of the tribe
have announced their intention to kill Clifford
at all hazards.

AN AFFLICTED SECTION,

Wetzel County, West Virginia, Overrun
by Mad Dogs.
NEw MARTINSDALE (W. Va.), March 6th.—Not-
wiv.hauudin_zi)e two or_ three hundred dogs,
suspected ot being mad, or infected to some de-
ee with rabies, have been killed in this
ﬁ.&'euel) county during the past thirty days, the
1nterior of the county still seems to be overrun
with esnines in a dangerous condition, and the
alarm of the people is general. There has
been a considerable loss in live stock, cattle,
swine and sheep, which died from the effects of
bites inflicted by infected dogs, and in two in-
stanees horses have succumbed.
teveral people have also been bitten, but in
no instance, as yet, has any serious result fol-
lowed. Farmers consider it dangerousgoing on
the road vnarmed, and dog-killing squads are
out daily.
One man has seven dogs, all believed to be
med. They dhnve taken to the woods, and are
running wild, with dozens of other dogs in like
condition. These dogs spread the disease by
biting other canines, live stoek, ete., and what
the end wiil be it is hard to foretell. The dis-
ease first made its appearance on Fishing creek
}‘&st August, and has peen growing worse stead-
y.

GETTING A MOVE ON.

Anticipated Exodus of Colored People
Jrom North' Caroluva.

RAL®IGH (N. C.), March 6th.—What looks
like the beginuing of an extensive exodus of
eolored people is noted here. Last night ad-
dresses by two colored preachers and a lawver
were made, in which the negroes were urged to
goto Kansas and Arkansas, but not to Louisi-
ana and Mississippi. The advice was listened
to by about 2,0.0 persons, all colored, and made
a great impression, particularly upon the wo-
men.

A Negro On the Negro's Fuoure.

The latest contribution to the discussion
in the Forumsof the negro question, is by
a negro writer, Prof. W. S: Searbsrough,
of Wilberforce: University, Ohio.. In the
March number he reviews with a deal of
severity the treatment of the negro ques-
tion by the representatives both of the
South and of the North. Buasof the future
of his race he takes a very hopeful view.
He writes: ‘“Phat which the South de-
clares it will net have—negro supremacy
—has no part @ the negro’s plans for his
future, nor is it desired by him. He sim-
ply seeks to exercise undeterred the free-
dom to enjoy rights guaranteed hinxas a
citizen by the Constitution. He leaves all
else to the future evolution of just public
sentiment, and to private choice. ISe has
no desire to rule over or to harm the whites,
Pushed from the ground of negro supremacy
the fear takes the shape of ‘being left to
the mercy of an ignorant blaek majority,’
and ‘reconstruction days’ are cited by Sen-
ator Wade Hampton as proof of the evils
in store, and as reason for abrogating
the negro’'s rights. I answer this by say-
ing that there could now be no<such igno-
rant rule as is claimed to lave existed
then. The conditions which governed
those days have changed. The negro has
in the meantime made a remarkable ad-
vance in intelligence and education.. The
admitted progress of the race has given
birth to leaders, younger and. better edu-
cated, to replace these ignorant and:irre-
sponsible ones. These fears are- ground-
less and are not at the root of' the feeling;
but that which does underlie the whole
matter and which gives the key to the
disturbance is the deep-seated prejudices
of color and caste. As a member of that
race, I believe the megro is looking over
the whole situatiem. as a patriot should
view it—with an eye not only to his

own prosperous growth, but to that
of the American. people, of whom
he considers himself an insepara-
ble part. With such-a view he can but

take that step which will lead from pres-
ent troubles to a fruition of his hopes—to
be a man among men and not simply a
negro.”
