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THE NEGRO GTUESTION. :

Inthe Forum for March Professor Sear-
borough hasan able peper upon the negro
question in the Scuth, which at least in one
respect takes a view of the subject that has
never heen fully presented or dispassion-
atcly debsted. The essayist holds that the
fear which withholds the Souh feom degl-
ing with the vegro qussiion fairly—the fear
of negro supremacy—is one not reas onable,
because not justified by experience, or at-
tesied by any entertained or expressed
d:sire or ambition on thepart of the negro.
The supremscy of his race does not enter
at all into the plans of the negro, says the
essayist, and in this declaration he is forti-
fied by the testimony of the present and the
experience of the past. The negro seeks
only to exercise the political rights and
- privileges guaranteed him by the Constitu-
tion, trusting wholly to the evolution of
the future to determine the destiny of his
race. That is to say, the negro entertains
Lo desire to rule over the whites or to do
tham any harm. Now, it is sn axiom in
Iiistorical philosophy that races and large
&-gregations of people, mors often than
O'iierwise, entertain desires in the direction
of their natural drift. The South, there-
f:re, has no reason to fear any domination
of 1he blacks, and, as Professor Scarborough
well says, entertains alarm for which there
is 1o solid basis. **Bu,” reply the South-
€1 statesmen, “ even if that be true, we
€ bave fear harm will come to us by
reason of the exposure of our people to the
wzicy of an ‘ignorant black majority.’

Jaie number of the Forum is cited in sup-
port of the charge that such an ergument
bas been advanced. Professor Scarborough
replies that the obvicus answer to it is that
there can be no such ignorance now as may
be admitied prevailed in the * reconstruc-
tion period.” The present generation really
knows of the horrors of slavery only by
tr.iition; it had no partin the civil war
an? can have receliection of it only as
drawa from childish memories. It is im-
probable, therefore, that the generation
eniertains in any degree the revengeful
spirit. The essayist, with biting sarcasm,
asks how a people can sincerely entertain
a fear of being left to the meicy of a race,
which not so long ago they were accus-
temed to trust to the extent of committing
to its care their wiye

s andg their children?
The thought is suggested—and it is sur-
prisitig that Professor Scarborough did not
Te‘er 10 it—that the plea that the ignorance
of ihe blacks at the South is a menace to
its people, is answerable by the reply, that
'« socner it is removed the less of menace
ti.cre will be ; that one of the shortest roads
t5 knowledge in this country is through
political freedom and enlightenment. The
citizen who is properly educated in the
rights, duties and privileges of his sover-
eiguiy, becomes a conservator of order,
peace, and the rights of others, If he does
not himself add to his privileges the ad-
vantzge of a fair education he is altogether
likely to see to it that his chi'dren are thus
bencfited. Communities cannot adopt the
po.icy of keeping a class in ignorance and
susjection without incurring the penalty of
ivimuinent danger of assault that is liable st
avy time to proceed from an ignorant and
subjected portion of the population—
prozresgive  enlightenment is a surer
defense  than armies of  solaiers.
Tiiis truth applies to people regardless of
Ziee, and it occurs to us that the South
Diay yet lind, when the pro-siavery preju-
dices that now operate to keep its ignorant
while element in line with the dominating
in‘eliigence have evaporated, that this
same poor, debased and ignorant white
element—befeBse it does not fhow advance-
menti—may become the source of infinite
sccial difficalty.

‘lie essayist sirikes the key-note of the
wicle matier when he declares that the
nesto has nothing to hope for from the
S uih =0 long as it takes no counsel bat its
own, and persistently refuses to corsider
aL - pians that do not accord with its pre-
ueeived modons. He fears that this will
coutizne to be the attitude of the South,
and tbat 48 & resuit it will too much tres-
prss upon the patience not ouly of the
Liacion at large, but of the negro. We are
itc'ined to bolieve he entertains fears not
justified in present lights, The nation will
be content to await the evolution of the
truir and the triumph of civilization,
which never moves backward, Neverthe
le-s there may be temporary and disturb
irc attrition before this end ie reached
Fven the essayist finally arises cut of the
¢ sp2iring vein and arrives at the conclu-
giua that the negro question will be settled
by that race—and ihis for three reasons:
tLe proved ability of the negrs to advance
the possession of inhierent power {o better
his condition; secondly, his determination
to sz this power to command admiration

ani respeci, his determination not to sink
ity a mere nonentity ; lastly, becanse the
awskened conscience of the nation will aid
the working out of the solution of the prob

lere. Just ow this is to opsrate he does
not teil us and {saves that part of the zab

jéci, s0 far as he i3 coucerned, in doub:.
He does confess, however, that if ail other
stzzested soiutions of the negro guestion
fail, there remsaing one fraught with more
of good than of evil for the negro —removal
to sections where he will be free from the
conflicts to which he is now subject; a con-
clusion, by the way, that has been reached
by any others as the possible and final
experiment.

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THE !a-t officia! act of 3Mr. Cleveland wa-
to vero the direct tax bill. It was an error
of judgment that cannot be easily forgiven.
The direct tax w:s levied upon the States
in the hour of the nation’s sorest distress,
Iu the main it was promptly paid. The
nation having recovered from its hour of
trial, it was proposed to return from an
overflowing treasury the money thus eol-
lected. Congress agreed to treat the tax as
loan, and directed. in the exercise of its
equity powers, that the money be refanded
to the States. That return Mr. Cleveland’s
veto has postponed—not defeated. This
was a case in which the expressed will of
Congress should bave commanded the ac-
quiesence of the Executive. Mr. Cleve-
land held, however, that the bill was un-
constitutional; butin this he was met by
the judgment of constitutioral lawyers to
the contrary. He next contended that to
repay would not resiore the money to
those from whom it was collected. This is
very true, but their interests, if they still
live, are inseparable from their State treas-
uries; if dead their heirs would benefit by
whatever is added to the wealth of the
S:iates and reduced taxation upon them.

THE news is positive that the African
explorer, Stanley, is safe, or was up to Sep-
ternber last. His position was such then
as to justify the belief that he has not since
met with reverses, He bad started in
September to rejuin Emin Bey, and there
is nothing to sustain the fear that he would
not reach him again. He had twice tray-

sed the path; was reinforced by natives
ge numbers, and the slave traders,
who alone would oppose his passagenorth-
ward, had retired from the territory. It
may therefore be relied upcn that Stanley
is gafe in Emin's camp, and in all prob-
ahiiity preparing to move further down
iuto ihe Soucan.

A New Postal Suggestion.

If there is any point on which our postal
system does not stand in need of improve-
went, it is the cheapness of postage. Our
newspapers are carried within the county
of their publication for nothing, and every-
where else for next to nothing, and a letter
of an ounce weight is transported from any
point to any other of our enormous area of
3,600,000 square miles, for the smallest unit
of letter postage known in Christendom.
But a far more important matter, and one
wholly neglected, is that of postal delivery.
In other civilized countries the postoflice,
receiving a letter from the writer, under-
takes to deliver it to the person addressed.
In our own happy land the postoffice re-
ceives the letter, and (except in the case of
a privileged twenty per cent. of the people)
undertakes to carry it to within five or
ten wiles of the person addressed, aud keep
it there till called for. This is the mere
barbarism of postal service, worthy of the
dark ages lefore Rowland Hill. The
enormous cost and loss which it involves
Lecome obvious to anyore on a few min-
utes’ reflection. For example: A man
living three miles from the postoffice is
anxiously expecting a letter of great im-
portance, which may arrive any time
within a fortnight. e goes daily to look
for it and on the sixth day he gets it.
That letter has cost him twelve hours of
walkinz or six hours of travel for himseif
and horse. In other words, the postage
on that letter heas been virtually $2 02, or
more. The Government does not get the
money, but the citizen loses it.—Forum.
