GIVE THEM THE BALLOT, GENTLEMEN.

The Senate of California is to be com-
niended for yesterday passing the bill giv-
ing ihe ballot to women in all elections in-
veiving the selection of school officials, It
Ouzht to go to the House and under the
Pisa of urgency be passed without 2 soli-
tary vote in opposition or a moment’s hesi-
tation,

it is not proposed now to review the
aluiost countless arguments that can be
advanced in its suppert, or marshal the
mxriad of reasons that justify its ensact-
m ntinto law. It must saffice to say that
it is a wise measure, in the light of experi-
ence in other States; that no State having
tried it proposes to abandon the system: ;
that if women are not competent to judge
of the character and capacity of school offi-
cials they are not quslified or fit to teach
our children.

What an absurdity our present law is—
women can be elected to sit on School
Buards, to be County and City Superin-
tendents of Schools, but are not permitted
to vote for the official stations the law
quazlifies them to fill.

There is no argument that can be raked
up azainst the Senate bill that has not been
trotted up and down before the face of
progress ever since the time when women
were beld to be chattels and slaves, and
ey wmasters and barbarians. The gaunt
forms oi the *‘reasons” against such a bill
have dragged their fleshless offensiveness
across the path of every effort to uplift
mankind and foster the enlightenment of
the race.

Let the men of the Legislature be cour-
ageous enough in these the last hours of
the session to crown that body with an
honor that will be fadeless and imperish-
able, Ly saying to the women of California:
“Wiih you we raise up children to the
State: come with us to the polling booth,
anc let us together—fathers and mothers,
br 1:ers and sisters, wives, husbands and
lov-rs—agree together upon the fitness of
those who are to administer the aflairs of
the common schools in which the children
of the State are to bent to growth for the
high purposes of citizenship.”

MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATION.

The San Francisco Call, in long and per-
sis'ent appeals, beseeches the people of that
city to overthrow a system of local politi-
cal control that is offensive to the mass of
the citizens of the metropolis. It decla:es
that the only way to effect the desired
reform is ** to take municipal affairs out of
poiitics.” The mice agreed that the only
way to insure themselves was to bell the
cai. But how? Will swinging from one
to another party do it? Certainly not.
Muunicipal reforms will be accomplished
when *“taging municipal government out
of politics” means what the phrase reads—
that is to say, when the administration of
mwunicipal affairs is treated only as an
economic and business matter. We will
have non-partisan regulation of the little
detuils that enter into the “running” of a
city for the sanitary, financial, educational
and otber community interests, when the
progressive spirit of the age has so far ad-
varced that partisans have become con-
viiced that in determining National and
Biat= policy it is not absolutely necessary
the. town constables should be chosen,
tie streets watered and lighted and the
Sewers cleaned, upon the lines of politi-
cal And that time will come—ali
the iadications of the present foretell its
ap, roach, though 1t is yet far distant.

Professor Sumner put it in one of his
faiuous essays that the problem of civil
literty is constantly renewed. Solved
onr-v, it reappears in a new form. Old
gu:rantees not sufficing for new condi-
tic 5. new ones must be given. So it is
witu the question of municipal govern-
meni; when parties, as political bodies,
n- longer insure the wisest administration
of purely local affairs, new guarantees to
serure that end 1ust be given, in which
pariy will be ignored, not because of any
fallacy in party declaration of political
faith, but because party men themselves
cannot afford—and presently they will be
awake to this truth—to have party take
injury more and more by prostitation to
the ends for which it is so often used in its
municipal activity. And there isa great
deazl to hope for in this expectation that
the withdrawal of politics from municipsl
affairs will become a matter of self pre.
servation o politica! parties

ISSUeS,

PAID BOARDS,

The New York Graphic and the Epoch of
the same city, are contending for & reform-
atiun of the educational system in New
York, that will require the Boards of Edu-
cation to be paid for their services. Itisa
correct idea. If the people want efficient
service and devotion to public business.
they wust expect to pay for it. While it is
{rue that there are manv men who ure able
and are so situated that they can oversee
the puslic schools without financial pun-
ish uent, the system that is in vogne shuts
out the poor man who cannot give the
tinie —that is his money— necessary to
faicniul discharge of duty. No marter how
intellizgent, therefore, or how admirably
queiified for the supervizoral offices, he
caiuct “afford” to take them, and thus
one element in the composition. of our
society is shut out from pariicipation in
the direction of one of the most important
branches of free government. The imme
diate occasion for the debate in New York
is the declination of one of the Board of
E iucation to take action to remedy certain
jlls in the sanita'y condition of certain
gchool-houses, on the ground that be has
no! the time to attend to the duty, nor the
inciination to go about a very disagreeable
task. If that Director was a salsried offi-
cial, the city would bave the right to de-
man: that he proceed to do bis daty or else
give way for some one who will. We do
not believe that the State should ask any-
one of its citizens to work for it without
compersation. It is entitled to as good ad-
ministration of its affairs as is a private
body. and it cannot hope to get it until it
adopts the system of the private business
concern. The public school system is too
important and tco sacred to have its ad-
 puristration made a charity. It demands

the thought and time of intelligent men
for its right conduct, and these constitute
the capital in life of seven-tenths of those

amazingly weak argument, proceeding
mainly from false premises, that paper
quotes from the report of the Superintend-
ent of Public Instruction in California
paragraph which it con:trues to be a ver-
dict against the California system, and
winds up its strawy editorial with the
statement that the California experiment
is a *flat failure” and that ‘‘fact’” ought to
settle the whole business so far as the
Hoosier State is concerned.

It is amazing that an intelligent journal
can fall into such an error, and it is humul-
iating that Cealitornia should be so misan-
derstood abroad. We, who know that our
“‘experiment”” has proven eminently suc-
cessful, cannot understand how the Indiana
paper could honestly fall into such an
error. The suspicion is strong that its bit-
terness but reflected the wish behind it.
The quotation it made from the official re-
port must be taken in connection with
the context of the document. All that
report could have said is that it
costs more for the State {o print
her books than it would a private individ-
ual; and that is a truth that in no way af-
fects the policy of State issuance of the
books. The State works her printers but
eight hours a day and she pays first-class
wazes. The private publisher can work
his men ten hours, and grind them
down to lower rates if he chooses. The
great truth the Jowrnal avoids is this. that
the people now get the text-books very
much cheaper, bave as good books as be-
fore, and are not, as prior to the adoption of
the present system, at the merey of the
bools rings, while the book-publishing lob-
byists have disappeared from the halls of
legislation and the local politics of the
counties and cities. Moreover, the State
gets its money back for all its outlay, at
the same time that the people receive the
books at a very much lower rate. Unless
our Indianapolis contemporary is desirous
of misleading the Indiana Legislature, it
will correct its blunders, and in guoting
from official reports quote fair.

Bl AT SIS

Mg, Dawsox, of the Charleston News and
Courier, who was murdered for defending
the honor of a young woman placed under
his care, proved his courage a few years
ago by refusing to fight a duel with a South-
ern fire-eater. At the time it was supposed
that no man in that city could defy * ihe
code " and retain the respect of Southern
society. Dawson, hiowever, bad confidence
in the justice of his position and the ulti-
mate judgment of brave men and honest
women. The result was that he won his
point, and he died honored, respected and
admired by all the people. By his cour-
ageous stand against a relic of barbarism,
he did more than any other man has done
in the last half of the century to bring the
duello into deserved disrepute. Dawson’s
example showed how powerful and irre-
sistable is the weapon of truth in the hands
of a man who has the courage to wield 1t.

THERE is nothing of record in recent
times more significant of the march of
free thought and democratic ideas than the
erant of a Coustitution by the Emperor of
Japan to his people. The 11th of Febru-
ary, on which day the Imperial order was
issued, will become one of the proudest
anniversaries of the nation. Unless the
world mistakes the signs of progress in
Japan, less than a century will elapse be-
fore it becomes & government by the peo-
ple in which ruling classes will be un-
known.

As was generally believed would be the
case, the Samoan war cloud has vanished,
There has been no naval battle. On the
contrary, peace hovers lovingly over the
dusky isles, and German impudence has
retired before the frown of an indignant
world. In short Germany, according to
this morning’s news, is taking * the back
track,” and getting out of a bad scrape as
rapidly as possible.

The War on Cliff Rock Seals.

Eps. REcorp-Urs1ox: The bill now be-
fore the Legislature for the extermination
of tte seals inhabiting the Cliff seal rocks
in San Francisco is said to be in the inter-
est of fishermen—not those who run the
risk of catching—but the proprietors. Fish
in San Francisco, compared to more settied
and older countries, bring an exorbitant
price, but are got with much less labor and
much less risk than in any cityin the
world The supply, in fact, is purposely
curtailed, and theseals blamed for a scarcity
that does not exist nor ever will exist. A
few facts. easily proven, will satisfy any
person that fish are most abundant, and
that if sold for half their present price,
would yield a large profit to raen grown
rich already in the trade.
Almost any day on the besch between
Harborview and Fort Point, fishermen
may be seen making draughts to the
beach, and after basketing all the marke!-
able fish, from 100 to 150 pounds of small
fish are left high end dry on the beach to
die. These, with very little trouble, or
without any trouble, could be put back to
their native element and_in two or tkree
vears become several thousands of pounds
of marketable food. One-third grown
crabs are crushed with the beels of the
fishermen’s gum-boots to be more easily
dumped from their nets. This is a share-
ful waste, and if fish were at all scarce,
wonld never oceur.
Anotber instance showing the enormous
supply of fish appears in Mr. Sutro’'s open
letter to the Legislature, where he speaks
of the enormous catches, on Sundays, by
excursion parties on tug-boats going.o'ut to
the Farallones. Hespeaks of an individual
catch of 640 pounds. This seems big, but
vo: uncommon, yielding lots of fun to
amzteurs. When a tug starts out pools are
formed, the person having the biggest hag
taking the “'pot.” Last summer a party of
twelve ahoard divided themselves into four
parties of three each, avd each party put-
ting up $5. The winners in this cuse
caught abont 1,800 pounds—more thau
theyv could dispose of, so after fellow pas-
sengers had taken out a few pounds. the
balance was offered to & dealer for $9, less
than one cent a pound, and thoueh choice
staple fish. be would not take it, thouzh
retailing st from 10 cents fo 15 cents per
pound. Over 7000 pounds of fish were
canght on this excursion by less than thirty
persovs. Every Sunday eveniug, on tke
rerurn of the fishing parties, poor people
meet the boats, always getting a good sup-

ly. Does this look like a scarcity of food

sh? 1s there another city of this size in
the world that can send out these excur-
sions Sundav afier Sunday. and return with
such results? Hundreds of tons are caught
every season by these excursionists.

The cry against seals is simply a pretext
for the enormousg prices, and if two or
three nets during the vear a*e injured by a
seal there is quite a noise made. Siurgeon
do much more damsge to nets, and. in fact,
the seals are often blamed for what the
sturgeon do. G.

QUEER THINGS AMOMNG BOUKS.

How People Buy Them and Sell Them—
A Story that Sounds Like Fiction.

“There is probably no dealer in old
books,” said one of the best-known men in
that business in this city the other day,
“who has so much experience and sharp-
ness as not to be caught napping now and
then. 1 spend the most of my leisure
time going about among other dealers, and
it is wonderful to see what valuable things
they will sell sometimes for a small price,
and what absurd sums they will charge for
things that are worth next to nothing.
The other day 1 was looking over the
books placed outside the door of a shop
and I found, tied up in a bundle, a file of
a little paper published at Brook Farm,
that experiment in co-operation tried
years ago at West Roxbury, Massachusetts.
It is now the rarest of American period-
icals. The bundle was marked ‘50 cents.
I could scarcely believe my eyes. ‘Is that
the price you ask for this bundle ? I said
to the dealer.

“He looked at the bundle and then said
carelessly : ‘Oh, no, no; you can have
that for 35 cents, if you want it.

“And in buying books people don’t
know, often, when they are getting a good
bargain. Here is an old French book that
few know anything about, but it isexceed-
ingly curious. Librarians see it on my
catalogue, but they never heard of it be-
fore, and think it isn’t worth anything.
Well, if somebody doesn’t buy it I shall
double the price of it in my next cata-
logue, and if it doesn’t sell then I shall
double the price again, and by that time
some one will be sure to want it.”

“Do you never get hold of books that
you find it impossible to sell at all ?”

“No, never; I have had so much ex-
perience that I can tell when I see any
book whether I have ever had calls for it
or am likely to have any.

“A good many queer things happen in
this business, but here is one that sounds
almost like fiction, though it is every word
true. A man came into my shop here one
day and introduced himself, saying that
though he had had a good deal of corre-
spondence with me he had never seen me,
but being in New York he thought that he
would call, though for no other purpose
than to say ‘ good day,’ as he did not want
to buy anything at present. We talked
pleasantly for a few moments and he
looked about the shop. ‘What is in that
big basket? he said, at last.

“The basket that he pointed to was the
same one that is there behind you now,
and it was full of old legal documents.

“‘Oh, nothing of any consequence, I
replied, setting the basket on the counter
for him to look at.

“He turned over the papers and finally
asked me what I would take for them. *I
don’t know,’ I said; ‘what will you give
for them ?’

“‘T'l give you $10 for the lot, he said,
and I took the ofier at once.

“He picked out two of the papers and
put them in his pocket, and then said:
‘Send me the rest any time; there is no
hurry’

“‘But now that you have bought this
stuff and paid for it I said, ‘I suppose
you won’t mind telling me what you want
of it

“‘Not in the least, was the reply, ‘Iam
the executor of an estate up in one of the
northern counties, and it has been impossi-
ble to prove the title to certain parts of it.
Nobady ever disputed the last owner's ti-
tle, and he was careless about his papers.
And now here in your basket I find che
genuine deeds of the property.

“My customer was naturally delighted
with what he had found, and lLie wrote to
me afterward to say that he had collected
over $50,000 in rents that he could not get
before for want of those deeds.”—N. Y,
Tribune.
