THE GLORIOUS RAIN.

Precipitation General Throughout the
State—The Farmers Jubllant.

A week ago farmers throughout the Sac-
ramento valley and the foothills were be-
ginning to feel quite** blue.” There had
been so little rain that it was feared the
coming would be a dry season, and that
crops, both fruit and grain, would be quite
short. All fears are now dispelled, and

many are now beginning to cry for a cessa-
tion of the downpour.

At the beginning of last week there was
iess spow in the mountains than at the
same date for many years previous, and
many fesred, especially those engaged in
river navigation, that during the coming
season the Sacramento wouid be so low
that boats from the bay would be unable to
reach this city.

The river has been navigated for forty
veers, end at no time during that period
has such a thing occurred, that the Sacra-
mento was not navigable to Red Bluff, and
the Feather to Marysville, and the recent
storm insures sufficient snow in the
mountains to feed the rivers until snow
falls again another season.

The river in frent of this city Tuesday
marked eight feet, and last night the gauge
showed twenty-one feet, with the river
still rising, showing that there has been a
copious downpour throughout the valley.
From all points it is learned that there has
been a generous rainfall, and the farmers
gud fruit-growers throughout the State are
jubilant.

Sergeant Barwick says: *“ The rainfall
for this season amounts to 13.96 inchos,
distributed as follows: September of last
vear, .35 of an inch; October, nothing;

Atmospheric Phenomensa.
Evs. Recorp-Unton: I wish to inform
vou of a sight we witnessed in the morn-
ing of February 28th about sunrise. We
live nearly twenty-five miles trom Sacra-

mento City, due east, and we can see the
Capitol quite plain on clear days. On the
above nemed morning I looked in the di-
rectuion of the city, and to my surprise saw
two Capitols instead of one; they appeared
one above the other, and the upper one was
at least five times the size of the lower one.
At times the onein the air would settle
right over the other, and again rise way
aborve it until the dome rose to the sum-
mit of the Coast Range. Then the dome
would become detached and float jn differ-
ent directions and again return and  rise
until the Capitol and dome would be of
grand proportions. This pbenomena lasted
about ten minntes. When the sun had
weli risen it disappeared aad we could but
faintly see the outlines of the Capitol itself,
there being a large amount of vapor in the
air. It was no fog bank, for the mirage
in the sky looked more sclid than
the one on the earth and glistened white.
I took notice of the sunlight that morning
around Sacramento city. It was of a light
red appearance, while between here and
there it was yellow.
At first I was greatly astonished and
came to the conclusion there was some-
thing wrong with my vision. I called the
folks, and they saw the same. Togeiher
we watched it until it disappeared
I have read much about mirsges sailors
have seen at sea, and came to the conclu-
sion that it could be explained on the same
principie. I do not know whether or not
others observed the same sight, or whether
you have heard of it before. If not, yon
may publish this for the benefit of those
interested in such matters.

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THE ENSENADA GOLP FIELDS.

An Experienced Miner Tells What EHe
Saw acd What He Thinks,

Several weeks since it was reported that
the Mexicans were taking out gold in pay-
ing quantities not far from Ensenada, in
Lower California. The news was tele-
graphed all over the country, and there
was a grand rush for the new gold fields.
B. H. Miller, for a long time Clerk of

Mono county, and a gentleman well known
in this city, has returned from the southern
country, and gives anything but a glowing
account of the newly-found gold fields. He
says the gold fields are in what is called
Santa Clara valley and in two gulches, the
American and Mexican. The gold fields
extend along those two gulches for a dis-
tance of five miles, and no gold is found
outside of the channels, which are very
narrow. These gulches are nothing more
than water courses, which are perfectly dry
in the summer time, but in winter are often
raging torrents. The Mexican gulch is
now dry, and the snow in the mountains
will not feed the American later than the
first of May.

Those going to the mines from Califor-
nia by teams enter at Juana, a town just
across the line. Here you find some ob-
stacles. The authorities take from vou all
your arms. They charge you 340 duty
upen every horse or ox, regardless of their
value. They collect $10 for every wheel
upon your vehicle, $5 per hundred on your
flour, 18 cents per pound on your bacon
and hams and 60 cents for each can of
canned goods and everything else in pro-
portion. In other words, you buy your
outfit in San Diego and bave to buy it over
again wben you reach the Mexican border,
and pay two prices for it. The claims are
only sixty feei square, and you have to pay
the Mexican Government $17 for each locsa-
tion before you are allowed to stick a pick
in the soil, and they also exact 40 per cent.
of all the gold you take out. This would
not be so bad if there was plenty of gold,
but there is not. The reports about fabu-
lous sums of gold being shipped from
SBouthern California are all false. The
mines are neither extensive nor rich.
There are no gravel deposits, but the chan-
nels of the two galches are shallow and
filled with float. There are no quartz
mines, but indications which might be
called trace rock are found quite frequently,
some of it gold bearing.

There are many more coming from the
mines than are going in. Most of them
were men from the East who know noth-
iog of mining, and of course, all they get
out of it is their experience, which costs
them a round sum. When the first news
came out regarding the discovery, there
was a grand rush from Arizona and all
points of Southern California. Many
clerks in Los Angeles and San Diego who
had positions worth $100 per month, left
them on one day’s notice and started for
Mexico. The Mexican officials are very
slow and exacting. The red tape cne has
to go through is amazing, and it takes
three days to pass these custom officers.

The nativesare the lowest class of greasers
and half-breeds, who live on berries and
nuts, have no stores, and sell no provisions
that an American can eat. Itisa barren
and desolate country, good for nothing for
agriculture, and so far has shown nothing
in mineral that would warrant an experi-
enced prospector, under the existing gov-
ernmental affairs, to even waste his time
in prospecting.

At present from four to six outfits are
all that can pass the customs office at Juana
in one day. They propose to get more
belp, and the Governor of Lower California
seems to be glad to have Americans come
in.

Mr. Miller advises all who want to try
their luck in those mines to secure their
passports of the Mexican Consul at San
Diego, as it will save them much time on
the border. The miners must get all their
supplies from Ensenada, on the coast.

JAMES O’STILLIVAN.

A Pioneer Newspaper Man of California,
and an Old Soldier, Dead.

James O’Sullivan, a native of Ireland,
aged 63, died near this city on the 13th in-
stant, after a long illness. O’Sullivan was
one of the aldest newspaper men on the
coast. He came to California in 1846, a
member of Colcnel Stevenson’s famous
regiment. He engaged in mining in Tuol-
umne county in an early day, but soon
drifted into journalism and became one of
the editors of the Placer Herald and Times
of this city, the pioneer journal of the val-
ley. Subsequently he was an editor of the
Times, of San Francisco, and thereafter
served on various papers. He was an effec-
tive writer and a man of much penetration
when he was in his prime. He was sent
from San Frapcisco as a member of the
last Constitutional Convention, and after
service in that body fell into ill-health and
became dependent upon the kindness of
old pioneer friends. A few months before
his death he received the first installment
of a pension granted to him. He came {0
Sacramento several months ago and was
cared for in the County Hospital. O'Sualli-
van was a man of good address end was
well liked by those who knew him best.
He was a journeyman printer, and Sacra-
mento Typographical Union, No. 46, will
do bim funeral honors on Sunday.

MARY AT THE ALTAR.

Why Miss Anderson Will Never Visl? St.
Louis Again,

The story of Miss Mary Anderson’s
troubles in St. Louis has been but half told,
and the reason that has been assigned for
her determination never again to act in
that city is not+the true one at all. That
the gutter “criticism” to which she was
treated by the St. Louis papers was not
pleasant reading to a lady of Miss Ander-
son’s character is undoubtedly true, but
she could read it with ecomparative com-
placency, knowing that it could in no
way injure her, professionally or so-
cially. The theater was packed to
witness each of her performances, in spite
of the vulgar attempts to injure her
business by the newspaper men, so that
she and Mr. Abbey could well afford to
laugh at her “critics,” while they gath-
ered in the golden dollars of St. Louis. It
was not this that decided her to shake the
dust of the city from her feet, and never
soil her shoes with it again. This decision
was brought about by an affront to her
tenderest feelings as a woman, made by an
obscure little sheet whose name would
hardly be recognized if it was mentioned,
and which will not, therefore, receive the
benefit of a free advertisement here. The
story,-as told by one of Miss Anderson’s
dearest friends, is here printed for the first
time.

Mary Anderson is a devout Catholie,
and she never lets anything interfere with
what she considers her duties as such.
Wherever she may be, it is her custom to
attend early mass regularly, in all kinds of
weather and under all circumstances. She
is modest and unostentatious in her devo-
tions, aiways seeking to avoid observation,
and on this account, instead of going to
cathedrals or large churches, she seeks out
the small and unassuming edifices, where
she can attend to her devotional exercises
unobserved by the curious. Her maid is
also a very devout Catholic, and the two
are accustomed to go to mass together.

A few poor
women and girls were at the altar, and
having asked permission of the priest to
join the communion, which was, of course,
gladly given, the actress and her maid
knelt together and worshipped humbly
with the poor people around them. As
they left the church Miss Anderson noticed
a solitary man sitting in the back, who
watched her intently as she passed out.
She was sure she had not passed him in
entering, and something seemed to force it
on her mind that his presence there was
in some way connected with her devotions.
Before nightfall this impression was deep-
ened to a certainty, for the streets of St.
