An Engineer Prevents a Bad Accident—

A I'LHMIILi:DEFENSE.

Sheriff Lord Testifies in His Own Behalf
—The Case Closes.

Nevada City, March 19th.—In the Lord
case to-day many citizens of Grass Valley
testified to tbe defendant's good reputation.
Defendant was sworn and gave a detailed
statement as to the information on which
he based his demand for a recount, show-
ing that various persons had told him they
believed something was wrong with the
returns from Boston Ravine precinct, and
advised him to bring suit. He testifies
that on the night of November 19;h he re-
mained at tbe county seat to engage in a
hunt for Indian Joe, who was wanted for
murder, and that other parties had been
informed by him of his plans.

Testimony corroborating bis on this and
other points was introduced. Tbe argu-
ments of counsel began shortly after noon,
and willprobably continue e;1 day to-mor-
row. The defense sought to submit the
case without argument, uut t^g prosecu-
tion refused.

OUR PRODUCTS.

PROPOSED PLANS TO MAKE THEM
KNOWS EAST.

Some Valuable Suggestions Made
by W. H. Mills to the State

Board of Trade.

[SPBCIAL DISPATCH TO THERBOOBO-UVIOB.]

Sak Fkancisco, March 19th.— At a regu-
lar meeting of the Executive Committee of
the State Board of Trade to-day, Vice-
President W. H. Byington, of Sonoma
county, presided. There were present P.
W. Butler, of Placer; S. M. Smith, of
Contra Costa ;Tyler Beach, of Santa Ciara;
J. B. Coldwell, of Stanislaus; W. H.Mills
of San Francisco ;Mr. Hibbard, of Butte :
M.M.Estee, of Napa. and others.

A. number of communications wert read
by Secretary Davies containing much in-
formation relative to the work being done
by the Board.

From the Los Angele3 Chamber of Com-
merce word came that affiliation had been
agreed upon, and that Major E. W. Jones
had been chosen as member of the Execu-
tive Committee. Au exhibition of Los
Angeles county products will be made in
this city as soon as itcan be prepared, and
one willalso be sent to the traveling exhi-
bition now in the East.

Mr.Mills suggested that Los Angeles be
asked to send here as many specimens of
semi-tropical products as possible. Such
products willsupply a desired need in the
present exhibition, which at present has
somewhat of a temperate rather than senn-
tropical appearance. Reference was modt
to the care taken by many Southern Cali-
fornia producers to secure* diversified col-
lections of tropical or semi-tropical pro-
ducts. Among others, Mr. Carr, of Pasa-dena, and his wife have taken much pains
in this regard. The plants of the Nilehave, among other things, been here
brought under cultivation.

Mr.Millspresented an outline of a plan
for the establishment East of agencies of
the Executive Committee of the Board. It
is proposed to make permanent exhibitions
inBoston. New York, Philadelphia, Balti-
more, Cincinnati, Louisville,Indianapolis,
Chicaeo, Milwaukee, Kansas City,Topeka
and Nashville. Such exhibitions can be
made without cost of rent or salaries. It
is considered that such exhibitions will
produce orders for our canned goods and
drit-d fruits. The agencies established can
be made headquarters for the circulation o;'
publications relatius to this coast. An
energetic member of the committee would
doubtless have to be sent East to establish
the agencies.

Regarding the plan Mr.Millsspoke ofits
importance and practicability. Hecited the
case ot Topeka, where Major Lewis, editor
of one of the newspapers of that place, lias
already secured quarters in one of the lead-
ing grocery stores. Major Lewi3 is much
interested in California and has already
organized a Topeka colony and secured
land here for it.

In New York, Parke, Tilford &Co. will
make the desired exhibit. In Columbus
the Gazette of that city will take the matter
in charge. The merchants who would
make the exhibit as planned, giving up,
perhaps, one of their show-windows, wou!d
naturally become dealers in California pro-
ducts of dried and canned poods at last.
Transportation for products from here can
doubtless be secured free. Inthe speaker's
judgment the result accomplished would
be very much the same as that hoped tor
from the recent projected London exhibi-
tion.

Mr.Smith asked where the goods to be
sent to the various proposed exhibitions
were to be secured ?

Inreply Mr.Millscited tue experieuce of
the Board inregard to printing California
literuture. Itwas early learned that indis-
criminate distribution of circulars, etcwas of little avail. Now, when genuine
addresses of inquirers resident in the Baal
have been secured, tbe whoie of the State
is incited to furnish literature for distribu-
tion. It was agreed that the various coun-ties could be depended upon to furnish
products for twenty permanent exhibits
where it was assured the products would
not only attract attention but create orders
for similar products. Oroville, for exam-
ple, would certainly send enough oranges
at the right time. Fresno would send
raisins. Those interested in the great land
sales that are now beginning to be held
over the State would readily furnish pro-
ducts from the locality which it is desired
to advertise.

Mr.Butler and others spoke enthusias-
tically in favor of the plan outlived, and it
was agreed to refer the matter to a specin:
committee for action. This. committee is
composed of the present officers of xue
Board.

General Manager Brown reported the
continued success of ite traveling exnibi-
tion East. Reports from aeents show that
on the tour between Oniaka and Dunkirk,
from December 23d last to March 12th
nearly 230,000 people have visited the cars!
General Passenger Agent Goodman, of theSouthern Pacific, was quoted in speaking
of the exhibition:

The effect of the gooJ

workdone by this method of advertising
this section of the ounfry cannot possibly
be estimated by any facts or figures or
mental calculation as eacb ud every per-
son interested must judge thereof for him-
self.

The workdone relative to arranging

for a traveling exhibition in Great Britain

of the plan suggested, and said he would dowhat he could with Secretary Rusk for
next year's distribution.

attending meetings was brought up by the
member fromSan Bernardino. Thematterwas referred to a special committee forconsideration.

YOSEMITEVALLEY.
Finding* of the Tosemlte Coininlttre of

Investigation.
The following report was submitted vj

the Senate on tbe last night ot the amion .
Whereas, Charges ot mismanagement anj

misappropriatiou of public funds, onthe part
of the Commission to Manage Yosemite Valley
and Mariposa Big Tree Grove, has been made
by the public press: and whereas, great expense
has been caused by subpenaing witnesses ami
sending after witnesses who, by reason of their
age and circumstuncts, were unable to attend,
we, your committee, feel that a report inac-
cordance with the facts is due to the Senate,
stating our nndings from the evidence taken in
the investigation.

After a careful examination of all the w.t-
nesses who appeared, and a careful considera-
tionof the testimony adduced ou examination
and cross examination, we find that nothing
more

—
than a difference of opinion existed be-

tween some witnesses and the Yosemite Com-
missioners, as to the best method of manage-
ment of the affairsof the valley—appears to
your committee. In nearly every case the
witnesses disagreed one withIhe other about
the best moJo. Some thought the Commission
ers allowed too many lcuces; while others
thought the fences wore an improvement, as
the land where fenced was kept clear of brush
and nndergrowth, thereby producing grass in
largely increased quantities. Some 01 the wit-
nesses said too many trees had been cut : others
testified that none were cut without the best of
reasons, and that more underbrush should be
cut. innocase was corruption on the part of
the Commissioner? proved or even charged by
the witnesses. Some of the witnesses said hints
had been thrown out by others, and in
most of the casts of this kind they had
even foigotton who talked to them. The
investigation was given a very wide scope at
the request of the CommiKsiouers, and noreason
appears lor the attacks ofthe press on the Com-
missioners, who seem to have carried out their
best judgment. We believe that well-meaning
people (some of whom never saw the valiej)

were imposed upon by irresponsible parties and
cranks, whom no sort of management would
satisfy. The tolls collected in the valley (which
the pre>ent appropriation topurchase roads will
abolish), and tolls on roads leading to the val-
ley, has caused more trouble and complaint
than any orall other things. Some witnesses
complained atom exclusive privileges, but
those complaints came, in most cases, from
parties who wanted the same privileges or
leases themselves ; and wnile your committee
don't pretend to say that the Board ol Commis-
sioners did the best that could be done, and
possibly made serious errors, there has baeu
but little testimony taken before your commit-
tee to justify the enormous expense incurred in
investigating charges that inmost of the cases
looked into were frivolous in the extreme.

Your committee has not the time tocite all
the cases that in their judgment warrant the
above report, as the mention of one selectedcase would necessitate goingover all the testi-
mony, which has been ordered printed, and to
which vie refer to substantiate oar report.

Thrilling Scene Enacted ou the Plalnx of

Elfis Norton. Thn two nieuha>l previously
had some misunderstanding which engen-
dered bad feelings. Thn? lived near each
other and met frequently, but no trouble of
aseri.ius m»tcre waa anticipated by the
friends ofeither party.

Early in the m'orninjr Norton bitc)ied hia
team to a wagon and was driving leisurely
on to Denver, wheu he heard a farm wagon
rapidly •ppro&cbirjg from behind.

AMERICA EtLOiSIZED.

Columbia's Praises suug In the Halls <\u25a0!
the Vatican.

Rome. March ld:h.—The American Col-
itge gave a grand dinner !h:s evening in
honor of the leaders of toe American pil-
grims, at which many prelates were (res-
ent. Bishop Keane, President of the new
CatholicUniversity at Washington, spoke
in English, Latin aud French.

The Pope's Vicar. Cardinai Parocchi. de-
livered a powerful Latinoration on behalf
ot' the Pope. He txprcssed the Pope's ad-
miration for American institutions, and
spoke of the deep interest taken by his
Holiness in the birth of the Washington
University, which he regarded as one of
the chief glories ot his pontificate.

Cardinal Schiaffines eulo«ized the Wash-
ington University as the crowning work of
Christian education —a work that was des-
tined to display Amtr:?a to the world as a
living exemplification of perfect accord
between the highest learning and science
and the Catholic faith.

Monsignor Jacobini traced America's
wonderful progress. He referred to the
treasures of faith poured forth by Catholic
Ireland, and contrasted the strong and
liberal American institutions and people
and of Catholic churches in America with
the sadiv painful situation of people and
the church of the Old World.

IN THE COMMONS.

Haroonrt and Gladstone* Rattling Fire
at the Government.

London, March l'J.h.—Sir William Ver-
non Harcourt announced that he intended
to challenge the conduct of the Govern-
ment ivplacing Irish officials paid by the
public at the service ot the Times, in"con-
mction with that paper's charges against
the Irish members of the House. He also
announced that on the vote for Attorney-
General Webster's salary he should ask
what state services the Attorney-General
had rendered during the past nine months,
and why any salary should be paid to him.

Gladstone denied the right of Goschen,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, to calculate
beforehand what time should be allowed
f>r a discußsion of the vote. He denied the
right of the Government to take away the
right of tbe Housa to the time necessary
for a fulldiscussion.

Harcourt. in opposing the motioa of
Smith, the Government leader, to give pre-
cedence to the vote, accused the Govern-
ment of shirking a discussion and of try-
ing to introduce a new and surreptitious
form of closure. He said the time was
drawing near wheu the Commons would
become simply a vestry for the registering
of the Government's transactions.

COOING MORE GENTLY.

Lord Salisbury Doesn't \fiab to Discuss
the Forged Letters.

London. March 19th.—Salisbury ad-
dressed a large audience to-day a Watford.
He said that Parliament will not be dis-
solved unless the Opposition isable to secure
a want of confidence in the Government,
and that those who thought otherwise were
amusing themselves with vain dreams.

LordSalisbury said he would not discuss
the forged letters, nor much larger matters
of sccusation against the Iri=h leaders
which were now before an eminently com-
petent and impartial tribunal. The Gov-
ernment had no interest ivthe letters. The
Commission had been appointed to con-
sider far wider and more important charges.
There bad been a great deai of public tm-
braciug of the Parnellite leaders, bat be-
fore expressing an opinion be would wait
for the judgment of the Commission.

EDITOR O'(JO>"XOR's CBITICISM.
London, March 19th.—The Daily Nem,

commenting on Lo:<i Salisbury's speech at
Watford, says: "The Prime Minister's
speech has sealed the fate of the Govern-
ment. He has drawn his sword, and has
thrown away the scabbard. He is driven
by the course of events into a state of des-
perate fury. Like Juno, he is glad to cat
his enemies, and to eat tnem raw. IfLord
Salisbury were imprisoned for a technical
breach of the law, and if any Radical re-
ferred to him as he referred toO'Brien, the
offender would deserve to be ignominouslv
hooted from the society of decent people."

ENGLISH SENTIMENT.

Rapid Revulsion of Feeling Against the
Tory Policy.

Londom, March linh.—Concerning the
great Gladstone v:ct >ry at Kennington, Mr.
H;aly wires from Dublin:

"Itis impossible to impress our friends
that the main effect of tbis election is the
demoralization of the Ministe.rialis.ts and en-
venoming of the opposition. Sixty shaken
London Tories will hamper Balfourisoi.
The Government will not apparently
change its policy, but its weakness will be-
come more and more evident. Itwill drag
out its discreditable lifeto the last, for tbe
Tories never dream of resigning. The Un-
ionists must support them, for to the Dn-
ionists dissolution means extinction."

When Mr.Gladstone drove to the House
of Commons in an open carriage he was
cheered all along the line instead "ofhissed.

TROUBLED BANKS.

The Financinl Upheaval in Paris—Condi-
tion of the Banks.

Paris, March 19th.— A pessimist feeling
prevailed to-day regarding the position ol
credit houses, especially of the Banque
d'Paris, which is much discussed. It is re-
ported that the back is deeply involved in
the copper trouble, and is not expected to
pay a dividend for the past year. More-
over, it is stated that the Directors con-
cerned announced at the bankers' meeting
last evening that they were unable to sub-
scribe for the relief of the Comptoir d'Es-
compte, having themselves lent 27,000,000
francs on copper warrants.

The decline in Societe dts Metaux shares
is attributable to the fact that the concern
had definitely suspended payment and op-
eration. Nevertheless, there was a large
amount of buying and repurchasing in the
copper mine market to-day, the demand
forRio Tintobeing especially strong.

The localbranch ot the Comptoir d'Es-
compte still continues business, notwith-
standing the collapse of the parent house in
Paris.

ON THEIR DIGNITY.

Patriotic League Defendants Refune to
Answer Certain Questions.

Pabis, March 19:h.— Senator Naqaet and
Deputies Laquene and Turquet, who are
being prosecired by the Government for
their connection wiiti the Patriotic League,
were arraigned before an examining magis-
trate to-day.
