THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.

BLAINE AND SUERMAN HAVE AN
INTERVIEW.

More of President Harrison's Ap-
pointments Confirmed—Vessels
Ordered to Apia.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THR BECORD-UNION,)

IMPORTANT LAND DECISIONS.

Los Angeles and San Franecisco Cases In-
volving Large KEstates.

WasHINGTON, April 1st.—The Sapreme
Court to-day rendered a decision in case
221, Lizzie Buxton and Anna J. Voorhees,
plaintiffs in error vs. Hattie L. Travers et
al., in error, to the Supreme Court of Cali-
fornia. The case of plaintiffs rests upon the
contention that their father acquired by oc-
cupation of ucsurveyed lands of the United
States the right of pre-emption, which,
at his death descended to plaintiffs under
the laws of the United States. The Court
holds that this contention is not well taken.
Settlements upon public lands in advance
of public surveys, the Court says, is al-
lowed to parties who intend when the sur-
veys are made to apply for their purchase.
If within a certain time after the surveys
and return of the plats to the local land
offices, the settler takes certain steps re-
quired by law, he acquires for the first time
the right of pre-emption to land, that is, a
right to purchase it in preference to others.
Until then he has no estate in the land
which he conld devise by will, or which,
in case of death, would pass to his heirs-
at-law. As has been heretofore held by
the Court, occupation and improvement of
public lands with a view to pre-emption,
does not convey vested rights in the lands
so occupied. The United States entersinto
no obligation that lands occupied shall
never be put up for sale, but simply de-
clares in czse they are offered for sale oc-
cupants shall have the privilege of pur-
chasing them before all others. The judg-
ment of the lower Court against the plain-
tiffs’ right is affirmed.

The opinion was rendered by Justice
Field. An opinion was also rendered in
No. 1370, Brigid O. O. Botiller et al., plain-
tiffs in error, vs. Domingo Do ninguez, in
error, to the Supreme Court of California.
This is an action of ejectment brought by
Dominguez against Botiller and others to
recover possession of the ranch Los Vir-
gines, in Los Angeles county, California.
Dominguez's title is derived from a grant
made by Mexico in 1834, but which grant
never has been presented for confirmation
to the Board of Land Commissioners ap-
pointed under an Act of Congress of March
3, 1851, to settle private land claims in Cal-
ifornia, and no patent for the land has ever
been issued by the United States. It is
contended by Botiller that the tract is pub-
lic land, and open tc entry under the gen-
eral land laws.

The lower Court held that, as Domin-
guez’ title to the land from Mexico was
perfect at the time of the acquisition of
California by the United States, he was not
compelled to submit the grant for confirma-
tion to the Board of Land Commisssoners,
and that his failure to do so did not forfeit
his grant.

Judgment was therefore given against
Botiller, and from that judgment an ap-
peal was taken to this Court. In an elab-
orate opinion by Justice Miller, the Su-
preme Court holds that the lower Court
was in error, and therefore reverses the
judgment of the Supreme Court of Califor-
nia. The Court says there is nothing in
the language of the statute of 1851 creating
a Board of Land Commissioners, to show
that its proceedings were to be limited to
the setilement of implicit and inchoate
claims, and that claims already per-
fected under Mexican law were to be ex-
cluded from the jurisdiction of the Com-
mission. Nowhere in the statute is there a
hint of an attempt at any distinction as to
claims to be presented between those which
are pertected and those which are imperfect.

It was not the purpose of the statutes to
settle titles between private citizens, mak-
ing claims to same lands. The object was
to separate and distinguish lands which
the United States owned, from those which
belonged, either equitably or legally, to
private parties, under the grant from Spain
or Mexico. It was equally important to
the object which the United States had 1n
the passage of it, that claims under perfect
grants from the Mexican Government
should be established, as that imperfect
claims should be established or rejected so
that the Government might be enabled out
of all of its vast domain, to say: “This is
my property,” and that Mexican claimant
who bad a just claim, might say, “This is
mine.”

In conclusion the Court said there can
be no doubt of the proposition, that no
title to land in California, dependent upon
Spanish or Mexican grants, can be of any
validity which has not been submitted to
tbe Board provided for that purpose in the
Act of 1851, and the judgment of the Su-
preme Court of California is accordingly
reversed.

The opinion in this case, it is said, will
affect title to a large quantity of California
lands.

SENATOR TELLER

Says Executive Appointments Should Be
Considered in Open Session.

WasninecToN, April 1st.—In the Senate
to-day Teller offered the following:

Resolved, That hereafter all Executive nomi-
nations shall be considered in open session of the
Senate.

Hesaid: *“Ido not intend to ask con-
sideration of this resolution at this time. I
merely offer it that it may be referred to
the Committee on Resolutions. At the
next regular session of the Senate, if I live
to be present, I irtend to press that resolu-
tion in season and out of season. I have
never believed there was any good reason
why Executive nominations should be con-
sidered by the Senate with closed doors. I
am satished that a great majority of the
people of this Government, irrespect-
ive of party, are of the same opinion.
I am tired of giving my reasons to the Sen-
ate with closed doors for votes which I
gave and noticing in the newspapers the
next day entirely different reasons ascribed
to me, and not unfrequently no reason at
all. Ihave never expressed a sentiment
nor given a vote in the Senate with closed
doors which I would not give in the open
Senate. 1 do not believe any considerabie
number of Senators desire to shield them-
selves from public criticism or public gaze
in a matter of this kind. While I admit
that in considering questions of interna-
tional relations tbere may be and fre-
quently are times when the Senate should
sit with closed doors, on account of great
public interests, I can conceive of noreason
why we should close our doors when asked
to pass on the qualifications of men for
public office.

“I1 did not desire to conceal from the
public any action of mine in reference to
such matters. On the contrary, I am ex-
ceedingly anxious that when I exercise my
constitutional and Senatorial duty here 1
may execute it in the face of the whole
world, or at least so much of the world that
bas a right to call me in question for my
conduct, and that is the people of the
United States. I believe that the time has
come when public sentiment will not tol-
erate the closing of our docrson a mere
question of contirmation. I believe that
the practice is one of agencies that is calcu-
lated to bring the American Senate into
disrepute and into contempt, for the people
will believe—under the charges that are
made day by day—that we are afraid to ex-
press our views that there is some truth in
themn. Newspaperjmen with their accus-
tomed zeal must find some reason for our
conduct, and very frequently put into our
mouths things we never said and never
thought of.”

The resolation was referred to the Com-
mittee on Rules.

NAVAL NEWS,

The Richmond, Alert and Adams to be
: Sent to Samona.

WasHiNGToN, April 1st.—The Navy De-
partment is making every effort to secure
an adequate representative at Samoa. Or-
ders were sent to-day to have the Rich-
mond, Alert and Adams sent to Apia at
the earliest practicable moment. The Alert
is at Honolulu and can reach ina
month or at least in forty days. The Rich-
mond is in the river Rio de la Plata on the

east coast of South America and must go}

around Cape Horn. The Adams is under-
going repairs at the Mare Island Navy
Yard, and ten days or two weeks will serve
to complete her repairs, and after a few
days necessary to take stores and coal, she
may sail on the vovage which will take
abouta month. The Yantic, now at Brook-
lyn, can be ready tosai! on the 10th instant,
and in all probability will be sent to relieve
the Richmond.
THE OLD RICHMOND.

The old Richmond is by far the larzest
of the vessels that will goto Apia. She
was built 2t Norfolk in 1858, and is of 2,700
tors burden, 525 feet long, 42} foot beam
and 174 draft. Her speed is set down at 9}
knots when in trim, but she is doubtless
foul, and consequently much redoced in
speed by her stay in the South Atlantic
waters. She is commanded by Captain O.
V. Reed, with Lieutenant-Commander
Louis Lingsley, Lieutenants 8. H. C. Coffin,
F.H. Crosby, J. M. Robinson and J. O. Nich-
olson. Her complement is 29 officers and
321 men. The batteryis headed by twelve
nine-inch smooth bores, one eight-inch
muzzle-loader rifie, onesixty-pound breach-
loading rifle, one twenty-pound breach-
loading and some smailer secondary guns,

THE ALERT.

The Alert is a 1,000-ton vessel, bnilt by
John Reach in 1875. She carries twenty-
one officers and 127 men. She is rated at
ten knots an hour, is 175 feet long by 32
feet beam, and draws 127 feet of water,
and carries a battery of one eleven-inch
and two nine-inch smooth-boies, one sixty-
pound rifle and four small guns in second-
ary battery. Her officers are Commander
James D. Graham, and Lieatenants John
Garrett, T. E. Green, C.T. Moore, J. P.
Pfiker, C. D. Bostwick and William G.
Hanpum.

THE ADAMS,

The Adams is rated at 1,375 tons. She
was built in 1876 at Boston by Donald Me-
Kav. Her length is 187 feet, by 35 beam
14 3 draft. Sheis set down as a 98 knot
ship, with a battery of four nine-inch
smooth-bores, one eight-inch muzzle-load-
ing rifle, one sixty-pound muzzle-loading
gun, and five guns in the secondary bat-
tery. Her detail of officers is not yet been
made.

MUGWUMPS,
Democratic Senators Indulge in Some
Sharp Criticlsms.

WasHINGTON, April 1st.—Senator Plumb
stated that he had moved a reconsideration
of the vote by which the nomination of
Lewis Wolfley to be Governor of Arizona
had been confirmed, upon the assurance
that the charges against his character had
not been considered by the committee.
Since then he had become satisfied that the
action of the committee was right, and he
would not press his motion. The injupc-
tion of secrecy upon the confirmation was
accordingly removed. There was consid-
erable discussion upon the nomination of
delegates to the Congress of American
Nations, to be held in this city next
autumn. Objections were made to them
by Democrats, on the ground that they were
almost unanimously Republicans in poli-
tics.

Senator Sherman, Chairman on Foreign
Relatious Committee, which had recom-
mended the list, stated that three of them,
namely, Messrs. White of Maryland, Tres-
cott of South Carolina and Haunson of
Georgia, were Democrats. The minority
Senators, however, insisted that Trescott
and Hanson were mugwumps, not Demo-
crats, and ought not to be so considered.
Senator Frye criticised the list of appoint-
ments, saying that so far as he knew, with
a single exception, none of the delegates
named ought to be appointed. Senator
Hoar eulogized T. Jefferson Coolidge.

Frye said William Pinckney White was
opposed|to paying subsidies to ocean steam-
ship lines, being interested in’the operation
of clipper ships trading with South Amer-
ican countries, a statement which Senator
Gorman is said to have confirmed. The
report of the committee went over until
to-morrow without action by general con-
sent, there being no formal motion or ob-
jection entered.

ADJOURNMENT OF THE SENATE.,

The Minister to China to be a Surprise to
the Country.

WasHINGTON, April 1st.—It is expected
that the Senate will adjourn to-morrow
sine die. Ic is barely possible that one or
more nominations will be sent in, but of
this there is no certainty.

President Harrison has made nearly
double the nominations that were sent to
the Senate by ex-President Cleveland at
the special session which followed his in-
auguration. It is a great disabpointment
to various candidates that the President
has not chosen a Public Printer, Commis-
sioner of Land Office and Comptroller of
Currency.

It is understood that Wm. B. Roberts, of
Titusville, Pa., will be appointed Minister
to the Argentine Republic. A No one seems
to know who will be chosen Minister to
China, but it is said the nominee will be a
surprise to the country.

THE ASSISTANT ATTORNEY-GENERAL.

George H. Shields nominated to-day for
Assistant Attorney-General of the Interior
Department, is a resident of St. Louis,where
he has been engaged in the practice of law
for many years, until General John R. Hen-
derson dropped the practice of law to at-
tend to his private affairs. Shields was a
partner of his and has continued the busi-
ness of the firm ever since. Shields is
about 55 years of age, is active and energetic.
and has a wide knowledge of land law.
He was appointed on the recommendation
of Secretary Noble.

GOVERNOR OF NEW MEXICO.

A funny incident is connected with the
nomination of L. Bradford Prince to be
Governor of New Mexico. There were
three candidates in the field, Prince, Dyer
and Sallivan, who have been urging their
claims with great persistency. This morn-
ing the matter was settled at the White
House, and Prince’'s nomination sent to
the Senate. About an hour after it was
made Prince came sadly into Noble’s office
and said: “Mr. Secretary, Sullivan, Dyer
and myself bave had a conference, and we
have agreed to be satisfied with whomever
of us you may select. We shall make
no protest.” “That is settied, is it,
Prince. If I nominate one of the other
men you will be satisfied, will you ? I hope
you will stand by that.”

Prince seemed to have given up all
hope and turned sadly away, saying, “ Well,
I agreed to that,and I will stand by it.”
He went out without any further knowl-
edge of the situation, and it was not until
the evening papers conveyed to him the
knowledge that he had won the prize that
he found himself actually and heartily
satisfied with the situation.

Prince was Chief Justice of New Mexico
until Arthur demanded his resignation, to
make place for A. A. Axtell, of Ohio, who
came to Arthur and claimed that Garfield
bad promised him the place.

The papersin
the case of every man agreed upen by the
delegation will be handed to the President,
together with a letter indorsine it, signed
by Senator Stanford and the Republican
members of the House from California.

They realize that there will be a great
deal of dissatisfaction and discontent felt
by gentlemen who have been disappointed,
but they have endeavored to make soch se-
lection as would insure a good administra-
tion of offices, and at the same time be for
the best interests of the Republican party of
the State. Another meeting of the delega-
tion may be held before the members leaye
for their homes to discuss the filling of
places for which thus far no recommenda-
tions have been made.

John T. Adams, to be Minister to Colom-
bia; Charles R. A. Schobey, Agent at Fort
Peck Agency, M. T.; ThomasG. McDowell,
Postmaster at Ellensburg, W. T.; George
Sturtevant, Postmaster at Alameda; John
G. Eckles, Postmaster at Tulare; James G.
Bacon, Postmaster at Oregon City.

A number of Eastern Postmasters were
also nominated. The Senate rejected the
nomination of Isador Loventhal to be Post-
master at Modesto. He was nominated
last January by ex-President Cleveland.

Blzaine and Sherman.

WasHINGTON, April 1st.—It is very well
known that no warm personal regard ex-
ists between Secretary Blaine and Senator
John Sherman. They have fought in
various national conventions for Presiden-
tial honors, and each has respect for the
other’s fighting abilities. It was a surprise
therefore to politicians to-day, when it was
learned that by appointment Mr. Sherman
and Mr. Blaine met at the White House
this afternoon, and remained in conference
together for nearly an hour. The object of
their consultation is purely a matter of
conjecture, but it is surmised that the fill-
ing of the German mission was the subject
of conversation. This has given rise to a
report that after the Senate adjourns the
President will appoint Murat Halstead
again to be Minister to Germany, trusting
to the time that will elapse before the
meeting of the next Congress to soften the
asperities which led to Halstead's rejec-
tion.

A Royal Visitor.

WasHINGTON, April 1st.—A Prince and
President shook hands at the White House
to-day. It was Prince Takenhaito, whose
father, should the son of the present Mi-
kado of Japan die, would be the heir to the
throne. He is making a brief tour of this
country, and arrived here, accompanied by
the Marquis Meeda, Marchioness Maeda,
Sal Saw, Kyoshiet Kato, Maira Horanche,
Mr. and Mrs. Kogi and Mrs. Sato. To-mor-
row he will visit the Naval Academy at
Annapolis, and the day after he will start
for New York.

Regarding Pensions.’

WasHINGTON, April 1st.—The pensions
which wiil be paid to the dependent
relatives of those American seamen
who were drowned at Samoa 1n the
great hurricane are not very munificent.
The monthly pension for the widow of a
Captain is $30, and that for a Paymaster’s
relict is $28, while the widow of Pay-
master’s Chief gets only $12. If Lieutenant
Sufter had any surviving dependent rela-
tives, they would get a monthly stipend of
$17. The widows of seamen will be paid
$12, and wherever there are children left
fatherless the sum of $2 per month addi-
tional will be allowed for each child. Con-
sress will probably passaspecial Act appro-
priating a sufficient sum to pay tor the bag-
gage which was lost.

Letter from Secretary Noble.

WasHINGTON, April 1st.—The Secretary
of the Interior to-day sent a letter to the
Senate asking that George D. Temple, Spe-
cial Agent of the Land Office, be paid his
mileage for testifying in answer to a sub-
pena before the Committee on Mines and
Mining. Temple refused tw furnish the
committee with a certain report in relation
to the cutting of timber on public lands by
Nevada miners, because he was directed
not to furnish it by the Commissioner of
the Land Office. Stewart, Chairman of the
Committee, refused to certify his bill of ex-
penses as a witness until he produced the
repcrt. The Secretary’s letter was referred
to the Committee on Contingent Expenses,

‘WasHINGTON, April 1st.—Mrs, Callan,
mother of George W. Callan, the 19-year-
old Washington boy who was drowned in
the awful disaster at Samoa, may die from
the shock. The meager news of the disaster
in the earlier editions of SBaturday’s morn-
ing papers threw her into a fever of uncer-
tainty. In the afternoon some of the neigh-
bors took to Mrs. Callan a copy of an extra
edition containing her son’s name in the
list of the kilied. As soon as the mother’s
eye rested on the name of her son she
fainted away and remained wunconscious
half an hour. When she became conscious
again she was delirions and had to be re-
strained by force from leaving the house.
