THE CHARLESTON.

Almost Tinished—Her Trial Trip to Be
Made in Three Weeks.

S8ax TFaancisco, April 3d.—The new
cruiser Charleston is still on the dry dock,
and a small army of men are engeged in
putting the finishing touches upon her.
All branches of workmen employed in the
saip yard are therefore represented in the
force now getting the vessel ready for sea.
To all appearances the Charleston looks as
if she only needed her armament to be
ready to go into commission, but in reality
it will be three weeks before she will make

her trisl irip. Since she has been on the
dry dcck her screws have been placed in
position, and to-day workmen were

encaged in fitting her propeller blades.
Painters were engaged in vainting portions
of the woodwork, carpenters were vutting
the fnishing touches to the interior, the
electricians were connecting wires and test-
ing those already in place, and the machin-
ists were giving the engine a final overhaal-
ing and meaking changes in the connections
o’ the steam pipes. Quite a number of men
were working on the outside of the hull,
but to the uninitiated observer it appeared
to he time lost, as that portion of the ves-
sel has a finished appearance, save where
the workmen are fitting the propellers.

Steam has already been gotten up in the
boilers and the engines have been worked,
but by no manner of means tested. The
object in getting up steam was simply to
see where auny little roughness might exist
in the machinery.

No notification has reached the works as
yet regarding the armament of the Charles-
ton, and the managers say that the first
they expect to hear of it will be through
the daily press. The works have nothing
to do with this portion of the fitting out.
Alter the trial trip the vessel will be taken
to the Mare Island Navy Yard and there
her armament will be placed on board.

He was committed to the
Asylum from San Quentin, where he was
serving a term for a murder committed in
San Francisco.

An Opportunity for Mr. Blaine.

Orrawa, April 3d.—In the Senate to-day
McDonald, of British Columbia, interro-
gated the Government regarding the recent
proclamation of President Harrison re-
specting Behring’s Sea. Senator Maciness,
also of British Columbia, read an editorial
from a United States paper to the effect
that one-half of Behring Sea belonged ex-
clusively to the United States, In conclu-
sion he urged the Government to ask the
Imperial Government to settle the ques-
tion at once and forever.

Kaulbach spoke in a similar strain.

Maciness interrupted him, to state that
the United States had put forth pretensions
in 1887 to the exclusive privileges in that
sea and had seized British vessels.

Abbott, the leader of the Government,
said he did not understand the proclama-
tion to assert any new right by the United
States, or any right over Behring Sea. He
believed the American Government con-
tended that certain portions of Behring Sea
were exclusively under American jurisdic-
tion. The Canadian Government would
continue to act in accordance with the
opinion of Lord Salisbury. A justdemand
of British subjects for compensation for
damage done by these illegal seizures would
not be abandoned.

IN PARIS.

Boulanger ﬁqt Wanted in Brussels
—The Dead Abyssinian King

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Trial of ‘he League Leaders.
Paris, April 3d.—At the trial of the lead-
ers of the League of Patriots to day, the
Assistant Procureur accused the League of
connecting itseif with the army of the new
party, denounced the issue by the League
of its manifesto condemning the bombard-
ment of the Atchiaoft expedition at Sagallo
by the French Admiral, and declared that
the issue was an act of stupidity.

Laguerre, one of the accused, vehemently
protested against the language.
Naquet, another of the accused, inter-
posed with the remark: “Let the Assist-
ant Procureur drivel on.”
The Assistant Procureur demanded that
Naquet be committed for contempt.
The proceedings created a sensation.
Naquet finally withdrew the objectionable
expression.

Loxpoxn, April 3d.—~When the Parnell
Commission met this morning Sir Charles
Russell resumed his argument on behalf of
the Parnellites. He contended  that the
objects of the Irish National League were
justifiable before God and man. The issue
before the Commission depended upon the
proof that Parnell and his colleagues, un-
der cloak of land movement, had planned
murders and outrages. If nosuch evidence
could be produced then the Commission
must declare the accused to be men who
were earnestly endeavoring to lift the in-
tolerable burden from the shoulders of
their countrymen. The examination of
Parnell was fixed for Tuesday next.
Prospective Peace in Hayti.

New York, April 3d.—Mr. Haustedt, of
Jimmines, Haustedt & Co., New York,
representative of Hyppolite, said to-day
that it was very probable peace would soon
be declared in Hayti. Information reached
him, he said, by the steamer Clyde that the
Commission recently appointed by Legi-
time to visit Hippolyte, and bring about an
end to the hostilities, had seen the leader
of the north. Hippolyte expressed him-
self well pleased with the terms submitted
by Legitime. Within a week Haustedt ex-
pects Hayti will be at peace.

At the German Capital.
BeruiN, April 3d.—The Emperor, as a
mark of renewed confidence, has sum-
moned to Herrenhaus Dr. Von Puttkamer,
the minigter who was dismissed by the late
Emperor Frederick.
It is semi-officially announced that the
prosecution of Volks Zeitung, for defaming
the memory of Emperor William, was un-
dertaken at the demand of the present
Emperor.
Hungarian Promotions,

PestH, April 3d.—The Government has
secured a large majority for the army bill
on its passage to third reading in the lower
House of the Hungarian Diet. In con-
junction with this bill, the House passed a
resolution allowing the military authorities
to use their own discretion as regards the
use of the Hungarian language in the ex-
aminations of Hungarian candidates for
promotion.

The Dead Abyssinlan King.

Rome, April 3d.—Advices have been re-
ceived from Massowah to the effect that
King John, of Abyssina, was defeated and
slain in a recent battle, and that the whole
country is in a state of anarchy. The
Italian Cabinet will decide to-morrow
whether or not to alter Italy’s present
course toward Abyssinia,

Jem Smith Lald Up.
Loxpox, April 3d.—Jem Smith, who in-
jured his foot on a hook in the floor while
training to meet Mitchell, is more seriously
injured than was at first supposed. Fever
has set in and he is delirious. Mitchell
claimed the forfeit, but the money has not
yet been paid. Kilrain is being feted.
Boulanger in Belgiam.

Brussers, April 3d.—Boulanger and
Arene, a member of the French Chamber
of Deputies, arrived at Mons, Belgium,
this morning. They were met at the rail-
way station by Rochefort. The party re-
paired to the Hotel Monargue, where they
held a conference.

Not Wanted in Brussels,

Brussers, April 3d.—The Government
notifies Boulanger that he will be expelled
from Belgium if he continues his political
intrigues against France within the borders
of the Belgium territcry. Boulanger is
still at the Hotel Monarque, registered as
Monsieur Brune.

A Regenc» Over the Netherlands.
Tae Hacug, April 3d.—In compliance
with the wishes of the State Councii, Par
liament to-day agreed to the establishment
of a Regency, in view of the serious indis-
position of the King.

Russian Nihilists,

RAILROAD BUILDING.

The People of Lake County Interview
Southern Pacific Officials.

The San Francisco Call of Wednesday

gives the following account of an icterview

had by people of Lake county with the offi-

cials of the Southen Pacific Company:

Lake county was effectively represented
at Fourth and Townsend streets yesterday.
Some forty citizens from that neglected
section of the State, hearing of the arrival
in San Francisco of C. P. Huntington, de-
termined to lay their transportation neces-
sities before him.

The county is environed by possibilities.
Four different lines stretch out temptingly
toward it, yet not one has ever crossed the
mountains nor penetrated into the fertile
region surrounding Clear Lake. Time and
again the expectations of the citizens have
been raised to subsidy pitch, but only to
be disappointed. A sad fate seems tc have
befallen the county. It has seen work
commenced time and again. Graders have
labored in the canyons and surveyors have
planted fences of stakes. Every one of the
local celebrities, from John 8. Davis and
Silas M. Holmes to W. H. H. Hart, Ly-
man Bridges and J. H. Woodard have
commenced the construction of a Eake
county road, and all have failed ignomin-
iously.

The last to make the attempt wasan
Eastern expert named Pettibone, who came
out to California anticipating leveling the
hills and making straight the path through
Conn and Butte canyons. But he suc-
ceeded in doing neither, and returned wroth
and disappointed, exclaiming em?hau'cally
that the county was ‘ hoodooed.” This is
the impression that now generally prevails
in railroad circles regarding Lake county.
A project to build in this direction seems
predestined to fall through. It is not
thought lucky even to talk aboutit by
some transportation authorities, and rumor
hath it that Colonel Donahue, when ap-
proached one day by a delegation from the
Switzerland of California, turned pale.
shuddered slightly, and said “*Never more,”
like Poe's Raven. The only stroke of luck
the county has had of late years has been
the purchase by the talented actress and
Jersey Lily, Mrs. Langtry, of a ranch there.
Following her example the noted Geb-
hardt has located there his stud farm.
These two czlebrities shed the halo of their
gilt-edged reputations round the county
which 1s thus becoming of more than local
celebrity. The citizens now look to the
Jersey Lily as their mascot, and promise, if
her infiuence is sufficient to remove the
ban of bad luck, to name a town Langtry,
after her,
