CALIFORNIA FRUITS.

An Interview With a Fruit Man Upon
the State’s Capabl.ities.

New York, April 4th.—Edward L. Good-
sell, of this city, who has been named as
the head of the proposed Florida Fruit
Union, has just returned from California.
The Mail and Express this evening contains
an interview with him concerning Califor-
nia fruit prospects. He speaks particularly
of the Santa Clara valley, and says the
profits per acre on fruit averages from
3100 to $1,000. Almonds grow a ton to
the acre, peaches pay from $300 to 8500 per
acre, and cherries bave been known to pay
31300 per acre. The fruit-growers and
fruit-shippers of California are remarkably
intelligent. Goodsell says of California
oranges that they are of fine flavor. The
disadvantage they have is the enormous
freight charges. He found the canning in-
dustry decidedly prosperous. He says the
rapidly-increasing production of dried fruits
and raisins in California makes it evident
that the time is not far distant when the
entire foreign supply now coming to this
country will be shut out, and we will be
looking for an export market altogether.
The Mail and Ezxpress gives a column of
space to the interview, which bristles with
statistics and makes a first-class advertise-
ment of the actusl capabilities of California.

CALIFORNIA PATEONAGE.

A Split on the San Francisco Internal
Revenue Collector.

WasnixeTon, April 4th.—Representatives
Felton, McKenna and Morrow had an in-
terview with Secretary Windom to-day, for
the purpose of asking him to make the ap-
pointments under his Department as
recommended by the united California
delegation at as early a day as possible.
The Secretary promised to give the matter
his earliest possible consideration, but he
said he was so crowded with work that he
could not say positively when the appoint-
ments would be made.

There is a split in the delegation over the
selection of a successor to Ellis, Collector of
Internal Revenue, whose term expires very
soon. General John F. Sheehan of San
Francisco and I. C. Franck of San Jose are
the leading candidates, and the delegation
is divided 1n their support.

William B. Hester of California has been
promoted to a $1,000 clerkship in the Post-
office Department.

JUSTICE SLOW BUT SURE.

Pensions Allowed Soldiers
Formerly Denied.

WasHINGTON, April 4th.—Assistent Sec-
retary Busey has rendered a decision on the
application of John H. Davis for dependent
father’s pension, on account of the death
of his son Samuel, formerly of the Tenth
Ohio Volunteers. 1In 1863 the soldier was a
regimental hospital nurse at Crab Orchard,
Ky. One night, feeling ill, he took a swal-
low of tincture of aconite, mistaking it
for brandy, and he nearly died at the time,
and never afterward recovered. He died of
disease of the lungs and all the vital or-
gans, produced by the poison. A former
decision, which held that the soldier's
death was not the result of any disability
incurred in the line of duty, butthe resait
of his own indiscretion, is reversed, and
the application sllowed.

The former rejection of the application
of William L. Warnick, late private of the
First Pennsylvania Light Artillery, and
John Derenzy, late of the Twelfth Tllinois
Volunteers, were also reversed and the
claimsallowed.

That Were

A PLEA FOR PATRONAGE,

The Colored Man Asks for a Pro Rata of
the Leaves and Fishes,

WasHINGTON, April 4th.—A delegation in
which ex-Governor Pinchback of Louisiana
is the head called on the President yester-
day and presented a paper for the recogni-
tion of the colored men in the South in the
distribution of patronage. Says the argu-
ment :

Under our form of government, numbers are
the basis of political power. If we are an ele-
traen composing the msjority of the party, we
ask, by what rule of equity the same is denied
to us? We protest against the continuance of
this policy. It is un-American, un-Republican
and unjust, and can proceed upon only one as-
sumption, that of race prejudice. There may
have been some ¢xcuse for this unjust discrimin-
ation when the race was first enfranchized, but
there can be none now. A quarter of a century
of freedom has ¢nabled them to secure meu of
suflicient intelligence, experience and capacity
to discharge the duties of citizenship in any po-
sition to which they may be called. Our ad-
vancement in all the essential elements of civ-
ilization since our emancipation and enfran-
chisement is admitted on all sides to have been
remarkable, and we are persuaded to believe
that as great as it has been, it would have been
still greater but for the unfortunate disaster of
the Freedman's Bank teilure, and inadequacy
of means for the education of our people through
the failure of this bank. We solicit your infiu-
ence in favor of proper legislation to reimburse
the depositors in said bank.

A FIENDISH ACT.

A Father Kills His Infant Child and
Then Suicides.

Prrrspure, April 4th.—Edward Deitz, a
laborer who resided with his wife and fam-
ily in this city, killed one of his children
this morning, & girl three vears old, by cut-
ting her throat with a rezor, and then ended
his own life in a like manner. The deed
was the outcome of a quarrel between
Deitz and his wife, which started last
night.

The cause of the tragedy was the refusal
of Mrs. Dietz to send for her eldest daugh-
ter, Lena, who was living out as a do-
mestic, to come home. Dietz wanted his
wife to live out, and the daughter to take
her place. After driving Mrs. Dietz and
all the children but the baby from the
house, Dietz sent a message to Lena that
if she was not at home in an hour he
would kill everyone in the family. She
did not obey him, and the refusal of the
others to return, probably alone prevented
the monster from putting his threat into
execution.

Ansarchist Firebugs.

JErsey City, April 4th.—Bernard Blume,
the leader of a gang of firebugs who have
been fleecing the insurance companies, has
been arrested in this city. The method of
the gang was to rent a store, put in a small
stock and obtain heavy insurance. When
the preparations were made for the incen-
diary blaze, a lamp would be broken. Near
it were placed bladders filled with benzine,
and around the bladders a circle of gun--
powder. A slow fuse was used to ignite
the powder, which exploded the bladders,
and like a flash would be ablaze, leaving
no trace of incendiary work except the
broken lamp, to deceive the insuranca peo-
ple. The occupants of the store would be
absent attending a social gathering at the
house of one of the other conspirators, to
prove an alibi. In Blume's room, between
mattresses, were found twenty-two blad-
ders. The gang are anarchists, and belong
to the Chicago pand.

Jersgy City, April 4th.—The men were
arraigned in Brooklyn to-day. They
pleaded not guilty, and were remanded
without bail until Monday. The men
were very nervous while in Court. The
information about these men was given
to Justice Maher by & man named Frederick
Schwertfeiger of Brooklyn, who admitted
having been a member of the gang. The
Justice at first did not believe the story, but
when he learned the gang had made prep-
arations to burn a house in Harrison, a
snburb of Newark, N. J., last evening he
telegraphed the Newark police.

A dispatch from Newark stated that a
trail of powder, benzine, etc., had been
found at the house referred to.

A Wife's a Wife,

Ausury (N. Y.), April 4th.—William
Bokan of Far Rockaway, who was sen-
tenced last September tc the prison for
twenty-seven years for gouging out his
wife's eyes, has for the past two weeks been
in the hospital suffering with pneumonia.
He has been in communication with his

wife. When she heard he was sick she de-

Ll
termined to visit him. Mrs.

permitted to visit her bratal
the hospital. Their meeting was very af-
fectionate. He walked up to her, and
placing his hands on her cheeks, kissed her
several times. He then led her to a chair
near his bed and they spent an hour in
earnest conversation, during which the con-
vict sobbed like a child. The sight of the
blind woman coming to visit the man
who had caused her so much misery sur-
prised the prison officials, and to one of
them who expressed his surprise to the
wife, she said: *I forgive him and stil!
love him.”

To a reporter Mrs. Bohan said that she
still loved the man and would live with
him again to-morrow if he were released
from prison. “A wife's a wife,” she said,
“and I can’t help my feelings. As soon ss
I am able I will set about getting his par-
don,and if successful we will live together
as before.” His fellow convicts abhor
Bohan for his hideous crime, and not one of
them has ever spoken to him.

“That’s Good News.”

WasHINGTON, April 4th.—No news has
been received by the officers of the Navy
Department up to half-past 7 o’clock this
evening in regard to the floating of the
Nipsic at Samoa. The announcement
throush the Associated Press that the ves-
sel had been floated was received with a
great deal of satisfaction by Secretary
Tracy and the bureau of efficers of the Navy
Department,

* That's good news, that's good. I am
glad to hear it,” said the Secretary.

Commodore Walker, Chief of the Burean
of Navigation, was also highly gratified at
the intelligence. ** That's a gain of one,”’
said he. * If wecan get her afloat and sent
to Auckland and repaired it will be doing
very well. I am glad to hear that she has
been floated. The Nipsic is a good boat, a
very good one of ber kind.” He did not
think it likely that the Trenton or Vandalia
could be saved, as the dispatches indicate
they were too badly damaged.

Almost Werried to Denth,

WasHINGTON, April 4th.—Representative
Hermann of Oregon says that the delegation
from that State has not united upon a list
of persons to fill the prominent Federal
positions there, and probably will not do
so at present. Differences as to whom
should be appointed exist, and the delega-
tion is endeavoring to harmonize the fac-
tions. Mr. Hermann says that he does not
expect to leave for horme for some time.
Said he: * Pressure for oflice fiom our
State is tremendous. We have had a dele-
gation of Oregonians here since the inau-
guration. I pass my days in traveling from
one Department to another, and my nights
are given up to callers. Usually I am never
more than a day or two behind with my
correspondence. Now I am nearly a month
behind in answering letters, and T can’t tell
when I will be able to bring my correspoud-
ence up to date.”

The Coast Defense Ve:sel.

WasHINGTON, April 4th. — While the
Union Works of San Fraucisco is not the
lowest bidder for the construction of the
new armored coast-defense vessel, it is
more than likely that the contract for its
construction will be awarded to them. It
seems that the specifications ecall for 5,400-
horse power. Irving M. Scoit, the general
manager of the Union Iron Works, who
has been in this city for some days, guaran-
tees to develop this amount of horse-power,
while Cramp & Sons, the lowest bidders,
agree only to develop 1.500-horse power,
and a Navy Department ofiicial said to-day
under these circumsiances it was more
than likely that the Union Iron Works
would be awarded the contract. The award
will probably be made next Monday.

Stealing Race Horses.

DEeNvVER, April 4th.—On receipt of a tele-
graph of instructions from Superintendent
Hubbard, of the Chicago police, to-day, the
officers arrested Barney McKinney and
Andy Larkins, the well-known horsemen,
and are detsining them at Police Headquar-
ters to await the arrival of the Chicago offi-
cers. The arrest is something of a mys-
tery, it being alleged that the prisoners are
wanted in lliinojs for stealing a string of
valuable iacing horses from Kentucky.
The horses arrived here yesterday, and
were in the possession of McKinney and
Larkins when they were arrested. The
animals are worth between twenty and
twenty-five thousand dollars. The pris-
oners refuse to talk.

A Fawal Collision.

NasHVILLE (Tenn.), April 4th.—A colli-

sion between two freight trains occurred

this morning on the Nashville and Decatur
‘division of the Louisville and Nashville
road, three miles south of this city. M. L.
Eby and Ernest C. Greene, brakemen, were
instantly killed. Albert Finck, fireman,
was injured in the back, but will probably
recover. Engineer Moran, of the south-
bound train, and engineer Oakley, of the
north-bound train, both jumped betore the
engines struck, and escaped without any
real injury. Both the conductors, Martin
and Lemkenheiwer, were on their respec-
tive cabooses, and neither was hurt. The
engines and trains were badly wrecked.
They Will Go Junketing.

WasaiNGTON, April 4th.—The Indian
Affairs Committee of the Senate has ar-
ranged its programme for the summer out-
ing. One sub-committee, of which Senator
Dawes is Chairman, will go to Alaska about
July 1st to investigate the condition of the
Aluts and to inquire into the expenditure
of the educational fund, and to learn what
has been done toward civilizing these In-
dians. They also expect to visit the fur
seal islands and investigate the treatment
by the Alaska Commercial Company of its
Indian employes. Another sub-committee,
of which Senator Plact will be Chairman,
will visit Indian Territory and inspect the
various agencies there.

Msjor Arms to be Court-Martialed.

WasnixaTox, April 4th.—The Inspector-
General of the Army has submitted to the
Adjutant-General a report upon his inves-
tigation into the conduct of Major Arms,
retired. The Inspector-General prefers
charges against Major Arms and recom-
mends that he be tried by a Court-martial.
Major Arms is charged with conduct unbe-
coming an officer and gentleman in falsely
accusing Major Hasbrouck in regard to the
trouble over the inaugnration day parade,
and of outrageous conduct in assaulting
Governor Beaver of Pennsylvania.

Condition of the Great Tragedian.

NeEw Yorg, April 4th.—Edwin Booth,
with his valet, reached this city at 7:30 to-
night. Mr. Booth's physician met him at
the depot with a carriage. Booth was in
good spirits but a little weak. The doctor
said after examining the great tragedian
that he had suffered a partial stroke of
paralysis, which was undoubtedly due to
excessive smoking. He directed the patient
to remain indoors, and enjoy quiet and rest
for a few days. He thought Mr. Booth
would be able to resume his engagements.

Trouble Anticipated.

Forr Donce (Ia.), April 4th.—A posse of
Deputy Marshals who went into the coun-
try to-day to make evictions from river
lands met with a vigorous resist-
ance from the settlers, and returned
to-night without having made any
arrest or conviction. It is presumed they
will gather additional forces and return to
the charge to-morrow. The settlers
threaten armed resistance, and the siwa-
tion looks rather serious.

A Good Move.

ATLANTA (Ga ), April 4th.—At a meeting
to-day of the Georgia State Alliance, repre-
senting nearly every county in the State,
called to take some action against the jute
bagging trust, a resoiution was ununi-
mously adopted thet every bale of cotton
made by the Alliance men in Georgia shall
be covered by cotton cloth, instead of jute
bagging. This action affects nearly 100.000
farmers. and will result in the establish-
ment of many new cotton factories in the
State.

A Successful Balloon Ascension.

Quivey (IiL), April 4th.—Harry Leroy
of Decorah, Iowa, ascended in a balloon
here to-day to an altitude of about 4.000
feet and descended in a parachute. The
first few hundred feet of the drop was, as
usnual, very rapid, but the parachute soon
became fully expsnded and circled grace-
fully toward the earth, finally landing the
boid aeronzut a halfgmile from the point of
ascent none the worse for his trip.

Tuesday morning the wind
reached a terrific gale, and no ordinary fire-
break made any resistance to the sweeping
flames. At 3 P. M. the fire had reached the
heights fifteen miles east of Highmore,
where thirteen residences in the town were
destroyed.

At sundown on Tuesday another fire
started in the northern part of Hyde
county, sweeping away six homes and
burning to death Miss Annie Sweeney and
a five-year-old baby.

The flames in some instances leaped 100
feet of plowed ground, and rushed away
again on their career of destruction. All
ordinary precautions were vain. The
spring has been very dry, and the top of
the ground had been dusted or baked, and
an extremely high wind prevailed during
the fires. Under these conditions, wherever
fire touched the grass it burst out with &
flash almost like powder, and shot away
across the prairie like an arrow, its course
ever widening.

To extinguish it by water, of course, was
out of the question. Plowing fire-breaks
was slow work, and the high wind often
drove the flames across them. It was 3
o'clock in the afternoon when the people of
Mount Vernon saw the wide-spreading
prairie northwest of them break out into a
blaze. The smoke was dashed into and
through the town on the wings of the
wind. The flames rushed after it with a
suvage fury. Mitchell was telegraphed to
for help, and 100 firemen with hooks and
ladders were sent. The entire population
of Mount Vernon and men from Mitchell
met the furious flames on the outskirts of
the town and fought them bravely. Over
100 families were rendered homeless, and
the loss was $30,000 outside of the town. It
is impossible yet to say what the loss is.

Lonely little farm houses scattered over
the prairie are wiped out by dozens. Stories
of losses of life may come later.

Bruxt (Dak.), April 4th.—Stories of the
fury of the fire continue to be brought into
town by stragglers. They say the wind
would gather up loose tinder, and hurling
it high 1n the air, carry it ahead of the sur-
face fire, alighting on barns and houses gnd
igniting the prairie fifty yards in advance
of the surface fire. Houses and barns were
burned where the fire was carried over 100
vards across mewly-broken ground. The
losses are estimated at $200,000 in this vi-
cinity. X

YankroN (Dak. ), April 4th.-—Stories of
terrible losses bv the hurricanes of fire
that swept over the country north ot here
continue to come in. Volin Village has
only three buildings standing. Oliver, in
Hutchinson county, was burned. Puk-
lanna was wiped out. In Yankton county
about twenty-five families were burned out.
In the vicinity of Janesville, twelve miles
north of Yankton, eight farmers sustained
losses ranging from $1,000 to $3,000 each.
Around Janesville the loss will foot up
$10,000.
