MINNEAPOLIS.

Allthe Car Drivers in the City Oat on a
Strike.

Minneapolis, April 11th.—Last night
President Lowry, of the Minneapolis and
St. Paul Car Company, issued an order re-
ducing the wages of all employes. The
company claims ithas been losing money,
and must retrench in order to float the j
bonds with which to build new cable lines, j
etc. Notice of the reduction was received
by the men with great dissatisfaction. The
motor line crews struck at noon, and were
followed in rapid succession by others, un-
til at 3o'clock the employes onevery street
line in the city were out. Not a car has
moved on the streets since 4 o'clock this
afternoon, yuiet prevails in the vicinity
of the car barns. The strikers met to-night,
and united in agreeing to submit their dif-
ferences with the company to an arbitra-
tion committee. They also appointed a
committee to meet the representatives of,
the company should the proposition be ac-
cepted.

President Lowry said to-night, relative
to the proposition of the striking employes
to arbitrate, that he had nothing to arbi-
trate. The company is determined to re-
duce salaries, and if the men will not
accept the reduction they may quit work.
The prospects are good for a long and hard
fight.

Commissioner John O'Byrne, who found
that the Johnsons were "legally man and
wife, and that the druggist was entitled to a
divorce. Judge O'Byrne yesterday signed
a decree releasing Mr. Johnson.

A Brutal Prize Fight.
Denver, April 11th.— About four hun-

dred men left this city at noon to-day on a
special train to witness a fight between
Charlie Gleason and Patsy McCarlin withskin tight gloves for the welter weight
championship of the West. The train ranabout twenty miles from the city. The ring
was pitched on the open prairie. The mill
lasted nine rounds, in which McCarlin was
most brutally punished, both eyes being
closed and badly cut around the mouth and
nose. In the last round he was knockedsenseless, aud remained in that condition
forseveral minutes. On recovering he cried
likea baby overhis defeat. Gleason and
Le Blanche leave here to-morrow for Los
Angeles, where the latter has an engage-
ment with Young Mitchell.

A Chinese Divorce Case.
Dekver, April11th.—Regarding the Chi-

cago dispatches of Wednesday morning,
stating that Yee Ling, a wealthy Chinese
merchant of Denver had been arrested
there for abducting the wifeof. and steal-
ing $400 from Wong Toy of Denver, Chief
Detective Linton to-day stated that the re-
port was untrue.

Y/ee Ling, who did run away with Toy's
wife and money several months ago, was
arrested six weeks afterwards inTomb-
stone, Ariz., in company with the woman
and returned to this city, where he is now
in jail under an indictment of grand
larceny.

Toy"secured a divorce fromhis wifeabout
Ia month ago and she immediately married
jLing. Both parties have been fullyidenti-
fiedby Toy, for whom Ling previously to
the elopement acted as clerk, ss well as
other prominent Chinese in this city. Con-
sequently the Yee Ling arrested in Chicago
cannot be the man wanted here. Ling is
not a wealthy man and owner of a six-
story building inDenver as reported, but
on the other band is very poor.

Murder and Suicide.
Kansas City (Mo.l, April 11th.— This

morning at Bramin Hill,a small German
settlement ten miles west of here, in Wy-

-1 andotte county, Kan., were found the dead
bodies of Wilhelema Zeiderick, a widow
owning the farm, and Jacob Schaler, her
hired man. Life had evidently been ex-
tinct several days. Schaler had been work-
ing tor the woman for several years, and
the neighbors say that the couple had fre-
quent quarrels. Itis supposed to be a case
of murder and suicide." Mrs. Zeiderich's
first husband hung himself, and her sec-
ond husband died under mysterious cir-
cumstances several years ago. Shortly
afterwards she discharged her hired man
and engaged Sohaler, who has livedat her
house ever since.

Capturing Moonshiners.
Louisville, April 11th.— Aposse under

United States Deputy Marshal Warner and' Revenue Agent Brown has captured a
!moonshiners' stronghold at Carr's creek,
near Uindman, Ky. The leaders of the
outlaws had been warned and made their
escape. Among these were the two Sloans
and two Adams, who were in the party
by which Deputy Marshal Wireman was
waylaid and murdered. Only five'
men were captured and sent toPres'tonburg
as prisoners. 1 The illicit distilleries in the
neighborhood, five in number, were de-
stroyed.

Organization of a Railroad.
New York. April11th.— The Directors of

j the Missouri, Kansas and Texas road to-day
approved the proposition for the reorgani-
zation of the company. Itprovides for an
assessment of10 per cent, on the stock and
the refunding of the bonds: also that the
fixed charges shall not exceed $1,50U,0u0
per annum, the bondholders to receive pre-
ferred stock, equal to the loss entailed by
the scaling down of interest. The Execu-
tive Committee was given full power to
carry out the reorganization on the general
terms proposed.

The Centennial InChicago.
Chicago, April 11th.— The Centennial

Celebration Committee met to-day, and
continued making the preparations for a
proper observance of the centennial. Six
thousand dollars was set apart for a pyro-
technical display, to be given in three dif-
ferent parts of the city simultaneously. A
big tent willbe erected on the lake front,
where speeches willbe delivered ; also, at
the Exposition Building and armories.
Seventeen thousand dollars has been sub-
scribed for the occasion.

Colonies Forming.
Chamberlain (Dak.), Apiil 11th.—A

gentleman who arrived here from a trip
to Sioux Falls and through the numerous
other cities and towns in the States, says
much interest is taken by the people of
those sections in regard to the opening of
the reservation. Colonies from a number
of ditlerent towns expressed tnemselves as

determined to locate 0:1 the reserve when
opened. When tbe reservation is finaiiy
opened for settlement, the rush willbe un-
precedented.

drew Bubera, a Finnish lady living near
New York Mills, gave birtha short time
since to six children, three of whom are
aliveand three were born dead.

Children Poisoned.
St. Joseph (Minn.1, April llth.—Four

children of Sabastian Merdain, a German
farmer, whileplaying in the fields ate the
roots of wild parsnips, which had been
plowed up. They soon became violently
sick, and three of them died in terrible
agony. They were a boy of 6 and two
girls, 4 and 1$ years old." Another girl
aged 3, who also ate of the poisonous roots
is stillliving and may recover.

Literally Roasted Alive.
Yovsgstown (O.1, April llth.—While

pouring a heat to make a 4,000-pound cast-
ing to-night, inthe foundry of Win. Tod &
Co., it exploded, hurling the molten metal
in every direction. Foreman Bryant was
leaning over the flask at the time and re-
ceived the full force of the explosion, liter-
ally roasting him. He cannot survive.
Four other employes were severely burned,
but they are not regarded as dangerous.

AFire this Morning.
New York, April 12th.— At half past

12 o'clock this morning a fire started in the
jute mill of Buchanan it Little, inBrook-
lyn, a four-story brick structure. There
were 300 hands employed at the time and
there was quite a panic, but according to
latest reports, nobody was injured. The
mills were totally destroyed. The loss is
estimated at $400,000, with ample insur-
ance.

A Good Hill.
Lansinu (Mich.), Aprilllth.—The House

to-day passed Jackson's cigarette bill,which
prohibits the '•manufacture, sale and keep-
ing lor sale, or giving away of an cigarettes
or any imitation thereof, composed in
whole or part of tobacco, or any substance
in the form of cigarettes, containing nar-
cotic elements, or any rice paper, or any
paper designed for cigarette wrappers.''

Lit.by Prison.

The removal entails the neces-
sary numbering of each brick in the struct-
ure. One hundred and thirty cars of the
Chesapeake and Ohio Railway willbe em-
ployed in the transfer.

A Receiver Discharged.
Chicago, April llth.—Porteus B. Weare

was to-day discharged as Receiver of Ker-
shaw ifc Co., who failed for a millionin
lSt7, when the Fidelity Bank ofCincinnati
went under. The firm has been in the
hands of the Receiver since its failure. All
of the creditors have been paid nearly 100
per cent, and all litigation has ended.

The Chicago Abduction Cage.

to-day to try Harvey and Josie Gurley, the
abductors of Annie Hedmond. The defense
expects to show that Annie was left alone
withinhalf a block of her home after the
abduction, but never showed a desire to re-
turn.

still in a critical condition. When in-
formed tc-nlght of his wife's death, he did
not seem to realize it,being delirious from
the shock. Mr. Lamb, of Buston, and the
brakeman Palmer are considered out of
danger.

A Boston Failure.
Boston, April llth.—Billings & Eaton,

wholesale hide and leather dealers, as-
signed this afternoon. Liabilities about
$70,000. Itis impossible to state at present
what the assets are. The failure was a
great surprise to the leather trade. The
capital of the firm a couple of years ago is
said to have been about $20,000.

Knocked Out by Whisky.
Kansas City, Aprilllth.—Frank Ringo,

one of the catchers in the Kansas City
Baseball Club, swallowed an enormous
quantity of morphine this afternoon, and
at 10 o'clock to-night is in a dangerous
condition. After eight months of total
abstinence he began drinking two weeks
ago, and continued itever since.

Failure ol a Wool Firm.

day. The creditors obtained" an attach-
ment aggregating $:<7,022. This house is a
branch of the concern in Bradford, Eng.,
which suspended this afternoon.

A Steamer Burned.
New Orleans, April 11th.— The British

steamer Chilean, formerly of the West
India line, loaded with cotton and grain,
caught on fire this afternoon. Twenty-five
hundred bales of cotton were destroyed,
probably more.

Controller of Currency.

Kansas People to be Allowedto Cross
the Indian Territory—Congress-

men Coming Home.

[Sr-ECIAI. DISPATCHES TO THE RECORr>VNION.]

OKLAHOMA.

A Permit Will be Given the Kausas Peo-
ple to Cross Indian Territory.

Washington, April11th.—In answer toan inquiry frt.ru the Secretary of War onbehalf of a large number of persons con-
templating settlement inOklahoma, asking
ifpermission is to be given these intended
settlers to cross the Cherokee country to
the northern line of Oklahoma about the
22d day ofApril, the date upon which th<>
President's proclamation opening the terri-
tory goes into eilect, the Secretary of the
Interior has replied in part as follows:

"
I

think they may be allowed to cross with-
out extraordinary delay, and Itherefore
recommend you to instruct your command-
ing officers to place no obstruction iv the
way of those persons who desire to jcur-
cey ingood faith, iv a quiet, peaceful and
orderly manner, ;:ju>n and alon^; public
highways, post irmilitary roads, or estab-
lished and customary cattle trails through
the Cherokee outlet, in going forward to
the tract of land to be opened for settle-
ment. Care should be taken to have the
Indians understand that by this passage
their is no disposition to appropriate theirlands, and that it will be continued no
longer than absolutely necessary. After
the firstmigration to the Oklahoma coun-
try is over, the military forces should then
scout the Cherokee outlet and require all
persons unlawfully there to move on,
either back to Kansas or over into the
Oklahoma lands."

The Secretary, in part of the letter, Kyii
he deems settlers are entitled to as much
consideration as has been given to cattlte-
men and others heretofore, who have been
permitted to travel through this outlet. It
was urged upon the Secretary, among other
reasons for granting this permit, that the
settlers coming through Chickasaw and
other Indian lands are gathering on the
immediate borders of the Oklahoma tract,
withoutobstruction, thus putting those in
Kansas, who must pas 3through the Chero-
kee outlet, at disadvantage.

Xomovement willbe allowed under this
permit until the fullauthority and instruc-
tions have been received by the military
havmg charge of the matter. The recom-
mendations of Secretary Noble were laid
before the President by "Secretary Proctor,
and, after consideration, an order bearing
upon the subject was sent from the War
Department this afternoon to the army of-
ficers in charge on the border of the Indian
territory, presumably to carry intopractical
effect Secretary Noble's recommendations.
Authoritative information on this point ishowever, withheld.

IS ARMES A GENTLEMAN?

Governor Beaver's Assailant Satisfied
With the Court that Will Try Him.
Washington, April llth.—The Court-

martial to try Captain Armes for conduct
unbecoming an officer, met this morning.
In response to ;i question whether he had
any objection to the composition of the
Court Captain Ames replied no, but sug-
gested that the cart had been placed before
the horse, and that not he, but Captain
Bourke and Colonel Gibson, who made
the charge against him, should be standing
upon trial. He referred to Colonel Barr
as "the officer who had been Secretary of
War for Secretary Lincoln." The Court
took recess.

When Court reassembled the defendant
announced that he had selected Captain
Knox, of the First Cavalry, as couu3el. AsCaptain Knox was a member of the Court-martial itwas necessary '»c should first berelieved. The Judge "Advocate therefore
secured the consent of the Secretary of
War to the arrangement and Captain Knoxwas relieved by a special order. He stated
that he was not prepared to immediately
proceed in the case, and the Court ad-
journed until to-morrow.

The President's Southern Policy.
Washington, April11th.— The Presidenthas about made his Southern policy soclear that Southern office-seekers here" arc

beginning to understand it, and are corre-
spondingly depressed. The Boatharnoffices arc to be filled only with men
who have the respect of their neighbors,
and who are abundantly capable of filling
the office.

Any man who has bepn known toad-here to Republican principles and who isintelligent and upright, may be selected.Itseems that the reign of the self-consti-tuted leaders of the party is past, and that
they can no longer claim all the offices.The purpose it is said is to organize a party
in the South on a firmerbasis, and letdown the barriers which have heretofore
kept out whiteprotectionists who have not
always been protectionists.

Indian Agents.
Washington, April 11th.— The Indian

Bureau is about to adopt a policy which
will interfere, if successful, with*the av-
pointment as Indian Agents of men resid-
ing in States or Territories wherein the
reservations are located. It is claimed thatthe experiences withhome appointments of
this kind, especially in Oregon and theNorthwest, has been very disastrous to theservice, agents invariably favoring friends
and neighbors and making the interests of
the Indians secondary to those of whites
The privileges in the way of grazing and
hay-cutting have been granted without acent of compensation to the Indians, and it
is claimed that the interests of the service
can be much better subserved by sending
all the agents to localities distant from
their homes and outside of the limits of
their own States or Territories.

Indian Trespassers.
Washington, April 11th.— Capt. HarrisSuperintendent of the Yellowstone Na-tional Park, complains to the Secretary of

the Interior that bands of Indians fronTtheLewhi, Fort HallandjWind River agencies,
inIdaho and Wyoming, congregate at the
western and southern edge of the park and
killa large number of eIK, bear and other
large game which stray outside of the park.
Areport of this kind was denied last fall
by agents Gallagher and Needham of these
agencies, but Captain Harris reiteratesthem this spring, and furnishes an affidavit
and at the same time charging the agents
with ignorance and negligence. This affair
is likely to result inan investigation.

A New Okalahoma Order.
Washington, April 11th.— It appearsthat the President's proclamation for theopening of a portion of the Oklahoma

lands to settlers is more sweeping in its
terms than was intended, in the matter of
excluding persons from entering upon
lands before the date named in the procla-
mation. Under its terms, army officers
have been compelled to keep out th"c officials
of the Interior Department, whose duty itis
to provide for the establishment of newland offices. To relieve these, an officialorder was made to-day by the War Depart-
ment for their admission" into the territory.

The Old Roman.
Washikgtos, April 11th.— Judge Allen

G. Thurman and his grandson arrived here
this -morning, and are staying at the Ebbitt
House.
