THE APIA DISASTER.

The detailed news is now at hand of the
terrible disaster at Apia. There is no
special modification, but much elaboration
of news already received. The reported
saving of the Nipsic proves to be error.
‘While she was beached with a full head of
steam, and lay high and dry at first prac-
tically, yet she is so badly injured that it
is not thought she will be of any further
service. The news clears away one doubt
that had been entertained, that the Ameri-
@10 ships had been unslailfnlly handled. It
is now settled that they had coal in plenty,
that they had steam up, and that they did
attempt to reach the open sea; but the
storm was so sudden and furious that the
effort to “keep” the fires was ineffectual.
The mighty waves boarded the ships re-
sistlessly, tore up the hatches, and flood-
ing the vessels put out the fires. The

ipsic alone **kept” part of her fires, but
she was driven so far inshore, and suffered
such damage from a collision with the
Adler, that nothing was possible except
beaching her, which was done. The Van-
dalia was cut down by the steel ram of
the British ship Calliope in a collision,
and the Trenton drifted down upon the
Vandaiia shortly after and was crushed
against her, at the same time being broken
upon a reef. Yet, from all that can be
now gathered, there is more hope of doing
something with the Trenton than was at
first supposed. She can never be floated,
but there is hope of saving a great deal of
her property, as she is fast upon a reef,
and while she must go to pieces, there will
be time probably to save much from her.
The Nipsic was floated after the storm,
but when the latest news was sent oif’ she
was making water faster than her pumps
could discharge it, so that it is probable
that at this time she is abandoned.

The accounts all agree that the bravery
of the American crews and officers was of
the highest order, and reflected lofty
credit upon their flag. The poor fellows
who were lost died at their posts, while
heroically and unselfishly striving to suc-
The Nation should
not forget their devotion, nor leave those
who were dependent upon them to suffer
for the comforts of life. The Mataafa men
manifested the loftiest magnanimity.
They flew to the assistance of the suffering
crews, friend and foe alike, imperiling
their own lives and accomplishing prodig-
ous labors in rescuing the men from the
wrecked ships. When the storm was over
these same ‘“savages,” upon whom the
Germans have been making war for no
other reasor: under the sun than that they
insist upon the right to govern themselves
in the selection of their ruler and the estab-
lishment of their own officers in seats of
administration, tendered = their services to
‘the German commander to pull the cor-

cor their comrades.

Their offer was ac-
cepted, and these “enemies” actually
saved to the German navy the very ship
that a few weeks before had shelled their
towns and camp, burned their property
and destroyed life among their people. We
doubt if the history of the world shows a
record of greater magnanimity, or if their
can be found a more striking example of
“ heaping coals of fire.” It is impossible
to read of such disinterested services, and
such hercism, and give place to the
thought that the German Government
will now insist upon the deposition from
authority of a people that have shown
themselves capable of such charity and
heroic exertion. ;

~ HOME HAPPENINGS.

A BLCODY AND FATAL TRAGEDY
ON THE PLAINS.

A Frightfal Accident to a Lady—
The Seal Fisheries—The Min-
neapolis Strike.

NO ONE TO BLAME,

The Opivion of Commodore Walker on
the Samoan Disaster,

‘W asHINGTON, April 14th.-—The long and
graphic report of the disaster at Samoa was
read with a great deal of interest here. The
naval officers generally svere of the opinion
this evening that no blame could be at-
tached to anyone for loss of ships and life.
They were nct inclined to hazard any de-
cided opinion in regard to the handling of
the various vessels. Commodore Walker,
Chief of the Burean of Navigation and act-
ing Secretary of the Navy, probably voiced
the general feeling when he said to
an Associated Press reporter to-night:
“Anyv mazn who gives an opinicn,
is simply gnessing. Wedo not know how
matters stood, and it would be merely
guess work to say what might have been
done., Itis impossible to tell much about
it. There were some fine men and excelient
officers on those ships, and we know that
the vessels were lost. Admiral Kimberly
is a splendid officer and a fine man. Cap-
tain Farquhar, Commander Mullan, and
Captain Schoonmaker, of the Vandalia,
who lost his life, were excellent officers.
They doubtless did all they could. I think
probably there is no blame to be attached
to any one.”

Commodore Walker thought the escape
of the Calliope was largely a matter of
lock. *“She probably owed her sur-
vival,” he said, “to the fact that she had
more steam power than any of the other
vessels. The dispatches show she had very
hard work in getting out of the harbor,
only making about one-half mile an hour.

“Again, the Colliope may have been
more favorably placed than the German
and American vessels. Qur vessels may
not have been able to go against so fearful
a gale, and if they had been it may be they
were not able to turn around so as to go
out, but,” said the Commodore, “ we can’t
tell ; it's all guesswork.”

“The management of the vessels,” Com-

modore Walker said, “seemed to have
been about the same after the hurricane
struck them. A mistake that seems to
have been made was in staying inside the
harbor, but this was the case of our hind-
sight being better than our foresight. The
vessels may not have had time to get our,
there wus no telling though but what some
of the vessels might have gone down with
all on board, even if they had
put to  sea. It was  probable
however they would have pulled through.
But there,” said he, * the judgment of the
officers would comein, and no doubt they
would do what seemed best. They may
have thought a blow was coming up, but
that they could weather it. They all took
the same course and were all caught in the
same box.” *“The men could not do a
great deal.” said Commodore Walker; *‘in
these huriicanes the wind blew everything
down, and seas were heavy almost beyond
exception.” He remembered a hurricane
in the Barbadoes which blew down large,
heavy stone buildings, and razed almost the
entire town and this seemed to have been
such a storm. The Idaho, a United States
war vessel, was once caught at sea1n a hur-
ricane, and though she escaped, she was
never any good afterwards. The wind was
so fearful that it forced the oakum out
from between the planking of the ship's
deck and twisted the vessel all out of
shape, until it resembled twisting withes in
a wicker basket. The deck was so badly
sprung that you could go down below and
see through the crevices what was going
on above. A little more and the vessel
would have foundered.
The Commodore sententiously expressed
his opinion of the hurricanes by sayineg:
“1 don’t wan’t any hurricanes in mine. We
were more fortunate than the Germans,”
he said, **in not losing so many men, but
this was our good luck. They were all
fighting for their lives, and did everything
they could. All the vessels adopted the
same course, and none of them could
do anything much. It might been that
had only one vessel been in the harbor she
could have beensaved.” Admiral Porter
was seen, but he had not yet read the pub-
lished reports and therefore could not ex-
press any opinion of the situation in the
light of the fuller particulars received.

A Tragedy on the Plains.

St. Louis, April 14th.—A tragedy oc-
curred a few days ago in the western part
of Oklahoma, between four Kiowas and
two men from Texas, for the possession of
claims. Guns were used freely, and one of
the Kiowa men was killed and a Texan
mortally wounded. The other two called
a truce, and placing the wounded men on
a wagon they started for a neighboring
ranch. Before they reached it the fight
was renewed and the entire party was dis-
covered later by some cowboys, stretched
out on the prairie. The cowboys took one
dead and three of the wounded to the
nearest stage station.

General Merritt, at Fort Leavenworth,
hes issued orders to the military officers in
the Territory to permit the boomers to
cross the Cherokee country in time to
reach the Oklaboma line on the 2ud, the
date set for the opening of the territory.

A Frightful Accident,

Wasnixcron, April 14th.—Mrs. Febiger
wife of Admiral Febiger, met with a seri-
ous and probable fatal accident to-night.
Wkhkile being driven down a street her
horses teok fright and the coachman was
thrown from his seat. At the corner of
Fourteenth street the horses swerved and
the carriage wheel caught in the car track.
Mrs. Febiger was thrown from the vehicle
with great violence, striking upon her head.
She was carried unconscious into Dr. Har-
rison’s office, and other physicians were
summoned. One of ber arms was broken
in three places, and ber skull is supposed
to be fractured. She remasins unconscicus
and the physicians do not believe that she
will live,

A Day of Rest.

WasHixGrow, April 14th.—The President.
contrary to bis usual custom, did not at-
tend church to-day, but remained at the
White House all day, not even taking his
usual walk. Mrs. Harrison and the other
members of the household attended serv-
ices. The President is said to bein his
usual health, but his work in preparing his
speech for the centennial celebraiion,
coupled with his daily interviews with of-
fice-seekers, tends to make Sunday a
gladly-welcomed day of rest.

The Minneapolis Strike.

MixnNearoLis, April 14th.—There is no
change in the condition of the strike of the
street railway and motor lines employes.
The men continue firm. President Lowry
to-day reiterated his determination to run
cars to-morrow. The Mayor to-day issued
a proclamation, warminz the strikers
against attempting to interfere with the
running of the cars and against creating
distarbances on the streets,

Another Court-Martial.

WasnixgronN, April 14th.—The Court-
martial for the tnal of Lieutenant-Com-
mander G. M. Book, on charges of absence
from bis vessel without leave, will meet
to-morrow morning, with Rear Admaral D.
H. Harmony as President. Commander
Book, while in charge of the Pinta, at
Sitka, left his ship and came to Washing-
ton without leave, and bhas since failed to
explain his conduct.

The Seal Fisheries.

WasHingToN, April 14th.—Jt is stated
Lere that Swineford, ex-Governor of Alaska.
is organizing a syndicate of moneyed men
to contest the Alaska Commercial Com-
pany’s claim 1o a renewal of the lease for
the seal fisheries in Alsska. The leases
expire next year, and strong efforts will be
made to have them renewed. Swineford
has been working the matter up for sowe
time.

SENATOR STANFORD’S ARRIVAL.

No Definite Plan Concsrning His Pro-

Sax Fraxcisco, April 14th.—Senator and
Mrs. Leland Stanford srrived yesterday
morning from Washingron. Notwithstand-
ing his fatigning journey across the conti-
nent, be immediately repaired to the rail-
road office at Fourth and Townsend streets.
Here a number of friends had gathered,
and an informal reception was held, after
which Senator Stanford devoted himself to
a mass of correspondence which required
his personal attention. In the afternoon a
meeting of the Board of Directors of the
Southern Pacifie Company was held, at the
conclusion of which the Senator retired to
his residence on California street, thor-
oughly tired out, ard too indisposed to re-
ceive visitors.

A COUPLE OF DESPERADOS.

is Shot Desd While Resisting

Arrest.

Warra Warrna, April 14th.—On Friday
night a burglary took place at the store of
Holmes & Hamlin of Prescott, and a dis-
patch was sent for Shenif McFarland. He
tracked the burglars sbout five miles down
the T'ouchet river, coming to the town at
nightfali Saturday. In the morning Con-
stable Frank Morse went out and took up
the trail, tracking them to the mouth of
the river, where the Sheriff was met.

Both were mounted and started for Wal-
lula fifteen miles off, and about half way
saw two men toward the Walla Walla
river, but they were in a location where
they would have good advantage if they
wanted to fight, so the Sheriff and Morse
made a detour, apparently to look at some
cattle, until the critninals got to a better
place for attack, which they soon did, and,
arriving at a distance of fifte=n feet, orders
were given by the Sheriff, “Throw up your
hands,” immediately covering the men,
whbo were named Thomas Wilhams and
Dan Murphy.

Murphy drew a pistol from his pocket
and fired at Morse, causing both the horses
to rear and swing around the Sheriff and
Morse, As soon as they could get their
horses to face around both shot at the men,
Williams falling dead. Murphy still kept
firing, but did pot hit either of the men,
but two bullets entered the horse of the
Sheriff. Murpby then jumped down the
baok and started to run, but after a couple
shots were fired at him he threw down his
pistol and surrendered. The dead man was
taken to Touchet station and the Coroner
summoned by telegraph. The inquest was
held and a verdict rendered of justifiable
homicide. The prisoner was brought to
the Walla Walla County Jail to-night.

A smash-Up in New Mexico.

TucsoN, April 14th.—Train No. 14, east-
bound freight, was derailed and the engine
and twelve cars badly wrecked six miles
east of Strauss’ Station in New Mexico last
night about midnight. The train was run-
ning at a high rate of speed, and while
rounding a carve a flange on the truck of
the engine broke. The engine turned com-
pletely over, the cars were piled up and the
whole (g)ile of debris occupied but a few
hundred feet. The engineer and fireman
jumped, but were caught in the flying tim-
bers and slightly injured. The loss to the
engine and cars js not less than $50,000.
Four hundred feet of the railroad and track
was destroyed. The wrecking-trains were
run out and the track cleared this morning
about 9 o'clock. The west-bound passen-
ger trains arrived twenty hours late.

One

Liguor Licenses in Oakland.

Sax Francisco, April 14th.—The ques-
tion of high license is attracting general
attention in Oakland at the present time.
It was meade an issue in the recent election.
Cerain candidates for the Council were op-
posed by the liquor men and made their
fight on the high license question. Six of
those opposed by the saloon men were
elected, giving the high license party a
majority in the Council. The Councilmen
who were opposed by the saloon men nat-
urally feel hostile to them. At the first
meeting of the Council, an ordinance was
introduced increasing the liquor li-
cense from $50 a quarter to $250, and a
license was withdrawn from a prominent but
notoriously immoral salcon. The news-
papers took up the fight, and the Oakland
Times exposed the terribly demoralizing
effect of the saloons which had * Ladies’ En-
trances.” The subject has been discussed
from the pulpit and lecture platform and
forms the principal subject of discussion on
the sireets. 8o far the effect of the agita-
tion has been decidedly beneficial. The
people of Oakland have had their eyes
opened and the more disreputable saloons
bave been obliged, for the time at least, to
yield to public opinion and make conces-
sions to decency.

A Murderous Assault,

WooprLaxp, April 14th.—This morning
Benjamin Bynum made a murderous as-
sault upon his mother, Mrs. Rachel Jeans,
hitting her over the head several times
with a billet of wood. He then took a
shot at his stepfather, T.J. Jeans. Both
managed to get into the barn, and locked
themselves in, without sustaining any far-
ther injuries. Bynum then commenced
operations on the farm hands, and took
another shot at a young man by the name
of Hali. The oficers were informed of
his assaults, and after chasing him feor
several miles through grain-fields, suec-
ceeded in capturing him and lodging him
in jail. A charge of assault to commit
murder will e placed agaiost him, though
it is supposed the act was done while mo-
mentarily insane, as he has been under
medical treatment for some time for men-
tal trouble.

SANITARY MATTERS.

The State Board of Health Considers
Matters of Public Import.

The regular quarterly meeting of the
State Board of Health was held in this
city on Baturday evening. There were
present Drs. Orme of Los Angeles, Brice-
land of Shasta, Ruggles of Stockten and
Cluness and Tyrrell of Sacramento.

Secretary Tyrrell submitted a report of
his visit to Georgetown, El Dorado county:
for the purpose of investigating the sanitary
condition of that town.

The Board decided to wait before en-
forcing the Act to encourage snd provide
for a general vaccination in the State of
California.

It was resolved to immediately enforce
the Act compelling Boards of Sapervisors
to appoint a Healih Officer in each uunin-
corporated town of 500 or more inhab-
itants.

The opinion of the Attorney-General
will be asked as to the legality of the Act
establishing a quarantine on cattle, horses,
sheep and swine from infected districts
brought into this State.

The opinion of the Attorney-General
will also be asked in relation to the time
during which a body may be exhumed.

The Anti-Saloon Alliance.

The Anti-Saloon Alliance of California
have filed articles of incorporation. The
Directors are Chancellor Hartson, William
S. Chapman, Annis Merrill, Abram W.
Norton, Joseph Kline and Henry F. Will-
iams. The alliance proposes “to eradicate
intemperance, to suppress the traffic in in-
toxicating drinks that produces and in-
creases crime, poverty and suffering, cor-
rupts social habits, wastes individual and
national resources, and destroys the health
and lives of the people, by removing its
potent agencies, the saloons.  This reform
18 1o be effected by social, moral, political
and legislative action.”  The Directors are
citizens of Napa county.
