The Grand Parlor of the N. 8. G. W. in

8ax Rararrn, April 15th. — Last night
the delegates to the Grand Parlor of N. S.
G. W. began to arrive, and the early trains
this morning helped to swell the throng.

The booming of
anvils on Main street ai noon was] the sig-
nal for the opening ot the iwelfth annual
session of the Grand Parlor, and promptly
at that hour Grand President Dorn called
the delegates to order. After the openin
services GrandZPresident Dorn appoint
a Committee on Credentials, T. (? Hock-
ing was elected as Official Reporter. Grand
Secretary Lunstedt announced that he had
appointed W. W. Shannon, of California
Parlor, as Assistant Secretary.

COLONEL MULKEY,

His Proposition to Steal Lower California
From Mexico.

Los AxceLEs, April 15th.—The alleged
filibustering scheme to capture Lower Cal-
ifornia has been traced to Colonel J. K.
Mulkey, who came here ten years ago as a
correspondent of the Louisville Courier-
Journal. To a reporter, who pretended to
want to join the enterprise, he made the
following statement :

“Well, now,” said the reporter, ‘‘what
have you done in the way of naval arrange-
ments 2"

*Very little.”

“Have you any colleagues among the
naval men ?”’

“Yes,” reﬁ)lied the Colonel confidentially,
“Captain Mullan of the United States
steamer Nipsic.”

X “Have you any assistance in Washing-
on ?”’

“We can get all the aid there when we
want it. There are men high in authority
in the movement, and some of them are
very near the Administration.”

*How about Jones ?”’

“Well, Senator Jones is on our list.”

‘“ Now as to the question of money ?”

‘“ We_ have sufficient funds for the pres-
ent. When certain arrangements are made
we will have all the money we desire.”

** How soon will operations commence? "’

“I am going to San Diego on Monday.
From there I go to the Real Del Castillo in
Lower California, where I will establish
our headquarters, and I am going well
heeled,” he continued, and goiug into the
back part of the rosm brought forth a large
envelope bearing the City of Mexico post-
mark. He opened the envelope and
brought forth two letters of introduction,
one to General Torres, Governor of Lower
California, and the other to a prominent
Mexican official at Lapaz.

The letter to General Torres was signed
by Romero. the Mexican Secretary of the
Interior. It ordered thata force of armed
men be given to Colonel Mulkey, as a mili-
tary escort, if he so desired.

**Will not business complications result
from this scheme?”

“None. Our scheme is merely a busi-
ness proposition. We will locate settlers
in Lower California and in six months they
will be bona fide residents. We expect to
have a force of two thousand men on the

und, and a goodly portion of them are
there already. We have worked for years
on this scheme. No international compli-
cations can result. We will not be filibus-
tering, but merely colonists, setting u
our own form of republican Government.”

**When and where can I join you?”

“I'll tell you. Go with me toSan Diego
on Monday, and when I return from there
I can give you the inside secrets, and have
you sworn in as a member of the organiza-
tion. I have told you more than I ought
to. When you have taken the oath of al-
legiance I can tell you many things that

will open your eyes. T’ll tell you what, if
you join us you'il never it. Those
who are on the inside will made min-

iature princes, both in power and wealth.”
“Hgy about the International Com-
= '._l‘ilae eople cut no figure. They have
no rights down there, and we will simply
shut them out and stop their work just

. where they are,”

To-day Colonel Mulkey denies the story,
but there are half a dozen Grand Army
men who have been made direct proposi-
uons to join in such a scheme, and offered

pay. The affair is developing new
features, and will possibly assume a serious
phase very soon.

A COAST SHAKE UP.

An Earthquake Felt Along the Coast
From Merced to Los Gatos.

Saxta Cruz, April 15th.—At 7:30 o’clock

last night an earthquake was felt here.

The vibrations were from north to south
and lasted two seconds.

CENTERVILLE, April 15th.—A slight earth-
quake occurred here at 7:34 o'clock last
night. The vibrations were from the north-
east to the southwest.

Los Garos, April 15th.—Two slight but
distinct earthquakes were felt at about 7:15
o'clock last evening. The vibrations were
from south to north.

GrLroy, April 15th.—There was a re-
markably sharp but short earthquake here
at 7:25 o'clock last night, making lamps,
crockery, etc., rattle severely.

MERCED, April 15th.—A heavy double-
shock earthquake was experienced here at
7:33 last night. The oscellation was north-
west to southeast and about two seconds in
duration.

FINE WELL OF WATER.

Supposed Anti-Hydraulic Spies are Driven
Out of Sierra City.

MARYSVILLE, April 15th.—Information
reached the Anti-Debris Association to-day
that two men were driven from Sierra City
about ten days ago by the hydraulic miners
and their friends, on suspicion that the
visitors were agents of the Association, or
were Deputy United States Marshals en-
gaged in collecting information. The Asso-
ciation has no official knowledge of the
matter, and has had no agents in Sierra
county of late.

A ten-inch bored well in the Colmena
orange orchard six miles south of this city
on the line of the California and Oregon
Railroad, has tapped a copious vein of
water at the depth of 85 feet. The water
rises within ten feet of the surface. Itis
thought that one good pump will raise
enough water from this well for the irriga-
tion of the entire orchard of one hundred
acres. More wells will be susnk to insure a
sufficient supply.

A PIONEER OF 1824.

An Octogenarian Who Wants to Support
Himself.

PorTLAND, April 14th.—Captain Maintop,
a Kanaka, about 80 years of age, was
brought to the Portland Hospital yesterday
from the mines on Snake river, the miners
there having subscribed to provide a nome
for him during his few remaining days.
The old man first visited California in 1824
on a whaler, and since 15832 has been a res-
ident of that State and Idaho.

Maintop was running a schooner on the
Sacramento for Sutter when gold was dis-
covered in California, and still has the blue
vest with naval buttons worn at that time.
He has a number of recommendations
from pastors of churches at Marysville and
Yreka in 1852 to 1855. He was married by
the first Justice of Sacramento April 21,
1849. He hes been blind for twelve years
from the effects of the reflection of the sun
on quicksilvered plates, and his old wife
supported him by watching a mining
ditch. His wife died a week ago and the
miners sent the old man here to end his
days. He is- fearful of being a burden on
any one and wishes to be ailowed to chop
wood and split kindlings.

CROOKED BOOKRS.

It lDoes Not rilléw That They Were
Kept by & €rooked Man.

S8ax Dieco, April 15th.—Tax Collector
W. 8. Varnum of this county is in a whole
lot of trouble. The Board of Supervisors
has ordered an investigation of his office
and put two exper:s on his bocks. One of
his bondsmen withdrew, but he filed a new
bond of $50,000 in a few hours. There is
an apparent shortage in the books, some
reports placing it as high as $5,000 and
some more. The Tax Collector admits that
the accounts may be a little mixed, but
claims that when they are experted they
will be found correct, or nearly so. He
tersely expresses the situation in a few
words by saying: “I am here, the books
are here and my bondsmen are here, so the
county cannot lose anything if the books
are not right, and I want the investigation
made.”

A SAD DEATH.

Another Fool Who Did Not Enow It
Was Loaded.

Tucson, April 15th.—Yesterday evening
Ceasario Chaon, a young Mexican 25 vears
of age, was returning from a shooting-
match with a Winchestef rifle. He stopped
at the house of a friend” where there were
several young ladies. He was carelessly
handling the gun and was asked to remove
all cartrigdes, which he though he had
done, when a young woman, Mariana
Pertillo, playfully said if there was no
danger he could shoot at her. Chaon took
deliberate aim and pulled the trigger when
an explosion took place and the girl fell
from her chair dead, shot through the
heart.

Chaon had an examination before a Cor-
oner’s jury this morning and was dis-
charged, the jury deciding that the shoot-
ing was accidental.

THE TRAIN ROBBERS.

One of Them Jumps Through a Car
Window and Escapes.

ALBUQUERQUE (N. M.,), April 15th—Three
of the Canyon Diablo train robbers passed
through Albuguerque to-day, en route to
Holbrook, Arizona, in charge of Sherift
Buck O’'Neill and E. A. St. Clair. Last
night, near Ranton, N. M., J. J. Smith, one
of the gang, made his escape through a
window while the officers were napping.
Deputies Holton and Black started in pur-
suit. As the prisoner is shackled, they
will probably overtake him. The three
men looked disheartened, and stoically sat
for the curious crowd to gaze upon them.
They seem to have made up their minds
that if not rescued they will be judiciously
hanged. .

Lucky Redskins—A Decislon of the Su-
preme Court Saves Their Necks.

Tucson, April 15th.—The United States
Supreme Court to-day decided that the Dis-
trict Court of Arizona, sitting as a United
States Court, has no jurisdiction in Indian
cases. United States District Attorney
Rouse raised the eguestion before Judge
Barnes, who decid that the Court had
jurisdiction, and Gonshayer, . Captain Jack
and several more Indians were convicted
and transported to the Springfield, Ohio,
prison, and are now confined there. The
case was carried to the Supreme Court, and
argued March 16th. Attorney-General
Miller ordered the Indians released and
brought back from their places of confine-
ment,

Indian Feremino, who killed miner
Ford near Quijota, and was convicted and
sentenced to be hanged on Friday next,
comes under this decision.

It is thought that the decision will work
a great hardship in several counties in Ari-
zona, in prosecuting these cases, arising
from Apache depredations. Gonshayer,
was. convicted of killing Diehl, nearly
two years ago, off the reservation, and Cap-
tain Jack, for the killing of an Indian on
the reservation.

A Narrow Escape.

TucsoN, April 15th.—Engineer Harper
had a narrow escape from death last night
on hisengine, No.117. When near Gila Bend
the pin broke, allowing the right-hand
connecting rod to drop down on the other
end to the hind driving-wheel which was
revolving with great rapidity, tearing the
cab completely off the engine, and slightly
injuring the engineer and fireman.

This evening to a Chronicle reporter Colonel
Smith, who is the head of the company,
said: “We have about decided to pur-
chase the island. The price I cannot tell
yet, but it is not far from $300,000. We ex-
pect to improve the island as a resort and
to develop the silver mines. The oreis
low grade, but we can ship it to England as
ballast very cheaply, and it can be reduced
at Swansea 8o as to pay. We shall develop
the other resources of the island to the full-
est extent.”

Off to the Mountains.

SAx BERNaRDINO, April 15th.—Governor
Waterman arrived in San Bernardino from
San Diego on Thuriday, the 11th. He is
on his way to his mountain home for rest
and recuperation.

The mountain residence of the Governor
is situated in the foothills of the San Ber-
nardino Range, about ten miles from San
Bernardino, in a northeasterly direction,
and at an elevation that gives one an un-
obstructed view of the whole valley. The
retreat is a veritable sanitary resort, with
the regulation hot springs, mineral water,
pure aur and salubrious climate.

Charles S. Voorhees, prominently men-
tioned as the Democratic Senatorial candi-
date, arrived here to-day, and says he is not
a candidate for any office whatsoever.

paid him as an army officer for portions of

the period from December 31, 1869, to Oc-
tober 31, 1882, The Court of Claims,
divided Court, dismissed both claims. Th
Supreme Court holds that General Bade
while drawing a salary as Consul-Gen
was expressly inhibited from receiv
additional compensation for discharg
the duties of any other office. It is true,
the Court says, that it has been decided
that a person holding two oftices of em-
ployment under the Government, when
the services rendered or which might be
required of them were not incompatible, is
not precluded from receiving a salary or
compensation of both, but the Treasury
Department did not apparently regard this
case as falling within that exception, and
the Court agrees with that conclusion.

It is held though, under
1875, that certain army officers may hold
diplomatic or Consular appointments
without being held thereby to resign
their places 1n the army.
