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CITY TRUSTEES,

POUNDMASTER RUVMBLE HAULED
OVER THE COALS.

A Hitch in the Fifteenth-Street
Railroad Franehise—Street Im-
provements—Etc.

The Board of City Trustees met yester-
day, all the members present. The report
of E. H. Williams, Chief Engineer of the
Water Works, showed that during the
past week 18,782,500 gallons of water were
pumped, the Holly pump being used 163
hours and the Stevens pump 5 hours.

City Attorney Church rendered a verbal
opinion in the matter referred to him at
the last meeting in regard to granting the
Central Street Railway Company a fran-
chise for a road ou Fiiteenth street, from K
to L. He thought it would be legal to
grant the company the franchise, as the
law allowed two companies to run over the
same road for a distance of five blocks and

there would be no difficulty between Mr.
Carey and the Central Street Railway Com-
pany.

The Board thought the City Attorney
ought to file a written opinion in the mat-
ter, and Trustee McLaughlin moved that
the matter be laid over for one week. It
was so ordered.

City Attorney Church was instructed to
pregare an ordinance uunder which disrep-
utable dives could be closed.

A petition was received asking the Board
to extend the fire limits so as to embrace
the block bounded by Tenth and Eleventh,
J and K, as the property-owners were de-
cidedly opposea io the ercction of any
more wooden buildings. The matter was
taken under consideration.

A protest was received against grading
Thirteenth street, from K to L. The re-
monstrance was referred to the Street Com-
missioner.

A commaunication was received from a
majority of the property-owners on Front
street from Q to U, stating that as the con-
tract for grading and improving said street
had been awarded to one J. G. Plummer,
and they being assessed for the said work,
they agreed to do it themselves for the
price awarded to the above-named con-
tractor. Their desire was granted.

Phillip Rumble presented his official
bond as Poundkeeper for the city, ana the
same was accepted and placed on file.

The following resolutions of intention
were passed: For grading, improving,
etc., Tenth street from N to R, Tenth from
F to I, Thirteenth from I to J, N from Sec-
ond to Third, Ninth from G to H, N from
Third to Fifth; also Nineteenth street from
E to G.

Poundkeeper Rumble appeared before
the Board, in reponse to a summons, to
state why he did not attended to his duties
better. The Board told him they were
tired of hearing complaints about stray
cattle runrniogin the streets, and wanted
better service, and hoped he would look
after things a little closer.

Messrs. Alsip and Lewis reappeared be-
fore the Board and again asked that they
be allowed the franchise for a railway road
on Fifteenth street, from K to L, as they
were all ready for work. Trustees Me-
Laughlin and Weclf thought the matter
was not quite as clear to them as it should
be, and wanted until next Monday to con-
sider. Mr. Carey’s attorney also made a
protest against the work proceeding at
present, and the granting of the franchise
was laid over till next Monday.

Superintendent Parker, of tae City Cem-
etery, notified the Board that he had re-
ceived notice from the Secretary of the I.
0. 0. F., stating that they had elected J.
H. Crone sexton for their plat, and he
(Parker) wanted to know whether or not
they had ithe right to do so.

S. B. Smith, Secretary of the 1. 0. 0. F.,
stated to the Board that he thought any
one had a verfect right to select a sexton
for any plat they owned in the cemetery.

As the matter was reaching a point
of law, the Mayor thought there should be
no further discussion, and suggested that
it be referred to the City Attornev. It was
80 orderad.

Bids for sprinkling the streets in the city
were then opened. About a dozen differ-
ent contractors put in bids, and the award-
ing of contracts was laid aside until next
Monday.

On motion of Mayor Gregory, the Board
of Health will be appointed at the first

meeting in May.

THE FEAST O PESACH.
Commencement of the Jewish Season of

Passover—The Opening Supper.
Last evening services were held in the

Jewish feast of the Passover, or Pesach,
which lasts for seven days, and is an event
of great importance among the Hebrews.
This feast is to commemorate the deliver-
ance of the Hebrews frem Egyptian bond-
: 1t differs from a1l other Hebrew feasts

- the eating of leavened bread
mﬁ:& and all eet unleavened bread

‘ " Not only must the bread be
Shieavened, but no arsicle of food made of

leavened flour is esten during the feast.
The first two and the last two cays, among
the orthodox Hebrews, are set apart for re-
ligious worship. The reform congregations
only hold services on the first and last day.
On the first day, among the orthodox, the
first-born of each family is expected tc fast
in commemoration of the slaying by Pha-
roah of the first-born of each family. On
the opening night of the feast the Seder or
religious supper is given. The ritual,
called the Haggada shel Pesach, is used at
this time, and the story of the deliverance
of the Hebrews under the leadership of
Moses is recited, interspersed with songs
and prayer.

A LIVELY RATTLE.

Attorney Estabrook and Officer
Have a Tilt in the Police Court,

For some time past bad blood has ex-
isted between Policeman Robert Ash and
Frank Estabrook, who practices before the
Police Court. The latter appeared in that
Court vesterday in a case in which Ash was
the complaining witness, Estabrook wanted
a continuance, and Ash demurred against

being compelled to dance attendance in
Court daily to satisfy the whims of a
‘“snide lawyer.” or a * shyster,” or some-
thing to that effect.

DENNIS McCARTHY’'S DEATH.

Further Particulars of the Recent Sad
Accident on the Marysville Road.

J. R. Williams, who owns a large ranch
on the Marysville road, near the Twelve-
mile House, was in the city yesterday, and
furnished some further particulars of the
death of Dennis McCarthy on Friday last.
His account of the sad accident is as fol-
lows: ** McCarthy came out from the East
to visit his sister, Mrs. Fitzsimmons, at the
Twelve-mile House. She and I persuaded

him to stay during the summer and see
how he liked the climate, and he concluded
to stay until fall. He came to my place to
help me for a few weeks. On ¥ridayv last
he came to the city for a load of barley, and
the first seen of him on his way back wes
at Coburn’s place, about three miles from
my place. Some men at work there saw
him get off the wagon and drive the team
through the gate. He apparently could
not close the gate, but leaned over against
it and beckoned to the men., They did not
go to him for an hour.

‘ Seeing that the team was still standing
there in the road, one of the three men
said he would go and see whset was the
matter. When he got there he found Mec-
Carthy lying under the wagon. He wss
conscious, and told the man that he fell off
the wagon and that both wheels had passed
over his chest. His eyes were so swollen
by this time that he could not see to drive
the team any further. The man got him
on the wagon and started for my place,
which was about three miles away. When
he got on my place he got mired down in a
new read which I had been making and
had to walk to the house, about three-
quarters of a mile, to get assistance. I was
not at home at the time, but the cook and
another man went and belped, and they
finally got to the house with McCarthy.
When I got home I saw that he was badly
hurt, and went for his sister. He told me
that he was asleep and fell ¢ff the wagon
and that both wheels ran over him.

“The bones in his chest were all broken,
and you could hear them rattle when he
was moved. The road is very rough, and
as he bad to go slowly he must have
dropped asleep while sitting on the front of
the wagon, on the sacks, and going 1nto a
chuck-hole he was probebly tirown off in
front of the wheels. He was conscious up
to the time of his death, which occurred at
midnight.”
