NOTHING AS YET HFARD FROM
THE DANMARK.,

El Paso, Texas, Has a Mayor Who
Can Stand Off an Army of Pol-
iticians—F'ruit Prospects.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE BECORD-UNION. ]

“LET THE SOUTH ALONE.”

Interviews With Southern Men Upon the
Needs of the South.

PrrvapeLrHIA, April 18th —The Enquirer
will publish to-morrow interviews which
it has collected with prominent politicians
of the Southern States, in answer to the
questions, “ What is the Southern ques-
tion?” ** And how should it be met, to pro-
duce the greatest good to the South ?”

Thbe responzes from nearly all voiced the
same sentiment ; that the race problem is
the great one to be solved, and that the
South should be allowed to manage her
own affairs without interference.

Among the most prominent gentlemen
from whom replies were received, are the
following: Governor Richardson, of South
Carolina; Governor Lee, of Virginia; Gov-
ernor Buckner, of Kentucky; Attorney-
Geperal Miller, of Mississippi, and Lieu-
{enmn-Govemor Mauldin, of South Caro-

ina.

The tenor of their replies is contained
mainly in that of Governor Richardson’s,
who says the Southern guestion is the race
question, **Shall the African or the Canca-
sion race predominate? There should be
a strict avoidance by the General Govern-
ment of any distinctively Southern policy,
leaving to the States themselves the man-
agement of their own domestic affairs.

Governor Buckner of Kentucky protested
that there is no Southern question. Such
unpatriotic sectional agitation, whether
originating in the North or South, should
not be encoursged, and injury resulting
from such agitation would be reduced to the
minimum if the people of each State would
continue to attend to their own affairs and
unite in supporting the general Govern-
ment in its just exercise of all legitimate
powers.

Attorney-General Miller of Mississippi
said the contrast between the negro and
white Governments had been so decidedly
in favor of the latter that the white people
were determined that there shall be no re-
tarn to the former. A military despotism
would be preferred. When interstates
Jjudgment, instead of passion and prejudice,
shall control the Southern negro then the
question will be sclved.

Lieutenant-Governor Maulnin of South
Carolina says the Federal Government can
help the South by appointing to office men
of character and capacity and by dealin
generously in the matter of internationa
improvement, and by refunding the cotton
tax. In other words, says he, let the South
alone.

THE FRUIT PROSPECTS=.

Reports are Excellent ¥rom All Sections
of the Union.

St. Louis, April 18th.—The Republic will
print to-morrow a report giving the fruit
and vegetable prospect of the whole coun-
try. The reports have all been written
during the present month by the best in-
formed parties in their respective States.

The peach crop is expected to be the
largest ever grown, the peach buds being
alive at this time in every State in the
Union, and the season beitg now so far
advanced the crop is assurea in the West
and South, and sithough too early to safelv
predict a full vield in the East, yet a good
crop is expected.

The crop of apples will be much smaller
than that of last year, it being an off year
for that crop at many of the big shipping
points.

The strawberry crop is nearly up to the
average, yet much larger than that of 1888,
which was the lightest in many Vears.

The pear crop will average light through-
out. Its great enemy is the blight.

The grape crop in the West and South
has been favored with such a mild winter
that but little injury has been inflicted, and
nearly a doable yield of that of last year is
looked for.

The general vegetable crop, which is at-
tracting more attention from labor and in-
vestors generally, especially through the
Southern States, is reported excellent.

Florida is now the most formidable rival
of all other Southern States as a shipper of
early fruifs snd vegetables, getting into
every market, kast and West, before any
other State by several weeks, Her orange
crop prouises to be larger than that of last
year, the heaviest on record.

California, it seems, is drying and evar-
orating her fruits to a greater extent since
the interstate commerce law raised rates to
distant markets, yet the almost unprece-
dented low prices prevailing for dried and
evaporated fruit now and for months past,
will discourage operators and reduce the
amount of fruit so saved largely in all the
States.

A LUCKY HEIRESS,

An Unsophisticated Mountain Girl Wins
. Wealth.

New Beprorp (Mass.), April 18th,—An
anonymous writer in San Francisco has
been the means of transforming an igno-
rant mountain girl into a wealthy heiress.
During the war there came to Nantucket a
young dentist named Franklin A. Ellis.
He had plenty of money, which he in-
creased by securing a large practice. There
were mysterious rumors about him, but he
kept his past to himself and nothing conld
be discovered of his earlier days. In 1884
be died, leaving personal property and resl
estate amounting to $100,000.

KING McPHERSON.

A Suit of Clothes, an American Flag and
a Cheek of Brass.

CHICcAGO, April 19th.—A Daily News
Washington special has a very preuy little
story which promises to develop into an
interesting trial. It comes to Washington
from Alaska. 1t is to the effect that about
three vears ago a man named MecPherson
sailed from San Francisco and eventual-
lv landed on one of the Aleutian
Islands off the coast of Alaska. Mr.
McPherson’s entire ouifit consisted of a
suit of clothes, an Amerizan flag and cheek
enough for a regiment, together with a
paper purporting to have been signed by
Attorney-Genera! Garland, appointing him
United States Commissioner. As soon as
he landed on the island he raised the
American flag with a great deal of cere-
mony, took command of 600 natives and
compelled them to address him as King
McPherson. Each season he exacted a
heavy tribute from the natives, and alto-
gether he sé¢ms to have been having a
lovely time.

Things went along very smoothly until a
few months ago, when report says he had
some difficulty with three of his subjects,
and, fearing there might be mutiny, he
hanged three of the rebellious ones. ~The
report of McPherson rule reached the
Treasury Department and a special agent
was sent to his island to investigate the
matter. This agent recently reported the
facts to Secretary Windom substantially as
they are given above. Now it is said the
revenue cutter will be sent to the island for
the purpose of arresting McPherson. It is
the intention of the authorities to bring
him to San Francisco and try him for
murder.

BRUTALITY TO SEAMEN,

The Captain and Mates of the Solitaire
Murder a Sailor.

PriLApELPHIA, April 18th. — United
States Deputy Marshals have been bhunting
since Monday night for Captain Stonewall,
first mate Ryan and second mate Robins
of the Solitaire, which arrived from Dan-
kirk Monday after a sixty-four days’ voy-
age. The officers are armed with warrants
for the arrest of the three men, charging
them with cruelty, such as hasseldom been
reported on shipboard in recent years. The
story as told by the sailors to the United
States Commissioner includes the murder
of one of the seamen, who was knocked
from the fore upper sailvard by the second
mate to the deck, killing him instantly.

On the
way up the river the Captain sent the first
and second mates ashore near ILeague Is-
land, not daring to bring them to the city
tor fear of arrest. He brought the vessel to
the city himself and then disappeared.

A SHREWD MAYOR.

He Takes Matters in His Own Hands
When Necessary.

Ewr Paso (Tex.), April 18th.—A peaceable
and eminently successful revoluion was
accomplished in the municipal affairs of
El Paso this afternoon. A new charter
was lately granted by the Legislature., At
the\first election under it the Republican
ticket was elected. The former City Coun-
cil was Democratic, and refused to open
and promulgate the returns of the election.
This would keep in the old Aldermen, the
majority being Democrats. This afternoon
Mayor Lightbody, a Republican, opened
and read the returns in spite of the Alder-
men and declared the new ticket elected.
The new Mayor, Krakans, was at once
sworn in, with the new Aldermen, and ap-
pointed I. Fisher Satterthwaite City Mar-
shal, and enough deputies were sworn in
to keep the peace. Of course great dissat-
isfaction existed among the Democrats,
and there was much talk of forcible resist-
ance, but up to a late hour the peace had
not been broken.

THE ACT OF A HERO,

A Switchman Dies to S8ave the Life of a
Lattle Chila.

NEew Yorxk, April 18th.—A hero, elad 1n
brown, greasy overalls, checked jumper
and the cap of a switchman, lost his life
yesterday in the yard of the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad at Jersey City while saving
from the frightful death that he himseif
met a ten-year-old child. He was Patrick
McAtamny, an Irishman, 42 years old, who
supported his wife and family of seven
young children by switching trains for the
Penunsylvania Railroad. He was standing
in the door of his little hounse about 3
o’clock waiting for a single car to be backed
by an engine on a side track. Just as the
car which he had switched reached him, a
little boy who had been picking up coal
from an ash heap near by stepped on the
track immediately in front of the car.
McAtamny saw him and jumping to the
track pushed the boy violently from it.
The next instant, however, the rapidly
moving car struck the man. There was a
crunching of bones, and when the engine
had pushed the car on a mass of bloody
shreds was all that remained of the switch-
man.

POISONED HER PARENTS.

A Michigan Chippy Who Wanted to Join
the Cowboys.

Mariye Crry (Mich.), April 18th.—On
Monday evening last James Williams and
his wife were taken suddenly ill with
symptoms of poisoning. They are still in
a serious condition.

A Wealthy Beggar.

New Orreans, April 18th.—Felix Viart
aged 72, a professional beggar, died a few
days ago of debility and neglect, in an old
shanty in the rear of the town. She had
lived tbere for over twenty yvears in the
most abject poverty, supporting herself by
begging, which she followed as a profes-
sion. The Coroner discovered, hidden
around her shanty, 238,500, of which $2.500
was in gold, secreted in an old flower-pot
in the yard, and $36,000 in good bonds,
stocks and securities concealed in the wall.
The woman was believed to be in destitute
circumstances. She came here from France,
and her only relative and heir lives in
Paris.

The Fruit-Growers’ Convention.

Sax Dieco, April 18th.—The visiting
fruit-growers in session at National City
spent yesterday in visiting the country con-
tignous to San Diego.

At this rate, an eel
weighing five pounds would contain encugh
voison to despatch ten men. The blood
of animals poisoned by eel’s blood cannot
be made to coagulate, just as after the bite
of serpents. Fortunately the blood is in-
ert when introduced via the stomach, and
it loses its toxic properties when heated.—
The Medical Press.
