
THE AMADORROAD.

CONSIDERATION OF AS IMPORT-
ANT PROJECT.

Report of the Board of Trade Com-
mittee on the Proposed Rail-

road to Amador.

The Executive Committee of the City
Board of Trade, consisting ot Messrs. Jo-
seph Steflens (President), L. L.Lewis, D.
Lubin, William Ingram, U. A.Lindley, A-
S. Hopkins and Herman Fisher, met at the
rooms of the Board yesterday afternoon at
3:30 o'clock. The President of the Board
stated that the object of the meeting was
to receive the report of a sub-committee
recently appointed to examine into the
resources of the country and the possibili-

ities of building a railroad between Sacra-
mento and Jackson, Amador county, and
also to receive a report from Jackson Den-
nis and Dr.J. L.Mayon, representing the
people of Amador county in the proposed
branch road.

David Lubin submitted the following
)mmunication. which was read :

Board of Trade is taking some action relative toa railroad connecting this section with Sacra-
mento city, we would respectfully inform your
committee that some time ago meetings wereheld throughout this county tor the same pur-pose, and committees were appointed to securedata, aud, it your committee wise, would beglad to meet withyour committee aud compare
notes. A part of our committee at least can
meet with yours almost any time it may suityou. Probably a trip over the proposed route
would be advisable to gain iulomation. We
should be glad tohear from you ou the subject

G. W. Hancock, of the sub-committee,
then submitted a verbal report. Mr. Han-
cock said that the proposed route would
open up a rich aud extensive section
of couL-try which had heietofore re-
mained in a measure undeveloped for
the want of better means of communi-
cation. He said that in the vicinity of
Howell's Station, near the Cosumnes river,
there were over 20,000 acres of first and
second grade bottom lands, some 12,000 of
which could not be equaled in this county
for fruit-growing purposes. He claimed
that itwas better adapted for that purpose
than any lands on the American or Sacra-
mento rivers. Mr. Hancock referred to a
map to show that the route of the proposed
line wouldbe along or parallel to the Jack-
son road as far as Howell's and it would
then run in a southwesterly direction,
crossing the Cosurunes river and extending
on to Plymouth, Sutter Creek and Jackson,
the proposed terminus.

Jackson Dennis, Secretary of the Ama-
dor County Committee, saia that the in-
tended line of road would be of incalcu-
lable value to the citizens of his county. In
his opinion it would become a paying
leeder from the start. Ileferrine to" the
population who would be benefited by the
building of this road, he said that itwould
open up a territory occupied by some ten
or twelve thousand people: that every day
upwards of twenty carloads of merchandise
was hauled into that section by wagon.
"But this is not all," said Mr." Dennis.
"Our resources are about inexhaustible.
Inaddition to farm and orchard products
we have large forests, which willsupply
millions of feet of lumber, which cannot be
put on the market until a road is built."
He said that a committee had called on
General Manager Towne and Colonel Fred.
Crocker, of the Southern Pacific, and had
discussed the matter very thoroughly. The
railroad people seemed very much pleased
withtheir report.

Mr.Dennis said that his people would
like very much to act with Sacramento in
securing the building of this road, and
would lend all the assistance within their
power. Sacramento would be the place
most benefited, for itmade her the supply
depot for a large and crowing section.

Mr. StelTens remarked that the two com-
mittees had better prepare their report at
once. He added that Mr. Huntington
would be inSacramento within a few daps.
and then the whole matter could be laid
before him. The road would be about fifty
miles long. A great many people along
the contemplated route are ready to assist
the builders financially.

The committee then" adjourned.
RESOURCES OF THAT SECTIOS.

KEPORT OF THE SUBCOMMITTEE.

J. A.Scott, a gentleman who has evinced
much interest in the proposed railroad, is
in the city. He says the property owners
along the route ot the proposed road are
becoming quite enthusiastic about it.and
willgive a subsidy of $5 per acre on farms
of from 3.000 to 4.000 acres.

In an interview with a Record-Union
reporter Mr.Scott stated that there is adja-
cent to the proposed line

—
commencing at

a point about forty-five miles from Sacra-
mento

—
a stretch of timber country forty

miles in length by an average of sixteen in
width, an area embracing 640 sections.
Each of these sections will produce ten
trees to the acre, and each tree will yield
2.000 feet of lumber. This would give in
round numbers about 819,000 carloads of
sawed lumber to be moved to market, be-
side an equal quantity of stove-wood. At
an average cost of $10 per car he estimates
that a railroad running through that sec-
tion would receive $8,190,000 from freight
of that charai ter a:<.me, to say nothing of
other classes of freight and the passenger
traffic.

Indian Diggings, El Dorado county,
through whicfi localitythe proposed road
\u25a0would likely run. has extensive quarries of
marble and sandstone. A specimen of the
former is shown in the shape of a mantel-
shelf, made from a slab that had lain es-
posod to the elements for upward of twenty
years, and it compares favorably with the
marble in general use. A block of the
sandstone recently sawed from the quarry
shows that it can be readily sawed into any-
desired shape or design, but the longer ex-
posed to the air the harder itbecomes. It
should be very valuable forbuilding and
ornamental purposes. It is of a creamy
c ior, with blotches and streaks of red. and
wouldmake very attractive-looking build-
ings. Both the marble and sandstone
quarries, hesays, are practically inexhausti-
ble. It would seem as if this matter were
worthy of the consideration of the capital-
ists and business men of this city.

A Tilt Between Medicos Before the State

he said that there was more malaria in the
Sacramento valley than inthe San Joaquin
vallpy. Dr. Itoss of Sacramento repudiated
Dr. O'Brien's assertion. He said that if
Dr. O'Brien knew more about the Sacra-
mento valley he would never have made
such a retnanc. He knew of a family
whom misfortune drove to Fresno from
Sacramento, \yhile they lived in Sacra-
mento the family had never been aillicted
with malarial fever, bnt on their arrival in
Fresno the entire family was assailed with
that horrible disease, which almost proved
fatal and compelled their return toSacra-
mento.

Dr. < >'15rien started up to refute these as-
sertions, and the discussion would have
proved entertaining over the respective
malarial merits of Fresno and Sacra.neiito
had not Chairman Simpson declared dis-
enssion o-it of order by saying there was
malaria everywhere except in San Fran-
cisco.
